Frederick Slebold, 37, a slim 
six-footer who walked Into a po-
lice stakeout Feb. 20, was sem 
tencsd Friday to a 8- to 19-year 
term in State Prison. He had 
been convicted on 13 counts of 
burglary.

For police, the capture ended 
weeks of frustraUon as Night- 
hawk, as he signed the mock-
ing verses he left behind, pulled 
one burglary after another In 
downtown New Haven.

After Slebold had been 
caught, he told a reporter he 
developed his literary style dur-
ing an earlier stretch in State 
Prison. In four years, Slebold 
said, he had worked up from 
sportswriter to editor of the 
prison paper.

His poetic output this winter 
consisted of doggerel such as 
this, left in an office he ran-
sacked a few nighta before his 
arrest:

"Sorry to leave such a mess; 
it’s reaUy not fair to thee; but 
just as imfalr have you been; 
to leave not a shilling for me.'*

None of Siebold’s robberies 
netted much more than $80, po-
lice said.

NEW YORK (AP)—Why have 
they started sealing off the ends 
of wax paper rolls?

Why do they deliberately u6e 
different size packages for prod-
uct:* that aren’t different sizes?

The answer, says Julian 
Barksdale, vice president of the 
Whitman's Chocolates division 
of Pel Milk Co. and an expert 
on packaging. Is shoplifters.

Supermarket managers have 
found that some thieves will 
slip small objects — tubes of 
toothpaste or shampoo, for In-
stance—Into the hollow rolls of 
wrapping paper and thereby 
get them past the check-out 
girl.

Also, says Barksdale, an at-
tempt to standardize a line of 
frozen foods In convenient 
same-size packages raised prob-
lems. They found that some 
shoppers would switch products 
and, for instance, take hpme a 
$1.75 lobster In a macanml-and- 
cheeae carton with a 88-cent

Barksdale said that efforts to 
thwart dishonesty also account 
for some of the hard-to-open jar 
tops—lid switching la common 
—and for the bulky oheeta of 
eardboard on which small l^m s 
are mounted—harder to pocket.

BAHRAIN, Persian Gulf 
(A P )— Groping through a 
desert sandstorm, a jetliner 
overshot the airport at 
Dhahran, Saudi Arabia, 
Friday night and crashed 
into the P e r s i a n  Gulf. 
There were no signs of sur-
vivors among the 49 per-
sons aboard, including 23 
Americans.

In Beirut, Lebanon, a spokes-
man for Idle East Airltaes- 
Air Libeui sedd all but one of 
the Americans apparently wera 
employes or relatives of em-
ployes of the big Arabian Amer-
ican Oil Ck}.—Aramco — Which 
has headquarters in Dhahran.

A U.S. Navy spokesman said 
helicopter crewmen sighted the 
wreckage this morning in shal-
low water close to the co a st ' 
about 10 miles south-southeast 
of Dhahran.

Divers were reported to have 
gone down to the wreckage. 
The fuselage was said to be in-
tact. One wing Jutted from the 
water.

Although prospects for survi-
vors looked slim, a Middle East 
spokesman said a search was 
being carried out along the 
coast by helicopter and small 
boat.

The twta-jet, French-built 
Caravelle went down in the gulf 
between Dhahran. an oil city 
near the Arabian coast, and this 
British - protected Arab sheik-
dom 16 miles offshore.

The flight had originated in 
Beirut and seemed to have been 
following the normal landtag 
pattern, flying over a series of 
lagoons and reefs approaching 
Dhahran airport. The control 
tower at Dhahran lost contact 
with the plane about three min-
utes from the airport.

Visibility was near zero when 
the plane began its approach 
for the nighttime landtag, then 
overflew the airport near tha 
Persian Gulf coMt and went 
down 10 mllea offshore.

The U.S. Coast Guard Band 

offered Ita fourth annual con-
cert In BaUey Auditorium laat 
evening, eponaored by Nutmeg 
Forest, ’Tall Cedara o f Lebanon. 
The 47-man aggregation idayed 
to a house o f moderate slse, pre-
senting music played Just about 
as well aa jrou are likely to hear 
any band anywhere.

They failed to play quite ao 
well this Ume as in last year’s 
truly superlatlvs concert, par-
ticularly In the opening half of 
the program. Attacks and re- 
leasea were not aa clear-cut, and 
there was a lack of brilliance. 
Perhaps they were tired from a 
Florida trip from which they 
had just returned.

During the second half they 
seemed to have recovered their 
snap and brilliance. Once again 
they were able to demonstrate 
that they were the best of the 
service bands and that Connecti-
cut la indeed fortunate to have 
such a group permanently as-
signed at New London. William 
Broadwell, director, has accom- 
pliahed a great deal with a musi-
cal organization that Congress 
seems to regard aa a sort of 
stepchild, end the public Is In-
clined to dismiss in favor of the 
more glamorous Marine Band.

Glinka’s brlHlant overture to 
Russian and Ludmilla was the 
first serious offering o f the pro-
gram, following sn opening 
Sousa March. I was interested 
to ase how it would turn out, 
for I  know it In its original or-
chestral garb, and I found It to 
be even more effective for oon- 
oert bond. ’ITie secondary theme, 
given to cellos In actuality, 
gains brUlianoe and sonoertty 
when given to iwritone home 
and aaxophoes.

IiKidenteUy, David Boeaart 
who oommented on the music 
as the program advanced, was 
in error when he said the 
famoua “Here Com es’Ihe Bride' 
strain is “also from the second 
act.”  ’Ihe Procession to the 
Cathedral la the absolute finale 
of the second act, and the Bri-
dal Procession Is heard Immedi-
ately after the curtain rises for 
the third act. O f oourse this er-
ror is not o f earth-shattering 
proportions.

GUnton Thayer, John Hall and 
James Bursen were heard in a 
TYumpet ’lYlo by A g o s t i n i ,  
which mightUy pleased the au-
dience, and then Mr. Hall was 
heard immediately following in 
a “Dramatic Bsmy”  by CUf- 
ton Williams, which was even 
more to the audience’s taste.

Flatar.
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An UnwMtfd Free Enterprise

In the matter of New York State 
liquor lawa, where Oorem or Rockefeller 
the other night obUlned a compromise 
kind o f victory in a special session show-
down, he was seeking to undo, in one 
sudden rush o f seal for the true spirit 
and the true law of free enterprise, a 
srall o f protectionism an Industry and 
commerce had built for Itself through 
legtalatlon in many sessions.

He didn’t make out very well. The 
svonder is that he made out at all. The 
gossip is that he wouldn’t have made 
out at aU If he himseU hadn’t made a 
rather low order political deal. In which 
he got votes from the allies of a Demo-
cratic political boss down in New York 
a t y . Congressman Buckley, in return 
(or help to him in hU present fight for 
political survival.

The main thing Governor Rockefeller 
was shooting at was the existing sysUm 
of state control of retail prices of liquor. 
In New York, as in Connecticut, this is 
a law the, industry likes, with iU most 
appealing argument being that it helps 
the small Independent liquor store own-
ers survive against what could be the 
murderous price competition of the big 
chains.

In New York, as In ConnecUcut, the 
law has Indeed probably operated to do 
thla But it also, o f course, operates to 
deprive customers of what might be the 
benefits of competition among retailers.

What Governor Rockefeller, crusading 
for free enterprise and for cheaper 
drinking for everybody, came out with 
what was a grotesque kind of compro-
mise. Under the new law, the state will 
no longer fix the minimum price of 
liquor. But distillers and wholesalers 
can fix their prices among themselves, 
providing they can certify that the 
prices they charge New York retailers 
are no higher than the price they charge 
anywhere else in the country. And the 
retailer is still also under a restraint 
He is forbidden to sell a bottle for less 
than its coat. Finally, even if the re-
tailer, in the face of such continuing re-
strictions, manages to come out with a 
free enterprise, competitive price of his 
own, he is forbidden to advertise his 
price. He is forbidden to tell people he 
is offering a bargain.

Governor Rockefeller’s fond pursuit of 
the principle o f free enterprise really 
came its cropper, however, when the 
Legislature refused to apply to wine the 
same new law it was applying to whisky. 
Wine is a special New York product, 
and had enough votes in the Legislature 
who didn’t want to have it free enter- 
prised at all..

So GovenuA- Rockefeller didn't really 
get very far in his attempted champion-
ship o f free enterprise and potential 
saving to the public. One explanation of 
his lack of real progress is that a good 
many small honest retailers did feel 
their own existence at stake. And an-
other was that there la indeed some de-
gree of validity in the argument that, 
with price wars forbidden, the liquor 
retail business itself has a better chance 
o f remaining a civilized, well behaved 
business, free of violence and corrup-
tion. Controlling prices on the one hand, 
and limiting the number of people who 
can get into the business on the other, 
adds up to a formula for a peaceful, 
pleasant kind of retail prosperity, 

'Whether you take thla view o f it, or 
wonder whether the consumer doesn't 
have to pay too much per bottle to main-
tain such a peaceful, pleasant retail set-
up, you have to admit that Uiit 
is one more sector of American economic 
Ufa where, whatever we say we believe 
In, we do not practice free enterprise.

Any normal innocent-minded individ-
ual might have trouble assimilating 
some o f the statemmt included in the 
New York Times;jfiolumn about adver-
tising the other day.

Take the lead sentence of Peter Bart’s 
•olumn on Friday, April 10:

**rhe decision of the Xerox Corpora-
tion to sink about |4 million Into a tele* 
vtaloo oeriaa about tha United Nations 
 ley emerge as the moot controversial 
Bdvortlalng investment o f the 3fear.”

B art in writing his column, intervlow- 
ed by telephone the president o f Xerox, 
Mr. Joseph C. Wilson, who acknowledged 
that the U.N. represented a controver-
sial issue but said "we are wilUdg to 
accept that risk. In supporting this proj-
ect we may create soma enemies, but 
we glso hope to win many more powerful 
frienda”

It was n ot Wilson said, simple "ideal-
ism’’ which was prompting Xerox. "It 
Is important for Xerox to be favorably 
known throughout the world as An insti-
tution that is willing to take a risk in 
order to Improve understanding, that 
will accept a challenge of its ahort-run 
position in order to buttress the long 
years ahead.

"How ridiculous it would be for us to 
build a showroom in New York without 
simultaneously trying to build a peaceful 
world.’’

So Xerox dares challenge Madison 
Avenue’s fear of showing any support 
for such a controversial thing as the 
United Nations. And, according to the 
same article, the advertising agency in-
volved also dares go against the trend 

-and even lose money in the process, giv-
ing up part of its normal fee even as 
Xerox itself is giving up commercials. 
And only one of the three television neU 
works, which Columnist Bart identifies 
as CBS, has "refused to participate’’ in 
the presentation of such a controversial 
program.

Nobody among all the frightened peo-
ple knows what the program is going to 
do or say. All they knew la that it is 
going to be about the United Nations, 
presumably from a friendly point of 
view.

And being friendly with survival is, ap-
parently, a controversial thing to be.

Have you ever read anything so sick-
ening in all your life?

Space For A Pionoer

Ho! Hum!
Here comes, once again, the speech of 

the decade.
It is the stereotyped oratory of our 

time.
It is the speech no speaker dares net 

deliver.
It is the speech you have to make if 

you want to be a success in polite cir-
cles.

It is the greatest conformity of our 
age.

It is the speech vhlch,^ deploring, our 
conformity, has become our greatest con-
formity Itself.

It was delivered, once again, the other 
day, at a t y  College, New York O ty, by 
Supreme Court Justice William O. Doug-
las.

And there is this much to be said for 
Justice Douglas, as an orator who de-
cries conformity.

He at least was in the field early, both 
in his oratory and in his own living. In 
fact, if there is anybody really entitled 
to some kind of priority with the sub-
ject, it is this same JusUcc Douglas. 
He began talking and living this way 
long before it became the necessary, 
fashionable thing to do.

And out of deference to his early pio-
neering, in word and deed, we have a 
little space left for him, any time.

’This time he emphasizes the impor-
tant role nature could play—if we pre-
serve any nature for ourselves, that is— 
In keeping us diversified and sane.

"A  return to the mysteries o f na-
ture,’ ’ he said, "is necessary (or a so-
ciety that values diversity."

In order to preserve the mysteries of 
nature (or ourselves, Justice Douglas 
 aid, we must mount some guard 
against the operation of the "levelers" 
who want everything to be the same 
everywhere for everybody or else, he 
said, "each valley will be paved and 
each mountain will have a chairlift.’’ 
He’s for preservation of woodlands and 
swamps in suburban areas, for nature 
hikes for school children, for ending 
some of the pollution in brooks and 
rivers, and for all the things everybody 
else is for these days, in a conformity 
about conformity which almost adds up 
to a deformity.

But Justice Douglas was one of the 
first, and is still one of the best, and it 
would be a nice thing to pretend, for a 
moment, that he has made a very dar-
ing stimulating, eye-opening speech 
which has a chance of alerting every-
body Just in time. Unfortunately, none Of 
It la In Ome. The valleys are paved al-
most solid; if it hasn’t got a chairlift, it 
ain’t no mountain.

nating the poisonous gases it can 
be done.

Increases Ettictency
Despite the many disadvan-

tages In the use of flourine its 
advantages make it a seriou.s 
contender lor use in our rocket 
booeters. A inlxture of SO per 
cent flourine and 70 per cent 
oxygen will increase the specific 
Imimlse, ol the rocket motor, by 
12 to 18 seconds. Increasing 
specific impulse is like increas-
ing the miles per gallon by us-
ing a new gasoline in our cars. 
As an example, initial test pro-
grams indicate that the new 
oxidizer can provide an 88 per 
cent increase in the Atlas pay- 
load for a lOO-mile orbit.

Of immediate concern to 
NASA scientists is the Atlas- 
Ontaur launch vehicle which is 
a marginal booster for the lunar 
soft-landed Surveyor spacecraft. 
This spacecraft Is designed to 
explore the lunar surface and 
relay Us findings back to the 
earth. At escape velocity, when 
the spacecraft leaves the earth 
for the moon, It was to have 
weighed 2,6(X) pounds. But 
weight limitations of the Atlas- 
Centaur system have reduced 
the payload to 2,l(X> pounds. A 
floxed Atlas booster could re-
verse this trend and increase 
this payload by about 80 per 
cent to 2,800 pounds.

Engineers have also discov-
ered that the more energetic a 
combustion system the less dan-
ger la there that a combustion 
Instability will result. With 
fluorine being moat energetic 
there Is no chance for the same 
type of instability that plagued 
our F-1 rocket enginea. What is, 
perhapa. Just as Important is 
that an igniter la unnecessary to 
start the floxed engines for 
there is spontaneous ignition. 
This eliminates the explosive 
accumulation of propellants.

Can Make M. O. L. Eaaler 
Within the next few years we 

will be launching a Manned Or-
bital Laboratory.' Tha task of 
putting thla Into the sky will be 
easier and the coats will be 
lower If a Goxed Atlas booster 
is used. This booster with a 
Centaur second stage, that is, 
one using liquid hydrogen and 
liquid oxygen, could be used as 
a substitute for the Titan HI if 
difficulties should arise in this 
new and Improved ayatem. Th# 
floxed AUas-Agena could also be 
upgraded sufficiently to take 
over some Atlas-Oentaur mis-
sions.

Eventually our technology 
may advanca to a hydrogen- 
fluorine upper stage. Some de-
sign work has already been 
completed on a 40,000 - pound 
thruat second stage to mate 
with normal boostera. Scientists 
zee S' tremendour p^nt t a l - i n  
this comblnatioa. Calculations 
indicate that a Thor booster

with this second stage can im-
part escape velocity to a 1,800- 
pound payload and 1,500 pounds 
could be launched bn a mission 
to Mars or Venus. Using the 
Titan II as the booster thla 
same second stage could propel 
7,000 pounds to escape velocity 
or 6,500 pounds to the planets. 
They estimate that roughly 90 
per cent of the solar system can 
be explored with present rocket 
boosters using this new oxydl- 
zer.

As rocket technology advances 
it becomes increasingly difficult 
to achieve substantial Improve-
ments. When we perfect and be-
gin using the hydrogen-fluorine 
rockets, we will have come 
practically to the end of the 
trail in chemical rockets. The 
o n l y  Improvement possible 
seems to be In the use of tri- 
propellants like beryllium, oxy-
gen and hydrogen. However, this 
is still in the experimental 
stage. It may well be that be-
yond this point must arise a 
new technology to provide fur-
ther increases In rocket effi-
ciency.
