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On Being Offered A Country

Events in Laos over the weekend
brought a very strong reminder that the
United States has no desire to try to
go back to the days when it was at-
tempting to maintain and support a
right wing dictatorship of its own in
that unhappy country.

This was the experiment which was
tried and found impossible by the Eisen-
hower administration, which bequeathed
the alternative—a return to the sup-
posed neutralism decreed by the Geneva
Conference of 1954—to the incoming
Kennedy administration.

Finally, in 1062, a new meeting at

Geneva produced new accords, in which

the three factions in Laos, the rightist,
the leftist, and the neutralist, all agreed
upon & coalition government to be head-
ed by Prince Souvanna Phouma, the
neutralist leader.

Since then, Laos has been struggling
with the problem of such a troubled
kind of self government, Involving thres
factions which simply do not trust one
another. And the result has not been
any stmosphere of seremity and stabil-
Ity. '

Probably nobody has been very happy
with the result.

But, over the weekend a military
leader of the same stripe we once tried
backing to supreme power in' Laos
staged a relatively meat and bloodless
Httle coup in which he placed Prince
Souvanna Phouma under arrest and then
proclaimed a military junta which was
to produce order for Laos.

Once this kind of coup would have been
our own policy. Once or twice it was.
Bul our experience was that we could
not really run Laos by military coups of
this nature. The Eisenhower-Kennedy
decision of 1960 and 1961 was that we
were prepared to surrender our attempt
at an American sphere of influence there
s0 we could get some genuine interna-
tionally guarantsed attempt at a coall-
tion,

Over the weekend, offered our chance
to try to go back, and resume the ef-
fort to be supreme in Laos, ‘we quickly
and bluntly refused. Instead, we ds-
nounced the new military coup, and de-
clared ourselves unequivocally for the
rveatoration of the coalition neutralist re-
gime.

And apparently this attitude on our
part, together with similar attitudes
from both Britais and France, has been
enouhg to convince the general who led
the coup that he had not become the
Western hero he perhaps dreamed of
being.

Latest reports have the coalition back
in power,

We have been offered s country, and
didn’t want it,

Let us hope no left wing coup makes
the same kind of offer to Communist
China.

Meanwhile, however, let us hope that
what we have decided again becomes,
by this incident, & little more strongly
rooted in the factions and people; of
Laos. It iz better for them to struggle
along together in an imperfect and ex-
asperating coalition type of government
and remain themselves and remain
Laos than to become anybody's province
again.

The same statament waa, however, re-
produced a second time in the Times of
that day.

“T am satisfied with my wife, with my
destiny."

This obvious management of news, to
substitute “wife” for “life,” seems to ua
# judicious and Jaudable plece of edit-
ing. When, In the original, Khrushchev
said he was satisfied with both his life
and his destiny, he was being re-
dundant. If he was pleased with the
one, he was obviously pleased with the
other. Beyond that, this was that mo-
ment in any man's life when, in the
course of modest admission of his own
muccesses, he normally turns to the Jit-
tle woman at his side and says he owes
it all to her. What the second handler
of the Khrushchev statement as it re-
appeared in the Times did was take
Khrushchev at least halfway toward
such a nice gesture. And it read much
better “I am satiafied with my wife,
with my destiny.”

Almost As Good As No System

Now and then there is a hopeful sign
which says that perhaps—just perhaps
—and by the most curious route, our
journey may proceed from common
pense through ornate uncommon sense
back to common sense again,

We refer, specifically, to the possibil-
fty that the ultimate in traffic control
by signal lights may prove to be almost
as good as no traffic lights at all

It has been tried out up in Toronto,
where an electronic computer has been
placed in charge of traffic lights, with
asuthority to operate them to accommo-
date traffic the way traffic happena to
be flowing and occurring.

Without the computer, the traffic sig-
nal in Toronto would be operating the
same way any traffic light operates any-
where—on some regular scheduls de-
vised, by patient statistics and compu-
tation thereof, as the best average time
schedule for the regulation of the aver-
age kind of traffic movement at the in-
tersection In question.

The trouble with this system every-
where is, of course, that no specific mo-
ment of traffic is likely to conform to
the statistical average of traffic burden
or flow. Human beings do not quite move
by dependable clockwork, always in the
proper direction at the designated time.

Sometimes there are many more peo-

. ple going one way than the automatie

green light that way can pass, while, at
the same time, there may be nobody
heading the other way.

Up In Toronto, the computer notices
this, and issues corrective orders to the
traffic lights, so that they turn their
green prettily where the traffic is, and
don’t flash it needlesaly where it isn'L

This, Toronto has found, speeds traffic
up by as much as 20 per cent, or almost
sa much as a good policeman on the
corner could do. The rata of traffic
movement achieved by the compuler,
then, is probably about the same drivers
themselves would achieve if there were
nothing more than a eaution light at the
intersection, warning them to slow down
and be sure before going ahead. This
ideal system is what we have over North
at Depot Square every time the signal
system breaks down. The flashing light,
for a few days, handles the traffic per-
fectly and speedily, and then the authori-
ties can't stand having anything that ef-
ficient operating anywhere, and appear
on the scene and repair their automatic
circuit and jam traffic up again.

The henhouse egg is referred to as
store-bought, and its sup ers Among
the contestants variously boll, bake, and
color their eggs in & belief this will make
for toughness of shell, S8upporters of the
barnyard variety of egg believe that the
hen that laid it picked up valuable min-
eral additives in 1 around the
barn and thus will lay a tougher-shelled
egg. But when the contest starts, the
arguments are momentarily forgotten in
the excitement.

After church one recent Sunday about
1,000 persons braved unusually low tem-
peratures for the 1084 contest. It works
this way: A contestant holds an egg
‘cupped in his hands with the pointed end

up. Another contestant holding an in ¢

similar fashion challenges him, and the
contestants tap the ends of their eggs to-
gether until one of the eggs breaks, The
procedure goes on and on until one per-
son still holds some egg® whose shells
have not been broken, He is the winner,

The eggs, of course, are hard-boiled.
In each individua! contest, the winner
gets the loser's broken egg, although
moat of the eggs are later turned over
to an orphansge. In the course of an
afternoon, thousands of eggs are broken,
This year Freeman Taylor of Johnson
City, Tenn., won the battle. To win it,
he t 30 dozen eggs to the contest
and lost 22 dozen in battle, and he did it

Added together, they do not
raise & molehill compared to the
mountain of risk that U.S, with-
drawal from South Viet Nam
would raise throughout all of
Southeast Asia. And yet that in
precisely what' Morse advo-
cales,

As Johnson policy-makers
see it today, there is only one
possible event in South Viet
Nam that might so damage the
U.8. position as to hurt the
Democrats in the November
election. This Is the possibllity
of another coup d'etat.

Gen. Khanh has shifted his
co commanders and

Morse's criticism la likely not
only-to continue but to encour-
dge-the very political reaction
that he warns the President
agaihst.

It

The purpose of the Vatican
Council, ag concelved by Pope
John XXIII, is to reatore the
pure and simple lines the
church had at its birth, Magr.
Fazzalaro sald.

Results so far have heen on
two items, the pastoral and the
ecumenical, After describing
some of the pastoral changes,
such as the use of vernacular
and the principal of national
conferences of bishops, he went
on to ecumenism,

Msgr. Fazzalaro saw Lhe ec-
umenical movement as converg-
ing lines meeting in Christ, not
as parellel lines. He sald that
churches should emphaaize the
things they have in common
and minimize the things that
divide, although realizing the
serviousness of these. Cathollcs,
he noted, may fear they have
to compromise at the price of
their doctrines.

He said 'that Beriptural schol-
ars are bringing new insight to
doctrine and that when they get
together after half an hour it is
difficGlt to tell who is Catholic
and who is Protestant.

The Protestant obaservers at
the Vatican Council had indirect
ways of voleing opinions and
were used as sounding boards
for getting clarity in terminolo-
gy. he said.

On the local level, Magr. Faz-
zalaro recommended the “four
¢'s of ecumenism. First, he said,
was charity, which has been
missing far too long: we A
communication, making & joint
effort in common areas; third,
conversation: serious, informed
dircussions on concepts rather
than personalities; fourth, col-
loquy, or dialogue between pro-
fessional theologians,

The clergymen themaselves led
off the question and answe-
riod. Father McGurk asked how
the unity of the Catholle c..u.on
could be kept with different na-
tlonal hishops. Magr. Fazzalaro
sald not to confuse uniformity
with unity, that the essentials
ramain though the rites differ.
For example, In the Oriental
churches the vernaculay not
Latin, has been used and the
clergy may marry.

The queation of whether there
were liberal and conservative
elements at the Council came up
quite a few Umes. Msgr. Fazza-
laro sald he did not like labels
but admitted that some people
were just naturally more con-
servative than others and that
it was generally the younger
men who were more liberal. He
sald that there was no queation
of the “conservatives” winning,
but that things because of the
enormity of the tasks, took a
long time.

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N-Cuts Highlight Problem
Of Peacetime Conversion

NEW YORK (AP)—An-
nouncement of Soviet and
American cutbacks in nu-
elear production adds freah
impetus to a question that
has lately commanded spe-
cial attention:

To Halt Air Watch

HAVANA (AP)—The Castro
government Monday night re-
Jected U8, claims to the right
to send reconnaissance planes
over Cuba and warned that it
will defend Cuban air space.

Foreign Minister Raul Roa
signed a threatening note to the
U.8. government after Washing-
ton warned that its planes will
continue to fly over Cuba and
that use of BSoviet missiles
against them would create ‘‘a
highly dangerous situation."

In his note, delivered to Swiaa

Ambassador Emil Stadelhofer
for transmission to the United
States, Roa replied:
—"“The U.8. government would
bear responsibility exclusively
for creating this dangerous sit-

—"“The government-of Cuba
does not recognize any right
claimed by the U.S, government
for such violation and rejects
entlirely its note of March 27,
1864, in which It ratifies cyni-
cally its aim to maintain these
spying flights over Cuban terri-
tory."

prevent them from defending

Roa said the Cuban govern-
ment “has protested repeatedly
against these flagrant violations

of Cuba's soverelgnty and the
most elementary principles of
international law which endan-
ger international peace and se-
curity."”

Prime Minister Fidel Castro
