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N-Cuts Highlight Problem 
Of Peacetime Conversion

NEW YORK (A P)— An­

nouncement of Soviet and 
American cutbacks in nu­
clear production adds fresh 
impetus to a question that 
has lately commanded spe­
cial attention:

How well is U.S. industry 
preparing for the day when 
the defense dollar stops 
coming?

President Johnson, in reveal- 
ing the atomic cutbacks Mon­
day at the annual Associated

publishers, emphasized "this Is 
not disarmament’’ but "it ia a 
step forward."

’There have been several pre­
vious hints of warming East- 
West reiaUons, and the sensitive 
ears of U.S. business have re­
corded them carefully.

With about one of ten jobs 
connected with defense, the sub­
ject Is pertinent.

Recent cross-country Inter­
views with business leaders 
found general confidence that 
they can handle fairly well any 

readjustment they consider rea­
sonable to expect. A sudden 
drop to zero defense dollars

make things rough, they 
concede, but they don’t think 
this will happen.

These comments chart four 
main avenues compsmles may 
take. Bach has its faults, busi­
nessmen say, but in comblnaUon 
they offer a fairly satisfactory 
answer to cutbacks.

One answer Is to shift into 
different kinds of government 
business. Another is to diversify 
into established consumer 
products. Both courses a»e 
being followed already, with 
mixed success.

A third answer is to create 
new civilian products. Good, but 
hard to do. A fourth is to per­
form public works projects, 
such as solving air pollution or 
developing mass transit sys­
tems. Good too, these men say, 
but someone has to place the 
order.

Radio Corp. of America’s 
scholarly president, Elmer Eng- 
strom, notes that any successful 
company has had to learn long 
ago how to switch when mar­
kets change.

"Whatever happens in the 
way of disarmament," he says, 
"we wouldn’t dare to put on the 
shelf the on-going research that 
has kept us in the forefront."

Some experts have estimated 
that the cost of an arms control 
inspection system would run up

HARTFORD (AP) — 
State Sen. T. Clark Hull, R- 
Danbury, attempted today 
to introduce a bill dealing 
with the minimum legal 
age for bus drivers. He was 
ruled out of order.

’The Senate had just setUed 
down for the special session of 
the General Assembly when 
Hull said that his bill was de­
signed to correct an injustice.

Foreign Minister Raul Roa 
signed a threatening note to the 
U.S. government after Washing­
ton warned that its planes will 
continue to fly over Chiba and 
that use of Soviet missiles 
against them would create “a 
highly dangerous situation.”

In his note, delivered to Swiss 
Ambassador Emil Stadelhofer 
for transmission to the United 
States, Roa replied:
—‘"The U.S. government would 
bear responsibility exclusively 
for creating this dangerous sit­
uation by violating national air 
space and ignoring international 
law."

—"The government of Chiba 
does not recognize any right 
claimed by the U.S. government 
for such violation and rejects 
entirely its note of March 27, 
1964, in which it ratifies cyni­
cally it.s aim to maintain these 
.spying flights over (3uban terri­
tory.’’

, —"H iese blackmailing and 
threatening' statements will not 
frighten the Cuban people or 
prevent them from defending 
with dignity and courage their 
sovereignty and their rights.”

Roa said the Cuban govern­
ment "has protested repeatedly 
against these flagrant violations 
of Cuba’s sovereignty and toe 
most elementary principles of 
international law which endan­
ger international peace and se­
curity.”

Prime Minister Fidel Castro 
had warned in a speech Sunday 
night that Cuba would no longer 
tolerate violations of Its sover­
eignty by American planes and 
implied the use of force to stop 
such flights.

One American reconnaissance 
plane, a high-altitude U2, was 
shot down over Cuba during the 
October 1962 missile crisis, ap­
parently by the same kind of 
missile the Russians are expect­
ed to turn over to CXiban control 
soon.

Only One Ruff
Only one trump was left In 

dummy, so that South could 
ruff only one club in dummy. 
Consequently, South had to lose 
a second club trick. Down one.

South would have made his 
contract if he had held the 
deuce of clube Instead of the 
queen. His hand would not have 
looked so strong, but he would 
have been free from temptation.

After trumping the third round 
of diamonds, South should plan 
to ruff two clubs in dum m y- 
one with a low trump and the 
other with the ten of trumps. 
He doesn’t need a club finesse, 
but he does need two trumps in 
dummy.

The best plan is to lead a low 
club immediately.

Down To Twice Our Need
Nobody aasocialed with yesterday’s an- 

Bouncements of bi(? nation cutbacks in 
the production of the raw materials for 
nuclear explosions made any pretense 
that this was based on much more than 
a demonstrable surplus of such ma­
terials.

Both we and Russia have been stock­
piling it for nearly 20 years. The assump­
tion is that we have much more of It 
than either of us could ever live long 
enough to use if anybody started using 
any of it against anybody else.

We are running over with the stuff. 
It is economically foolish, then, to keep 
on producing it at the rate of four Umes 
as much as we could possibly need or 
use. So we will cut down producUon, so 
it 18 only twice our possible need or use.

What makes this joint announcement 
of producUon cutback news, then, is 
really something fairly subtle. It is pri­
marily a question of atUtude, mood and 
atmosphere.

Up to this point, neither Russia nor 
we could allow the fact that we might 
be grotesquely overproduced with the 
raw materials of nuclear explosion to in­
terfere with our continued overproduc- 
Uon. Up to this point, neither of us has 
been capable of thinking of anything but 
racing the other on the theory that it 
would be unspeakable self-treachery for 
either of us to allow the other to forge 
ahead, even when the forging ahead was 
into the realm of fantastic oversupply.

Now, somehow, we have found our­
selves in the mood where we feel able 
to reduce our mutual surplus and un­
usable producUon at least in half, so we 
aren’t making quite so much stuff we 
never can use.

This doesn’t seem like very much to be 
making speeches about. But it has to be 
contrasted with the memory of how im­
possible even this much has been in the 
past.

This leaves us as capable as ever of 
blasting each oUitr off the face of the 
earth. But if we can trust ourselves to 
one simple piece of joint common sense, 
perhaps we can progress to others. Let 
us respect whatever mutual goodwill may 
be Involved, and not dwell too cynically 
upon the fact that nobody Is giving up 
a thing in terms of capacity to kill.

The Supposed Idealists
Reading news to the effect that there 

are some people not only in South Korea 
but also In Japan who object to the ef­
fort of the two governments to reach 
some kind of normal, friendly relations 
with one another, it might be a natural 
thing to conclude that this would be the 
sentiment pf the ultra-naUonalists.

On the South Korean side, it would be 
those patriots so offended by Japan’s 
conquest and long domination of their 
country that they could never forgive it.

On the Japanese side, one might as- 
^ m e  there would be the patriots of su­
per-empire who would resent any kind of 
acknowledgment that the day of Japan 
in Korea was ended forever.

All this, however, is misconception.
The opposition to normalcy and peace 

between Japan and South Korea comes, 
in both countries, from groups who are 
described as either Communist or Leftist

The kind of people who can be openly 
labeled either Communist or Leftist are 
historically supposed to be friendly to 
certain idealistic concepts.

Ihey are suppoeed to believe in peace. 
They are supposed to believe in the 
brotherhood of man. They are supposed 
to believe in the internationalist way of 
Ufe.

But that is merely the fancy dust they 
■catter in the eyes of the naive.

Keeping alive the ancient, classic en­
mity between Japan and Korea, inflam­
ing the purely nationalistic spirit on both 
■ides, aetiiig as if Koreans and Japanese 
ware not really members pf the same 
human family o f man-;-these are -he ac­
tivities which occupy the supposed ideal­
ists when the opportunity offers.

The peace, brotherhood, international­
ism they are supposed to be for all have 
to have the adjective Conununiat or 
aoma totalitarian equivalent in front of 
them before they are really for them. 
Meanwhile, to apeed the day when total 
ehaoa may make everybody want to 
crawl to the Communist solution, they 
pnm ote and prolong such hatred, strife, 
fiHjudioaw barriers, and violence aa they

Gaulle suddenly became mortal.

The man who only a few hours before 
had ponUflcated to his nation and to the 
world from that atmosphere of snobbish 
but benevolent grandeur which makes 
lilm the only true ruler, in the classic 
sense, In the world today suddenly be­
came, last Friday a man In a hospital 
under a surgeon’s knife for an operation 
which was natural enough for a human 
being of his age, but quite a comedown 
for a seml-delty.

Since then, there has been a develop­
ment of Interest In certain hitherto neg­
lected aspects of the de Gaulle presence 
on earth.

It could be the highest compliment to 
President de Gaulle and still the great 
tragedy o f his career that no man alive 
can possibly replace him.

When his mortality has finally been 
established, the people of France will 
have to care for themselves.

Has he increased their capacity to do 
this, by reorganizing their constitution 
and solving problems like Algeria for 
them?

Or has he weakened them by offering 
them his own magnificently strong per­
sonality to lean upon?

State 
fairs, dinner at noon, auctions, his 
neighbors, Saturday nights in town, his 
shirt collar un-buttoned. and above all, 
a good soaking rain in July.

N E W  Y O R K ,  April 21 
—  When he pushed back the 
white cuff of his shirt, the new 
scar Usque, smooth and light 
red, showed on the sun-browned 
hand of Gov.

The bullet had come from a 
window six stories up and it hit 
Connally in the hack of the 
shoulder, cracked his right lung 
as it passed through his body, 
then came out of his chest and 
went into the right hand at the 
wrist as he started to fall off 
the seat in the open car.

It had happenea in -suvember 
on a sun-splashed day in Dallas. 
Now, yesterday afternoon, with 
the rain lashing Park Ave., Gov. 
Connally sat at a table, in the 
dim, carpeted bar of the Re­
gency Hotel and he talked qbout 
this thing that haa becomq a 
part of hia life.

John Connally la a rangy man 
with a tanned, outdoors face 
and wavy, steel-gray hair. He 
sat over a cup of black coffee 
and a cigarette. It was between- 
hours and the bar was empty. 
The people working In the place 
all stood by the door and looked 
around a pillar so they could see 
ConnaUy.

“I haid nightmaxee for the 
first couple of weeks,” he was 
saying. “ I was in the hospital 
then. When I got back to the 
office, I gradually started to get 
over It. As Ume passes, it per­
mits you to think of o t h e r  
things.”

“ How much does it bother 
you now ?” he was asked.

“Well, I hear an unexpected 
sound, a door slamming or aome- 
thing like that, and I react to i t

“ l^ a n  it was really bad was 
in December, when 1 went with 
President Johnson to welcome 
Chancellor Ludwig Ertiard o f 
Germany. That was on tne visit 
he paid to Texas. They fired a 
21-gun salute. When the first 
■hot was fired, it upset me. I 
■hook all over\ That was aliout 
the worst day I had since it hap­
pened.”

Connally is no baby who 
needs any help. He speaks eas­
ily and factually about the as­
sassination when he ia asked 
about i t  Otherwise, he goes 
about a day’s business without 
bringliig It up. He is not mak-

I

ing a profession of telling about 
it. But the other night, in a 
speech at Longview, Tex., he 
found it came out naturally.

“I’m happy to be in Long­
view,” he told the crowd. Then 
he said quickly, “I ’m happy to 
be any place.”

He came into New York yes­
terday with his wife for the 
opening of the Texas Pavillion 
at the Fair. You had seen her 
once before. A nervous woman 
at the end of a crowded hall in 
Parkland Hospital, with the big 
state trooper blocking the way 
and telling you: “Please go to 
the office where you belong, 
we’re not takin’ any chances 
around here. You go where you 
don’t belong, you’ll get your 
head blown off. Anybody comes 
near Mizzus Con’ly is going to 
be in bad trouble.”

“ How is she these days?” 
Connally was asked yesterday.

“ Fine,”  he said. “ In the latter 
part of December, the F.B.I. in­
terviewed both of us. That al­
leviated her' mind. She didn’t 
have to keep concentrating on 
remembering every little detail 
about it.”

“ How many times have you 
had to tisll the story?”

Way back when it teemed po­

litically fashionable to view 
Senator Barry Goldwater as the 
Republican frontrunner every- 
where, when it waa being said 
and written that he wae riding 
high and waa the man to beat, 
and that you couldn’t baat 
■omebody with nobody, thie col­
umnist was a reckless heretic. 
•What It said here waa that the 
Goldwater thing wa* a mirage, 
a thing of Irresponsible chooa* 
ing which did not really count 
or really represent anybody's 
Ultimate sentiment or vote.

And what It said here waa 
that the Goldwater thing would 
ulUmately collapse.

Since then, of course, the 
prophecy or the prejudice here 
has been buttressed by certain 
events. Whereas the pundits 
who conceded Goldwater his 
early dominance In the field ar­
gued that you couldn’t beat 
■omebody "dth nobody, it haa 
since been demonstrated that 
here was one candidate you 
could beat with almost anybody.

Just about everybody did beat 
him In that Informal primary 
among the Republican voters of 
West Hartford the other day. 
Even Rockefeller beat him. 
Even Nixon beat him. Even 
Scranton beat him. And, aa 
everyone knows, Henry Cabot 
Lodge beat them all and cam# in 
first with a total o f '»,337 votes 
as compared to 77B for Scran­
ton. 577 for Nixon, 844 for 
Rockefeller, and 395 for Gold- 
wnter.

This West Hartford primary, 
of no legal significance whatso­
ever, nevertheless reflecU what 
we suppose has now become the 
new fpontninner situation.

If. at this point, we should 
again attempt to turn prophet 
and we should venture the pre­
diction that the new frontrunner 
doesn’t have any more real or 
lasting grip on first place than 
Goldwater did last fall, we 
would, this time, have consider­
able company. For, althdugh 
everybody was taking Gold- 
water seriously last toll, not 
quite everybody takds Lodge 
seriously today.

It is calculated that he is pri­
marily (we gniess we are pun­
ning) somebody who can be used 
to t>eat known impossibilities. It 
Is charged by the professionals 
that he wasn’t much of a cam­
paigner in 1960, although what 
we remember from that year 
was that just about everybody 
then thought he did much bet­
ter than his running mate and 
would have been elected If he 
had been in the top .slot. It Is 
said, too, that he is lacking in 
the common touch, which may 
mean that he doesn’t obviously 
go out of his way to talk down 
to the common man In the kind 
of approach the common msn 
resents rpore than any othei"- 

.nally, it is said that Lodge Is a 
man who hasn’t established hlru- 
self on issues, and again it oc­
curs to us that he has probably, 
quite the contrary, m ^ e  more 
sense and consistent sense on 
the big Issues of our time over 
a span of years of public service 
than could be found In the vary­
ing, chameleon-like, poll-orient­
ed and irresponsible pronounce­
ments of several other candi­
dates added together.

So, although it doesn't seem 
to us that Lodge can last as a 
frontrunner, and although, if we 
should prophesy thusly, we 
would be joined by any -number 
of professionals and experts, we 
don’t quite dare issue the pre­
diction of the ultimate down­
grading and collapse.

The difference is that there is 
something real here, something 
inside this frontrunner, as there 
was not before. You can beat 
nothing with anybody. But you 
can’t beat something with no­
body. These subtle distinctions, 
in which we try to focus some 
attention on the Inner content 
of candidates, add up to our 
opinion that Lodge will not 
fade, but will have to be beaten, 
by somebody, on the floor o f toe 
convention.

Gill Apartment Bid 
Rejected by ZBA

A teu t t  dozen McKee St. area residents, who said 
they were weary o f appearing at hearings and in court 
to prevent the construction o f new apartments in their 
neighborhood, last night convinced the zoning board of 
appeale (ZBA) tost anotoei^
planned apartment complex 
would—at least, in toe form in 
which It waa presented to toe 
board—depreciate toe value of 
their property. The applicaUon 
for toe apartments, submitted 
by Charles Gill for a site south 
o f es McKee Bt, was unani­
mously denied.

A second request for a epe- 
olal exception for an apartment 
complex, off B. Middle Tpke., 
scheduled fer hearing last 
night, was put over to the next 
ZBA meeting.

And a request from Andrew 
Ansaldl, that the board rehear 
a request for a special exception 
for apartments for s site at 
Bummer and McKee Sts.— the 
same site which was the sub­
ject of the court fight the McKee 
Bt. resident recently won to

Srevent apartment construction 
Here— was referred to the town

counsel to untangle legal red 
tape prior to pri)bable presenta­
tion at the boai^'s meeting in 
May.

Requeato for U  variances 
asked on toe eanve agenda were 
granted by the ZBA last night. 
Including one to the Junior 
Oiamber o f Oosnmerce for a 
bus stop shelter in front of 
WesthUl Gardens. One asked by 
q$K>nvas Greer foe an addition 
to a building at 148 Loomis St. 
was denied. A request from 
Mrs. Ruth Peek to diminish the 
sixe of two VoU on Pra^>ect St. 
waa tahled.

GiU'a appHcaUon, the object 
of last night’s debate between 
the MoKee St. neighbors and 
Atty. Eugene Kelly, speaking 
for OlH, called for 26 apart 
m enu in two bulldinge, with 
paved parking for 80 cars be­
tween them.

Atty. Kelly, assisted by real 
estate appraiser Herbert Me 
Kinney, sought to eetabli* 
that the proposed apartmenU 
would neither depreciate prop­
erty values nor cause health or 
traffic baxards in the area. Un­
der the xoning regulations, the 
ZBA may grant speolal excep­
tions for group dwellings 
(apartments in t ^  or more 
buildings) If the proposed con­
struction does not create new 
haaards nor is detrimental to 
the neighborhood.

But he was followed at toe 
hearing by about 12 residents 
o f McKee, Lyness and W. High 
Bts., who objected that the pro­
p p ed  apartments would be a 
nuisance, would create a traffic 
hazard, and would in fact de­
preciate toe value of their prop­
erties. Most of them also com­
plained that they were exhaust­
ed from appearing before toe 
ZBA to oppose apartments in 
their area and from supporting 
court efforts to reverse ZBA 
rulings permitting apartment 
construction. Applications for 
apartments for one nearby Mc­
Kee St. lot have been heard 
three times in five years before 
being granted in 1962, then 
have gone through two state 
courts before being finally over­
thrown.

A new application for the 
same property will probably be 
submitted at the May ZBA 
hearing, as tot result of a re-

3uest presented toe board by 
.ndrew Ansaldi last night— 

after Town Counsel Atty. Irv­
ing Aronson determines wheth­
er toe request ia to be consider­
ed a rehearing or a hearing of 
a new application. The confu­
sion arises since the ZBA only 
eonaidcra applications it has 
denied as being eligible for re­
hearing, as there is usually no 
reason to rehear an application 
that has been granted. Ansaldt’a 
request for apartments was 
granted when last heard in 
1962, but the ZBA decision was 
overturned in toe courts.

Neighbors at last night's 
hearing on Gill's request also 
objected to Its being granted on 
broader grounds.

Wilbur Bennett, of 99 McKee 
St., across from the proposed 
apartment complex, said he 
thought that the granting of 
Gill's request would “violate the 
basic protection granted prop­
erty owners under the zoning

regulations.”  In addition he ob­
jected to the application as “ a 
moral issue — should a spec­
ulator-be allowed to move into 
an area and reap toe fruits of 
the previous property owners’ 
lalbors" to create a nice neigh­
borhood.

Mrs. Thelma Jeffreys Eacott, 
266 W. High St., said she op­
posed the ZBA’a hearing appli­
cation for “group dwellings” — 
essentially apartments to two 
or more buildings allowed in 
any residential zone — on the 
grounds that the zoning regula­
tions are Inconsistent in barring 
apartments to all but Residence 
Zone C but permitting group 
dwellings to any residence area.

Atty. Kelly said to response 
to ths neighbors objections that 
Gill would be willing to rede­
sign the proposed development 
to meet the ZBA's requirements, 
bringing a qounter-requesl from 
Bennett that the plan be re­
drawn to eliminate the features 
he and his neighbors considered 
undesirable.

The length and occasionally 
abusive nature of the McKee St. 
neighbor’s remarks — Bennett 
took the ZBA and building spec­
ulators to general to task — 
brought some censoring from 
ZBA chairman John Clifford. 
Bennett has objected after pre­
vious ZBA appearance to being 
“Mvut up” by the board. In favor 
of applicants with “ vested in­
terests.”

Variances granted by the 
ZBA laat night include;

1. To the Junior CThamber of 
Commerce, permission to build 
a covered pavillion in front of 
Westhlll Gardens, the housing 
for the aged project on W. Cen­
ter St., in Residence Zone A.

Members of the Senate-House 
Atomic Energj’ Committee were 
briefed on the cutback in nu­
clear weapons material produc­
tion in secret Monday. After­
ward, Rep. Chet Hollfield, D- 
Calif., who presided at the 
meeting, said he considered it 
a ‘ ‘reasonable action.’ ’ Atomic 
Energy Commission officials 
conducted the briefing.

Hollfield said several commit­
tee members had become con­
cerned two years ago that the 
Pentagon was not "actually fig­
uring Us true requirements for 
nuclear explosives but simply 
was asking for all the AEC 
plants could produce.

Studies were ordered by the 
committee at that time and 
Monday's announcement was in 
line with the results of those in­
quiries, he said.

However, Rep. Craig Hosmer, 
R-Calif., a committee member 
who sharply criticized the nu­
clear test ban treaty ratified 
last year, called the announce­
ment "unilateral disarmament 
in action."

Souvanna went to Luang Pra- 
bang with the two leaders of the 
coup, Gens. Koupraslth Abhay 
and Stho Lamphoutakal. Asked 
to reconcile his claim that his 
government still functlonsd with 
his being under house arrest, 
Souvanna replied: "I  cannot say 
anything more.”

Guards surrounding ths villa 
prevented anyone getting close 
to the premier. Even the am­
bassadors of Britain and the 
Soviet Union—the two nations 
which were cochairmen of the 
Geneva .conference on Laos— 
alid tbe ’xbmmlssioners of the 
International Control Commis­
sion were kept out of the com­
pound.

Easiest E ver’ Marathon 
For 30-Year-Old Belgian

BOSTON (A P )— Elfin­
like Aurele Van den 
Driessche heads back to 
Belgium today after win­
ning his “easiest ever” mar­
athon and stamping himself 
as one of the world’s top 
Olympic threats.

But seven monms ago me 30- 
year-old Belgian waa afraid his 
running career was behind him.

" I  had 176 shots in 28 days 
last September,” said "Vandy,” 
his usually beaming face now 
turned serious. He pointed to 
his upper left migh.

"It was sciatica (inflamma­
tion of me long never running 
up me back of me upper leg) 
and I couldn’t even walk, let 
alone run.”

“I was pretty worried. I  was 
unable to run for three monms. 
And men I forced myself to run 
along like this,” he said, hold­
ing his left leg and limping 
across his hotel room floor.

" I  went out and kept running 
finally, limping along. Two 
miles I needed one hour to 
run.”

Van den Driessche, finding 
the Boston A.A. Maramon hills 
“perfect for me,” won the 26- 
mile 385-yard run from Hopkto- 
ton to downtown Boston Mon­
day in near-record time tof 
2:19:69, showing no signs of 
tiredness.

It waa his second straight vic­
tory here and me course record 
holder (2:18:68 last year) vowed 
he will make It mree In a row 
next year.

“Yes, I ’ll come back next 
year,” he said in answer to a 
question, “and if there’s a west­
erly wind I ’lf do It in record
time."

The 128-pound Belgian said me 
wind has been in his face me 
past two years.

Van den Driessche, a study 
master at a trade school in 
Wsregem, Belgium, said he 
“never had an easier race." He 
stayed wim a front-running 
group until me final few miles, 
men moved Into a comfortable 
lead and won going away.

“The field was slowing down 
and I  saw (Osvaldo) Suarez be­
ginning to challenge me leiul- 
ers,” he said. “So I went out in 
front.”

Eddie Dyer Succumbs at 63  
Following Lengthy  Illness

HOUSTON (AP)—Eddie Dyer, 
the muffin-faced former 8t. Lou- 
ta ciardlnala’ manager known 
lor his frisndly wavs and “hlya, 
pal” greethig. Is dead at 68 aft­
er a lingering Illness.

The m an u sr of the 1946 world 
ehamplon Cwdinals died In a 
hospital Monday, a year, three 
months and 18 days after he suf­
fered a stroke In Dallas Jan. 2, 
1963.

A r o s ^  was to bs rqad at 6 
p.m., B8T, today with services 
at noon Wednesday and burial 
to follow.

Dyer, whose friendly wave 
and verbal greeting were his 
trademarks, was with the Car­
dinal organization 33 years, as 
a player, manager and coach.

He returned to Houston In 1960 
and became successful In busi­
ness Interests which inoludsd In­
surance, oil and real estate.

Ironically, his death came Just 
Sti hours before his beloved 
Redbirds met and lost to the 
Houston Colts.

Before the game the fans at 
Oolt Stadium stood for a mo­
ment of silence In tribute to the 
friend of all sports in Houston.

A naUve of Morgan City, La., 
Dyer attended Rice University, 
plsylng both baseball and foot- 
MU before Jumping to the Car­
dinals as a pitcher in 1922.

He shut out the Chicago Cubs 
80 In his first major league 
start ,m d ramained . with the 
club until a  sore arm terminat­
ed his playing career In 1927.

Dyer returned to Rice aa 
coach of the freshman football 
team which produced stars E r­
nie Lain and OlUe (tordlll in 
1936. He managed Houston’!  
Texas League Buffs in 1939-40-41, 
winning pennants each season.

Dyer developed some of the 
Cardinals’ brightest stars while 
managing the Buffs, then a St. 
Louis farm team. Howie Pollet, 
Ted Wilks, Red Munger, Harry 
Brecheen, Jack Angle, Danny 
Murtaugh, Joff Cross, Nick Cul- 
lop and Red Davis were among 
hli “boya” a t Houston.

Many of them were still with 
him when he piloted St. Louis 
to the 1946 National League pen­
nant and when the Cards beat 
the Boston Red Sox four games 
to three in the World Series.

Dyer remained as manager of 
the Cardinals through 1960. He 
rejected numerous offers which 
would have kept him in the big 
leagues to return to Houston and 
develop a successful insurance 
agency.

Pollet and Cross, two of his 
“old boya,” were also partner’s 
ki his Insurance business.

Dyer developed successful In­
terests In oil and real estate and 
became a prominent figure In 
business and civic life here. He 
maintained an avid Interest in 
baseball, all the way to the Lit­
tle League level.

Dyer’s baseball career 
sparmed 23 years, all of It with 
the Cardinal organization. He 
guided St. Louis to a world 
championship, then three 
riralght second - place finishes 
before dropping to fifth in 1960. 
He terminated his managerial 
Job with the Cards when Fred 
Saigh, then owner of club, of­
fered him a one-year contract 
following the 1950 season.

Dyer leaves his widow, the

Kentucky Ruled Ineligible 
For Any Bowl Grid Games

SAN FRANCISCO (A P )tm on th e after New Mexico State
—Those extra conditioning 
sessions that helped cost 
the University of Kentucky 
nearly half of its 1962 foot­
ball team are costing the
1964 squad any chance to play 
in a bowl game.

The National Collegiate Ath­
letic Association put the school 
Ml Mie-year probation yester­
day — the only eanctlon is 
against post - season football. 
Slippery Rock of Pennsylvania 
and Prairie View AAiM of Texas 
drew the same penalties tor 
playing in non-sanotioned bowl 
gamea last year.

Off Black l i s t
The NCAA took Indiana Uni­

versity, University of Colorado 
and New Mexico State off the 
probation list — the latter nine 
montha earlier than expected.

The NCAA Council said Ken­
tucky "violated provisions gov­
erning out-of-season foo^all 
practice in that during late 
winters and early springs of 
1062 and 1063, Its foottMlI 
ooaohes conducted physical 
conditioning programs for all 
student athletes” planning to 
play football.

Attendance was required.
CharUe Bradshaw was in his 

first year as head coach in 
1962. After eight weeks of con­
ditioning and before spring 
practice was even a week old, 
numerous players quit.

More followed until the origi­
nal squad of 68 was reduced to 
less than 40 by the end of the 
1962 season. The daily condi­
tioning Included weight lifting, 
calesthenics and running — but 
coaches were careful not to 
have footballs on hauid.

Board Eyes 
Budget Cut

TTm  board of directors spent 
an exploratory three hours last 
night, in the first of six work­
shops on General M a n a g e r ,  
Richard Martin’s recommended 
19 mUllon budget for the fiscal 
year beginning July 1.

Despite a cut of |«19,000 al­
ready made to departmental re­
quests, Martin’s recommended 
budget would require a 1H mUl 
increase in the tax rate, and 
only additional cuts totaling 
about $260,000 would insure a 
“hold the line” tax rate for 
1964-66.

Most of ^ t  night’s session 
was spent diiscusstng the 1413,- 
000 highway department budg­
et, with ghosts of Bruno De­
Marco’s proposed audit-result 
savings hovering in the unspok­
en background.

A $9,000 audit of the highway 
department is now being com­
pleted, with savings of $60,000 
as its goal. The new budget. 
cMiversely, is $89,000 above that 
for the current year.

The directors made no secret 
last night that they intend to 
cut this budget before May 4, 
the day on which the tax rate is 
set.

In other discussions l a s t  
night, the board reviewed Mar­
tin’s recommendations for gar­
bage collection, cemetery de­
partment, police department 
and civil defense. A l t h o u g h  
some savings may be effected in 
these budgets, they appeared to 
be minor.

The board concurred with 
Martin’s suggestion that bonds 
for three school additions as 
well as for North Ekid Renewal 
(if the latter is approved at a

May 19 roferandum) ba laauad 
ao that the flrat prlncb?al pay­
ment o f about $160,000 falla due 
during the 1966-66 ftacal year. 
An asspandltura of about $96,- 
000 in Intareat ohargaa would ba 
tha only budgetad item for next 
year, arid would mean a saving 
of one mill.

Martin alao explained Me raa- 
aon for recommending $101,000 
for the pension fund, aa agiMn*L 
a request for $144,000. He said 
that the $67,000 sum allooated 
for the current year has proved 
adequate, and that the earnings 
o f the fund have been higher 
than previously estimated.

Tonight’s  workshop has been 
postponed to tomorrow night, 
following the Bbntley School 
public hearing on North 
Renewal and Robertson School 
additions

Other budget workshopp will 
be held Thursday night and on 
Tuesday, Wednesday and Thura 
day nights o f next week.

Ailing Briton Freed 
By Soviets in Swap

LONDON (AP)—A Royal 
Force plane brought Maynard 
Grevllle Wynne home from a 
Moscow prison today in a trade 
for Soviet spy Gordon Lonsdale.

The exchange was made at 
the Heeretrasse crossing point 
between the British sector of 
West Berlin and East Germany 
at 5:36 a.m.

Wynne, 46, arrived at Lon­
don’s Northolt Airport seven 
hours later.

The British Foreign Office 
said it ag;reed to the exchange 
because Wynne was ill.

The once-chubby Wynne, who 
had loat a great deal of weight, 
told newsmen the swap for 
Lonsdale came aa a great eur- 
ptriae to him.

Wynne had been in Commu­
nist hands for two years and 
five months. He was sentenced 
In Moscow last May to eight 
years detention three in prison 
and five in a labor camp—aa a 
courier of eaplonage informa­
tion.

Asked how he felt, Wynne re-

Alr<»plied "I  feel as I look, gentle­
men.”

He looked thin and tired.
"1 have lost a lot of weight," 

Wynne continued.
"I got three meals a day in 

prison, but I found the food very 
difficult. I wasn’t accustomed to 
It.

Lonsdale, 40, was sentenced to 
25 years imprisonment In 1961 
as the mastermind of a spy ring 
operating at the Portland naval 
research establishment.

Wynne’s wife, Shelia, denied 
that he was ill.
