WASHINOTON (AP) — Presl-«>given his Secret Service body-
dent Johnson has taken his 
“ war on poverty’ ’ to the atreets 
a f Pittsburgh, the tai]paper 
eaUns of Inez, By;, ahtT along 
tha way eummarlzed his likely 
1964 campaign tactics: " I  wish 
X could look Into every face and 
shake every hand.’ ’

Before returning to Washing­
ton late Friday night after a 17- 
hour day on the run, Johnson 
said he found "a  wonderful 
aplrit" among the people of pov­
erty - pocked Indiana, Pennsyl­
vania, Kentucky and West Vir­
ginia.

And he said he was looking 
ahead to a "bright highway of 
hope’ ’ for the impoverished and 
unemployed of the nation.

The President came home de­
lighted with the reception given 
him by big city steelworkers 
and hill country sawmill work­
ers—even though hie right hand 
was puffed and daubed with 
red antiseptic.

Without question, Jehnson had 
shaken more hands than on any 
other day as President. He had 
been mobbed and buffeted by 
over-eager admirers, conducted 
impromptu street .rallies and

guards a scare by riding 
through crowds in an open con­
vertible — qsmethlng that had 
not been doife since the assas­
sination of President John F. 
Kennedy last Nov. 2.

Scranton, who is being hon- 
(Hred in New Haven today as 
the Yale Law Schools outstand­
ing alumnus of the year, told 
a group in Hartford yesterday, 
"I do perfectly forthrightly not 
want to be a candidate’’ for the 
Republican presidential nomina­
tion.

"I ’ve said so over and over 
again," he said after a non­
political speech before the 
Hartford Club on the subject of 
Pennsylvania’s industrial devel­
opment.

"The only thing that would 
entice me would be some sort 
of deadlock in the party. I do 
not anticipate one," he de­
clared.

However, when he was asked 
If he would order the Connecti­
cut Scranton-for-Presldent com­
mittee to disband, the governor 
said, "No, I’ve given up calling 
up people on this matter.

"I f they continue to operate 
—it’s up to them,”

He was asked if he had re­
ceived an invitation, as a GOP 
presidential “hopeful," to con­
fer with President Johnson.

“ No, I haven't, to the best of

CHESTER, Pa. (A P )—  
Civil rights cTemonstrations 
flared into violence in this 
southeastern Pennsylvania 
city Friday night, resulting 
in injury to at least 10 per­
sons and the arrest o f at 
least 28.

The violence erupted when 
police attempted to disperse 
demonstrators blocking a street 
comer in the Negro section at 
the city.

Fights broke out when some 
150 helmeted state and city po­
licemen, and deputised munici­
pal workers, swinging night­
sticks, moved in to make ar­
rests and herded the demon­
strators into buses to be taken 
to the police station.

Rocks, bricks and botUes 
were hurled at policemen, win­
dows were smashed in police 
cars and persons at the scene 
said they heard a shot fired.

A flurry of fighting erupted 
inside the bus and a second 
wave of violence flared, aa by­
standers joined the melee and 
more police arrived.

Minutes later, some 100 po­
licemen rushed from buses to a 
nearby tavern where more riot­
ing and rock throwing was met 
with force by police, carrying 
riot sUcks.

Police quelled the outbreaka, 
but described the situaUen aa 
tense as they patrolled the 
streets ol Chester and followed 
up reports of vandalism and n 
rash of false fire alarms.

Among the Injured were six 
policemen and a Negro 21-year- 
old expectant mother.

Police reported vandals also 
smashed windows in the home 
and automobUe of Chester Po- 
lice <^pt. Theodore Laws, a 
Negro.

Among thoee arrested was a 
white minister. Rev. (Zilsyton 
Hewett, 86, rector at Atonement 
Episcopal Church, Morton, Pa., 
who was charged with inciting 
to riot.

The civil rights demonstra­
tions have protested de tacto 
school segregation in Chester.

The arrested demonstrators 
were placed in the Dela­
ware Ckiunty Courthouse Annex 
where a number of others were 
being held since asit-in demon­
stration Wednesday night.

Stassen Vows 
To Push For 
Bal lot  Place

SACaiAMENTO, Calif. (AP)— 
Preparations for California’s 
June 2 presidential primary re­
turned to near normal today. 
But Harold Stassen, who stalled 
election machinery for two days 
in an attempt to get on the Re­
publican ballot,' vowed to keep 
trying.

The U.S. Supreme Court Fri­
day turned down Stassen’s ap­
peal for a place on the ballot.

California's Supreme Court 
had previously upheld Secretary 
of State Frank Jordan’s refusal 
to list Stassen. Jordan said the 
former Minnesota governor had 
fallen short of the required 
number of certified signatures.

But Stassen told a RepubUcan 
editor’s meeting in French Lick, 
Ind., Friday, night that he has 
uncovered "new evidence" and 
will continue his investigation 
into what he called "unfair, 
wrongful and high handed" ac­
tions by Jordan.

He did not say what the evi­
dence was, or what his next 
step might be.

Jordan ordered clerks of the 
58 counties to go ahead with 
printing of Republican ballots 
after he was Informed of the 
high court’s 6-3 decision, issued 
without comment.

But he advised waiting on 
Dem(x:ratic ballots pending the 
outcome of a similar court ac­
tion by Mayor Samuel W. Yorty 
of Los Angeles.

Church Displays 
Education Items
TTie new educational material 

that will be available to the 
children of Concordia Lutheran 
Church In September will be 
displayed Sunday from 2:30 to 
4:30 p.m. during open house. 
The exhibit will show that 
Christian education is not the 
responsibility of a handful of 
people, but the entire congrega­
tion.

Since 1956, educators, theo 
logians, pastors and laymen 
have worked In close coopera­
tion with the Lutheran Church 
of America to perfect a curricu­
lum that would both appeal to 
the children and be completely 
understandable. The Sunday 
school teachers of the church 
recently concluded a two-year 
study of this new material.

The new equipment Includes 
hard-bound illustrated readers, 
paper-backed books, workbooks 
and activity kits such as are 
now being used in the elemen­
tary schools.

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Accustomed To The Role
One thing you do not expect when you 

pec an organisation such as the National 
ftirp~^eHnn of Manufacturers advancing 
to give Its considered opinion on such a 
thing M President Johnson’s anO-pov- 
iPty program.

You do not expect the Aasodatlon to 
have figured out any statement which 
will honestly present Its own views and 
which, a t the same time, will have any 
ehanee of not being considered anU-antl- 
poverty.

And that was wbat It all sounded like, 
a dull sickening thud, after the National 
Manufacturers, the other day, had got 
through telling the House Education and 
Labor Committee why It didn’t  favor the 
President’s program for ftghttiig pover­
ty and had suggested a program aH Itn 
own.

K didn’t  have a  chance of sonvineing 
anybody ita own heart and soul wars 
reaUy In any fight against poverty.

I t didn’t  have a chance of convincing 
anybody that its own main interest 
wasn’t  some vague fesur that, Inatsad of 
fighting poverty, the President's pro­
gram might merely be an attack on 
manufacturers’ existing share of our 
prosperity.

Surely, repataOon-wlse, the Aasoda- 
Mon would have done itself much mors 
good H It had felt able Just to kosp si­
lent.

But some people have a compulsion to 
ssy what they think. In this Instsnee, 
(he Manufacturers Association had 
readied Its own judgment that the 
President’s much heralded anti-poverty 
program was going to be much too big 
hi promise and propaganda, but much 
too small In reaUty. Any real war on 
poverty, It concluded, would have to try 
to do much more, on a much more am­
bitious scale. Therefore, H suggested a 
program of Its own.

Inevitably, this program, as it was un­
folded, sounded like sddltlonsl frosting 
on the petits fours rather than addition­
al vitamins In somebody’s daily bread. 
The manufacturers wanted a new tax 
sot to stimiilate buslnees; they wanted 
economy In government spending, pre­
sumably Including social welfare spend­
ing; they wanted maintenance of the 
fsound” dollar; they wanted reduction 
of the “special powers and exemptions 
granted to labor unions by the Govern­
m ent’’ After they had got through 
wanting these things, as bold strokes 
lor the battle against poverty, the man- 
afacturers faced up to the admission 
that there must atill be some “pubUe as- 
alstance, where necessary, based on need 
and financed and administered by the 
states and localities.”

What fellcltSus phrasing! What a  won­
derful presentation If, that Is, the As­
sociation wanted to have people get the 
Idea that the main purpose of any snti- 
poverty program should be to get rid 
of the unions! And, In summary, what a 
■ad way to leave liberal critics with an 
opportunity to ask whether the Manu­
facturers Association wouldn’t like, 
some day, to come on ahead out of the 
sineteenth century!

Is the N.A.M. really that delinquent T
One doubts I t  One thinks the Assoda- 

tfon saw this question coming up; felt 
obligated In deference to its own mem­
bership and Its regard for the welfeure of 
the country to take a stsuid on It; did 
truly feel that the Johnson approach 
would be ninety per cent hoopla and ten 
per cent their own habitual profit; did 
try to state plainly and dispasaionately 
the fundamental ideas and principles It 
thought essential to progress ag;ainat 
poverty In this country; and then quite 
Inevitably failed to take ita stand In any 
way which would really please anybody.

Shooting Santa Claus, being anti-anti­
poverty, neither win friends nor influ- 
■nee people.

The National Association of Manufac­
turers would have g;ot much more atten­
tion, and probably have aceomirilabed 
Just as-much, if It had gone before Con­
gress and given Ita unequivocally sn- 
tbusiastic endorsement to the whole 
Johnson anti-poverty program, even 
without waiting to see what Is going to 
be in It.

But somebody always has to be the 
fall guy, the sour guy. And the National 
Aasodatlon of Manufacturers grimly 
elects itself. Issue after issue, year after 
year.

Perpetual Presa Conference
That footsore, Mghb-weary, word- 

weary, tolka-weary oonttagent, the 
Waahliigton press corps, is beginning to 
be very sorry Indeed it ever complained 
that President Lyndon Johnson wasn’t  
ItoUUag as msny press oonfersnoss as 
t i i  prsdeesaaon did.

How many press confereneas there 
have been In the past week is a  statistie 
almost beyond reokoning.

There is a press conference almost 
say time the President turns around and 
•ees a newspaperman.

It used to be an event when the press, 
through a  formal press oonfersnee, got 
close to the people and minds running 
the government

Now It is news when the President 
runs the government for a few minutes 
without having the press In to watch.

What President Johnson is doing, of 
course, is to embark on the perilous ex­
periment of being his own public rela­
tions man, of depending on his OM*n abil­
ity to talk off the cuff about anything 
anytime to anybody.

The failure or success of this technique 
depends upon what the practitioner 
really is. For whatever else It may seem 
to be, the result has to be genuine John­
son. If he is corny with platitudes and 
nothing more, that will show. If he is 
really a nice mixture of platitude with 
what seems a tremendous energj^'for ac­
complishment. together with si dash of 
unorthodox political courage thrown in, 
the result could season Itself out to be 
something very powerful and appealing 
In the end.

Probably no one really knows at this 
moment Really to know would take 
deep knowledge of everything that is 
inside Johnson himself together with an 
expert knowledge of the paychology 
which tipa the final public verdict one 
way or another.

Warm, informal, purposeful dynamic 
presence, or rash and reckless high pub­
lic buffoon—which could it be?

A rather pleasant kind of answer sug­
gested itself, the other day, in the New 
York Timea eolumn of James Reston, 
who for quits some time had seemed 
quits immtms to whatever the diarma 
of LBJ were suppoaed to be.

‘Welcome to your bouse,” Rcstoa 
quotes the President ss telling bis vlsl- 
tora “And that’s the way it  Is,” says 
Reston himself.

But along with the com which seems 
such obvious politics, Reston notes that 
the Preeident "can sometimes do things 
that break all the normal rules of poli­
tics. His announcement today that he 
had decided to close another long Hat' 
of nonessential military Installations II- 
histrates this. . . .  He has heard plenty 
ef opposition from his own home state of 
Texas. Yet he has Insisted that ‘we’re 
not going to run a military WPA.’ ”

And Reston summed up this particu­
lar evaluation of the man in the White 
House with the observation that “this is 
not ’politics’ in the narrow partisan 
sense, but It is very good politics in the 
largest sense. And this is the technique 

. the President Is using more and more 
In these daily meetings with the pub­
lic.”

In what we call the perpetual press 
conference.

It was the weather, eight peurts moist 
chill seeping Its ' way Into all the old 
Joints and muscles and two parts flare- 
up df sun spots, plus. In some Individual 
cases, an Irrational attempt to attack 
yard and garden as If it were possible 
for human being to get and stay ahead 
of the season.

It was the week of the Hmp. I t Is 
usually the fourth week of the fourth 
month.

The Mnsclea of. Kafka
Our impresalaa was that F ra u  Kafka 

had been Out for some time In the West 
before he recently became In behind the 
Iron Curtain. But he still speaks to or­
ganisation men, whatever the organiza­
tion.

Kafka wm  lonely in the crowd long 
before Rlesman. Tangled In bureaucracy, 
opprsased by the machine, Kafka’s hero- 
victims are still not out of date.

"As you know, employees always 
know more than their employers,” he 
wrote, Mui then deleted It from "The 
Trial.” He left in a number of things 
that would not be unthinkable in the 
Soviet Union, where he is now being 
trau la ted  for the first time. For ex­
ample, he note* a form of Justice under 
which “when you arc acquitted . . . the 
charge is lifted from your shouldere for 
the time being, but it continues to hover 
above you and can. u  soon u  an order 
comes from on high, be laid upon you 
again.”

But-Kafka, especially in his diaries, 
was by no m eau  wholly negative. He 
«>eaks not only to the land of his birth, 
Cieohoalovakla. where he h u  recently 
been rehabilitated, when he says:

’’Don’t despair, not even over the fact 
that you don’t  deapair. J u t  when It 
seema that all is over, new forces oome 
to your assistance after all, and Just that 
means that you are alive.”

Whether the enemy is conformity or 
ooerdoB, Kafka saw for everybody that 
the odda ag a lu t the individual do not 
absolve him from responsibility: “As 
aooB as I  perceive In any way that I  have 
allawad evil oonditiciis, for the removal 
of wMeh I am really the right pereoo, 
to go oo their own sweet way . . . for 
a  moment I  lose the feel of the muscles 
of my arms.”

He would have found quiet saUsfao- 
ttoB m the prospect of his works post- 
kuitiMUly adding to the current leavening 
of t lu N ^ t In Communist Ihirope—

The best chance the spring 
■pedal session of 1964 had of 
going down in history as one of 
truly remarkable achievement 
went glimmering on the^ very 
morning of its assembly, when 
Bob MacGregor, the veteran po­
litical correspondent of the 
Hartford Times made the dis­
covery of a certain oddity In the 
bill establishing new congres­
sional districts, and imprudent­
ly sounded a public alert.

It is our assumption that he 
considered what he had discov­
ered to be an unintentional er­
ror, and not some deep-dyed plot 
either for or against the partic­
ular towm which happened to be 
Involved.

And we think maybe it might 
have been a good thing to let it 
be tried out. Instead of nipping 
before it got near legrislative 
flower.

The propoaition aet up by 
tactful omiaaion in the bi-parti- 
aan bill redlstricUng the state 
for congressional purposes was 
that the town of Marlborough 
try getting along without the 
atata and the state try getting 
along without the town of 
Marlborough.

Aa practically avaryona at the 
Capitol that morning was ob- 
aet^lng, parfaapa the terrain In­
volved, being that fabled ooim- 
try  ao often heralded In televi­
sion commercial aong and atory, 
belonged off by Itaelf.

But our particular attention 
has been given to other poten­
tial reaoona for letting thia 
Marlborough country escape, 
first, from the congressional dis­
trict, then, easily enough, from 
Hartford County, to which it 
has nevei; really teemed to be­
long, and finally, from the atate 
Itself.

First, it seams to ua that the 
town of Mnrlborough ie by the 
latest oomparatlva lax rate sta- 
tiatioa, a  poor example to the 
atatA which mmy pcova Infeor

tious. Its local tax rate Is given, 
in the latest state manual, as a 
pleasant 66.5 mills, which was 
highest In all the state. Ten 
years ago, Marlborough had a 
tax rate of only 30 mills, like a 
good town should.

Second, it seems to us that the 
state of Connecticut, with its 
run toward total Indebtedness, 
has been having a bad influence 
on the town of Marlborough. 
Ten years ago Marlborough had 
a town debt of only 358,000. 
That was beautiful, ^ e n  a 
year ago It was only $105,400. 
But the latest state manual fig­
ure shows Marlborough In debt 
to a amount of $537,050, a most 
unsatisfying puff.

If the state Is aping Marlbor­
ough in Jumping its taxes, and 
Marlborough is imitating the 
state in ita borrowing It begins 
to appear that neither Is much 
good for the other, and a period 
of amicable separation, might 
have been a good thing to try.

Perhaps that would give 
Marlborough time to switch to 
something cool In the way of a 
tax rate and the state time to 
filter off some of its debt

Unlike many residents of 
either Hartford County or Con­
necticut, we were In Marlbor­
ough once. We had no sooner 
set foot on ground in supposed­
ly friendly visitation than we 
were warned, to beware of the 
rattlesnakes Mdilch might be 
luridng almost snywbsre. Tills 
WBS perhaps a spe<^ section of 
Marlborough titled Fang Hill 
or something like that, but it 
has come, for ua, to symbolize 
all Marlborough so that when 
aomebody Just mentioned the 
name, the other morning, we 
tingled and stiffened all over, as 
If about to become the victim 
of an unlucky strlka

But even we decided. In the 
end, that it would be unfair to 
ostracize Marlborough in par­
ticular adien there are ao many 
other Connecticut communities 
with lo)iv dsbts and increasing 
tax ratto and aa occasional rat- 
Uasnake, Uks Chsstsrflald, and 
Kent end Morris and Balsm.

A  $88,800 road paving pro-*Elm, New, Laurel, Chestnut,
gram — to be financed from 
state highway aid funds — has 
been planned for town streets 
this summer. It will supplement 
a $88,000 resurfacing program 
which the town’s directors vot­
ed from town funds last fall.

The new road program will 
include about four miles of 
street paving; about 33 miles 
of surface treatment (oiling); 
and about a mile and a half 
of street reconstruction or re­
shaping and new berms.

The town financed program, 
which actually began last fall 
and was picked up again when 
men and equipment of Roncari 
Construction Co. went to work 
on <3roft Dr. yesterday, will in­
clude resurfacing of about 10 
miles of roadway.

Roncari’s crews will begin 
Monday, wether permitting, to 
resurface roads in W oo^ ill 
Heights, including Duval, Brent 
and French Rds. When they 
are complete, the crews will 
move in a counter- clockwise di­
rection to other designated 
areas of town.

Their parents and a si.ster, 
Geraldine, 17, now live in Wild­
wood. The three brothers in the 
family, George, Gerald, and 
Shellle, 23, have been living in 
New York.

Miss Wylie, 21, an aspiring 
actress and niece of author 
Philip Wylie, was employed at 
Newsweek magazine. Miss Hof­
fert, 23, was a teacher. They 
shared a third-floor apartment 
on East 88th Street with a for­
mer college roommate, Patricia 
Tolies, 21.

The bodies were found In Miss 
Hoffert’s room. Each had been 
struck with a soft drink bottle. 
Miss Wylie so bard as to crush 
her 'skult. Each had been 
sla'shed again add again about 
the neck and body. TVo broken 
kitchen knives were found with 
the shattered bottle.

Strips of sheet bound the 
wrists and ankles of the vic­
tims. Other stripe tied them to­
gether by the wrist, facing each 
other. Miss Wylie was nude, but 
had not been sexually molested. 
Miss Hoffert was fully clothed.

Since that day last August, 
police have been working around 
the clock to find the girls’ killer. 
They have questioned hundreds 
of persons, taken fingerprints of 
friends of the young women and 
checked out known perverts 
who make anonymous phone 
calls to women—such as had 
bothered Miss Wylie before her 
death.

On the day of the murders. 
Miss Hoffert left in the morning 
to return a car to a friend in 
the Rlverdale section ,o( the 
Bronx and pick up her own car. 
Miss Tolies departed for work 
soon after, leaving Miss Wylie 
asleep,

Bometlme after her friends' 
departure. Miss Wylie apparent­
ly was awakened by the door- 
Iwll and, answered It clad in a 
raincoat.' The raincoat was 
found by the apartment en­
trance.

No one knows when Miss Hof­
fert returned, but it must have 
been sometime before noon. It 
is not known if the killer waited 
for her or if she walked in by 
chance tb her execution?

When Miss Tolies returned to 
the apartment and found it in 
disarray, she called Max Wylie, 
an advertising executive and 
father of Janice. He found the 
bodies and called police.

The legal rights group also 
lists as ons of Its goals tb 
find, highlight and try to cor- 
ract any situation whara tha 
rights of an Individual hava 
baan vlolatad.

“Such a oommittae shonld be 
equally concamad with the 
rights of their young people tS’ 
walk tha streets safely.

Third Goal of the Committee 
for tha Protaetiem of Citizens’ 
Legal Rights is to Inform the 
public of their rights if ar­
rested.

RothwMl said, "I think the 
project is worthwhile.”  Ha said 
that nadirs stories indicate that 
there are “many, many more 
instances” of a dtisens’ rights 
to walk hts own streets being 
violated than alleged violations 
of individuals by pdlee.

A  discussion o f the arrest 
and incarceration o f an indi­
vidual under a coroner’s war­
rant led to the general opinion 
that the law should be changed.

Rothwell said, "I f you arc 
going to play with tha coroner’s 
warrant, you sh<mld read it. It" 
la a tool for use in one type 
of crime— murder,”

The goals of the rights group 
were presented by Donald G. 
Richards of Andover, a member 
of the group. Chairman of the 
Social Action (Jommittee, Guy 
Outlaw, is also a member and 
aided in the presentation.

Richards said that several 
organisations hava shown inter­
est in the rights group and have 
offered support. These Include 
the American Bar Association, 
tha American Civil Liberties 
Union and the Hartford chap­
ter of the Commission on Hu­
man Rights.

Richards said that John F. 
Shea, the Manchastar attorney 
who was Darwin’s chief defense 
counsel during the trial, was in­
formed of the' group’s plans. 
"He made two suggestions re­
garding our bylaws,” Richards 
said.

One of the leaders o f the 
rights movement was identified 
as a Mr. McKaren o f Westport, 
Darwin’s brother-in-law, (>ther 
individuals have Indicated a 
willingness to help in tha three 
phases of the groups efforts.

Rl(^arda said that the groups 
meetings are open to those in­
terested, and a post office box 
has been obtained.

Using special sensing equipment 
it can detect hot spots on the 
surface of about one-hklf mile 
In diameter. A television cam­
era on such an orblter, equipped

Because the Martian year is ap­
proximately two earth • years 
In length this means an orblter 
with a minimum life of about 
six months.

Using ultraviolet spectroscopy 
will permit studies of the at­
mosphere which.

Next Step; A Manned Landing

After the Mars orblter. some 
scientists believe that ah early 
unmanned vehicle might be able

return to earth. There is also 
the possibility that life forms 
exist on Mars which will not be 
recognizable by pre - pro­
grammed, unmanned instru­
ments, but which a creative and 
thoughUul scientist will IdenUfy.

Astronomers familiar with 
Mars know that with the extra­
ordinarily thin atmosphere, lack 
of water and oxygen and cold 
temperatures, the MarUan en­
vironment seems inclement by 
human standards. However, this 
is not so for other terrestrial or­
ganisms. Recent experimental 
work. In which terrestrial micro­
organisms were introduced into 
simulated Martian environments 
has shown that In every sample 
population of micro - organisms 
which are able to survive, and 
very likely reproduce on Mars.

The three buildings that ware 
destroyed housed the Royal 
Park Silver Co.; the Esbec Fin­
ishing Division Plant; the Con­
necticut Telephone and Electric 
Corp.; and C. N. Flagg and Co., 
Inc., plumbing and heating con­
tractors.

Firemen were able to save an 
adjoining building owned by 
Connecticut Telephone and Elec­
tric Corp., manufacturers of 
inter - communication systems; 
the nearby municipal garage, 
and a building that houses uie 
Towle Manufacturing Co.

The fire was believed to have 
started in silver companies 50 
by 200-foot, one-story building. 
Flames jumped to a two-story 
building that housed the Esbec 
firm and then to another two- 
stoiy building that housed the

Telephone and Electric Corp.
A qjokesman for the Flagg 

firm said losses would be well 
over 9100,000.

Joseph J. LaPorte, manager 
of the Esbec Barrel Finishing 
Corp., which has headquarters 
in Stamford, said about $26,000 
w o i^  pf equipment was de­
stroyed at the finishing division 
plant

The firm is known as a tum­
bling job shop. Its equipment 
tiAes rough edges on  metal 
products.

The silver company had gone 
into voluntary bankruptcy and 
was scheduled to be auctioned 
tomorrow. Silver plating ma­
chines and stock were destroyed.

Fires caused damage in two 
other cities yesterday.

In Hartford, a large, old 
structure in Colt’s Park burned 
down last night, and a large 
supply of city-owned apoiis 
equipment was destroyed. The 
two-and-a-half story building 
has served as a warming house 
for ice skaters, a dance pavilion 
and storage building in its time.

In Bridgeport, a three-story 
apartment building was dam­
aged by fire yesterday.

Eight persons died in traffic 

accidents, a young man was 
drowned and another w a s  
crushed to death over the week­
end in Connecticut.

The state’s 1964 highway 
death toll jumped to 87. Last 
year at the same time 93 per­
sons had died on the highways.

CBHOAGO (AP) — Jomea R.AMarch 4 In Chattanooga, Tenn.,
Hoffh, preeldent of the Team­
sters Union, was called to trial 
on criminal charges today for 
the third time since taking over 
leadership of the nation’s 
largest union.

Already under conviction for 
attempting to rig a jury in 
another caae, H b ^  and seven 
codefendants are charged with 
fraudulently obtaining $20 mil­
lion in loons from Teamsters' 
pension funds.

A special venire of 100 pros­
pective jurors was on hand for 
the trial before U.S. Diet. Judge 
Richard B. Austin. Another 200 
have been directed to appear 
later, if needed.

Attorneys for the government 
and the defendants have said 
they expect the trial to last 
three to five months.

The Teamsters' president and 
three othero were convicted on

of tampering with a jury dur­
ing Hoffa’s 1962 conspiracy 
trial in Nashville, Tenn. The 
Nashville trial ended when the 
jury was unable to agree on a 
verfict.

Hoffa has appealed the con­
viction and Is free on $75,000 
bond.

The present trial revolves 
around a 28-count indictment 
returned last year against the 
51-year-old labor leader and 
seven others. Conviction ^ n  all 
counts could result in penalties 
totaling 140 years imprisonment 
and $87,000 in fines for each of 
the accused men.

The indictments accuse the 
eight defendants of diverting 
more than $1 million for their 
personal benefit while fraudu­

MOSCOW (AP)—Soviet 
engineers have begun blast­
ing in an attempt to drain 
off flood waters threaten­
ing the fabled Mongol capi­
tal of Samarkand and Ul­
lages along the Zeravashan 
River blocked by a huge 
landslide.

The Communist party news­
paper Pravda said engineers 
eent to the edge of the Pamir 
Mountaine in Southweet Asia 
Sunday night began blasting a 
canal through the slide, which 
was said to be as high as an 
80-story building and 2,000 feet 
wide.

Pravda said 625 million cuUe 
feet of water have built up be­
hind the slide, which on Friday 
formed a huge natural dam. It 
said the water level behind the 
dam rose more than 106 feet in 
60 hours.

The landslide dropped into tha 
Zeravashan at a point when the 
river flows through a gorge.

Engineers are blasting a  ca­
nal 985 feet long to drain the 
backed up waters into the river 
bed below the dam formed by 
the landslide. Otherwise, it waa 
feared the pent up waters would 
sweep away the dam and un­
leash a torrent on vUlagez along 
the river and on Samarkand, 
ancient city of blue-tiled 
mosques and new iaduotrles.

The area Is 1,700 miles south­
east of Moscow, near the junc­
ture of the Soviet Union, Rod 
China and AfghanUtsm.
