Baker's Senate Cronies

Next Tuesday Senator Clifford Case of
New Jersey will finally have the privi-
lege of appearing before the Senale
Rules Commitiee to ask that it require
all members of the United States Sen-
afe to declare, on the public record, their
answera to cerlain questions concerning
posaible relationships with the famous
Bobby Baker.

It has taken quite a campaign, quits
an exertion of public sentiment and prea-
sure, to get the Senate Commitiee aven
to consent to a discussion of Henator
Case's proposal. ¢

It Is rated quite impossible for Sena-
tor Case %o get anywhere with his pro-
posal,

But how far it is Hkely to get has noth-
ing to do with ita merits,

On ita merits, the proposal should be
adopted. The TUnited BStates Senate
should, aa Benator Case econtends, be
given an opportunity to “cleanse itself
of -the stain which this affair has placed
on our institution.”

The Senate Rules Committes has
spent four months presuming to investi-
gate the affairs of young Baker, the
smart young darling of the Senate.

But it has, in all this time, studiously
avoided focusing its attention on the
posgible relationship between Baker and
individual members of the United States
Senate. '

That some of them were his patrons,
that others were his cronies, that he did
favors for many of them, that he brok-
ered exchanges of senatorial influence
for campalign contributions or for propo-
pitions to his own benefit—all this can
be surmised.

But the Senate—and not merely be-
exune President Johnson may once have
been a patron and a friend of the fa-
mous Bobby—has so far heen delermined
that no - Senatorial reputation shall be
Involved, not, al least, through any In-
veatigation being done by the Benate It.
nelf.

All Benator Cases wants his fellow
members of the beautiful elub to do is
state whether or not they ever had any
business or financial dealing with Bob-
by Baker, directly or indirectly, and if
80, what were theas dealings. Next, Sen-
ator Case wants his colleagues to be
aaked to disclose whether Baker ever
got for them or offered to get for them
Any campaign contributions, direct or
indirect, any retainer or employment in
the outside worid, or any preferment in
committes assignments in the political
world.

Much nearer to home, we can aes
what could happen in the state of Con-

Howard Hausman then came
forward front and center as
spokeaman. for himself, the
natural question for everyhody
to ask was what difference thix
would make.

It
went on Its merry way, not aven
breaking astride for the transi-
tion, and In a day or two it was
hard to remember that’ any
change had been wsupposed to
take place.

If, by any chance, it ssema the
use of use of the mimeograph
in Connecticut s somewhat
heavier on the Republican pide
of things, that is merely the still
potent hangover resmult of the
tradition personally established
by one Abe Ribicoff, who be-
came, in 1854, a Governor and
party leader who definitely and
freely spoke for himself, off-the-
cuff, out of his own head, and
whose stuff seldom got mimeo-
graphed. Governor Dempaey, as

It ia to
be noted, however, that both
Ribicoff and Bailey, when trans-
ferred to the wider and less In-
timate national arena, as Sena-
tor and Nationa! Chalrman,
have become at least partially
captive to the instrument they
did not choose to use in Con-
necticut| Taking the broad, non-
partinan view of the mimeo-
graphing machine, there seemns
little question that that politi-
elan fs most fortunate and su-
preme who needa to use it least.
