It may be that we are witneasing, in
President Johnson's currvent-tours of ulu
Appalachian states, in hiz Increasingly
pessionate Invocations against poverty,
one of those instances in public affairs
when something everybody is always
talking about but never doing snxthlng
about gets doing and movement and aec-
tion after all

Poverty, goodness knows, is not the
only national problem that could be In-
cluded in such a ringing statment &8
President Johnson made yesterdsy in
Cumberland:

*“We will pot win the war against pov-
erty until the conscience of the entire
nation is aroused. We will not succeed
until every citizen regards the suffering
of nelghbors as & call to action.”

Poverty is not the only problem. But
every now and then somebody gives spe-
elal fervent emphasis to some one of our
aational problems, and makes it seem
as if it were the only problem, and, by
the sheer weight and Influehce of his
personal concentration on it, draws all
the rest of us into some attention and
some effort and, behold, before we quits
realize It, we have achleved some quick-
er-than-normal progress and achieve-
ment in that sector. .

So one hears the thunder of President
Johnson's simple, missionary-style ex-
hortations, watches the intensity af his
evangelical pleadings, notices the
growth and deepening of his own absorp-
tion with the anti-poverty theme, and
tries in vain to refuts or cast doubt on
the broad eclemental elaims he keops
making—that this great nation ought to
be able to do something about this basie
problem. And the more one watchea all
this from the President, the more one
wonders if he {an't going to succeed in
building up enough fervor and lighting
enough imagination in all of us to bring
sbout effort and results which surprise
os.

If any of all this is probable, mqre fer-
vor and more power to him.

There are a thousand ifs, buts, and
qualifications that can be considered a
legitimate part of the problem. They
could be, as they have so often Been in
the past, reasons for doing nothing,

But sometimes the fervent pressure
play manages to shrink an@ dwarf such
obstructions. Get a nation's steam  up,
and It can make grades it has never
really tried to make before. President
Johnson has begun stoking furioualy,
and we can’'t for the life or consclence
of us think that is bad or can be bad
unless #t s used exclusively for the
whistle.

The National Academy of Sciences
National Rasearch Council has a Food
and Nutrition Board which has invented
two personalities, one called the “Refer-
ence Man” and the other called the “Ref
erence Woman."

If you are going to read further, you
might as well know this iz about how
many calories & day you don’t need, you
non referenge man, you non ‘refergnce
WOmAn you.

The latest finding from the ‘experts
working under that big fat, grandiose
title quoted in the first paragraph is that
modern men and women, if they want to
be “Reference,” don't need to eat as
much as their ancestors did.

The modern conveniences may not
save an much time as they are supposed
to; they may merely substitute mental
worry for good physical labor; but they
do save on calories,

And, since no adult human being is
supposed to put on any weight at all
after the age of 25, Americans need to
eat lesu, .

Back In 1058, that ideal “Reference
Man” who weighed 154 pounds at age

25, was allowed 3,200 calories & day to

be able to atoke himself for work and
play without putting on any weight.

But either life has grown much easier,
or even the perfect man has grown more
lagier, in the very short interval “since
1858, For now Mr. Reference Man needs
only 2,900 calories a day.

And Mras. Referenice Woman, in the
same year span, has had her calory needs
go down from 2,300 calories to only 2,100
today,

Mra. Reference Woman, by the way,
is aleo 25 years old, and weighs 1328
pounds, and is not supposed sver to gain.

Another reason sbme of us need fewer
ealories than we did in 1958 is that some
of uas have, in the meantime, grown older.

The older you get the fewer vou heed.
That 2,000 a day forf the perfect man of
25 becomes only 2,600 dally between the
agea of 35 and 55, and only 2,200 dally
after that. And women, by the time they
get to 35, can cut themselves down to
1,900 and even to 1,600 when they reach
55, if women ever do reach that age offi-
clally.

The reason women need fewer calories
than men is that they use fewer calories
pleeping, fewer calories aitting, fewer
calories standing, and fewer calories
walking. |

This is not because women are lazier.

It's because they do things with less
waste of effort and energy. They need
to aat less because they are smarter. The
Reference Man is sometimes hard to
find. But the Reference Woman ls found
in every home.
