Meaninglessness As Art

Pope Paul VI, in a little sermon de-
livered the other day after mn artists'
mass in the 8istine Chapel, made what
seems to us a proposal for a relatively
oven exchange of courtesies between his
Church and art.

From art, speaking as a churchman,
he suggested that perhaps there be an
ooccasional plece of intelligibility.

“Sometimes you forget,' Pope Paul
sald to artists, “the fundamental law
of your consecration to expression; one
does not know what you are saying,
often even you do not know t.”

When that happens, he said, it leaves
the rest of us ‘“surprised, intimidated
and detached.”

But Pope Paul also wanted something
= Mttle different from the Church, too.

The Church, he “confessed," had been
guilty of trying to put reatrictions, ‘“a
cloak of lead,” on artists “who are
creative, lively, spouting thousands of
ideas, thousands of nmew things.'

The Church, he confessed, has been dt
fault by saying things to the artist like
this: - i i
“We havs this atyle; you must oone
form to it. We have this tradition; you
muat be faithful to it We have these
masters; they must be followed. We have
these rules, and there is no way around
them."

Finally, Pope Paul regretted the fact

that the Church, in these modern days,
hadn't seemed able to devote elther much
maoney or taste to religious art itself and
had gone “through byways where art
and beauty and the worship of God—
the worse for wus—have been badly
served.”

‘In all this, the Pope admitted much
that the Church might do, in its rela-
tion to the world of creative drt

But what he sought in return—that
oreative art make some effort to be
comprehenaible, at least to itself—seemed
reasonable.

For the most barren and stultifying of
all rules, all possible cloaks of lead is,
it seems to us, that occasional pretense
of the artist that meaninglessnoss itself
la his form of meaning.

CAIRO (AP)—8oviet Premler
Khrushchev gave his support to
the Arab world today in its op-
position (o diversion of the Jor-
dan River waters by Israel.

Speaking to the United Arab
Republic's one-party National
Assembly, Khrushchev sald Is-
rasl planned to “rob the ‘Arab
world of its own water.”

Khrushchev called on Israel to
imrlement U.N, resolutions on
Palestine, which would reduce
Israel’s preasent frontiers.

The assembly rose en masse
in bolsterous cheering at Khru.
shchev's new- declaration of sup-
port for the Arabs.

The Israelis have announced
that some time this summer
they will begin diverting waters
of the Jordan to irrigate the
Negev Desert. The Arabs have
threatened counter action to cut
off the headqaters of the Jordan.

The TO-year-old premier also
assalled British occupation of
military bases In Cyprus and
Aden. His government supports
the “just and reasonable’” de-
mands of local populations for
the evacuation of these and all
other foreign bases, the Soviet
leader said.

"“The presence of foreign arm-
fes is the source of danger, ten-
sion and disputes between coun-
tries,”” Khrushchev added.

He denied that there was any
contradiction between the Soviet
Union's stated policy of seeking
international understanding and
its shipments of arms to foreign
