The visiting public har been apending
Ma time lining up, instead, for the few
exhibits ‘which have been created on
something beyopd the sideshow pitch
level.

Reflections On Being Up Late

In these days of all-night high-school
rroml. staying up late is an routine aa
saving the room during the TV ocom-
mercial. But in my day, ataying up late
—I mean really Iate, like 3 am.—had
about it something faintly sinful and
exciting. Today, kids don't understand
this; all they have In freedom, and
freedom cannot be fully relished unleas
you have been tethered. Ank any dog.

The first time I stayed up late waa
iIn May 1927. T had been shunted off to
bed by the uspal 9:30 deadline. But at
midnight, I awoke to hear voices in the
living room and tiptoed down to’ in-
vestigate. Crouched by our apse-shaped
Atwater Kent radio were my parents
and two older sigters. The station was
breaking precedent by staying on the
air all night, playing Gus Arnheim
records and doling out bulletins about a
young man named Lindbérgh who was
somewhere over the Atlantic making
history.

I was allowed to listen until 1 am.,
then went drowsily off to bed, far more
Impressed with my achievement than
with Lindbergh's.

My major triumph as a young night
owl came when I teased my parents into
letting me work as a milkman one
summer. In that ers milk was delivered
at night during the summer months, and
every milkman had a “striker” - a
youngster he hired to help him. My
pay was $1.50 a night, but the fringe
benefit of driving the horse impressed
me more. What impressed me most,
however, was the iden of being able to
stay out all night.

I would get up at the ungodly hour of
12:30 and r downtown to our
only all-night cafe, there to perch on a
stool over a cup of hot chocolate. The
young men of the town would be
straggling In from their dates—some of
them smelling excitingly of beer, all of
them smoking like Fulton's Folly.

At or near 1 a.m, the wagon would
clatter wp and my milkman would stroll
n-hizx peaked cap pierced by a pencil,
8 plump route book sprouting from the
cheat pocket of hin striped overalls. He
woulld have something to sat. make
stall talk with the assemblage, and we
would be off into the shadows. §

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Hoboes Live
In Memory

Of Boyhood

By JERRY BUCK

RICHMOND, Va. (AP)—What
ever happened to the hoboes I
wsed to know as a kid?

I haven't seen an honest.-to-
goodness hobo in years. Appar-
ently In this age of proasperity
they have been aqueezed into
employment. )

But to & kid in those first
post-depreasion years they were
everywhere. The rallroad tracks
were only a few blocks away
and every freight train brought
more of them to the Louisiana
bayou country where I grew up.

Looking back, I suppose most
of them were derelicts, bewlld-
erod and abandoned, but in
those days they seemed Mke
soldiers of fortune,

In old felt hats, knee-length
coals and open-toed shoes, they
had an aura of glamor. They
eame and went like the wind
and every meal! was a picnle
around a camp fire.

We had no sidewalk In front
of our house on which to scrawl
® sign, but the hoboes all
seemed to know my mother was
