S0 many Republicans
who would rather do anything elas than
Goldwater. In Ilinols there had been an
aatonishing wote for Margaret Chase
Smith, who was' the handlest alterna-
tive there, In Nebrasks, which was sup-
posed to be natural Goldwater country
i there was any, and where almost
avéry important slected Republican offi-
cial and party official had endorsed
him, Republieans who still conldn’t take
him had fo resort to the write-fn pro-
sedure. The rasult was that Goldwater,
the man on the ballot, got just under 50
per eant of the tolal Republican wvote
sant thal day.

n Nebraska, R was former Viee
President Nixon who became the al-
ternative and who, by - the write-in
method, got 31 per omnt of the total
vote.

In the Oregon primary which i next,
the question of how far Republican pri-
mary voters will go to avoid Goldwater
is not up for teat. Goldwater is the only
major candidate who is not entered
there,

But the suprame test of how far Re-
publicans , will ‘g6 because they would
rather do anything than Goldwater
comes up in California where, if they
want to avoild him, their only alterna-
tive is to vola for Governor Rockefeller.
The NeW York Governor is, quite obvi-
ously, not going to be a winner of the
presidential momination under any con-
ditions, even Iif he wins California big.
But he could serve as the wehicle for
dellvering his party from the threat of
& Goldwatsr nomination. If, that is, the
Republican voters of California have
sentiments parallel to those Republican
volers have exhibitad In other primaries
to date. They have run from Goldwater
to Lodge, to Margaret Chase Smith,
sven to Harold Stassen, and now to
Nixon. Yet, if the voters of California
don’t succeed In adding Rockefeller lo
this list of anything than Goldwater al-
