Hava you ever walked 
through Robertson School? Let 
me be your guide. First I must 
explain that though our school 
la very clean, no major repairs 
have been made in ages.

To the left of our entrance 
hall is the teachers' lounge, a 
long and narrow room with 
one window at the far end. Thi.s 
room doubles as an examining 
room for the school nurse—or 
If this room is occupied, the 
nurse works out in the hail.

Straight ahead we have our 
principal's office, a small square 
room—windowless, where two 
desks are jammed together 
u-ith barely enough room to 
stand two extra persons.

Down two flights of stairs in 
the basement. We have two 
class rooms. The lunchroom, 
that wasn't changed in forty 
years, b o a s t s  long wooden 
tables and benches, and a 
huge old stove that defies every 
safety regulation known. Our 
Speech Therapist also uses this 
room for her special work.

Next we come to the custodi­
an's room. At a small table in 
this room, we may find our 
school Social Worker.

At each end of the basement 
is a lavatory - one for boys, 
one for girls. Keep in mind 
that students on the top floor 
must go down four flights of 
stairs to wash up.

Our top floor houses three 
class rooms and our multi- 
purposed auditorium. This room 
is'used for PT^ meetings, pot 
lucks, special meetings and ^rl 
scouts. Educational films are 
shown here, square dancing 
and gymnastics are taught 
here, our music teacher edu­
cates our young - and the 
school library calls this room 
its home. All this is done with­
out the benefit of sound-proof­
ing. Anyone for aspirin?

The tax payers of North 
Manchester have long helped to 
build and support all the new 
schools all over our town, won't 
you return the favor now and 
vote “yes" on the Robertson 
School addition?

‘As Ever, Sherwood’
To the Editor,

I  think this Robertson School 
’’Addition,” so called, which is 
up for a vote next Tuesday, 
May 19, ought to be given an 
airing.

In fact, it is hardly an addi­
tion, but a brand new unit 
which is all but independent of 
the present Robertson School. 
Plans for the new building, 
which, again, were not in evi­
dence at the public hearing last 
month, call for 8 rooms of class 
room size, plus the usual facili­
ties that have gone into all our 
new schools.

We are called on to vote for 
this school building and appro­
priate 8679,000 with which to 
pay for it. $60,000 more has al­
ready been allocated by the 
Board of Directors for addition­
al land for the new school.

The proposed new Robertson 
School has practically the 
sable capacity and facilities as 
the Keeney School, which was 
built 9 years ago for an overall 
cost of about $425,000. If we al­
low a generous 30% for increas 
ed building costs since 1955, it 
makes about $550,000 which the 
Keeney School would coat to­
day.

Why must we pay $129,000 
more now for its equivalent?

Again, is this new school 
really needed?

School enrollment in Man­
chester has been receding in a 
small way lately. It is down 
about l50 from its high mark 
In 1960. In his current budget 
message. General M a n a g e r  
Martin states. 'The number of 
pupils in Manchester public

schools is not expected to 
change materially in the next 
five years, as it has not changed 
in the last five."

Last fall, in the face of low­
er enrollment, voters in Man­
chester appi-oved nearly $1 m il-! 
lion to add 18 rooms to the j 
Highland Hark and Keeney | 
Schools. I

A sufficient reason for adding , 
8 more rooms for few'er pupils 
is hard to justify.

I think the choice of the site 
on which to develop a school 
plant costing an eventual $1 
million or more is particularly 
deplorable.

There is not enough land 
without taking a considerable 
amount away from Robertson 
Park to call school land.

There 1s a big gully that will 
take many hundr^ yards of fill 
to level off at extra cost.

The site is near enough to the 
mouth of the Lydaii Brook cul­
vert on North School Street so 
the nauseous brook odor is still 
evident in the neighborhood.

Even if the North EKid Urban 
Renewal goes through and 
North Main Street is relocated. 
Its acceastt>ility for traffic will 
leave much to be desired.

$60,000 of town money is 
available to pay for more land 
for the school site, which land 
will be taken away from people 
not all of whom want to be up­
rooted and banished from homes 
where they have lived for many 
years.

The site is not near any. new 
housing developments. The usual 
practice is to locate schools In 
places not too far from their 
eventual customers. It  looks as 
If most house building activity 
In the near future is going to be 
about 1 %  miles to the north­
east. That is where a new school 
ought to be, if and when its 
need becomes apparent.

At the public hearing last 
month, 9upt Curtis indicated 
that a main reason for a new 
school in the North End is that 
the Robertson School PTA, ob­
serving all the new schools in 
other parts of the town, has let 
it be known that it’s about 
time the North End has one. 
There's just nothing like keep­
ing up with the Joneses. And 
when the new one is built, the 
present 7 - room Robertson 
School, which is in fair condi­
tion despite its 50 years and 
which could be renovated and 
restored for a moderate outlay 
of money, is due for demolition 
and oblivion. It  is nice to know 
that a majority of people in 
Manchester have reached the 
point where they are rich 
enough to feel they can do 
something like this.

I think the main purpose in 
picking the present site for the 
new Robertson School and ty­
ing it in with the NEUR activi­
ties was. to Improve the chance 
of putting across UR, which 
has failed to win the approval 
of a considerable part of the 
folks at the North End.

Manchester people never _
well, hardly ever turn do'wn re­
quests for new schools, so it is 
to be expected that the new 
Robertson School will receive 
an affirmaUve vote and maybe 
pull NEUR along with it.

I hope not, but I wouldn't 
bet on it that way.

Heavy bombardment by Red 
mortars preceded the fighting, 
which lasted six days and re­
sulted in the capture of both
towns.

Eases Walk Repair

Hie town and a private con­

tractor are experimenting with 
a root-cutting machine which 
could reduce considerably both 
the coot and the work-time on 
some kinds of sidewalk repairs.

The machine, a combination 
trencher and buzs-saw, is ca­
pable of severing roots from 
trees In substantially less time 
than It can be done by hand — 
and under some conditions can 
do it without requiring that the 
pavement be tom-up.

If  the town can work out a 
satirtactory 'rental fee with 
contractor (jharles Pontlcelli, he 
■will buy a similar rig to that 
being tested for lease on a job 
contract basis to the town.

The problem tlw machine 
will deal-with is this;

Shade trees growing on the 
grass.margiin between the side­
walk and the street send out 
strong roots In all directions— 
Inclumng underneath the side­
walk.

As the roots grow, they tend 
to heave the sidewalk flags iq>, 
causing a hazard for passers- 
by.

In 4he past, the town has had 
to dig out the flags, and put a 
man with an axe on the Job 
to upwards of eight hours to 
chop out the springy root struc­
ture. Then'the sidewalk had to 
be reconstructed.

If  the town can rent the root- 
cutting machine, however, the 
time to cut out the offending 
roots will be cut to a small frac­
tion of what it is now.

In a trial run this week, the 
rig wwt through the heavy 
tap-root of a tree on Oxford St. 
in about 15 minutes. At that 
rate, a half hour would be 
enough time to sever the roots 
at both sides of the sidewalk, at 
a great saving in time.

After tbs roots haV* bssn 
taken out, ths sidewalk would 
bs replacied again. Than tha 
town would schedule a ratum 
visit to tha site in two or throe 
yeeurs, to cut any new roots that 
the tree may put out. The cut­
ting blade of the machine—no 
morq than a wheel with some 
blunt faced lugs which chip 
away a t the roots—Is narrow 
enough so that it can be put 
down between the sidewalk and 
the tree without the removal ot 
any of ths concrete walk.

In this manner the rig be­
comes a preventive tool, to keep 
new problems from developing, 
as well as helping eliminate ex­
isting trouble spots.

The root-cutter being tested 
this week is being offered to 
Pontlcelli. wno along with town 
construction Inspector Herman 
Passcantell developed the plans 
for its use, by the R. W. Thomp­
son Co. Inc. of Newingrton.

In essence, the machine is a 
combination of a trencher and a 
buzz saw, powered by a g a ^  
line engine and mounted on a 
four-wheeled cart which can be 
trucked to the site of a job.

It was developed by a mld- 
westem firm in response to re­
quests from the City of Cleve­
land Ohio. Since there are no 
examplee of its kind in the east, 
to the knowledge of town offi­
cials, the test rig had to be 
sh ip ]^  from the manufactur­
er’s mid-west headquarters.

Connecticut Yankee

H ie  anatomy o f political cor­
ruption varies according to the 
climate o f the particular state. 
The more cynical and hard-boil­
ed this climate, the bolder and 
deeper the web of corruption 
may spread.

In both New York and In 
Massachusetts, at least aa 
things aeem from a distance, 
there is a greater preponder­
ance of cynical, unabashed, im- 
princlpled operators in the state 
legislative process than has aver 
been noticed in Connecticut, at 
leaat since the scandals o f 1938.

But even here in Connecticut 
the proportion o f obvious 
ahariu in the legislative swim 
has seemed to grow in recent 
years. There have been mo- 

I ments when they have even 
succeeded in running the show, 
the way their bi-paHlsan coun­
terparts took over the state in 
the years leading up to the 1938 
disclosures.

Watching the riiarples oper­
ate. in the past few  yesrs, one 
hss wondered If they were about 
to get out o f hand, or had, per- 
hape, already begun creating 
the stuff o f potential future in­
dictments.

What has now produced a 
sensational ra ft o f indictments 

"up in Maseachusetts, involving 
state offlcials and leaders and 
alleged fixer members o f the 
legislature, lies bejf^nd what 
is supposed to be the present 
day Connecticut practice.

The grand jury in Massachu­
setts alleges that conunsrctsl 
Interests which wanted certain 
legislation killed, last it  injurs 
them,' entered all kinds o f deals 
with Individiisl offlctals and leg- 
ialatoni, with the tranaactlona 
and sctivitles resulting some­
thing to be clssaifled as bribery, 
request o f bribes, Isrcsny and 
cxmspiraqy.

not supposed to be that loose. 
I f  a business interest Wants a 
certain piece o f legislation kill­
ed, It approaches the two psudy 
leaderships and asks them 
whom they recommend to be 
hired to lobby against the bill in 
question. It then employs the 
recommended lobbyists, often at 
recommended fees. Conceivably, 
in many Instances, the Individ- 
iial party - recommended lobby­
ist is paid more than the sum 
officlalI}(. reported as his fee. 
And conceivably, beyond this 
fee, the outside interest in ques­
tion may find it possible to 
make some special donation di­
rectly into some party treamuy, 
preferably in unrecoiried un­
identified cash.

But in Connecticut individual 
legislators like chairmen of 
committees,, or speakers o f the 
House, are not supposed to be 
reaching for any o f this cash 
personaUy. In Connecticut most 
o f the legislators in such posi- 
tioDs sewn either too nice or 
much too smart to be caught 
plajdng the game Massachu­
setts style. Still, there has de­
veloped a rather generous de­
gree o f mutual back-scratching 
In recant years; one never 
knows when some o f the 
wheeling and dealing thpt goes 
on to decide the fate o f various 
pieces o f proposed legislation Is 
still amateur, or has suddenly 
turned pro. Let’s put It this 
way. Up in Massachusetts 
everybody was surarlsed and 
shocked, but not really sur­
prised an shocked. When the 
grand jury rstumsd indict­
ments which mads the whole 
legislative process In that state 
seem one o f organised and un­
abashed corruption. In Con­
necticut we would truly be sur­
prised tf'th lngs hsd yet reach­
ed a  similar stags. They have 
just hsann h e a d ^  in that dl- 
tehttoR, experimentally.

Former Cohgreasman at- 
Large FYank Kowalski announc­
ed In Washington yesterdey 
that he plana a federal court 
suit to test the constitutional­
ity of the mandatory lever.

In  Stonington, Miss Vivien 
Kellema, long a loe o f the man­
datory lever, said she is also 
considerlDg court action.

She did not disclose the na­
ture of her plans, but did say 
she did not intend to test the 
constitutionality of the lever.

Connecticut makes it easier 
to vote for an entire party state 
than to oroas party lines.

The result is that a popular 
gubernatorial or presidential 
candidate can carry into office 
lesser-known candidates who 
happen to be on the ticket with 
him.

Kowalski, now a member of 
the Subversive Activities Con­
trol Board, stod the mandatory 
lever ‘‘smacks of Russia.’'

The requirement that votera 
for one party or another by 
pressing a party lever before 
voting violates the rights erf the 
IndependeTTt voter, Kowalski 
said.

The federal courts have held, 
the former Democratic con­
gressman said, that no state 
was the right to modify the 
qualifloations fixed by federal 
law for the election of. candi­
dates for federal office.

carry men to tbe planets.

C. W. Matthews and E. H~ 
Oiling, of NASA's Manned 
Spacecraft Center in Houston, 
Texas, indicate that the most 
significant contribution which 
may result from the operation 
of an orbiting space station wUl 
bs the ability to establish, test, 
and validate edneepts involved 
in long-duration manned-mis­
sions to the planets. As our Im- 
medlato dbjectfve will be a 
manned landtag on the moon

The"NASA scientists point out 
that the space station concept 
dilfers from a single major mis­
sion goal like tbe Mercury, 
Gemini or Apollo. In the Mer­
cury project we simply wanted 
to orbit a man for about a day 
to discover whether a  flight of 
this duration would affect him 
adversely and also check on hia 
well being during launch and 
rerentry when subjected to high 
stresses. Tbs space station Is 
visualised as having a multitude 
of missions. The re i^ ts  of these 
missions are of critical impor­
tance to this country's overall 
long range q>ace efforts.

Some of these' missiona which 
have profound ImpUcations on 
the ability of a crew to survive 
in space arc research on man, 
direct functional application,

To Extend Duration 
Of Exposore

The physiological and psycho­
logical aspects of space flight 
have been studied in light of 
the experiences of our Mercury 
astronauts. While the duration 
of these flights could not ma­
terially contribute to our knowl­
edge of the physiological as­
pects of long range fBght, the 
Mereury mission whettsd the 
desire of our space mqdical per­
sonnel to learh mors about the
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functioning o f the body under 
the alien conditions o f space.

We know that the stresses of 
accelerations during launch and 
re-entry were easily withstood 
by tbe astronaut*. This element 
can therefore be Ignored. How­
ever, the greatest duration of 
our astronauts in a weightless 
condition Was for but 32 hours. 
This duration Is felt to be too 
short for definitive results to 
have been obtained. Tbe manned 
space station can provide an ex­
tended period—well beyond the 
twoweek Gemini trials—to test 
the behavior and functioning of 
men under weightless condi­
tions. And if  for any reason it 
is discovered that these men 1 
cannot remain weightless for e x - ! 
tended periods without a deg­
radation in their performance, 
the rotation of space station 
can be undertaken to see how I 
they can live In this new condl-1 
tkm. Unfortunately, when sta­
tion is rotated other forces (co- 
riolis) are introduced and the ! 
ability of men to live with these 
new disturbing elements m ust' 
be determined.

Scientists foresee many func­
tional applications of a space 
station. Scientists in the space 
station can""per£orm researches 
in areas such as astronomy, 
communications, geophysics, 
surveillance, and meterology. 
The space station is destined to 
be the proving ground for many 
of the components and materi­
als to be used in lunar settle­
ments. These components can 
be subjected to the radiations 
snd vacuum of space, thus 
simulating conditions found on 
ths surface of the moon.

The Space Station As 
Testing Ground

The space station can also be 
a proviag ground for the testing 
o f navigation atabUlsaUon, pow­
er generation and storage, and 
propuLnon. Here some of the 
futui'e concepts to bs used at 
times beyond that necessary to 
reach the moon can be tested. 
One of the most Important ele­
ments Is power generation and 
storage. In the apace station 
with acceaa to the vacuum of 
space, experiinents can be per­
formed which lean , determine do- 
finlUvely the 1 optimum power 
system to be imed under various 
coaditlons. Solar power, fuel 
cells, and even nuclear ]Jow- 
ar amy he g«M ratad at the 
spaeer station with the ability to 
change asd altto tha aatahrUneat 
at 1̂ ,  , 1

solved and the space station 
lends itself admirably to this 
task. Here we can assemble 
prefabricated units to show 
whether prefabrication is feasi­
ble. Space vehicles taking off 
from the space station to per­
form intricate - missions can be 
checked out under conditions 
which cannot possibly be dupli­
cated on the earth. The rendex- 
vousing of vehicles in orbit 
which may evolve as one of the 
most important tasks in futin-e 
can be practiced and tried both 
with non-rotating and with ro­
tating space stations. The abil­
ity of spinning a space station 
and keeping the hub stationary 
for rendezvous wlU be attempt­
ed to see whether this is feasi­
ble.

The tremendous ' number of 
tasks assigned to the space sta­
tion makes it one of .the most 
important steps in our conquest 
of space. Riithout this laboratory 
In sky we may still be able 
to achieve many of our space 
a.spiratlons but the price we pay 
win be considerably higher 
than with the use of the space 
station.

5 is being leased by United 
Aircraft's eng l̂ne division and 
has 50,000 square feet including 
15,000 square feet for office 
space, the remainder for man­
ufacturing and testing. PAWA 
is also developing a space Kiel 
cell system at its main plant 
and in the Orchard Building In 
East Hartford.

The manufacturing area In­
cludes six “ clean" rooms — 
areas that are kept dust-free 
by filtering the air. Humidity 
in these areas la controlled.

Fuel cells are highly-efflcient 
devices which convert chemical 
energy directly into electricity 
without smoke, fumes, noise or 
vibration. The fuel cell power- 
plants being devel(^>ed for the 
lunar mission Use hydrogen as 
fuel and oxygen as oxidizer. One 
system, for ^  Apollo command 
and service modules, will pro­
vide drinking water for the 
astronauts. Electricity produced 
by these systems ■ will provide 
power for life-support equip­
ment and electronic gear, in­
cluding guidance and radar.

The fuel cell powerplants are 
being developed for N o r t h  
American Aviation’s Space and 
Information Systems Division, 
principal contractor to the Na­
tional Aeronautics and Space 
Administration for the com­
mand and service modules, and 
for Gruman Aircraft Ekigineer- 
Ing Corporation, principal con­
tractor for the lunar excursion | 
module.
