I'm not kidding in the siight-
est. Even Harvard, so boastful
of s culture and learning, muc-
cumbed to the lure of “large-
ness” and boasts that itg band
fields the biggest bass drum in
exitence! You should hear It,
too. It soands something like a
sandbag struck with 3 snow
shovel with electronic amplifi-
cation; but Harvard clgimsg it is
the biggeat, and I have no doubt
the statement is sccurate.

After working himselt Into a
lather, the kids to
march vorrectly, to form letters
while marching, and not to pay
any attention to the drum ma-
Jorettes, who ‘“léad” the band
only in the sense that they pro-
céed It, the bandmaster geéts a
«chance (o breathe about the
first week in December. A week
or 50 later comes Christmas va-
catlon, and a couple of weeks
Iater school resumes.

Now he can get down to the
equally hectlc period in which
he Is supposed to produle the
annual “spring concert.” In
choosing the program for this,
the poor guy must bear In mind
that many of the audience will
be attending their very first
formal concert, will only attend
these concerts so long as their
own little darling {s a member
of the organization, and that he
must appeal to them somehow,
because they are taxpayers,
footing the bills. If they are
dissatisfied they'll b prea-
sure to have'him ousted,

This Is about as “cultural” as
the "old grads” who (nsist on
winning football teams or the
coach gets fired. Belleve me,
the new bandmaster, before he
has had time to achlieve “ten-
ure’” lives in very considerable
fear that some Important poli-
tician or taxpayer will pull the
rug from'under him and leave
him without a job. He may have
taught all sorts of music to his
atudents but if he doesn't please
the public, and a public that is
likely to know very little about
music (but Knows what It likes)
he is in imminent danger of los-
ing his job.

After he achieves “tenure’ he
is more secure, of course, but by
this time things have settled
into a sort of pattern that
pleases the public, and there
doesn’l seem to be any urgent
reason for change. After all,

The fact is that music has
become business, Music must
"sell.” Unfortunately it must
not only sell on fts own ac-
count, it must seil
from breakfast foods to 4eode.
ranis; . the musician thus be-
comes a salesman, not an ar-
tist, and music is ted
from an art to a half-wittea
handmaiden of commerce.

Nor is the situation much
better with the vaunted "“ma-
Jor” symphony orchestras. If
& conductor éannot drew an
sudience for the concerts he
gives, he will sither be forced
by the management to change
his program to “appeal to a
broader audisnce” or he wall get
fired. It matters not how great
an artist he may be; it matters
not that they have ‘“business
managern” whose duty it i to
promote the orchestra and the
cause of good muaic, and who
come from the ranks of busi-
ness where they were presum-
ably trained in selling or ad-
vertising. No, the conductor
must “sell” or get fired, all in
the name of a “cultural expio-
sion.”~It just happened in Hart-
ford, and It happened a couple
of yonrs back In S8an Francisco.

Music must eventually die if
great new composers do not
come upon the scens. The lot of
the present day composer has
pot improved in this “ecultural
explosion.” Perhaps the best
composer we have produced in
the U.S. in the past generation
is Walter Piston, with whom I
have the honor of being person-
ally acquainted. (I know there
are other candidates who have
vociferous partisans, but Jet's
forget them for the moment.
Piston's is u great creative tal-
ent, In any event.)

Mozart and Beethoven devot-
ed thelr entire time to compo-
sition, and they are the two
greatest composers of all time.
Piston has produced some fine
works, not in the class with
Mozart and Beethoven of
course, but he had to devote
most of his time to teaching at
Harvard, and componition could
only be a sideline with him, as
with every other composer in
the U.8. today. How much
greater would any of them be
if they could devole their entire
energies to creative effort?

Do you still belleve in the
myth? I, for one, don't.

Chiaf Mason, following & rib-
bon cutting In which a center
door to the new station opened
up as the ribbon wmas cut, ac-
ceptad the keys and made these
following remarks:

“It is m distinet privilege and
honor to recelve these keyy on
behalf of the fire urvﬁ:qbof the
Town of Manchester. I bellave
that we of the fire service can
best express our appreciation
by saying, thank you, citizens of
Manchester, for providing us
with this modern station, from
which we can continue to serve
you to the best of our ability."

Hose Company 2, which has
been housed In a $2,600 wooden
firehouse, at the rear of Lin-
coln School, for more than 80
years, will occupy the new sta-
tion soon.

Balley, In providing an his-
torical review of the Town Fire
Department since its begin-
nings in 1807, pointad out that
“the dedication of a new mun-
fcipal building Is, in & sense, the
rededication of thase who need-

“It {s appropriate,” he sald,

Lament For Goosestep, Kantlkaze?

Hanson Baldwin, military expert for
the New York Times, wrota a moving
plece the other day about the plight of
the new armies in Germany and Japan,
which he described as “Armies Without
Frienda."

Only there are some people who won't
be moved te sympathy for the reviving
military in these twe countries or to eriti-
ciam of the “apathy” of the publie.

Some people will bs moved to cheer
the people of these two countries, for
their reluctance to hiteh themselves,
once agaln, to tife gooseatep and the
kamikase.

As Baldwin describea it, in Germany
“the guidelines that established the new
West Garman Army and that have con-
trolled ita development have hurt disel-
piine, morale and smartnesa.

“Tha Gearman nration” Baldwin ex-
plaing, “jn revulsion against the excesses
of the Hitler period and a lost war,
trisd %o ‘democratisze’ and ‘civilianise’
their new armed forces,"

And, ¥ you feel Hke stating, at this
point, that the German army under Hit-
ler had perfect "discipline, morale and
amartness,” you will find Mr. Baldwin
ignoring you. His eriticism, which might
be other peopla's joy, is that the pres-
ent Weat German Army la inferior to
other German armies of the past, and,
inferior, as well, “to most of the armies
of other major powers today.”

As for Japan, Military Expert Baldwin
finds things there even worse, perhaps
because the mew Constitution General
MacArthur handed Japan forbids Japan
o maintain an army openly.

But in the “Japanese Self-Defense
Foree" which Japan finally organized,
this too at subsequent American bidding,
Baldwin finds a Japanese military ex.
port, perhaps his own counterpart, com-
plaining that the supposed soldlers are
not interested very much in fighting,
only in things like “retirement allow.
ances, pensions or elvillan jobs.'"”

As for the Japanese peopls; instead of
developing great pride in the revival
of that militarism which once led them
to econtrol of the whole Western Pacific,
they are cynical and disdainful, and look
upon their new army as somsthing which
exists only to pay off a “diplomatic ob-
ligation to the United States.”

What a pity, that the two great de-
feated nations of World War II should
have emerged from their defeat with
some lingering distaste for the institu-
tion of war!

But the situation is not beyond repair.
Lot the victor nations keep urging Ger-
many and Japan to create bigger and
better armies, bigger and better navies,
bigger and better air forces; let the vic-
tor nationn kesp shoving weapons
toward them and preaching to them the
necessities and advantages of the mili-
tary way of life, and there will eventual.
ly come along, In both countries, the
native politicianas who will take up our
recommendations and give us what we
want, but not necessarily in just the
way we want it,
