Held in Hartford

HARTFORD (AP) — 
There are no racially legre- 
gated Episcopalian congre­
gations in (Connecticut.

This was stated categorically 
by Bishop Walter H. Gray in 
addressing the annual conven­
tion of the Episcopal Dioesaq of 
Ctonnscticut meeting here today 
in Christ Church (Cathedral.

The bishop made the state­
ment in discussing problems of 
ths inner-city pariah often 
brought about by changes In 
population.

Frequently a multi-racial alt- 
uation ia Involved, the bishop 
pointed out. He announced that 
in two congregations in the dio­
cese bl-racial leadership ia be­
ing provided.

He then made the statement 
that no Episcopal church in the 
state is segregated and de­
clared:

"The day of racial segrega­
tion is over, and the sooner the 
world recognizes it, the bet­
ter.”

’The inner-city has a boat of 
probleme other than racial, he 
added. To help solve them, “ the 
church must strive to provide 
counsel and help and fellowship 
ind^ rouse the conscience of the 
community to bring about nec­
essary improvements.”

Bishop Gray also stated that 
he no longer supports efforts to 
pass an amendment in congress 
to permit prayers in the public 
schools. “ I once thought 
could.” he said.

"The First Amendment to the 
Constitution sought to provide 
freedom o f religion,”  he explain­
ed. “ The interpretation o f it In­
tended by its creators has been 
amaahed. I doubt the ability o f 
congress to create a new 
amendment which can restore 
the situation to what it was be­
fore. 1 fear greater confusion 
and discord will be the result.

“ No amendment can undo the 
aid and comfort given to the 
cynics and militant atheisU.

“It ia difficult for’ me to be­
lieve that the Supreme Chart 
WiU not be more responsible in 
the future to the true mind of 
the founding fathers o f our na- 
Uon as well as the deairea of 
toe vast majority o f our people. 
I f  they are not, we shall face a 
national crisis comparable in 
bitterneea and strife to that we 
were undergoing a century ago."

Band; and Robert J, Stevenson, 
21, of 16 Henry St., whose fa­
ther, Joseph, and uncle, John, 
have 85 years of service be­
tween them in the Manchester 
Pipe Band.

They are the only ones of the 
35-member KllUes who are not 
rMidents of the Worcester area, 
and have helped inuneasurably 
In bringing the North American 
Pipe ^Band Championship to ths 
United States for ths past three 
years.

The Worcester Kilties are the 
only U.S. pipe band to ever 
crack the solid domination of 
the Canadians, and are now 
ready to buck the competition 
provided by the beat 100 pipe 
bands in the world.

Murdoch, Ritchie and Steven­
son, plus one other piper, are 
the only members of the Kilties 
who are not native Scotchmen, 
and consider themselves greatly 
honored to have crashed “the 
big league.”

The Kilties have reached the 
top in North American compe­
tition by seeking out the best

McGowan, the native Scots­
man of the four, came to this 
country In 1963 on his own ini­
tiative.

Pathet Lao  military offensive against 
right wing and neutraliat poaitlOTu, 
with the Pathet Lao, as usual, seeming 
the beet performer o f the three in the 
particular kind of war in which South­
east Asia seems to specialUe.

89 the supposed neutralist balance o f 
thinga in Laoa has now bean disturbed 
twice, first by a rightiat push one way, 
and now by a leftist push tha other.

Sanator Barry Goldwater continuea 
hia reckless pursuit o f the Republican 
nomination — and a large number of 
poliUcal observers believe he cannot be 
stopped If he wins in California.

The Goldwater strategy concentrates 
on a  first ballot victory. For while there 
are some delegates who would not be 
released until the second ballot, and only 
then could vote for him, there appear 
to be- more delegates who are com­
mitted to him only tor the first ballot 
and would not stick . around fw  the 
second. , ^

A ll o f the Senator’s kopea are riding 
on the CallfonUa voU, despite the fact 
that many observers believe that aoms 
540 convention votes are lean iu  hia 
way. A  total o f 655 ia needed for nomi­
nation.

Should Goldwater actually be nom­
inated it would fly in the face o f past 
Republican practice which has' been, at 
least for the last three decades, to nomN 
Bate the moet popular candidate in the 
country. Goldwater la popular with tha 
professional poUttcians, and la more 
popular in a number o f states than 
Governor Rockefeller, but only in six 
states is he the moat popular GOP 
candidate. The k x  are: Alabama, A ri­
sons, Georgia, Louisiana, Miasissippl, 
and South Carolina.

Moet o f the atatsa are backing Lodge, 
If the rank and file voter la surveyed, 
aix are backing Nixon, but the over­
riding ^act la that from a popular vota 
atandpolnt. Lodge is about twice aa 
popular aa Goldwater. Based on the 
current beliefs o f the voters it would be 
emnplete Idiocy for the OOP to back 
the Arisons Senator. The Democrats 
are i^penly predicting a win by President 
Johnson which may rival FDR’s 1936 
landslide. In that election Roosevelt ca!r- 
ried every state accept Mains* and Ver-. 
mont, defeating A lf  Landon 523 alectoral 
votes to 8. But even these two stalwart 
pUlars o f Republicanism are no longer 
safe.' Varmont has a  Democratic gov­
ernor. Maine a Democratic senator.

I f  the Republican Party ia willing to . 
risk a Democratic clean sweep o f all the 
states— which has never happened ex­
cept in the case o f General George 
Washington who was unopposed — it 
wotdd ^be wise to nominate Senator 
Goldwater. I f  the Republican Party la 
wUling to see legislature after leg!*- 
lature, includiiw Connecticut’s Hsuse, 
go Democratic, then it should nomtaate 
Senator Goldwater. But i f  It wishes to 
continue to function with a majkr na­
tional base, it had best direct its at- 
tentiop to stopping the Arizona senator. 
Every electoral vote from here on will 
be crucially Important. The time for In-

But aa we have todlcatsd, the 
rain which was promised dally 
that week nsvor did make It on 
any day.

The early turnout today was 
not quite equal to the vote cast 
at the same time of the day at 
last fall’s referendum, when the 
voters were asked to speak 
their minds on a proposed bond- 
financed road program and two 
school additions, companions to 
the Robertson School addition 
up for approval today. At 1 
p.m. that day, a total of 1,427 
had voted. The final tally was 
5,825.

In 1958, a referendufn on the 
construction of lUlng Junior 
High produced a vote of about 
1,200 at. 1 p.m., approximately 
equal to today’s vote. That year 
the final talley was 4,751.

Today's polling is going un- 
accom pani^ by supporting po­
litical activity. Last fall, for ex­
ample, the Democrats (who 
control the town government) 
set up an election headquarters, 
offered rides to the polls and 
called to encourage voters to 
ballot. In contrast, both parties 
have restricted themselves to 
telephone canvassee of the par­
ty registered. Only the Cham­
ber' o f Commerce, which is 
firmly behind the renewal proj­
ect, is supplying rides to the 
polls.

The lack of party Involvement 
follows hot political debate over 
the merits of the proposed char­
ter changes, which occupy the 
last 12 places on the voting ma­
chine.

The Democrats, in control of 
all town boards, are backing 
the- changes as a modernization 
of the existing.town charter; the 
Republicans oppose many of the 
changes as destroying the non­
partisan quality of the town’s 
present council-manager form 
of government.

support, but is opposed W  some 
of the residents arid nrignbors 
ot the renewal pt*oject area.

<$laUon. Manchester has 21,890<^al votes 
voters, so the charter quesUons 
had to draw at least S.2S4 ’yes’ 
votes to ^ a p p rov ed . The-big­
gest yss vots. on any of the 12 
charter quesUons was 2,786 on 
Question 9.

Although the town Demo- 
cratst who backed tha charter 
propMtJs, said during yester­
day’s voting that the outcome 
would be final, last night when 
the returns were in town chair­
man Ted Cummings was begin­
ning to have second thoughts.

l^ i le  the fate of the charter 
cevisiona still appears In doubt, 
there -was little question about 
the school addition or the renew­
al project.

Schools have always been a 
favorite at the polls in Man­
chester, and they continued to 
be ao yesterday, Rawing a plur­
ality of 1,969 votes out of a total 
4,263 cast on the question. The 
town’s North End, which will be 
served by the new school wing, 
came out in force, turning in 908 
affirmative votes for the proj­
ect. Although the north end’s 
District 4 1* the next to smallest 
voting district, it turned out 
more school votes than any 
other district.

Robertson School 
To Be Replaced

Robertson School—at 60 years 

o f age Manchester’s oldest ele­
mentary school—will soon be­
come one of its newest as the 
result of yesterday's solidly fa­
vorable referendum vote.

Though townspeople went to 
the polls in less than over­
whelming numbers (about 20 
per cent of the electorate turn­
ed out), they approved a $679,- 
000 bond issue for the Robert­
son addition by a margin of al­
most 3-1.

The total vote on the school 
question, the first item on the 
machines, was 4,263. There 
were 3,116 yes votes 4o 1,147 no.

The vote once again demon­
strated that townspeople tradi­
tionally affinn the need for 
good schools at the polls. And 
It was even more substantially 
affirmative than last Novem­
ber’s referendum, in which vot­
ers approved bond issues for ad­
ditions to the Highland Park 
and Keeney schools at a cost of 
$965,000.

NEW BRITAIN (AP)—  
State Sen. Frank J. DiLor- 
eto, 42, died of cancer today 
after a long illness.

The death of the young legis­
lator was termed “ a distinct loss 
to the state of Connecticut’ ’ by 
Gov. John N. Dempsey.

“ Throughout his life,”  Demp­
sey said, "Sen. DiLoreto devot­
ed himself to public service. 
During his two terms as a state 
senator he distinguished himself 
as an able legislator and he 
showed particular leadership in 
the field of education.”

A husky, pipe-smoking law­
yer, DiLoreto looked like wi ex- 
football player, which he was. 
He had starred at New Britain 
High School and later at Wash-' 
ington and Lee University.

His years at Waahington and 
Lee were spliced around Army 
service in World War n. He 
was wounded in the Battle of 
the Bulge.

DiLoreto received his law de­
gree at Washington and Lee in 
1948 and was admitted to the 
Connecticut bar.

He was elected to the New 
Britain Board of Education in 
1950 and became its chairman 
in 1953. When he came to the 
legislature as a freshman Dem­
ocratic senator in 1961 he was 
appointed Senate chairman o f 
the Education Committee, a 
post in which he continued at 
the 1963 session.

The New Britain Probus Club 
had planned to honor DiLoreto 
on Sunday as its man of the 
year in education, but the hon­
or was postponed indefinitely 
because o f his health.

“ Frank DiLoreto, during the 
time that I knew him, was an 
able legislator,”  said Senate 
Majority Leader Louis I. Glad­
stone, D-Bridgeport.
