Robertson School
To Be Replaced

Robertson School-—al 50 years
of age Manchester's oldest ele-
mentary school-—will soon be-
come one of {ts newest as the
result of yesterdny’s solidly fa-
vorable referendum vote,

Though townspeople went to
the polls in less than over-
whelming numbers (about 20
per cent of the electorate turn-
ed out), they approved a 5879 -
000 bond lssue for the Robert-
son addition by a margin of al-
most 3.1,

The total vote on the school
question, the first {tem on the
machines, was 4,263, There
were 3,116 yea vatesto 1,147 no.

The vote once again demon-
strated that townspeople tradi-
tionally affirm the need for

ood schools at the polls. And
t was even more substantially
affirmative than last Novem-
ber's referendum, in which vot-
ers approved bond issues for ad-
ditions to the Highland Park
and Keeney schools at a cost of
$965,000. The total vote in that
election was higher, about 5-
800, but the margin of yes votes
was only about 2-1,

In yesterday’s referendum,
District 4 in which Robertson

resounding 4-1 approval of both
the school question and the
North End Renewal Project
with which the addition will be
closaly tied,

A tolal of 808 voted In favor
of the sachool addition, while
only 238 opposed it. On ques-
tion two, urbanm renewal, 873
were in favor with only 265 op-
ponsed.

It wans in 1850 that 6,7
voters turned down two schools
but approved funds to plan the
high school. In 1953, 4,900 ap-
peared at the polls to approve
construction of the high school,
and in December of 1858, there
were 4,800 who voted at a ref-

High School and Iater at Wash-'
Ington and Lee University.

His yeara at Washington and
Lee were spliced around Army
service in World War II. He
was wounded in the Battle of
the Bulge.

DiLoreto received hix Taw de-
gree at Washington and Lee in Jt
1P4B and was admitted to the| b :
Connecticut bar. IS L

He was slected to the New
Britain Board of Education in
1850 and became its chairman
in 1853, When he came to the
legialnture as a freshman Dem-
ocratic senator in 1961 he was
appointed Benate chairman of
the Education Committes, =a
post in which he continued at
the 1963 session.

The Landlocked Striper

One of the more fascinating fish
stories lold recently—and obviously one
of the truest—concerns the develop-
ment of the landlocked striper.

The landlocked striper is what happens
od when, down in South Carolina In the
year 1941, a new reservoir was complet-
od and the dam across the river which
was to fill it was closed, thus entrapping,
in inland waters, a few striped basa who
hed come up the river to their spawning.

It was assumed that, If the striped
bass managed to live away from the
sall watlsr they spend their regular lives
in, a few of them might be caught, in
the new reservoir, and that would be the
end of it,

But, about 10 years later, fishermen
in the two new lakes created began
cateching atriped bass, and by 1857, or 18
years after the cloging of the dam, as
many as 300,000 atripers were being
caught out of fresh water, averaging
five pounds each.

Apparently, muitiplying too swiftly in
an enclosed feeding area, they do not
begin to attain the sizes of their salt
waler eousing. But South Carolina has
accepted the ldea that they make =
wonderful new fresh - waler game fiah,
and has begun -the business of atealing
striper eggs from salt waler females
who atlll come up the river as far as
the dams.

Appearently, like other bass, the land-
locked striper soon makes himself king
of any pond. And, In return, provides the
best sport, pound for pound, of any freah
waler game fish,

But no fisherman, going after these
Inndlocked stripers, will ever be able to
stand waist dee¢p off some midnight
beach, cast through a rising moon
toward Spain, know_ there |s nothing
between himself and Spain but the moon,
his rig, some ocean, and & polential bass,
and call it & wonderful night even if no
50 pound monster, or even a seven pound
bassiing has to be raked through the
surf.
