In the
meantime, dutiful members of the pub-
lic who haven't anything more valuable
to do with their time and ink are sup-
posed to work out what their own zip
code numbers are and keep pulling
them on their own return addresses and
on the addresses of their own culguing
mail, all just for fun and practice. When,
some day, the Zip code system of mall
sorting is actually put into effect, mall
with the Zip code numbera on jtis sup-
posed to move faster than mail which
has not been written by people who
really care.

All this makes it somehow very fil«
ting that the Alr Force should have been
discovered threatening to throw one of
Its Reserve captains off {ta roster mere-
ly beeause he falled to mend his Zip code
number into headquarters. The fact that
Air Force headquarters already knew
Itself, if it cared, what his Zip code num-
ber would have to be, would be one of
those things which makes Idiocy all the
more binding.

The Jews of Russia do not ask more
than any of the other millions of peopie
who atill practice religious belief inside
Ruasia.

What they are dealing with, and what
their friends in the outside world have
gradunlly been forced to acknowledge,
is an apparently deliberate attempt te
add one more chapter to the sorry an-
nals of anti-Semitism.

It is difficult for anybody inside or
outside Russia to come up with any one
simple explanation.

“The minister can never
wholly dissociate himasglf from
the pastoral function and there-
fore needs to be
careful in cqriain.

‘1. He must preach ths Gos-
pel with all ts implications —
personal, social, econdmic and
political — but he should never
use his pulpit as a sounding
board for his partisan interests,

"'2. He must avoid giving the
impression, in or out of the pul.
pit, that he speaks or acts for
his denomination or his congre.
gation unless specifically auth-
orized to do so. ., . .

'3, His membership in a po-
litical party carries with it the
