Laos Premier Seeks A id  
Of U.S., Britain^ France

VIENTIANE, Laos (A P )—The 
beleaguered neutralist govern­
ment of Laos is seeking mili­
tary and economic aid from the 
United States, Britain and 
France to stem the swelling tide 
of communism.

Premier Souvanna Phouma 
made the announcement Friday 
aa U.S. jets continued their re­
connaissance flights over Lao-

7. Establish a permanent 
building committee to cope 
with the expanding require­
ments that win exist from this 
time forward.

The Jobs It Faced
When the school study com­

mittee was appointed by the 
combined board o f education, 
finance and selectmen (to 
■which it submitted its report 
this week.), it was given the 
Job of studying education plant 
needs, particularly kindergar­
ten rooms, more elementary 
rooms, special classrooms for 
mentally retarded pupils, cen­
tral office space, storage and 
work space, physical education 
and athletic facilities, and work 
on school grounds.

Those charges came from the 
board of education and the 
school superintendent with 
whom the study group met ear­
ly in its investigation. In 
another early meeting the se­
lectmen outlined non-school 
problems which the town faces 
— sewerage, roads, and public 
protection—and urged the 
study group to bear in mind the 
town’s financial ability to meet 
the problems. Selectmen felt 
other work had been repeated­
ly postponed because o f press­
ing school problems.

Prom Wesley Lewis, chair­
man of the board of finance, 
came a further admonition to 
consider the financial burden. 
Lewis submitted charts to il­
lustrate the financial picture.

Progress of the Study
The study group projected 

enrollment for the next six 
years, deciding that a projection 
beyond that time would be un­
reliable. It reviewed the present 
school capacity—17 rooms at 
Robertson, 26 at Coventry 
Grammar School for a total of 
43 elementary rooms, • and 31 
teaching stations at the high 
school for the secondary level. 
It discussed proposed Catholic 
high schools and determined 
that since schools planned for 
Willimantic and Rockville will 
not open until September 1969, 
and then only for freshmen.

ing a building committee to 
plan the Junior high school to 
be ready for occupancy as soon 
as possible and to accommodate 
the enrollment up to 1969-70. 
Staffing costs, the committee 
feels, would be about the same 
for a Junior high as for double 
sessions at the high school 
which would be the alternative.

The committee concluded that 
the ten rooms being added to 
Coventry Grammar School will 
solve the elementary school 
problem until 1969-70.

Building the Junior high 
and freeing space in the high 
school, the committee contends, 
will make rooms available for 
the special classrooms needed.

In recommending that the 
school superintendent be given 
office space in the new town of­
fice building, the committee 
suggests using space designated 
for Civil Defense. Civil Defense, 
it says, would be located else­
where in the building. If that is 
not done, the group says, funds 
will have to be provided for 
more space since the high 
school building is not designed 
to house the superintendent and 
his staff.

The committee agreed that 
more space Is needed for physi­
cal education and for athletics, 
but, becauae o f the town’s fi­
nancial situation, proposes a 
long range program with year­
ly appropriatimia to a specially 
designated fund.

As for the drainage situation 
on the Robertson Sdtool 
grounds, the committee recom­
mended that:

Three tile lin«« be installed 
for subsurface drainage.

(’The line closest to the school 
will extend out into Uie lawn 
area by the main entrance to 
provide drainage for the roof 
water. ’Hie second line would 
run through the middle of the 
parking lot and would have two 
storm sewer outlets built in the 
line to carry off surface water 
from the parking lot. The third 
line would run along the upper 
edge of the parking lot next to 
the woods. This line would have 
a diversion terrace built over 
the tile line to intercept run­
off from the wooded area.)

"rhe present septic tank drain 
field be rebuilt to correct the 
unasinltary condition now ex­
isting.

The parking lot be regarded 
with the proper gravel base and 
oiled.

The cost of the project be 
limited to exceed |10,<MM).

(’This project should be start­
ed immediately and financing 
through the negotiation of a 
short-term covering a three- 
year period should be consider­
ed. It should be noted that the 
longer the situation is allowed 
to deteriorate the more oosfly 
the solution.)

The committee has estimated 
the cost of the Junior high 
school at $850,000. The cost to 
the taxpayer for the first year, 
1965-66, would be $48,875, or 2.6 
mills on the present grand list 
of $21,723,000.

The total cost for that first 
year would be $66,000, but an 
esttanated $19,125 of that would 
come from state aid. In all it 
has been estimated that $426,- 
000 will come from state aid.

In addition to the $850,000 
initial estimated cost for the 
school, interest on the bonds

on'^over the years would come to an 
; estimated $267,696.

In considering the town’s 
ability to pay for needed school 
expansion, the committee relied 
a bonded indebtedness schedule 
provided by the board of fi­
nance.

'This is what the schedule 
shows:

For 1963-64—debt of $1,389,- 
400 with payment of $119,400 
against the principal leaving a 
debt of $1,270,000 when the 
year ends Aug. 31.

For 1964-65 debt of $1,696,- 
000 with $144,000 to be paid, 
leaving $1,522,000 at the end 
of the year. 'The.se figures in­
clude bonds for the addition to 
the grammar school as the new 
town office building.

For 1965-66— debt of $2,402,-
000 including the cost of the 
proposed new Junior high 
school, with payment of $180,- 
000, leaving $1,414,000 at the 
end of the year.

For the next six years—with 
payments of $152,500 each 
year, the debt on Aug. 3d, 1972 
would be $754,000.

For the next eight years— 
payments would be reduced to 
$142,500 and then $132,500 each 
year, and by Aug. 31, 1980 the 
debt would have ben paid.

The borrowing capacity of 
the town is $4,657,576 o f which 
$3;t94;166 may be used for gen­
eral purposes and schools; 
$998,062 for sewers and $655,- 
368 for urban renewal.

’Hie enroUment 
In analyzing data to arrive at 

its recommendations, the com' 
mittee p r o j e c t e d  classroom 
needs based on expected en­
rollment. It found that next 
there would be a shortage of 
18.3 claasrooms and that by 
1969-70 there would be a 
shortage of 19.6 olsMsrooms.

Projected enroHment figures 
indicated to the committee that 
by 1969-70 there would 2,200 
pupils in the schools, with 385 
of them in the Jimior h i g h  
grades.

Of Mods And Rodiers
fei the Siought that perhape aome of 

our readers are Just as much Interested 
In a BrIUah analysis o f youthful violence 
as we are, we proceed to some quota­
tion from a Manchester Guardian edi­
torial, titled "Montagues and Capulets 
at Margate”  and concerning Itself with 
the now historic svents at the shore re­
sort en Whitsuntide weekend.

"The police were contending last 
wwekend,”  the British editor foimd, 
"w ith people who had gone to Brighton 
and Margate Hterally looking for a 
fig h t  A t  Easter the enemy was Clacton; 
at Whltauntlde the gangs ( i f  the de­
scription Is not too complimentary), 
wera out to Injure each other. In going 
to the aeaalde the fatuous purpose of 
soma Mods waa to beat up Rockera; 
some Rockers, outnumbered but equally 
riiiMiah, w w e determined to harm the 
Mods;

“To outsiders the rootivee must seem 
as toaxpUcable and absurd as the mo- 
tlvaa of  the Montagues and Capulets 
whose fifteenth-century feud obsessed 
▼erona. The first 'violent encounter In 
Ttomeo and Juliet’ b^;an with a wor- 
fied  aonsultation between two Capulet 
Mtalners, Sampson and Gregory. Their . 
Budn eoncem waa to find a way to start 
a figh t with two ‘dogs of the House o f 
Montague' whom they happened to meet 
to a  public place. T  will bite my thumb 
at them,’ said Sampson, ‘which Is a dis- 
graoe to them’ (and he did and oddly 
enough H was and the fight began.) 
T>raw I f  you be men,’ said Sampson. 
•Gregory, remember thy swashing 
blow.’ How many slow-witted Mods, It is 
legitimate to wonder, were racking their 
brains at Margate last weekend to find 
the appropriate fight-starting Insult ? 
And ho'W many Rockers were reminded, 
as the fights became desperate, o f the 
swashing words they had spoken back 
to their home cafes? «

"The stupidity o f their motives does 
not, however, in the least excuse the 'vio­
lence they did to Mrs. Stott or to the 
many other b3rstanders who got in their 
way or the damage they did to other 
people’s property. Long before the so­
ciologists have discovered what it Is 
that makes teenagers into hooligans the 
police will ha've had to cope with what­
ever happens at the seaside on August 
Bank Holiday. In these affairs the les­
son taught by the Courts— which tends 
to be taught arbitrarily to the least 
fleet-footed—is probably less of a deter- 
n n t than the measures the police can 
take to stop the fighting.”

Finally, the editorialist tries to face up 
to the omnipresent questions o f why it 
happens and how it can be cured.

"Neither the police nor the Courts." 
he writes, "can cure the ailment which 
afflicts the people with whom they have 
to deal. The community has to make 
those who took pert in the violence of 
last weekend into people who will one 
day be bored to tsars at the thought of 
going to Brighton to have a fight. The 
Mods, the Rockers, and Any other groups 
with similar inclinations need morb than 
most things a real and useful community 
to which they can belong. I f  they feel 
left out. If they feel that nothing that 
other people do is fun, they will tend to 
gang together and fight together and 
make life ugly for us all. Theirs is an 
ailment which can only be cured when 
the places in which they live and the 
schools in which they learn are less 
cramped, less frustrating, and less dead­
ly to hope.’’

Most o f ’ us here in America are like­
ly to buy that combination of diagnosis 
and description which is contained In the 
one single sentence:

" I f  they feel left out, if they feel that 
nothing that other people do is fun. they 
will tend to gang together and fight to­
gether and make life ugly for us all.” 
. ’That Is the way it happens, at least, 

IT not any precise kind o f why they her 
^  to feel that way In the first place.

But another part o f this British diag­
nosis, with a suggestion of the possible 
sure, seems to have relatively little to 
do with the problem as we know It here 
In' America. Perhaps in Britain "the

Traffic Safety Reirulation No. 1
There is a kind o f serendipity In great 

and serious matters u  well a *  hi those 
merely small and pleasant

And the greatest moat fundamental, 
most significant, moat 'valuable discov­
ery in the field of traffic safety In all 
history was made, the other day, by a 
process o f indirection.

A  New York lawyer waa defending an 
advertising barge. The barge, which will 
tow a big sign for you aroimd Manhat­
tan for $12,500 a month, waa attacked, 
by certain landlubber esthetes, for being 
a blot on the New York landscape, or 
seascape. Then somebody thought o f one 
more argument against it. The billboard' 
carrying barge might, charged the 
chairman of the City Planning Commis­
sion, constitute a hazard for traffic 
along the city’s great waterfront high­
ways.

This was the chance thrust which 
evoked what ought from now on to be 
named Waldman’s Law Of Traffic 
Safety, after Louis Waldman, the law­
yer for the barge.

Waldman’a law reads as follows;.
" I f  you are going to outlaw every­

thing that might distract drivers you 
must start with the beautiful women on 
the sidewalks.”

Later, Waldman added a somewhat 
superfluous Section 2; "And our beauti­
ful buildings should be covered with can- 
'vas.”

The final formal appearance of 
Waldman’s Law 6 f  Traffic Slafety points 
the finger directly at the greatest hid­
den statistic o f traffic accidents, the on# 
statistic that has caused more accidents. 
Injuries, and fatalities than any other, 
and all without ever finding its way into 
any formal or legal record.

T2iat statistic would, if it were ever 
compiled, tell us just how many aed- 
dents have been caused, since the begtn- 
ahtg o f woman, by the distractloB of 
some male’s eye.

Yet, If the price for safety has to be 
to outlaw the appearance o f beautiful 
women on sidewalks,. \irtio,even among 
women, would want to pay such a 
price ? Or even propose blinders for 
men?

No one, o f course, wants to pretend 
that perfect traffic safety can be 
achieved just by discovering what it is 
may distract the attention o f the male 
driver.

We have to attack the safety problem 
from the angle o f the woman driver too. 
So we have to ask what it is which 
would be most likely to distract the at­
tention of a woman driver. Preliminary 
research indicates that the answer is, 
surprisingly enough, precisely the same 
as that already given in Waldman’s Law. 
There is nothing which so distracts the 
attention of women drivers, either, as 
"beautiful women on the sidewalks.”

The Right To Disagree On Cuba
The main lesson to be learned from 

Mr. Dean Rusk’s speech at the NATO 
council on Tuesday is that American 
policy towards Cuba is as stubborn and 
misguided as ever—which is to say that 
it is almost as stubborn and misguided 
as British policy towards Elgypt The 
general propoeltions on which Mr. Rusk 
claims to have based his policy are sen­
sible, i f  not exactly novd; the trouble 
is that the conclusions he drew from 
them do not follow. It  Is quite true, as 
Mr. Rusk said, that the main threat of 
Communist expansion is no longer to be 
found in Ekirope but in other parts of 
the world. It  is equally true that Dr 
Castro would like to win the rest of 
Latin America to the Communist camp 
just u  the American revolutionaries in 
1776 wanted to win over the rest of the 
world to their camp. It may also be 
true that the Cubans are exporting sub­
version to six Latin-American countries, 
just as Tom Paine and Thomas Jeffer­
son exported subversion to the Old 
World in the eighteenth century. All 
this is very wicked, no doubt. Does it. 
however, justify a total embargo of the 
kind which the United States wishes to 
enr^loy against Cuba?

One of the major wesdenesses of 
American policy is that it is nol at all 
clear what it Is supposed to achieve. A -  
total blockade of Cuba, applied to Cuban 
commerce with the Communist world 
as well as with the Western world, might 
bring Dr Castro to his knees. But 'n  
blockade on that scale would have to be 
applied by force, and would constitute 
an act of aggre.ssion as indefensible as 
the Anglo-French attack on Eg>’pt in 
1966. It is obviously out of the question. 
But in that case, what la the United 
States trying to do? I f  a total blockade 
o f Cuba is ruled out, what is the poiiit 
of trying to impose a partial one? Elven 
if all economic contact between Cuba 
and America's NATO  allies were cut off. 
Dr Castro would still survive. The only 
result would be that he would be even 
more dependent on the Soviet Uhion 
than he is now. Mr. Rusk talked 
ominously of Castrqi$e agents in Latin 
America, but he failed to show, hovf a 
N ATO  boycott of Cuba could affect their 
activities one way or the other. Or is it 
suggested that Castroite agents travel 
by bus?

The truth is that American policy 
towards Cuba is not a rational policy at 
lUI. It is not a considered attempt to 
reach a definite objective so i£uch as an 
act o f exasperated pique. AaVsuch it is 
perfectly comprehensible. I t  Its galling 
for the Americans to see a ruthless 
dictatorship established on their door­
step; and doubly galling to know that it 
has been established in what was, to. a ll. 
intents qnd purposes, an ectnomic 
political dependency o f toe United 
States. Bqt altooiigh toesq factors'can 
make one sympatoiXe with toe Ameri­
cans, they should not make one support 
them. In toe long run, it is in toe 
interests of toe United States toaf her 
allies should dbclinr to follow ‘.mistaken 
American policies, just as it  is in their 
interests when the Americans do like­
wise. The alliance must include, thq ristot 
to disagree, —  M ANCHISTIER U N &  
lA N D  GUARD IAN .

Connecticut Yankee
By A.H.O.

Ethics, as developments In 
New York, in Massachusetts, In 
Washington, and Connecticut 
all illustrate, continues to make 
news. In New York, the last 
thing we noticed was that the 
chairman of a Citizens Ethics 
Committee had become so in­
terested in public affairs he 
was trying to run for office. He 
made news because he was soon 
accused of unethical practices in 
his campaigning.

In Washington, there is dis­
cussion o f a potential code of 
ethics for members of the Unit­
ed States Senate. And in Con­
necticut. Governor Dempsey’s 
special committee on ethics has 
come up with a report recom­
mending formal adoption, by 
the next Generail Assembly, o f a 
code of ethics which would ap­
ply to state employee, to be ad. 
ministered by a new State Com­
mission on Ethics.

I t  seems a fa ir bet that the 
next seasion o f toe General As­
sembly will vote to set up such 
a formal ’ code o f behavior for 
state employee.

And that will be a good thing. 
The mere knowledge that there 
will be some official body sup­
posed to do some watching 
should have some good anti-, 
biotic effect on state employes 
who might be tempted now 
and then and here and there to 
mix a little state buslqeM with 
a little private side profit. 
There has always been some of 
this kind of business, o f the 
same kind itnd proportion illus­
trated by recent warrants is­
sued after investigation baaed 
on an anonymous lettsr.

I f  there eYer gets to be an o f­
ficia l Commission oiv Btolca, 
there will be a recogAIxed place 
for anonymous letters to be 
written to; Then, i f  you happen 
to be an ordinary citizen who 
thinks ah official tor some state 
department itoouldn’t have any­
thing like aome special protoiet 
o r like occaslcnal riibber checks 
to sell to people or firms over 
which he has some kind o f state 
supervision, or if you object to 
the way some state employe 
drives his state car to some 
parkihg lot and then goes o ff

felt mean, sit down and write a 
letter.

'But the area in which this 
sort of thing happens—the area 
o f the state employe,— has 
never been, to our observation, 
the area where a close watch on 
ethics is needed most

We think that a code o f eth­
ics might find many more 
problems to deal with, and do 
the state and its people a lot 
more potential good if it were 
also established for the mem­
bers of the General Assembly, 
for the state’s legislators ks 
well as for its administrators.

This has been politely sug­
gested by Governor Dempsey’s 
CommlssloriP and it will un­
doubtedly be proposed more 
tangibly in the next session of 
the General Assembly, but the 
prospect is that the legislators 
will, as usual, prove better at 
making laws for others than at 
making them for themselves.

But this second area, that of 
the legialator servant o f the 
state) is still not the area where 
something moat needs to be 
done about ethics.

Employes and legislators are 
relatively reachable and ac­
countable; their names are at 
least on official records in an 
official capacity.

There is a third area, in 
which things are really done, 
where the real operations are 
accomplished, but where they 
usually stay forever in the 
realm o f rumor. It la the area 
in which the biggest political 
bosses, who may actually hold 
no official pubUc office at all, 
maintain eontrol of, both legis­
lative and administrativa proc­
esses and exercise this control 
in favor o f the welfare o f out­
side grianta. Imagine a State 
Commission o f Ethics with pow­
er to inquire into what legal 
fees are paid to what law firms 
o f certain political aXsociations, 
what insurance policies a i «  pur­
chased from  what tnauranoa 

'agtneias at certain political as­
sociations, and you would 
really be spoiling the kind <rf 
fun which is historic, tradition­
al, gnd expected in the top 
echelon operation o f the poUU- 
cal game.. One suspacta, but 
nevsr knows, that It ‘

Council Approves Budget 
With Added Library Funds

adopted in excess of one ntii*
Hon dollar*. The general gov­
ernment budget tor the fiscal 
year beginning July i  and end- 

June 30, 1966 toU ls I1.009,- 
162.68. This is the first govern­
ment budget Of South Windsor 
to exceed one million dollars.

The original budget present­
ed at the public hearing totaled 
$996,700.17.

The Increase in the budget 
was due to the addiUon $4,000 
te the cut library budget. The 
bulk of thia money is to be uaed 
for the purchase of boolm. Part 
of the increase will be uaed for 
salaries due to the increase In 
library hours.

The salary of the deputy reg­
istrars waa increased to $600 
"in recognition of the detailed 
aecounU of their work.”

An additional $700 waa Add­
ed back to the fir* dapartnMnU 
raauests. Also in the increased 
budget were appropriations to 
renovate the receptly purchased 
Spring Pond.

Mayor John Egan said that 
the tax rate will be set Wadnea­
day. The tax rate ia aet by 
adding the general government 
budget and the board of ed­
ucation budget. Revenuea from 
the slate, fees from the town 
clerk's office and building de­
partment are then deducted, 
•nie amount ie then determined 
at how much muet be raised by 
general taxation. The tax rate 
this year will be determined on 
th* present asaeesment

In other action the council 
approved the revised budget of 
the public building commission 
for the addition to the Pleasant 
Valley School. The revised 
budget totals $260,626. The ad 
ditlon is pisnned for completion 
this fail.

Petitions totaling 600 names 
were presented to the council 
by the American Legion. The 
American Legion is requesting 
that one of the future parks in 
South Windsor be named the 
Vetarans Memorial Park.

Leonard Landers stated that 
South Windsor Is the only town 
which does not have a memorial 
te Its war dead.

Councilman James Throws 
said that the "appropriate ac- 
tlon would be for the request to 
go to the education and recre­
ation committee of the council.”  
A  citizen questioned whether or 
not this would delay setion on 
the petition.

Mayor Egan stated that this 
was the method of procedure o f 
th# council. The committees 
were part of the council and 
this would speed up action rath­
er than delay it. He added that 
th# council IS not adverse to 
the memorial park but that pro­
cedures had to be followed. The 
only town-owned land designat­
ed for recreation is tb# Btssell 
property.

Members of the American Le­
gion said that they did not want 
the petition to restrict the nam­
ing o f any given park. The Le­
gion wants the park to ba a me­
morial to all veterans and not 
to one individual.

The town council authorised 
the town manager to contact 
the MiDC oonoeming the forma­
tion of a committee of citizens 
to study a tie-in with MDC for 
sewage treatment. This is the 
first step to aee if an agree­
ment can be reached between 
the m i x : and the South Wind­
sor study group suitable to both. 
The question Is then put to a 
referendum; if the town signi­
fies agreement, then all towns 
in the district must also signify 
their agreement. This procedure 
may take from three to five 
years.

Bieu Petition

Association members were up 
in arms at Wednesday night's 
meeting over what they con­
tend are unsanitary conditions 
resulting from the operation of 
the Connecticut B1 - Products 
Co.. Just across the river in 
Coventry.

Despite complaints and warn­
ings to the plant by Dr. Robert 
Bowen, Coventry Health O ffi­
cer, the Columbia residents 
most affected claim the situa­
tion has never been corrected.

According to Mrs. Gsorgs W.
Johnson, whose property ad­
joins the plant, "The straw that 
broke the camel's back 'was 
Sunday when I  found two loads 
of chicken carcass and offal”  
dumped near her property.

Mrs. Johnson alleged, "A t  
least 11 rules and regulations 
of the Coventry/ Zoning Board 
are being broken and nothing is 
being done about it. In Section 
7 it states that no land, struc­
ture or premises may be used 
for an abbatoir .. meat packing 
. . . offal or dead animal car­
casses or for the distillation of 
bones . . . .  and our complaints 
are being backed 100 per cent 
by the association.”

The plant moved to Coventry 
in 1967 and reportedly said it 
expected no odors or other un­
sanitary conditions.

Mrs. Johnson charged that 
the homes along Rt. 6 have toeen 
subjected to "shocking condi­
tions.”

She added, "Odor is prevalent 
at all times, due to the nature 
of the material processed. When 
the processing is taking place, 
the smell is unbearable to the ,

Recently the Holmes I>mtra1*

In isolated comers of many 

laboratories over the United 
States are email groups of en­
gineers and scientista contem­
plating the next manned step 
in space after Apollo. These 
men who may have been in­
volved in the planning of the 
Apollo mission are now planning 
the unmanned probes and the 
manned trips to the planets. It 
may appear strange that we 
see scientists today working 
five to fifteen years in the fu­
ture trying to forecast space 
missions involving trips that

the one week for the lunar ex­
ploration.

In the manned exploration 
program the next objective fol­
lowing the moon must be a 
manned trip to the planets. And 
of all the planets in the solar 
system, the likeliest target is 
Mars. The first manned trips to 
these relatively near bodies will 
not entail a landing on the sur­
face. As In the case of the 
moon, the first trips may be a 
manned reconnaissance. How­
ever, It may just be possible 
that some form of lander may 
be attempted if the mother ship 
orbits the planet. Today, stud­
ies are underway on a trip to 
and from a planet with the dis­
tinct possibility that the trip

will last several years Instead of may attempt a visit to more
than one planet, that is, both 
Mars and Venus.

One of the staggering prob­
lems in any program contem­
plating trips to the planets in­
volves the efficiency of the pro­
pulsion units. As of this moment 
the only engines. which are op­
erational and capable of use are 
the chemically fueled ones. Un­
fortunately, because of the in­
ordinate amounts of fuels neces­
sary to reach the planeta, the 
trajectory to be followed In­
volves the expenditure of least 
energy—that is, least fuel. But 
the minimum energy paths In­
volve long time scales which 
means these leisurely planetary 
voyages may last for years. 
However, because the trips will 
be made in the" I970’s. it is 
conceivable that some type of 
nuclear engine may become 
available to propel the space­
craft to the planeta in a fraction 
of the time needed If using 
chemical rocketa. But if the nu­
clear engines are not operation­
al at that time and it is still 
desired to scout the planets, the 
trip muat be made using multi­
ple Saturn V or Nova apace ve- 
hiclea which do possess the pro­
pulsion capability tor a plane­
tary trip.

To launch a  manned expedi­
tion on a two-planet reconnaia-

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sance in mlnimiun energy tra­
jectories may take in the nkigh- 
borhood of 92S days unless Mars 
la unfavorably placed. If Mars 
should be in a poor poaition, 
then the time for the round trip 
may increase to 1,000 days. It 
is contamplated that the “fly­
bys" will occur within 600 miles 
of the planet surface.

A multiple planetary expedi­
tion using an all chemically-fu­
eled system would of necessity 
use an earth-parking orbit to 
assemble the space vehicles for 
the journey. Some readers may 
query the use of several vehic­
les in a convoy for the trip, but 
it is the concensus of scientists 
that it la unreasonable to as­
sume that wa could build one 
single large space vehicle to 
perform this feat. The single 
ship would have to transport the" 
life-support system, propellants, 
propulsion and supplies. One 
hasard, about which we know 
very little, also makes the 
choice of a single vehicle dubi­
ous; that is, the fact that a sin­
gle meteoroid In space could 
doom the single vehicle to bring 
the expedition to a disastrous 
end. If It were a convoy, (mly 
one of the vehicles would be 
destroyed in a mishap of this 
type. These men also point out 
that multiple vehicles eliminate 
orbital rendezvous for the single 
vehicle components thereby In­
creasing the reliability of the 
system.

ipie several ships In the con­
voy would have to be launched 
by at least three or possibly 
four Saturn V vehicles into- a 
300-mlle parking orbit. If the 
propulsion system Is all chemi­
cal. it must place into orbit in 
excess of 700,000 pounds for 
the fnultiple planet trip.

The vehicles could start out. 
for Venus to either be captured 
by the planet or to flyby at the 
indicated ^  milee. After It 
leaves Venus, the space convoy 
would circle the sun, then head 
out for Mara and again either 
flyby Mars or permit Itself to 
be captured by the planet. As 
indicated, a small laiiMler may 
be carried along which can land 
on the Burtoce of Mars to relay 
Information about the physical 
characteristics of tha surface to 
the orbiting mother ship. This, 
in turn, could ralay this critical 
information to the earth. Once 
the information has been ac­
quired, the convoy can then 
take off to return to earth.

Return to Bartk Orbit
Scientiata studlng tha transit 

problem Indicate Oiat the pref­
erable procedure on return to 
earth would be to expend fuel 
to decelerate to orbit the earth 
instead of entering the atmos­
phere of the earth with the sev­
en mile per second parabolic 
velocity. In this fashion, in a 
matter of from two to three 
years, a  doubls rsconnaliaanca 
of the two nearer jrtanets could 
ba realised. •

Ih a  M9t ef this pUnetary

journey could rival the cost of 
the Apollo program. We hope 
to put a man on the moon at a 
cost of about $20 billion. The 
total mission cost of the multiple 
planetary expedition could reach 
$13 billion. If the scientists are 
contemplating a Mars capture 
and lander, the cost could go up 
by 50 per cent to $18 bilUon be­
cause of the extra payload 
which must be carried along.

The I970's will be exciting 
times, for in that decade men 
will leave the Immediate con­
fines of the earth and moon to 
move off to the planets. Per­
haps by the end of that decade 
nuclear-powered spacecraft will 
be added to our space, vehicles 
and trips to these planets may 
become excursions involving 
just a few months of travel.
