Fire Sweeps

It waz the same in 1043, the
year of the last big riot In Har-
lem. It started when a girl in a
bar told off a cop in tough lan.

hit him over the head with it.
The cop got up and shot the sol-
dier in the left ahoulder. The
time was 7:30 p.m. on a hot
Sunday night, The soldier, Rob-
ert Bandy, was taken to Syden-
ham Hospital, where he was
resting comfortably for the
night, But down on the streets
everybody was saying that the
cop had killed the soldier and
at 10:30, a mob apilled onto 125th
8L and smashed every window
in aight and did five million in
damage before the riot ended.

Both times, these riots were
almed solely at the stores on
135th 8t., which were owned by
white people. In thé middle of
the 1043 trouble, the Chinese
proprietor of & chop suey joint
stuck a cautious hand into the
window part of his store and put
up his famous sign. "“Me )
ored Too."

TOKYO (AP) — Communist
propaganda attacks on neutral
ist Premier Souvanna Phouma
are believed to portend the set-
ting up of a rival Laotian gov-
ernment in Red territory.
