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One Grim Oommencement Talk

¥t bhas been somewhat refreshing, for
a change, to have Dr. Grayson Kirk of
Columbia University leading off the nea-
son's commencement addresses with
some rather resolute pessimism,

We wonder if some of the people who
Nstened to him found themselves fright-
¢ned by hinu We think he intended to
frighten people. And we think people
noeed to be scared—at least enough to
joit them out of any easy assumption
that, even without anybody doing any-
thing or having a real opinion about
anything, everything is going to come
out all right in the end for the best of
all possible nations i the best of all
possible worlds.

“In one sense,” sald Dr. Kirk as he
tried to wake us all up to a few serious
concerns which we may have to handle
for ourselves, “the American dream is
@ver. Many of the cherished beliefs of
our national youth no longer seem to
fit the conditions of life in our time.

“In consequence, it is fair to say that
our people appear to be in a greater
itate of national confusion than at any
‘fime in their psacetime history. The fu-
ture once seemed to be 80 sure, mo cer-
tain and so alluring. Now we appear to
be unsure of ourselves, sometimes of
“our course, frequently of our prospects.”

How do we get back on the track‘of
sureness about ourselves and our des-
tiny? Dr. Kirk, bless him for being one
commencement speaker who misses it,
had no panacea, About the beat he
really could offer was a word or two
about false trails and remedies we ought
to try to avoid.

*Clearly,” he sald, “we must not be
bemused by the attitudes of shallow
eyniclam or rejection currently so promi-
nent in literature and the arts.”

Or, he might have added, in the prae-
ticed blankness In the face of some
American youth,

“Bqually unattractive,” continued Dr.
Kirk, “are the counsels of those leaders
who would have us belteve that new and
ecomplicated problems can be solved by
simple solutions more evocative of a
vanished past than filled with the
promise of a better future.'

Dr. Kirk was speaking while Califor-
nians were voting,

“Finally,” sald Dr. Kirk, “we must re-
strain ourselves from the emotionally
gratifying but socially dangerous tac-
tics of violence to achieve our ends.

“Only the entire nation is the loser,”
he sald, to give one sample of what he
meant, “when the education of a whole
generation of Negro children is sacri-
ficed to the shortsightedness of mil-
tant leaders on both sides of the inte-
gration struggle.”

Some of the gar-
den planta will make up for loat Lime,
and some are astunted beyond real re-
vival. Bome shrubs and trees are dead.

But even bad news, in the weather,
makes for variety, and then, if you have
progressed far enough to say that, it
makes for philosophy. The important
thing is not to avoid horrible drought
all the time or to have perfectly bal-
anced rain guaranteed all the time, but
to have on hand within yourself some
capacity to sense and experience what
does come. The amell of the dust, and
that of the rain, are very much alike,
and quite as sweet as one another, If wa
are really part of our own world.

the inherent safety of the car, but the o

Itis correct, however, that auto manu-
facturers can build iInto cars greater
safety provisions than styling considera-
tions now allow. And this is a factor,
The car has to sell, and If the public is
happler buying styling than safety, the
auto companies are confronted by a
dilemma.

One item in the news suggests that a
change has come over the desires of
motoring public, The word from Detrol
is that a(to men expect that the demand
for the compact cars has run itas course
and the buyer again wants a longer and
more powerful auto. No doubt this has
little to do with safety considerations—
but it may have some influence.
