A  Big Step
first 'b ig step haa been taken 

toward g iv ln g t0 . t̂oe Negro in the Unit­
ed BUtea sUtutoT^M ^gniUon o f equal­
ity and dignity—his first classneaa aa a 
eitlsen. Thia haa been onbxof the majo^ 
aims o f the Negro.

The step was taken when the .^enate 
voted 71 to 20 to end the Southerh iW - 
biMter which had been in progress for 76 
days, the longest filibuster < in history. 
The cloture vote waa expected, o f course, 
but the encouraging thing about it was 
the number of Senators who voted in 
favor. The regret might be felt by Re­
publicans In the fact that Sen. Gold- 
water voted against ending the fruit­
less effort to kill the righto measure. In­
deed the man who aeema certainly dea- 
bned to be the GOP presidential candi­
date, now gives acmie Indication that he 
may not be able to find it in hla con­
science to vote for the civil righto bill 
itself.

The size o f the vote indicates there is 
plenty of power in the Senate to pass 
tha bill aubatanUally as it is, although 
there is aUll the possibility that amend­
ments may require new agreements be­
tween House and Senate.

While the bill, when passed, ia hardly 
likely to cure all the ills or racial preju­
dice, deep-rooted and explained by elab­
orate rationale, it does provide a frame­
work in the tow for achieving Negro 
aims. And it gives a weapon to thoae 
within the righto movement who want 
to see thoae alms achieved with the 
minimum o f upheaval.

The moat important thing about the 
b ig cloture vote, however, is that in put­
ting an end to what has been called 
tyranny by talk, the Senate reaffirmed 
and confirmed the national moral re­
sponsibility to implement the emancipa­
tion granted the Negro a century ago. 
To have permitted the filibuster to suc­
ceed wcjjld have been tantamount to 
admitting the inability of the majority 
to act on fundamental issues which 
divide the nation.

B e tra y in g  H ie  E x p e r ts

Just aa it haa so frequently appeared 
that American voters won’t do t h ^  
proper duty by the pollsters, so it aeema 
that American married couples are ob­
stinately failing to oblige the aocial plan­
ners and the computers.

This March Juri past, for instance, 
Mr. and Mrs. Toung America produced 
only SS7,000 babies, fa r below what they 
were supposed to produce, aome 6,000 
fewer babies than they produced in the 
same month a year ago. I t  was, in fact, 
the lowest number o f babies produced 
in March rinoO' 1866.

This failure o f Mr. and Mrs. Toung 
America to deliver according to sched­
ule and seiM tific prognostication la not 
just peculiar to one inoBth or one season 
o f the year.

In the whole year ended with March, 
there were only 4.0g7,60Q new births in 
this country, and this was 48,000 fewer 
than for the previous year.

Now this is ridiculous. XWerybody 
knows that, every year, there ara more 
and more people in this country, more 
getting married, and, naturally and 1^ 
avltably, more people having more chil­
dren. And all these atatiatlea do go up, 
just as the experts say they should, ex­
cept one.

Without explanation, without apology, 
without so much aa a by our leave, the 
young parents o f Amerioa are neglect­
ing their duty to eivilisatlmi and to pos­
terity.

The computers are baffled. They don’t  
really know, any'more, just how many 
we are, we Americans, at any particular 
moment Nor have the computeta as yet 
been given the programming which 
might ei)able them to tell us just what 
has gone wrong with our national repro­
ductive urges or processea 

I t  gives a nation a queer feeling, it  
does, to think that some of lU  very best 
people -just don’t seem to care enough.

Beach. She was 19 when she 
got her first mink coat and she 
came out on the floor wearing 
it for the finale at the Latin 
Quarter on Broadway. She was 
a  young blond who was known 
wherever there waa night Ac­
tion.

“ It's square living,’’ riie was 
saying. ’1 call it legit living.

A  gambler, he 
drove out to her shop with his 
17-year-old girl friend The girl 
friend w a n W  a wig.

"She muat be something,”

CLEVELAND ^  Amid Hm  
flotsam of shattered reputations 
at thla week’s Govemor’i  Con­
ference, Ben. Barry Goldwator’a 
previously punv stature as a 
practising politician has under­
gone sudden growth.

Goldwater ta In an Incompar­
ably etronger poeltlon than he 
waa a week eitfUer. Fallowing 
the seml-comic coUapae o f toe 
stop Goldwater movement here, 
not only Is hla Isad for the nomi­
nation even longer, but there la 
much Ifas talk about hie ahort- 
eomings as a political loader.
In tho Ropublican wondorland 
that waa tho dovoland eonfor- 
onco, ho looked Uko sane Uttlo 
AUco patlontly coping with tho 
moderate Ro^blican Mad Hat- 
tore and March Haree.

Actually, In the early hours of 
tot Governors Oonferanee, Gold- 
water aeemed headed for trou­
ble — toanka In part to well- 
meaning efforts by Artsons's 
Gov. Paul Fannin, Goldwater’a 
eyes and ears among the Gov­
ernors. Worried about toe atop- 
Goldwater drive forming around 
Gov. TVUllam Scranton o f Ponn- 
■ylvania, Fuuiln wanglad an In­
vitation to the eenforoneo for 
Goldwater without coneulUng 
the Senator.

Though he could aee no good 
eoming from it, Goldwater had 
to accept the Invitation. What 
followed waa a propoaal (net 
opposed by Fannin) for a ludi- 
croue Republican eummit meet­
ing in which Goldwater would 
try to justify his views. This 
woyld put the party’!  probable 
nominee on the Governors ’grid­
dle.

Such a confrontation could not 
have helped Goldwater and 
might have hurt him badly. Ha 
knew thia. When told about tha 
propoeed meeting over the 'tele­
phone, hla immediate reply wee 
d eer enough: "They can take 
their eummit, and they know 
what they can do with it.”

Moreover, the Goldwater 
team, subject to periodic fits r i 
panic these past six months, 
faced the stop-Goldwater move­
ment with admirable calm.

On the record, they aaid 
nothing about Gen. Eiaenhow- 
ar’s apparent euiq>ort last Bat- 
urdsy (Juna 6) for tha Scranton 
drive. In private, Goldwater 
staffers quioxly contacted Clevs- 
land steel magnate George 
Humphrey, Gen. Elsenhower's 
Secretary of the Treasun.

Humphrey phoned the denerel 
at Gettysburg cm Saturday night 
to ask for a “ clarifying’ ’ state­
ment that would halt Scranton 
to hla tracks. Gan. Elsenhower 
issued no etatement, but placed 
his now-fameua phone ^ 1  to 
Scranton that derailed the atop- 
Goldwater drive.

Apart from Goldwator’ s added 
kieter, toe net Impact af all ^ s  
le a sharp drop in the poaribUlty 
toat liberal-to-moderats Repu^ 
llcane wUl acoompllrii anythiBg 
at all in toe Natlonel Conven­
tion. Because of their faltering 
gesture toward stopping Gold- 
wetar, they may have laea tuck 
honing down his rough edges.

Far instance, the poaslbtilW of 
a Goldwater-Scranton ticket, 
which would have apidlad a van- 
eer ef moderate Republicanism 
to the Senator, eeeme all but 
dead.

Goldwater was not pleased by 
Scranton's inept performance 
here. Many Goldwater adrisers 
are turning instead to Rep. W il­
liam M iller of New T o n , the 
outgoing National Chairman, for 
Vico - President. Beaides, the 
dreary events in Cleveland have 
etiffoned Scranton’s resolve to 
turn down any bid from Gold- 
water.

Goldwater will not preea for a 
doctrinaire conservative plat­
form either, but he is In no 
mood for surrender. I f  the Re­
publican party haa e leader to­
day, it is Goldwater, if only by 
process ef elimination. The 
other big - name Republicans 
have virtually abd ica te  — aa- 
pecially Dwight D. Eisenhower. _  

After Gen. Eisenhower urged ^  
Republican Governors Monday 
night (June 8) to unite behind 
Goldwater if he la nominated, 
anti-Goldwator Governors pro­
tested that Goldwater would 
cripple party tlcketa to their 
Btatea. Then they waited for toe 
General’s response. >■

Instead, he looked at hla 
watch and, noting that ha waa 
due to address toe Governors’ 
Banquet, remarked: “ My tone 
ia running out.’ ’ Politically, he 
couldn’t have been more 
correct.
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Joint Ownership Likely
For 4-Town Incinerator

The Northeast Refuse Oom-dniral 
nilttee (N R C ) will present a 
proapeotuo, outlining t h r o e  
means of providing a  rational 
refuse incinerator for Manohes- 
tor. South Windsor, Bolton end 
Vernon, to its tour member 
oommunltles in July.

Bated upon the prospectus, 
most NRC members thought 
last night that the towns would 
choose sonne form of Joint pub­
lic ownership for the incinera­
tor, since prellmlnery engineer­
ing studiea Indicates such a 
venture would cost the member 
towns the leaa>t over e 20-year 
period.

There waa debate, however, 
over the form the Joint-public 
ownership should take. While 
Vernon's Robert Doming end 
South Windsor's Joseph Cerlnl 
agreed that they would prefer 
not to create a new regional 
governmental uifit, bath felt 
they needed more Information 
about alternative means of ea- 
eurlng Inter-town cooperation 
in the joint venture.

Under state enabling legisla­
tion, the towns could create a 
refuse disposal district. Both 
Deming and Carini objected to 
creating new governmental 
units in toe Hartford area.

As an alternative, NRC chair­
man Francis DellaFera noted 
toat New Haven haa a contract-

Tha motion came after repre- 
aentatlvea from South WlndiiMr, 
Bolton and Vernon reported that 
their towns would, if necessary, 
be willing to dispose of non- 
burnable rubbish that toe in­
cinerator could not handle, at 
another site.

A  private contractor would 
charge about 86 per ton to dis­
pose o f rubhlah, at a total cost 
In 1965 o f about 8276,000 and 
in 18S5 of about 8470.000 for all 
four towns.

A  nublicly owned plant would 
cost uie four towns about 8246,- 
000 to operate in 1966 and about 
8260.000 In 1986.

Police Arrests

•nille tho racial situation in 
Birmingham la far from settled 
and the possibility of demonstra- 
tkxu etui exist, toers 1s much 
in the record of this city to make 
you rub your eyes in disbelief, 
remembering toe situation aa it 
was on June 2, 1968.

Thousands of Negroes demon­
strating in the streets —̂  fire­
hoses, police dogs—jalle ” over­
flowing—a community taut as a 
bowstring, especially at night.

A  rickety truce ending toe 
thunder in the streets, toe bomb­
ings end shootings. “ Dynamite 
h ill" In the Negro residential 
district and finally, Sept. 14, 
four little Negro girls killed 
when their church was bombed.

Birmingham became a tragic 
landmark in toe long story of 
racial strife in toe United States.

Today, the city may be on 
toe way to becoming an ex­
ample of what, people of both 
races can do to solve racial 
problems.

In a way, toe I6to Street Bap­
tist Church, where the four chil­
dren died, seems to symbolize 
toe atmosphere in Birmingham 
now.

Blonde wood paneling covers 
toe balconies and choir box. Be­
fore, they were a sombre ma­
hogany color. The new floor and 
toe repainted walls and ceilings 
also are in lighter shades. New 
stained-glass windows match, al­
most perfectly, the windows toat 
survived the blast.

The total effect is more cheer­
ful.

So is the feeling In Birming­
ham, to a degree.

The segregationist has not sud­
denly become an integrationist. 
But he may have decided it Is 
better to make accommodations

than to have more demonstra­
tions and bombings.

Runiore continually elrculate 
toat Negroes wUl begin demon­
strating again.

Negro leaders have Mtpreseed 
dissatisfaction with the copi* 
munlty affairs committee. It haa 
only advisory powers and they 
criticize Mayor Albert Boutwell 
for not acting on the committee 
recommendations.

“ I f  demonstrations begin 
again this year, Negro leader­
ship will find it very difficult to 
say one word of caution in the 
face of the mayor’s treatment of 
toe recommendations,”  said Dr. 
Lucius Pitts, president of Miles 
College.

But Arthur Shores, a respect­
ed Negro, attorney, said toe 
committee “ at least gives us a 
chance to air our grievances.” 

Some whites also criticize 
Boutwell for lack of action.

Says toe mayor, "W e’ re ren­
dering more services of alt types 
now than before. I  feel we’re 
gaining the confidence of toe 
people.”

The question of having Negro 
policemen still plagues the city. 
Three applicants passed the ex­
aminations—but didn’t take the 
Jobs.

Some whites say “ the Negroes 
would rather have the Issue for 
bargaining purposes than to 
have Negro policemen.”

White businessmen who work 
to ease racial tensions still get 
the midnight phone calls, threat­
ening them, their wives and chil­
dren.

Hotels, motels, restaurants, 
remain segregated. Only token 
integration took place in the 
schools.

So the picture is a montage 
6t light suid shadow.

’The situation may deteriorate 
again. But as of now, Birming­
ham is a bright spot in toe 
whole picture.
