' on racial mattera. .,
Father DuBay was reportedly 

summoned to the chancery of 
the Los Angeles archdiocese! 
Thursday—for the second time 
since he made his letter public 
at a June 11 hews conference.

Since the original announce­
ment, Father DuBay has said 
he could make no further state­
ment on the matter.

After today’s appearance, un­
official spokesmen for the priest 
said apparently he would drop 
his drive.

One source said that Father 
DuBay waa asked to "protest 
his loyalty” to Cardinal Mc­
Intyre Thursday—which would 
have the effect of preventing

him from complaining further 
against the cardinal.

At his news conference earlier 
this month Father DuBay said:

"Having been disciplined sev­
eral times for speaking on toe 
lame, I waa threatened a year 
ago with mspension of priestly 
duties If I continued to preach 
that Integration Is a. moral 
issue.

’ ’In private Cardtaul McIntyre 
atated that there are many valid 
reaaoiu for aegregation, and de­
clared that, 'After all, .white 
parents have a right to protect 
their daughters.’ ’ ’

The cardinal himself has 
made no comment on the mat­
ter. He is also on a retreat. The 
chancery has declined to men­
tion the matter.

Thursday,'  The ’ndtaigs, toe

archdiocese, deided the young 
priest’s accusatloRS In a lengthy 
editorial.

Thursday night Msgr. Ban-

Connactiout, like all other states, has 
a  procedure protecting witnasaaa from
tostlfying against toemselvas, bu^ it 
gulraa torn they |they giva soma indication of 
how tha tastimony might hurt thorn le­
gally.

Federal procedure, following a 1661 
guprame Court ease, make toe privllega 
absolute. A  witness need only say that 
testimony might incriminata him and his 
Immunity, is guaranteed.

Tha majority court decision Monday 
reaffirmed the unlimited nature of tha 
Immunity tmder the amendment and ap­
plied the amendment to state proceed­
ings.

The dedsion is in line with others dur­
ing this century that have gradually 
bound toe states to adhere to the provi­
sion o f the first tan amendments which 
had previously bean regarded as binding 
only upon the federal government. Again 
too key was the "due proceM" clause of 
toe 14th amendment which served also 
M  the basis for tha Court’s holding that 
representation in state legislatures must 
M  geared solely to population.

<)uita apart from toa question o f ad­
ministrative aad judicial confusion is tha 
more basic one o f conflict between tha 
civil rights o f individuals and necessity 
o f toe people as a whoK to solve crimes 
and punish criminals.

Folioe are likely to regard this develop­
ment in tha same light aa those concern­
ing confassions and seixures—another 
obstacle to effective criminal investiga­
tion. They deserve sympathy, because 
their job is a difficult one at best.

The issue here, however, is whether 
citisens o f all states are entitled to the 
same degree o f protection o f the rights 
they hold as dtleens o f toe United 
States.- The Supreme Court has decided 
they do and that it is toe instrument by 
those rights will be assured.

Exhaust And Smof

The automotive industry will Un­
doubtedly feel Itself pressed now td 
Speed up development o f cars which will 
spew out less smoke in their wake. '

The state o f CaHfomia has Just taken 
action which will require its motorists, 
beginning in a year, to drive cars equip­
ped with after-burners designed to con­
sume gasoline components not burned in 
toe engine. These devices, four types o f 
which have just been approved by the 
state’s Motor Vehicle Pollution Control 
Board, would replace conventional muf­
flers and would be somewhat costly to 
the ear-owners. Prices fbr initial instal­
lation are said to run from $27 to $70 
with yearly, maintenance eosts going as 
high as $42.

Already the forthright action by toe 
state has brought repercussions from 
Detroit where a crash program is imder- 
way to develop pollution oontrol devices 
fo r 1647 models.

W hat toe manufacturers fear most, o f 
oourse. Is that Independent producers o f 
toe after-burners will cash in heavily on 
toe market before the auto-makers are 
ready, to compete. W ith 10 million auto­
mobiles registered in Califom iA their 
dismay is imderatandable.

California can hardly be accused of 
hasty action, however, in its fight 
against air pollution which is most acuta 
in toe "smog’ ’ state. The law requiring 
anti-imog auto attachments was pass­
ed five  years ago and toe intervening 
tiine has been used for tooting with com­
petition understandably intense.

What Detroit is working on is admit­
tedly a more sophisticated, and prob­
ably in the long run, more effective 
means o f cutting down fuel residue. I t  
would Involve engine modification and, 
according to one auto-maker, could add 
as'little as $10  to the cost o f the car.

The competition is welcome. While 
toe problem caused by exhaust from 
ears Is an acute one in California, it does 
exist everywhere in congested areas. 
California’s determination to proceed 
may hasten the day when all cars ara 
designed to keep exhaust nuisance to a 
minimum.

CoMtitntional Revolution

The United States Supreme Court has 
now decided that the Connecticut Senate 
and House must be districted on a pop­
ulation basis and that each house must 
have districts substantially equal in 
population.

The court did not yesterday consider 
the Connecticut case which is being ap­
pealed by the Republican Party, but 
the language chosen by the court makes 
It clear what the eventual ruling will be. 
Chief Justice Warren left no room for 
argument when he said “ Legislators 
represent people, not trees or acres.” 
And he noted It would be "the unusual 
c a ^  in which a, lower court would be 
justified in not taking steps to make 
sure that no further elections are held 
under an invalid apportionment.”
. We expected this to happen, we be­

lieve it to be the right decision, and we 
reiterate our belief that the OOP should 
now immediately call upoii Governor 
Dempsey to convene a special session. 
The law is clear. The court said; "B y 
holding that as a federal constitutional 
requisite both houses of a sta^e legis­
lature must be appropriated on a pop­
ulation basis, we mean that the equal 
protection clause (o f the U.8. Consti­
tution) requires that a state make an 
honest and good faith effort to construct 
districts in both houses o f its legislature 
aa nearly o f equal population as is 
practicable.”

resentatlves to Union (population 38 
and to Hartford (population 162,000) is 
clearly disenfranchising its voters In 
many instaneea. The Supreme Cknirt said 
that a state eo«ild not constitutionally 
dilute the vote o f an Individual by cre­
ating or letting stand districts with 
substantial disparities.

Connecticut does not have to act at 
this exact time because the court has 
not ruled on its particular case. But we 
believe it would be the best strategy o f 
the GOP to seek a legislative re-appor­
tionment now. First, it la just a m attw  
o f time until the court rulee that Con­
necticut specifically must do so. Second­
ly, the Impending nomination o f Senator 
Barry Goldwater, i f  it ocurs, would 
mean that the state woqld vote Dem­
ocratic by such a margin that the House 
would be loot in any case.

Tlius, in the Interest o f the two party 
system. We believe that a redistricting 
o f the Senate and the House should te  
arrived at now while both political 
parties have a say la the arangements 
o f that radistricting. To ba sure, too 
RspubUean Party will lose the afanost 
sura control o f the House. But i f  rs« 
apportlonmuit is arrived at by eonsul- 
tation, it w ill reduce the chances o f tha 
Democrats being able to gerrymand the 
state in such a fashion that the Re- 
publican Party would never emerge from 
toe woods.

However, if the state is redlstrlcted 
on a population bMhi in a fair manner 
at least toe new alignments will reSset 
aeeuratofo toa results o f aa 
TMs ls toe bast toe OOP oaa near Is 
iar.

SOME OF THE MOST ELE^ 
G A N T  and seemlngly-spontan- 
eous watercolor paintings in the 
20th century have come from 
the tend o f the intellectual and 
aesthetic A m e r i c a n  artist, 
Charles Demuth, who was bom 
in Lancaster, Pa., in 1883. De­
muth sketched the basic plan 
o f his still life paintings with 
great care and tocn an>lied toe 
washes in such a way that the 
fruit, flowers, and unusually 
to a p ^  vegetables seem to have 
burst into bloom on the paper. 
In the excellent Demuth pictur­
ed here from the permanent col­
lection o f the Wadsworth 
Atheneum, "Eggplant and Sum­
mer Squash (1627)” , this is 
particularly evident.^ Despite 
childhood lameness and, later, 
diabetes (he was one of the 
first to recieva Insulin treat­
ments in Am erica), Demuth 
managed to create for himself 
an active oareer in the art 
world. He became a close friend

o f those nomadic feitelleotuals 
who traversed the Atlantic in 
the 30’a and M ’s searchtaig for 
toe deeper meanbiga In toe 
modem way of life. Demuth 
was active during tha Cubist
period in painting and produced 
a number o f mastaterpieoas In 
oils o f architecturia subjects. 
Prior to the 1620’a  Detautto ex­
ecuted a number, of book 'illus­
trations. . His drawings aeodn- 
panied special editkms o f Z d a ’a 
“’NanA”  Henry James’ "T>ira of 
the Screw,” and the German 
dramatist FVank Wedekind’s 
"Erdgeist.”  Vaudeville captured 
his interest and its dancers and 
acrobats became perfect sub­
jects for Demuth’s active style. 
In 1636, Demuth returned to 
Lancaster where be died at toa 
age o f 62, leaving behind an 
amaxing contribution to Ameri­
can art history in the form at' 
over 600 at his works. Exam- 
plen o f Demuto’s painting may 
be seen in the Avery  Memorial

R  is a logical consequenoa o f 
the end o f the colonial era, a 
consequence that was not fore­
seen adien 60 victor nations of 
W orld W ar H  atgmd the United 
Nations charter in 1946. The 
m em berriiip has nwre thiut 
doubled.

The ookmial peoples generally 
looked to independence as the 
beginning o f prosperity aad 
hapidneae. But indepoidmice 
has brought only n ea te r pover­
ty  to many. Insappointment 
with tile fruits o f national lib­
eration often has turned into re- 
son tm «it against the form er 
colonial rulers. And while the 
poor countries become steadily 
poorer, the rich oountrteii are 
becoming richer.

In a ll Western industrial 
tions, responsible statesmen 
agree that this gap cannot be 
allowed to widen further with­
out breeding revolution, anar­
chy and war.
The Western nations are pour­

ing money, resources and tech­
nical skill into the poor coun­
tries but these contend the help 
is inadequate.

The Soviet Union and its 
friends are helping, too. Some 
o f the Communist aid is spec­
tacular, such aa the Aswan 
Dam in Bgypt. But altogether 
it amounts to a drop in a  racket 
compared with the aid given Iqr 
the West. Soviet influence in 
most poor countries remains 
sm all and is fought by Red 
China and the West alike.

To their disappointment, 
Soviets have f o t ^  that many 
Africans and Aslans regard 
them not as special frientta or 
champions o f Uberat 
white men.

Throughout Asia and AlHoa, 
the Chinese Communists are 
calling on the nonwhite races to 
stick together to end the white 
man’s economic domination.

This was one reason, appar­
ently, why the Soviets at tbe Ge­
neva conference tailed to press 
their usual demand for the ad­
mission o f Red China.

Some of the underdeveloped 
nations hoped to play o ff the 
United States against France 
and France against her five 
partners in the BXiropean Com­
mon Market. They found that 
when the chips are down, 
Charles ^de Gaulle’s France 
stands f i ^ l y  with the West.

The French-speaking nations 
of A frica are wavering in their 
loyalty to France but are still 
hoping tor special benefits from  
the European Common M arket 
that w ill' be denied to A frican 
nations econom ically liked to 
Britain.

Some experts, looking a t'th e  
world p ic tw , predict that the 
supply deficit o f the m etal it­
self m ay be eased a bit in the 
next few  years. But the small 
coin problem seems sure to 
hang on here.

Pressure to change the silver 
content o f coins, or even to eli­
minate tt altogether. Is there­
fore likely to rise. But the 
chances of the market price o f 
stiver in this country either ris­
ing or falling to any marked 
degree is held sligh t Its big 40 
per cent jump from  Novem ber 
1961 to September 1968 is un­
likely to be repeated.

The price has held steady tor 
months at 11.398 a  troy ounce. 
This is the actual m arket value 
o f the silver in the U.S. dollar. 
But experts say the price would 
have to rise above 81-40 an 
ounce before it would be profit­
able to m elt down dimes, quar­
ters and half dollars tor their 
silver content.

The Treasury’s present re­
serve of silver is estimated to 
be enough to fu lfill normal coin­
age requirements for about 10 
to 13 years. But the big de­
mand for the m etal from  elec­
tronic and other industries, and 
from  makers o f houselKtid, 
jew elry and art objects, seems 
more Ukely to deplete the re­
serve in seven to eight years. In ­
dustry ean buy from  the Treas­
ury when the outside supply is 
depleted or too tight.

Altiumgh interlocked to a 
large extent, the coin shortage, 
the world supply tightness, and 
the officia l price changes all 
have their own distinct causes. 
This is because of the double 
life  the m etal leads here and in 
other lands as both a m etal in 
private demand and as a tight­
ly  regulated government hold-

production leveled o ff, 
even slumped for a  tim e, just 
os industrial demand started to 
rise with tbe electronics and 
aerospace age. The output.de­
cline was due to the fact that 
copper, lead and sine weren’t 
enjoying stiver’s popularity. 
And about two-thirds of stiver 
production is a  byproduct o f the 
mining o f these other metals.

The o fficia l price change
came when the United States 
stopped selling at the old fixed 
price o f around 91 cents an 
ounce and let it rise to the
world m arket level. I f  the
Treasury hadn’t acted, the run
on Treasury supplies above the 
legal monetary reserve would 
soon have depleted them.

The coin shortage is largely 
due to the rising demands o f a 
mechanical age and a growing 
and affluent population.

But now copper, sine and lead 
are looking up, and so is silver 
production.

Monetary experts at the 
Chase Manhattan Bank, New 
York, predict that output in 
M exico, Peru and the United 
States w ill rise at about 6 per 
cent a year.

Also Uiey notd some consump­
tion cutbacks as the price rose. 
The large but mysterious 
amounts held in specitiatlve 
stocks throughout the world 
m ay also be tapped further as 
prices hold firm .

The U.S. coin shortage, how -^ 
ever, would still be a problem. 
And some congressional action 
ta a possibility, even if the m ar­
ket price holds as most experts 
now predict.

District Offers New 
Sewer Swap Plan

The Eighth District has proposed an' alternative plan 
by which to effect an exchange of sewer service with the 
town in the Manchester Memorial Hospital area. And it 
has outlined an agreement to extend sewer service to the
Parker Village

The alternate eewer exchange 
plan waa propoeed by dtotrlet 
director Jamee Trlvlano and dis­
trict counsel Atty. John LaBelle 
to General Manager Richard 
Martin yeatentay afternoon. It  
ia aimed at eutUng the coat of 
a  88wer toatallatlon necessary to 
divert sewage from the Armory- 
Raynaa 8t. b m  to tba town sew­
er Itoee to W . middle T)>ka.

The Parker Village eewer 
agreement oelto for the diver­
sion o f sewage from the first 
60 homes to Green Manor’s new 
Forest Hills subdivision to dis­
trict sewer lines, giving, the 
town time to buihl a  new treat­
ment plant to the area. A $860 
contribution from Green Manor, 
for each home to be sewered. 
Would be held to esorow until 
the voters approve the proposed 
new treatment plant. I f  the pro­
ject were turned down, the $860 
per home contribution would go 
to the dtotrlet.

The district directors believs 
that Trlvigno’s proposal for the 
hospital area would cut to half 
the bill for a sewer line to con­
nect a lateral at 8. Alton. St 
with another Just west of Mato
M-

The Installation has been es­
timated by Town Engineer Wal­
ter Fuse as coating about $28,- 
600 to construct. I t  would be put 
down to W. Middle Tides., and 
would make it possible for the 
town to acoept all sewage from 
an area south of W. Mld(Ue 
Tpke. and waet of Mato S t 
without also taking to eewage 
from an area north of the Turn­
pike.

The town originaUy proposed 
using an abandoned storm sew­
er for the sanitary sewer line, 
but would have had to take to 
the sewage from about 228 
homes north of the Turnpike as 
well. The Eighth District op­
poses turning over any of the 
area newth at the Turnpike to 
the town, since the area to offi­
cially within the Eighth Dis­
trict and takas fire protection 
M ivlces from the district fire 
department.

To out the cost o f the new 
sewer line that would be re­
quired to earzy out the dis­
trict’s proposal, T iiv igno pro­
poses that the town obtain a 
right o f way taom Manchester 
Memoital Hospital behind the 
homes on W . Middle TT>ke. The 
eewer line would thus not re­
quire any street esLcavation, and 
would not conflict with other 
existing utility Installations to 
the street.

Sewage flowing to 8. Alton 
• t . would be diverted through 
two new sewer installationa to 
Homestead St., at a cost o f 
about 116,000, and then run in­
to a eewer line extending west 
on W. Middle Tpke.

According to district presi­
dent Victor Swanson, the dis­
trict to ready to enter Into 
agreement about the Parker 
V illage area, that would hinge 
on the outcome o f a  referen­
dum vote on the proposed town- 
built Parker Village treatment 
plant.

The agreement would call for 
the Ekghth District to take on 
the sewage fibm  the first 60 
homes in the new Forest Hills 
sitbdivislon. A t  the same time, 
builder Green Manor Oonstiruc- 
tlon Co. would put to a restrict­
ed request for entry into the

necessary.

Btahth D istrlet A  I860 contri­
bution that Green Manor has 
agreed to pay tha town for each 
bouse to the eubdivtoion which 
to sewered would be held tem­
porarily to escrow.

I f  the etechnwte apjprovee 
the propoeed Paiker Village 
treatment ptant at tha polto, me 
80 homes would be turned over 
to the town tor sewer service 
along with the Jfigh Ridge sub- 
divtoian which stands betwsen 
them and the treatment {riant 
site. 'ITie $860 woirid tunied' 
over to the town to help Jmy 
for the treatment plant, and 
the district would tear up Green 
Manor’s apfrilcation tor admis- 
sten to tha district.

I f  the treatment plant were 
turned down, however, the dis­
trict would act on Green Man­
or’s appUcatioa and take to the 
.80 new homes, and ‘would take 
over the $360 per home pay­
ments.

I f  mors than 80 homes were 
bulH betore the town fliriahed 
the treatment plant, more ne- 
gottafioiM would be 
Swanson opined.

An additional sewer area 
which the town has propoeed 
taking ovet<—the RoUlng Park 
subdivision—woiil d be handled 
on the same basis; I f  the vot­
ers M>prave the treatment plant 
It would be turned over by the 
district to the town.

Swanson recalled that the 
town had aaked the district to 
disavow any intention of ex­
tending its boundaries to the 
east o f their present location, 
and pointed out that under the 
dtotriot’a proposal " it w ill be up 
to the voters to make the deci­
sion.”  I f  the treatment plant to 
turned down, then the district 
would extend to the east to 
serve the Forest Hills area.

W ith the district proposal to, 
the town and the district must 
now get together to tiOk the 
plans through. A  meeting that 
had been set for June 16 was 
canceled last week when it iq>- 
peared that e n g i n e e r i n g  
studies the district was swait- 
t o gw e re  not ready.

TOe studies were turned over 
to General Manager Martin by 
Trivlgno and Atty. LaBelle yes­
terday, however. Now, Swanson 
says, the dlatrict to prepeued 
for a meeting when town offl- 
ciato feel that they are ready.

SAVE ’EM WITH SALT
A  pinch of salt may not 

cat<m fWi, but it will certainly 
preserve them.

According to the fishing en 
thusiasto at Mercury outbMtrds. 
salt can be a substitute for ice 
to either keep fish fresh or,pre- 
serve them for a long period of 
time without refrigeration. And 
they offer these Ups:

When ice is not available, 
clean and bleed fish r i^ t  after 
they have been caught. Rub 
them with a mixture of a table­
spoon o f pepper per cup of ta­
ble salt. K e ^  Uie fish cool in a 
bcoc or basket o f leaves around 
which la wramied a bundle of 
moist burlap.

When the flab arrive in the 
kitchen, the salt mixture is 

j'insed o ff and they .are prepar­
ed for the tidile in the same 
manner as if netted directly 
from the Water.

To preserve fish for a future 
meal, the process is more com' 
plicated. After cleaning, wash 
th m  in a salt brine, then roll 
with salt and place them in 
tub with the bottom covered by 

layer o f salt.
A s each row of fish is placed 

In the tub, add another layer 
of salt, allowing about one 
pound per four pounds of fish. 
Put a weight on the contests ao 
that fish stay below the level 
o f brine as it forma, then cover 
the container. Fish should be 
cured from two to seven days, 
depending on individual size.

Remove fish, scrub and place 
them in wire racks under shade 
imtn dry. In the evening, re­
stack vrith fresh salt and

9welgfat to press down and ab­
sorb excess moisture.

To pr^jiare dried fld i for the 
table soak for a period up to 46 
hours, tulng several changes of 
water, it  may be necessary to 
parboil.

A  lot o f trouble? Perhaps. 
But these fish will make a tasty 
dinner a long time after the 
season ends —' and without 
deep freeze.

Laos Diplomacy Falters  ̂
Reck Oppose Conference

WA8HINOTON (AP) — Th# 

United States and Britain ap­
pear to have suffered a satbobk 
in their efforts to find a dlplo- 
niatle solution for ths erisia in 
I -UMI.

Ths Soviet Union has cooled 
o ff on a PblU i propoeol for an 
urgent international conference 
to deal with threats to 
the Southeast Aslan country’s 
nautralito. Washington offlclals 
report. ’Ihe Soviets reportedly 
have raised some objections to 
the way the conference was to 
be set up and the result la seen 
here os slowing down the dip­
lomatic approach to a solution.

What effect thla developmant 
will have on further U.S. mili­
tary Intervention in Loos on be­
half of tbs neutralist govern­
ment is unclear at the moment. 
But the Uhltad States has com ­
mitted itself to a poUcy of roll­
ing back Communist forces 
from territory they recently 
(XHiquered In the strategic 
Plains dee Jarrea.

If this objective eanaot be ac­
complished eventually by dlirio- 
matlc means, the Johnw » ad­
ministration presumably will 
have to consider expuiding mil­
itary operations.

TTie hope In official quarters 
ta that the Soviets will go 
through with the conference 
plan, which Britain hod accept­
ed after consultation with the 
United States, and officials say 
it is too early to Judge the final 
outcome.

The conference as proposed 
by Poland would be held by 
Britain and the Soviet Union os 
the co-chairmen of the 19K 
Ctaneva conference which 
agreed on the nsutroUto of 
Laos, iMus Lace itself and the 
three countries which form  an 
internatiottal commission to su­
pervise the Geneva agreement. 
Those three ore Poland, Qsnada 
and India.

Moscow to reported to have 
asked that the conference plan 
be revised to provide for par­
ticipation by the Communist 
Patoet Lao faction.

'Die United Statea has been 
opposed to holding a new 
Cfeneva-type. ecnference, which 
would involve 14 oountries and 
probably reopen aU the basic 
problems ooncem ed with Loos 
and with South Viet Nam. The 
larger conference pn^wsol has 
been advocated by Communist 
China.

In testimony before a House 
Appropriatlona subcommittee 
released Thursday night Asst. 
Secretary of State William P 
Bundy said that if the Pothet

in Laos "get military ascenden­
cy " then "the only response we 
would have would be to put our 
own forces in there."

Bundy also spoke of the pos­
sibility of expanding the 'war in 
\fiet Nam to include action 
against Communist North Viet 
Nam. Re said that U.S. poHcy 
now is "to  try to win tha war 
on present lines."

" I  do not think there should 
be any doubt about it." Bundy 
asserted. "W e are going to 
drive the Communists out of 
South Viet Nam. We are tiding 
to do that without attacking the 
countries to the north with all 
the problems that involves. If It 
comes to that, we will have to 
face that choice. ”

Bundy's testimony was given 
early last month at a time when 
the latest Southeast Asian crisis 
was beginning to build up. It 
still represents the thinking at 
the h ip est levels of govern­
ment.

Crash K i l ls  
A id e , Pilot 
Hurts Bayhs

NORTHAMPTON, Mass. 
(A P )— A doctor said today 
Sen. Edward M. Kennedy. 
D-Mass., younger brother 
of the late President John 
F. Kennedy, suffered a 
broken back in a crash of a 
private plane Friday night 
which took two lives.

Dr. Thomas F. Cooriden, who 
supervised the immediate treat­
ment of Kennedy at Cooley- 
Dicklnson Hospital, said he taw 
"several fractured vertebrae" 
in Xrays taken of the 82-year- 
old senator’s back.

Corriden said of Kennedy: 
"He's very seriously injured."

Less seriously injured in the 
crash was Sen. Birch Bayh, D- 
Ind., and his wife. Both were 
reported in good condition to­
day.,

Although he suffered a broken 
back, a hospital statement said, 
the senator has the use of his 
arms and legs.

Earlier today, Kennedy’s ad­
ministrative aide, Edward Moss 
41,.Andover, died of injuries suf­
fered in the crash. He died at 
6:16 a.m., the hospital said. The 
pilot, Edwin T. Zimny, 48, Law­
rence, died in the crash.

Di. Corriden said Sen. Bayh 
suffered a hip contusion and 
scratches on his arm. He said 
Mrs. Bayh complained of sora- 
ne.ss but was not X-rayed.

He said neither suffered a ser­
ious injury.

The private, t'wln engine plane 
crashed In u  apple orchard in 
the western Massachusetts town 
of Southampton as it neared 
West Springfield.

Kennedy was to have been 
endorsed by acclamation at the 
Massachusetts State Demo­
cratic Convention for the U.S. 
Senate seat once held by his 
brother.

The accident occurred less 
than seven months after Presi­
dent Kennedy was killed by an 
assassin’s bullets in Dallas, 
Tex.

The word of the crash shocked 
the cheerful convention which 
adjourned, talking of postponing 
the rest of the sessions for at 
least one week.

The senators had left Wash­
ington after voting "yes”  for 
the civil rights bill enacted by 
the Senate. Bayh had been 
scheduled to deliver the con­
vention's keynote address. It 
was read over a telephone hook­
up but Bayh came anyway to 
visit with the Kennedys at their 
summer home in Hyannls Port 
on Cape Ood.

Rose Kennedy, the senator’s 
mother, was at the Kennedy 
compound in Hyannis Port with 
her ailing husband, former Am­
bassador Joseph P. Kennedy, 
when the accident, occurred.

Atty. Gen. Robert F. Kennedy 
and a sister, Mrs. Stephen 
Smith, left the compound for the 
hospital as soon as they re­
ceived word of the mishap. 
After visiting with their brother 
they went to bed at the hos­
pital.

Sen. Kennedy's wife Joan had 
hurried to the hospital immed­
iately after the accident was re­
ported—at 11:20 p.m. She was 
escorted by Gov. Endicott Pea­
body who ruahed her out of the 
convention hail during the roll 
call which brought him the con­
vention's endorsement for re- 
nomination.

Within minutes after the roll 
the shocked conventim re­
cessed. Cheers rang out whsn 
the chairman, John E. Powers 
of South Boston, announced that 
Kennedy had survived the 
crash.

Police reconstructing the 
crash said It had bran raining 
earlier in the evening and 
ground fog had settled as the 
plane neared West Springfield.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
ci'vil rights bill passed by the 
Senate preserves all the frame­
work of the House measure but 
contains more than 100 changes 
in details.

The Senate version is expect­
ed to be-■the one sent to Presi­
dent Johnson for his si^hature 
since House leaders have indi­
cated the Senate revisions are 
acceptable to them.

These are the major provi­
sions of the Senate bill:

Voting Rights—Title I 
The 1957 and I960 civil rights 

laws on voting rights are broad­
ened in these ways:

The states would have to ap­
ply uniform standards to ail ap­
plicants, immaterial errors 
would not count, a Sth-grade 
education would create a pre­
sumption of literacy, literacy 
tests must be in writing and 
copies of the test and an indi­
vidual's answers must be fur­
nished on request.

If the attorney general finds 
a pattern of discrimination in 
votiiig exists, he or a defendant 
may obtain a court hearing.

Voting cases must be ^ven 
highest priority.

Public Accomodations, Title 2 
Establishments offering food, 

lodging, gasoline and entertain­
ment must serve all persons 
without discrimination.

Also covered are barber shops 
within a hotel, and establish­
ments whic'h have one of the 
four types within them, such as

a department store with
taurant in it.

Any establishment must be 
open to all persons.

Proprietor-operated lodging 
houses with five rooms or less 
for rent and private clubs are 
exempt.

Individuals could bring in­
junction suits to enforce their 
rights under this title. The court 
could name an attorney for the 
complainant and autlwrize the 
suit without payment of costs. 
The attorney general could in­
tervene in behalf of the com­
plainant.

If the attorney general finds 
that a patteiTi of resistance to 
the title exists, he may file an 
injunction suit.

States which have public ac-

res-oocommodations laws would be 
given 80 days to act on a com 
plaint before a federal suit 
could be brought.

In states which have no such 
laws, the court may refer the 
case to the Community Rela­
tions Service established by the 
bill for a maximum of 120 days 
for an effort at voluntary com­
pliance.

Public Facilities, Title 3 
When the attorney general re­

ceives a complaint in writing 
and believes it meritorious, he 
may bring an injunction suit to 
desegregate parks, play­
grounds, swimming pools, li­
braries and similar public fa­
cilities.

Sukarno Exit

TOKYO (AP)—President Su­

karno of Indonesia atalked out 
of the Malaysia summit confer­
ence today, but returned just as 
abruptly two hours later as the 
parley teetered on the brink of 
collapse.

After Sukarno left the meet­
ing with Malaysian Prime Min­
ister Tunku Abdul Rsdiman and 
Philippine President Diosdado 
Macapagal, a Malaysian official 
announced:

“ It's all finished. Sukarno is 
not coming back.”

But only a few minutes after 
the Malaysian spokesman’s 
statement, Sukarno, smiling and 

for 20' affable returned to the confer­
ence. " I ’m coming, I ’m com­
ing,”  he told newsmen who had 
followed him through Tokyo in 
the confusion.

Sukarno’s official reason for 
leaving the conference was a 
broadcast date in a Tokyo tele­
vision studio.

An Asian diplomat said the 
meeting-—  the second summit 
session today — broke up in 
anger over Rahman’s demand 
for the withdrawal of all Indo- 
nealon guerrillas from Malay­
sian Borneo wfthin a month.

Rahman laid down thla condi­
tion for agreeing to submit the 
dispute to a four-nation Asian 
mediation commlaslon.

Gov. Scranton Hits 
Barry Rights Vote

BOSTON (A P)—Gov. William 

W. Scranton of Pennsylvania 
plan.s to use Sen. Barry Gold- 
water’s vote against the civil 

^rights bill as his main weapon 
in 'their battle for the Republi­
can presidential .nomination.

"I have used it as an issue 
and I will continue to do so," 
the governor told a news con­
ference Friday night shortly aft­
er receiving the most tumultu­
ous reception of his 9-day-oId 
campaign. He came here to ad­
dress the Massachusetts Repub­
lican convention today.

He sald.Goldwater’s vote Frl- 
day,_ as the bill cleared the Sen­
ate, ' "is  the most unfortunate 
thing for our party. It sets the 
party back to the time before 
Abraham Lincoln.”

"Someone else ought to be 
nominated, and I know just the 
person who is interested," 
Scranton said.

Scranton hit at Goldwater’s 
vote several hours earlier in 
Louisville, Ky., where he also 
attacked what he called the sen­
ator’s slanderous statements 
against the poverty-stricken.

Nearly a thousand persons 
were at Logan International 
Airport when he chartered DOS 
touched down at 10:80 p.m. aft­
er a three-hour flight from Louis­
ville. Another large throng 
cheered him at a downtown ho­
tel, where he and wife obliged 
with their rousing version of the 
Peimsylvanla polka.

He came here to win, or at 
least neutralize, delegates from 
Massachusetts, Rhode Island

■t!>Kentucky nominating delegates
proved inconclusive.

Scranton met with them and 
members of the state’s GOP 
committee for 28 minutes dur­
ing the 2 hour visit in Louis­
ville. At least 17 lean to Gold- 
water and before the Scranton 
party left for Boston there was 
no indication of any change.

At a news conference in 
Louisville, Scranton said he 
didn’t know if he picked up any 
votes.
