ROME , (A P ) — Sen. Barry 
Goldwater has written an Ital­
ian magazine that much of the 
European press seems to mis­
understand his foreign policy 
views. He said his was sub­
stantially the . Dwight D. Elsen­
hower - John Foster Dulles 
policy.

The Arizona senator, now 
seeking the Republican nomina­
tion for th^ U.S. presidency, 
wrote to Lo Specchlo. a conserv­
ative weekly. It published the 
letter in its current issue.

"Because so many of the Eu­
ropean press seem to misunder­
stand completely my foreign 
policy position,”  Goldwater 
wrote, “ I  am enclosing With 
this letter a copy of an article 
I  did for Life magazine which I  
believe European editors will 
find acceptable in that it is sub­
stantially the Eisenhower-Dulles 
policy.

“ I  want to lay particular 
stress on the importance I  at­
tach to the North Atlantic Treaty 
Organisation and the necessity 
for the United States to provide 
that organization with modem 
weapons and with a continuing 
eonfldence in their purposes.”

In his article in Life, Gold- 
water said America's allies 
were right to suspect U.S. bi­
lateral talks with the Soviet 
Union. He cited the limited nu­
clear test ban treaty and said 
it was obtained at the expense 
of France.

He also said all NATO forces 
of all nationalities should have 
nuclear weapons.

But almost Instantly it has had to be­
come the reaponsibUity and function of 
the whole federal government at Wash­
ington to move into this situation, to 
fbid the facts, to protect the lives if pos­
sible, to shut off the violence if possible,, 
ibb try to establish some guarantee that 
all the other crusading that is supposed 
to be on the WRy in Mississippi this sum- 
mbr can be conducted safely.

But that is, of course, just i t  This 
kind of crusading cannot be conducted 
•afely. I t  has probably been selected not 
only because it seems needed, but also 
because it does promise to Involve dan­
ger and sacrlflce. There Is, undoubtedly, 
a  crusading theory that the long hot 
cummer la going to need its quota of 
flood, diaappearing into that Southern 
dust

Maybe so.
And certainly we cannot withhold ad­

miration and sympathy for the young 
people who are, this summer, choosing 
this way of trying to serve their convlc- 
tiona and their dviUsatioh.

T et there is, always, one nagging con­
sideration. It  is that the element of in­
vasion, the dement of outside interfer- 
Mce, probably doubles the passion and 
me recklessness of the native resistance.

Many of these crusaders who go South 
to do thdr good works undoubtedly live 
^ear or pass by conditions which could. 
If faced honestly, prove even more chE- 
lenging to thdr courage and even more 
difficult for their reforming zeal and 
fkill.
. Going South to Misalssippl is the easy 
Way to ask for trouble, and the sure way 
to  get it, and It is certain to be the kind 
ef trouble no amount of force or patrol- 
Ing can poaaibly prevent Perhaps that 
Is what we need and what we have to 
llave. But perhaps there could Eso be, 
JB this long hot summer of ours, a more 
#onadentioua effort to do the right thing 
A little less conspicuously, a little less 
far from home. We don’t know, but we 
are troubled.

Why Lodge Returns

The "personal'^ reasons Henry Cabot 
Lodge may have for resigning his post 
In South Vietnam are almost certain to 
turn out to be all political.

And soma of the political reasons are 
Bot likely to be clear cause for rejoicing.

Ha 
baa obviously determined to taka 
whatever public sentiment moved to­
ward him during the recent RepubHcan 
prealdentlal primaries and try to cash it 
in for aome touch of influence on the de­
liberations of the Republican National 
Convention at San Francisco.

Ambassador Lodge waa, in 1052, the 
organizatiemE leader of the forces which 
brought Dwight D. Elsenhower and the 
party's nomination together. Ambassa­
dor Lodge was, in 1960, his party’s 
choice for the nomination for vice presl- 
dWit In both Instancea, he was a cham­
pion for a modem, moderate kind of Re­
publican party.

Now the old, recurrent party struggle 
is on.once again. Ambassador Lodge 
finds It personally impossible for him 
to stay out of it. He now feels it per­
sonally necessary for him to get into the 
struggle and use what chance he haa of 
helping to determine the outcome. And, 
in this instance, then, the “personal’’ 
and the political aspects of his resigna­
tion would at least be consistent^ with 
his past fine record of service to hia 
party and hir nation.

A head-on coUiEon on the Connecticut 
Turnpike last week added six to the 
growing number of deaths caused by 
automobiles crossing the median. Why 
drivers jump the dividing strip into the 
apposite lanes is unknown. Not enough 
of them survive to explain. It  ia posEble 
to survive a sideswipe, a ramming of 
a stationary object or a biunp from the 
rear. A head-on crash doubles the speed 
at the moment of Impact Death is 
almost certain.

’This type of accident can be almost 
elim inate on the Turnpike. ’The erection 
of median barriers would be costly but 
they would save Uvea It ia hardly In 
the public interest to channel the high­
way funds into tiew projects when 
money spent on already ouUt tuinpikea 
would greatly reduce a condition that 
has turned out to be a death trap.

Any adEt 
knows tnat prestige is the most 
meaningless game of them all. 
What a man really wants is to 
be in a city room when some­
thing important is happening 
and to have something to do 
with it, and do it qEckly, in 
mEutes, and then, an hour or 
so later, go on the street or in 
the subway and see people look­
ing at the work. It doesn’t mat­
ter if the name Is over it or 
not. What counts is that he 
knows the work is his, and that 
he and others can see it al­
most immediately. ’That’s the 
great nils with newspaper. Im­
mediacy.

Intsead of winning by at least 
100,000, Democrat Edward T. 
Breathitt Eched into the Gov­
ernor’s office by a scant 18,000. 
For example, in the rock-ribbed 
Democratic meclnct of West 
Main, in Fayette County, 
Breathitt lost by 10 votaa, the 
first time in anyone’s memory 
that West Main had gone Re­
publican. But less than two 
months later, the Republicans 
gambled on a poor hunch and 
ran a Negro E  Fayette County 
to fill a vacancy in the state- 
legislature. This time, with the 
backlash working against them, 
the Republicans lost WeE Main 
by a vote of 140 to S.

Republican leaders here can 
cite statistics like these off the 
top of their heads to show the 
potency E  the white backlash. 
And the more they ponder 
Goldwater’s civil rights vote, 
the more they like the prospect 
of GEdwater at the top of the 
ticket.

When Gov. Scranton arrived 
at the Erport here, his first 
words to a couple of hundred 
Scranton fans who went out to 
meet him were on Evil rights. 
He “particularly” wanted t o 
congratulate the people of 
Louisville, he said, on having 
eliminated discrimination E  
their city. But even in Louis- 
'ville itself, with its relatively 
large minority of Negroes, there 
is little sign of Republican con-- 
cern over a Goldwater Presl- 
dentlE nomination. Louisville 
will send four delegates to the 
National Convention. Two of 
them are strong for Goldwater, 
one leans to Goldwater, and one

—George Berry, an organiza­
tion Republican — will probably 
go the way the Jefferson County 
(Louisville) organization wants 
him to: to Scranton.

Sen. John Sherman Cooper, 
Kentucky’s best Republican 
vote-getter in hEf a centui^, ia 
chairman of the delegation and 
its only member who aeema 
reEly aroused by the Implica­
tions of a Goldwater nomination. 
But liberal-leaning Cooper has 
bean 'El but repudiated by aev- 
erE  GEdwater delegates. In­
cluding two whom (iroEcally 
enough) he helped g E  their start 
in politics.

Now that Scranton haa come 
and gone, and GEdwator has 
voted against the civU rl|^s 
bill, there is scarcely any pros­
pect of a  change In the dele­
gate picture here. And Scran­
ton's toaUlity to maka a break­

Don’t  aw  Denloon KltchE, the 
gray-haired Phoenix attorney 
who le headmaster E  Sen. Bar­
ry Ooldwatar'a staff E  cam­
paign strategists, most of them 
fellow Arlaonans.

“How do you name the pros?” 
Kltchel asks. ‘T m  not at E l 
sure I know what a poltttcE pro 
ta."

Branded amateurs when they 
came to Washington to run the 
Goldwater show, Kltchel and his 
corps have nilded e drive that 
has corraled an estimated 679 
delegate votes for GEdwater 
and the OOP presidential nomi­
nation on the first ballot if he 
can hold them at the national 
convention, starting July It.

“We got the breaks, maybe," 
says Kltchel. And the biggest 
one, he says, was the formation 
a year ago oil an organisation to 
drEt GEdwater for the nomina­
tion.

“That’s whet gave (his cam­
paign its impetus,” he says. 
“I'd say It gave us a four-or 
five-month leg up on the cam- 
pialgn when the senator de­
clared."

GEdwater formEly entered 
the race on Jan. 3.

Kltchel praises F . Clifton 
White—now -the Goldwater or­
ganization’s political veteran— 
and Peter O’Donnell, the Texas 
OOP chairman, for the work of 
the draft outfit.

He saya they picked sUte 
directors who bad the approvE 
of official OOP organizations— 
and this paid off when Republl 
cans started choosing their con 
ventlon delegates.

Goldwater, Kltchel says 
made clear to the drEt organl 
zatlon that if he entered the 
race, he would name his own 
cam pal^ men. He Ed, and 
Kltchel concedes there was frlc 
tion at the outset when the Ari' 
zona crew moved in to take 
over.

"We incorporated the parts 
and people of the draft organi­
zation that were most effective” 
he says.

Kltchel was well-versed tn the 
draft — he’d spent nearly five 
months, nvorking out of a hotel 
headquarters, coordinating that 
organization’s efforts with other 
moves for GEdwater.

"The reason we are Where we 
are todaiy is Barry Goldwater 
himself and the groundwork 
thel ê pebple did,” says Kltchel.

Kltchel Is a trimsplanted New 
Yorker who haa been a close 
friend of Goldwater for 26 years. 
He took the campaign Job—with 
the title of general director^ 
without salary.

At 66, he is a seEor psutoer 
in one of Arizona's biggest law 
firms. His first book — "Too 
Grave a Risk”—was published 
laE  spring. It deEs with the 
(jonnaUy amendment, limiting 
World Court jurisdiction over 
U.S. affairs.

He doesn't stand on poUticE 
ceremony. " If  he kisses a baby, 
I  qtot,” Kltchel qEpped as 
GEdwater shook hands on a 
New Hampshire street during 
the primary campaign there.

Common 
causes Include fatigue, emotion­
al upsets, eyestrain chronic 
sinusitis. From this distance, I  
can be sure of only one thing; 
these are not migraine head­
aches. Although mliTalne usual­
ly  starts in childhood. It affects 
only one side of the head.

q —Wbat waald..be tiie side 
etfeoto af eorttsone when giv­
en to a 2 -year • old child 
over an extended length of 
time?
A—Much would depend on the 

cause for which this drug is giV' 
en. In general, prolonged use 
might cause moonface, abnor­
mal fat deposits, waterlogging, 
pimples, growth of hair on the 
face, d i^ e s s  of the skin, thin­
ning of the hair on the scalp, 
poor resistance to infection and 
delayed wound healing. I ’m sure 
your doctor would not give this 
drug to a 2-year-old for long 
periods without good reason.

He’s an astronomer.
The blazing dawn of the space 

age has thrown a sudden light 
of public recognition on this sav­
ant of the night.

Once he wore black robM and 
peaked c^>, and ordinary folk 
thought he oould tell the future 
Bom  the stars.

When It became a national 
goal to rocket humans Into the 
hostile environment of the moon 
rad p ^ e ts ,  mily the astron- 
m er oould plot the trajectories 
aad guess what the explorers 
would encounter wi their arrival.

Before the space age opened 
with the launching o f man-made 
aatellltea in 1967, the biggest sin­
gle sum of money astronomers 
had ever been given to spend 
was $6 million In private funds 
—the cost of the 200-lnch tele­
scope on Palomar Mountain In 
Southern Califomia.

Since 1967, some $60 million In 
government money has been 
granted by the National Science 
Foundation to Kltt Peak Nation­
al Observatory at Tucson, Arts., 
and the National Radio Astrono 
my Observatory at Green Bank, 
W.Va.

Even greater expendlturw 
are planned for a new astro­
nomical center being devel­
oped by five European nations 
and this country on the peaks 
o f northern Caiile..

A  few years ago discovery 
that the atmosphere of Mars 
was even thinner than suppoeed 
would have rated attention only 
to sclentlflc Journals. Today It 
wins headlines In newspapers all 
over the world — because It 
means more millions than 
planned must be spent learning 
now to eoft-land Instruments 
rad man safely on that most 
earth-like of planets.

When the huge telescope on 
Palomar . Mountain 160 miles 
aouth o f Los Angeles was opened 
to public view In 1948, nonpro- 
fassional vlsltora were rare. 
Last vear more than 16,000 had 
a  glimpse through the giant 

eye of light from objects 
nmllUons of miles away.

In 1067, the nation’s unlversl- 
tlas counted 168 graduates in as­
tronomy. by last year the numr 
ber bad risen to 634 and hun- 
drads mora Wera rejected for 
lack o f fadUtlea.

Tha star-gaser’s formal train­
ing lasts as long as a phy- 
alcian’s. Twenty years or more 
o f study pass before he wins hla 
doctorate.

The astronomer today must be 
a  master of mathematics and 
piursles.

Bs must also know geology 
and ehemlstry, so ha era  imder- 
■tand the make-up o f other plan- 
ato; Uology and botany; elec­
tronics rad engbiMiing; the 
new science of nuclear energy, 
because the sun rad other 
stars are hydrogen bombs in 
endless explMion; four to six 
foreign languages; and public 
affairs, beoatow today he 
Htonda a  great deal o f pubUe 
aonsar and oonaaqtMuQy Is  to- 
BBlrsa hi poMtloa.

In Ole Miss

JACKSON, Kiss. (A P )-W h lle  
white citixens wait nervously for 
an Increase in civil rights activ­
ity this summer, Missssppi o(- 
fciala have armed themselves 
with new laws and techniques 
aimed at averting violence.

Up until a  few months ago, 
demonstrators usually were ar­
rested the minute they appeared 
on the streets. In Jackson alone 
last summer more than 1,000 ar­
rests were made.

But a  new ^p roach  appeared 
this winter, inaugurated in Hat' 
tieeburg —  let the demonstra­
tors have policed freedom of 
movement.

Ih e  lack of attention, police 
theorized, would wear thin the 
ranks of the participants.

Sukarno Reports 
More Aid Coming

JAKARTA, Indonesia (A P )— 
President -Sukarno said today 
Indonesia wiU get outside help 
for its campaign to crush M a­
laysia. He threatened the use of 
"combined forces" againat 'the 
British-defended federation.

Indonesia's campaign against 
Malaysia is being o^xwed bY 
combined forces, Sukarno said 
with Soviet First Deputy Pre­
mier Anastas Mlkoyan beside 
him, and "obviously we will 
face them also with combined 
forces.”

Sukarno, speaking at the ded­
ication of a monument given In­
donesia by the Soviet Union, 
said the Indonesian revolution is 
"now entering a  new stage in 
crushing Malaysia."

"In  this respect we are 
also combining anti-imperialist 
forces. We are not standing 
alone,’ 'he declared.

Mlkoyan said that the Soviet 
Union always is on the side of 
the Indonesian nation in its 
struggle against colonialism.

It was Sukarno’s first public 
statement since the summit 
talks on the Malaysian diapute 
collapsed In Tokyo last week­
end.

Malaysia’s Borneo territories 
a n  being defended against In­
donesian guerrillas by 2,000 
British troops and 6,000 Nepa­
lese Gurkhas hired by the 
British, along with 6,000 Malay­
sian troops. Australia and New  
Zealand, both Commonwealth 
partners' of Malaysia and Bri­
tain, have assured the federa­
tion of military support if need­
ed.

Vast quantities of military 
equipment have been supplied 
Indonesia by the Soviet Union. 
More shipments of Soviet mili­
tary hardware are expected 
later this year.

Mikoyan, heading a parlia­
mentary delegation visiting In­
donesia, talked most of Tues­
day with Sukarno. An announce­
ment said only- that they had 
reached "fbH agreement" on 
the Malaysia issue.

Antara, the official Indonesian 
news agency, said Mlkoyan had 
promised Indonesia more aid 
"for the elimination of all forms 
of domination and oppression. 
Antara gave no details as to the 
amount of aid or the form It 
might take.

At the present time there are 
about 160 children enrolled in 
the cooperative kindergarten In 
town which Is 35 per cent of the 
eligible children. The committee 
estimated that an tocreqse of 
about |6 per year to taxes to the 
average homeowiifr would be 
required to support a public 
kindergarten housed in public 
school buildings.

The two primary reasons for 
supporting public kindergartens 
given were: that they prepare 
children for reading and teach­
es them fundamentals of get­
ting along with others.

The work ,pf the first grade 
teacher is also greatly reduced 
by the .attendance of the child­
ren to kindergarten because she 
can concentrate on the acade­
mic lessons rather than on how 
to tie shoes and how to hang 
clothes, the committee indicat­
ed.

At present the first grade is 
actually conducting a condensed 
kindergarten diirii^ the first 
four or five weeks of school.

The only fact that the com­
mittee viewed as a disadvantage 
of a public kindergarten is the 
added cost to the taxpayer. The 
new cost to the town would be 
approximately |25,000 or one- 
half mill at the present time.

From the time the new Eli 
Terry is opened until about 1971 
there will be room available for 
public kindergartens, according 
to the committee. This is pro- 
irlding the remainder of the pro­
poeed changes are incorporated.

If the "middle school” recom­
mendations are not followed, 
then another elementary school 
will be required to the fall of 
1967 to accomodate kindergar­
ten through Grade 8 and a new 
high school wUJ be required to 
the fall o f 1969 to accoirunodate 
the upper four grades. '

Two other alternatives offer­
ed to order to have public kin­
dergartens in town were for the 
board of education lease 
space from local churches or 
run a summer program of six 
weeks.

Full state aid for general ex­
penses and transportation 
would be paid if the town de­
cided to have kindergartens un­
der the leased space plan.

The summihr program is a 
substitute for full year public 
ktodergartens and would cost 
16,000 for personnel and |1,500 
for transportation of 300 child­
ren. There would be no state aid 
for this program.

The principals and superin­
tendents are paid on an annual 
haaia and could therefore ad­
minister-the program at no ad­
ditional cost, the report said. 
The present school maintenance 
would have to be fitted around 
this program schedule.

The board of education placed 
the report on its July 14 agen­
da for discussion.

Selkirk was farm director 
and trouble shooter for Me 
A ’s when Finley, a Chica­
go insurance man, bought 
Me franchise in IM l.

Joe Gordon and Hank 
Bauer, who preceded Lopat, 
told of having to do it Fin­
ley’s way or not at all, and 
Me ohib being managed by 
long distance telephone 
ealU at all hours of the day 
or night.

Surely Me bonecleatious 
Lopat must have some tall 
tales, too, but when we 
dropped In on him at his 
home in suburban Hillsdale 
he was reluctant at first to 
talk about Kansas City.

"Finley criticized me for 
not bringing the young 
pitchers alcmg rapidly 
enough,” said Lopat, plain­
ly hurt. "Now if Mere is 
anything Tm noted for, it 
to Me development and 
handling of pitchers.

"Finley to trying to run a 
big lekgue club all by him­
self and look after his in­
surance business at the 
same time.” Eddie wanned 
up to Me task of defending 
himself.

"BTnley, who gets more 
publicity Man all of his 
players wrapped together 
and Ukea it that way, kept 
telling me he was having 
trouble meeting Me pay­
roll.
