Turks Shun

Grivas Plea

NICOSIA, Cyprus (AP) —
Leadera of the Turkish Cypriot
minority Wednesday night " re.
Jected LA, Gen, George Grivas'
offer of friendship and protec-
tion, declaring they would rath-
er die than yield to Greek dom-
fnation,

Turkish Cypriots reacted
angrily to the offer broadeast
by the hero of the Greek Cyp-
rot underground war that won
Independence for Cyprus In his
first pronouncement since he re-
furned to the Island a week ago.

They wsaid the proposal for
peaceful coexistence with the
Greek Cypriots, who outnumber
them 4-1, ‘“‘is something like the
friendahip between the alave
and the master.”

““This we reject with all our
might,"" a Turkish Cypriol dec-
laration sald. "“We are deter-
mined to die for our right of
self-delermination and freedom
rather than yleld to Greek dom-
Ination."

Grivas told Turkey and the
Turkish Cypriots that he had
enly peaceful intentions.

“We extend a friendly hand
toward them and assure them
nobody is threatening their lives
which we will protect as if they
were ours,” he sald,

Grivas accompanied his
frienduhip offer with a e¢all to
Greek Cypriots to jain In ‘‘the
drive for a uniled, disciplined
fighting Cyprus.”

The former guerrilla chief
said he had returned to Cyprus
a8 & peacemaker but would not
accept any compromise solution
¢ the nation's troubles. He
called for a referendum lo de-
eide the inland's future.

"I am confldent ‘that we aill

sccomplish a very greal task'

and our age - long aspirations
will materialize,” Grivas de-
elnred.

By "‘age-long aspirations’ he
grenumnbly meant unilon with

reece. This was his goal in his
underground war against the
Britigh, and he went into self-
imposed exile in Greece when it
was denied him by the 1960 in-
dependence agreements.

That low point—of falling to
get aven the 20 per cent vole
nesded to force a roll call in the
convention on one of the key
plays with which said party fac-
tion had aligned |iseif —was the
beat, and almost the last show-
ing of the day for the forcea
once led by Edwin H. May.

It was amazing. It was true
that, in the batties over election
and alignment of the new Re-
publican State Central Commit-
tee, three weeka before, Repub-
lican State Chairman Searle
Pinney had scored his victory
over Howard Hotaman, the May
stand-in candidate. But there
was no sign that the May organ-
ization, as such, was about to
enact the last moment of the
wonderful one horse shay.

To.the contrary, the May or-
ganization had just put on new
and shining armor. It was quite
aware of the potentially sordld
fact that Chalrman Pinney, In
solidifying his prospective vic-
tory in the State Central Com-
mittee, had bartered away four
of Connecticut's 16 delegates to
the San Francisco convention.
Such dealing with Goldwater
waa possibly even more repre-
hensible, in supposedly moder-
ate or liberal Connecticut Re-
publicaniam, than Mr. Pinney's
dealings with various Noble Ro-
mans.

8o the May leaders attached
themselves to the proposal,
which should have been favored
by liberal or moderate Republi-
cans, that the Connecticut dele-
gates be elected individually in-
stead of by alate. They made
eloquent arguments about this
to the proper convention com-
mittee before the ocanvention

+ opened, and they had all the

eloquence and principle, toe,
when they came before the con-
vention itself. Inevitably, thi
pointed out that the party whi
made a point of campaigning
againat the compulsory  party
lever in regular state elections
had no moral right to confine it
own convention delegates to &
proceas of voting by alate.

And it seemed to be with con-
siderable pleasure that they em-
phasized, to the convention, the
jdea that it would be something
grotesque for liberal Connecti-
cut to go to Ban Francisco la-
beling itaelf 25 per eent for
Goldwater."

Here were, then, fine isgues
and principles upon which the
convention might conceivably
base the firat of a potential se-
ries of revolta againat the Pin-
ney leadership.

Then came the surprisingly
small voice vote for a roll call
on the test, and then the call for
a rising vote, and s fallure to
show even the vital 20 per cent.
At first, it could be assumed
that the delegates merely did
not wish to face the tima-con-
suming business of a roll eall
vole.

But later on, when another "

high level move reached the
floor and the proposal was to
attach to the platform a few
additional planks a Goldwater
couldn’t atand on, there wan
hardly even a scattering of voice
votes in favor, and this at the
moment when, concelvably, the
great potential revolt against
the Pinney luderlhlp might
have been mounting and eon-
vulsing the convention.

It the May faction eouldn't
win when it sasociated itgelf
with tests of high principle {t
had pitifully small chance of
accomplishing something more
elemental like getting its leader
election as & delegate to San
Francisco. It was paying the
penalty, all down the line, for
the wrong battle for the wron
thing at the wrong time,’ uﬁ
when the smoke cleared there
was only one organization visi-
ble In the convention.
