Robert Shelton Jr.,t of Tus­
caloosa, Ala., who arrived at 
thla tenu scene Thiu-sday idght, 
said his purpose in visiting Phil­
adelphia w u  not to add to the 
violence or tension, but merely 
to make a quiet investigation of 
his own.

"Theu things follow a pat­
tern," Shelton, a thin, 86-year- 
old salesman, said. "This Is the 
same story that we had in 
Birmingham and in Albany, Ga.

"These people like to drama­
tize situations in order to milk 
the public of more money for 
their causes. They hope to ralu 
1260,000 for their eawipaign Jq 
Mississippi and I  underatand 
that these funds are slow com­
ing in.

"So they crute a hoax like 
this, put sleeping mothers and 
wivu on national televlalaa and 
try to touch the hearts of the 
nation. Their whole purpose la 
Just to get more moiMy."

Shelton aaid he plamed no 
KKK demoBatrations or acta 
during hia visit, but would con­
fer with members of the fci»w In 
this area.

"They will continue tha inves­
tigation," he said. "Wa are con­
vinced that these three young 
men who are missing, will turn 
up somewhere elu  and the 
whole plot will be esqxwed."

Three civil rights woriiere— 
Mickey Schwerner and Andy

(AP)—Three explosions within 
a taw minutes rocked parts of 
Saigon tonight. One at Saigon 
Airport occurred shortly after 
lit  Gen. William C. Westmore­
land, commander of U.8. forces 
in South Viet Nam, addressed 
some departing troops.

Another blast damaged Vi­
etnamese intelligence agency of­
fice next to the residence of Pre­
mier Nguyen Khanh.

K  the Federal Trade Commission gets 
what it says It . wants, it would become 
an “unfair or deceptive act or practice 
to fe il to disclose, clearly and prominent­
ly. Id all advertising and on every pack, 
box, carton or other container in which 
cigarettes are sold to the consuming 
public that cigarette smoking is danger­
ous to health and may cause death from 
cancer and other diseases.”

People who, in response to such warn­
ings, gave up smoking cigarettes might, 
in compensation, turn to candy which, to 
be fair about it, ought to be packaged ia 
some clear warning about the direct re­
lationship between weight and heart at- 
Ucks.

And tf people, warned away from 
candy, decide to take their sugar in the 
form of alcohol, the packaging there 
ought, in all fairness, to contain some 
warning about the delights of death In 
delirium.

The more we consider how wonderful 
and appropriate such warnings could be, 
the more we want to have the American 
people given complete warning about 
every danger o f death or disease they 
face.

Bathtubs should eome crated In red 
letter notations o f the previous year’s 
bathtub accident statistics.

Automobiles should have embossed In 
their enamel the exact flguree of how 
many human beings they carried to 
death the year before.

Every plane ticket sold should have 
printed on it deflnije warning that there 
la a definite connection between plane 
crashes and death.

And, to be complete and thorough 
about it, almost every phase of living and 
every brand and degree of human activi­
ty ought to be labeled for the dangerous 
Hilng it is.

That would be just nonsensical 
enough to put everything even again, so 
that people could begin living again.

It  occurs to us that, instead of spend­
ing so much government time and 
money, and trying to spend so much in­
dustry and consumer money, on the busi­
ness o f warning against the dangers of 
smoking, we might accomplish juat aa 
much good, w  even more, by trying to 
find out why cigarette smoking has be­
come especially dangerous in recent 
years, how much the uniabeled automo­
tive and' industrial smog in our atmos­
phere may have contributed to such dan­
ger, and how much the residue of com­
mercial, non-organic fertilizer in the 
American diet haa contributed to the 
health dangers noticed.

Sometimes we think, perhaps not quite 
relevantly, that the most lethal vice and 
pestilence loose among the American 
people these days is fear. Some would 
almost rather die, once, by some other 
vice, than to suffer fear's thousand 
deaths.

S ta te  A p p ortion m en t

Those s f us who prefer not to have 
the United States Supreme Court re­
design the state legislature have a 
practical problem to face. The injustice 
in state legislative apportionment has 
not been corrected by local means. There 
is no sign that it would have been un­
less the Supreme Court stepped in. 
And the abuses in state systems are 
very grave.

A report in this newspaper said that 
the largest city in Vermont. Burlington, 
with a population o f aome 35,500, haa 
the same representation in the state’s 
House of Representatives as the tiny 
town of Stratton with 38 Inhabitants. 
In Connecticut some 21 percent o f the 
people elects a majority in the state 
House of Representatives. And the 
largest city of Hartford with a popula­
tion of 161.200 haa the same number of 
representatives as the town -Of Union 
with only 383 inhabitants.

Since the rural vote has tended to be 
.Republican and cmtserivstlve across the 
United States, and the city vote Dem­
ocratic and liberal, it is easy to under­
stand the high political stakes In any 
move to correct these abuses.

It  is also easy to understand why 
reforms have not been initiated and 
carried out locally. Minorities which hold 
control or periodic control of the atate 
governmental' system by disproportion­
ate voting strength Vvould have to vote 
themselves out of this control and often 
out o f power.

When there was no redress in these 
modem, impatient times, the Bupreme 
Court reversed its earlier position that 
this was npt a proper subject for the 
federal cmirts. and two years ago opened 
the door to the decisions that came this 
past week. It  strained the Equal Pro­
tection clause o f the Fourteenth Amend­
ment beyond the limits that we con­
sider aaCe: But it brought considerable 
reform starting two years ago, and there 
will be much more after the extraordi­
nary legal confusion and political orer- 
tumlng that are now ahead.-

This points a practical moral which 
logically follows the objection to the 

. court’s decisions that we have already 
exnressed. It is this; I f  local government 
ia to serve the purpose for which It was 
intended under the Constitution, it will 
have to reform Itself adequately and con- 
Itinuously. Else higher authority arlll find 
means to step in.

Inside Report

WASHINGTON — Partly be­
cause of his own discreet efforts 
and p a ^ y  because of political 
events beyond his control. Sen. 
Eugene V. McCarthy of Min­
nesota la becoming a strong pos­
sibility to arlhd up as Lyndon B. 
Johnson's running-mate.

There la a trace of irony in 
Mils. McCarthy has been the 
‘ 'other”  Minnesota Senator, 
overshadowed by the furiously 
energetic and enormously effec­
tive Hubert Humphrey. Yet, pre­
cisely at this moment of Humph­
rey’s great triumph as master­
mind of the' Senate civil rights 
fight, McCarthy ia challenging 
him for what is almost sufely 
his last chance a t ' the White 
House.

Actually, reporting the Demo­
cratic Vice Presidential race Is 
as precise an art as determin­
ing the latest favorite In the 
court of Louis X lV . The Atlantic 
City convention will be a one- 
delegate convention. Only Presi­
dent Johnson’s vote will count.

The President’s intimates say 
he absolutely won’t make up hia 
mind .until after the Republican 
convention. But It can be report­
ed that both Humphrey and Mc­
Carthy will be on his final list.

Moreover, there is a fuzzy re­
lationship between the Presi­
dent’s decision and the senti­
ment among Democratic pollti- 
elansT The politicians' tend to­
ward the man they think may 
have Mr. Johnson’s nod. In turn, 
he might be influenced by their 
prevailing sentiment.

The emrent McCarthy boom- 
let - apparently confined large­
ly to Washington — is there­
fore a matter of si^lficance.

McCarthy can take some cred- 
H for it. Tall, suave and hand­
some at 46, he has been quietly 
promoting himself among fel­
low Democrats. The other day, 
for instance, he d ro j^ d  into the 
House of Representatives res­
taurant to join some Democra­
tic congressmen at lunch. “ We 
sort of got the idea he was cam­
paigning,”  reports one of them.
■ More important. McCarthy 

has poured cold water on the 
smoldering embers of a feud 
with the Kennedys. He has 
transmitted word to the Ken- 
nedy family reminding them 
that he vigorously campaigned 
for John F. Kennedy In 1960 
after opposing him for the nomi­
nation.

Some of McCarthy’s support­
ers are more zealous — over-

zealous, considering tha dlaora- 
tlon required to "run”  for Vice 
President. Some pass the mes­
sage that Humphrey is too "eon- 
troversial”  for the ticket. Others 
have taken the maladroit step 
of mailing McCarthy lltorature. 
to Democratic National Oonven- 
t lo ' delegates.

But what has really boosted 
McCarthy’s chances Is the 
course of the Republican party. 
,On March 17 when Son. Itorry 
Goldwater was in decline, are 
reported that McCarthv was "an 
outside compromise choice”  for 
Vice President. Now that Gold- 
water is the probable Republi­
can nominee, .McCarthy is mUeh 
more than an outside chpice.

Against Goldwater, President 
Johnson would be sure of the 
liberal vote even If Jan)Os O. 
Eastland were his running- 
mate. Accordingly, a surprising 
number of liberals In Congress 
are saying privately that liberal 
Hum i*rey adds nothing to the 
ticket against conservative 
Goldwater. (Adding that hie ab­
sence from the Senate could 
cripple the Johnson legislative 
program.)

Furthermore, these, same lib­
erals feel Mr. Johnson's point of 
vulnerability against Goldwater 
would be in Southern and bor­
der states. Who would least 
damage his prospects there? 
Many point to McCarthy, who 
has good Southern contacts in­
cluding a warm relationship 
prlth Vlrglhta'a Sen. Harry Flood 
Byrd.

But McCarthy is by no means 
a politician without enemies — 
almost all of them collected the 
last four years.

Uncrowned king of House lib­
eral Democrats until 1959, he 
showed great promise of leader­
ship during his first two years 
as a Senator. But as an out­
sider during the Kennedy Ad­
ministration, McCarthy’s role in 
the Senate became dormant.

Based on those three unhapi^ 
years, there is a hearty corps 
of Democrats in Washington to­
day who claim Gene McCarthy 
is not qualified to be President.

These anti-McCarthy men, 
however, are neither so numer­
ous nor so noisy as to constitute 
a virtual veto. Add to this the 
personal relationship between 
him and President Johnson, and 
McCarthy must now be regard­
ed as a candidate with perhaps 
as much of s chance as his sen­
ior colleague.

ONE OF TH E  MOST RE ­
CENT acquisitions in the mod­
em sculpture collection of the 
Wadsworth Atheneum is Maine 
Torso by Mike Nevelson, now on 
view in the Avery Memorial. 
Through expert carving of 
Maine pine and a finish of al­
most flawless smoothness, Nev­
elson has deftly transformed

N E W  YORK, June 26 — 
Somebody was circulating a bad 
story among workers at the 
Bel^an Village of the World’s 
Fair several weeks ago. The 
story was that the president of 
the Belgian Village, Robert 
Straile. was broke and did not 
have enough money to pay the 
workmen. This was a very bad 
story because- it was true.

Straile got in trouble because 
he had a lapse of memory. In 
hurrying to get the Belgian V il­
lage finiahed in time for the 
Fair opening, or thereabouts, ha 
forgot about thing.s like double 
time and triple time for holl- 
daya and Simday work. He re­
membered six week.s ago. when 
he was presented with a bill for 
61.3 million in overtinie charges 
by the contractor, Starret B ids. 
and Eken. Straile could
make the 6300,000 all right. A ll 
he needed to do was tn sell his 
car, a houae, a few shares of 
stock and get up whatever was 
left in the bank. But the mil­
lion dollars was beyond him.'

The workmen gra-bbed their 
hammers and got out of tha 
place. Since then, the Belgian^ 
Vjjlage has been standing un-' 
finished and has become a cur­
iosity point. It is very attrac­
tive if you like to look at scaf­
folding and the frames- of 
houses. The people who run the 
Fair have been tookii^ the oth­
er way every time they mo paat 
H.

But yesterday afternoon 
Straile walked into the World's 
Fair administration building- 
carrying 61.6 million worth of 
certified checks. ITie checks 
were in eight different colors, 
just like mutuel tickets, and 
they were the result o f six 
weeks of plugging to get money 
up to finish the village. Now 
Straile says that two-thirds of 
the Belgian Village will, be 
opened on July IS, and the rest 
a little later.

During the six weeks since 
the time the last nail was driv­
en, Straile worked the way any 
promoter does when he finds 
himself in bad trouble. He 
pushed the whisky out o f tha 
way, opened a couple o f extra 
packs o f cigarsttas, kept a eup 
« f  oofVoa tn front o f  him and 
used the telephone as If H were 
a gun. He aat in<his house on 
IxMig Island and kept calling 
people until he was able to get 
Id cash commitihenta. including 
one from a beer company and 
one from a meat-packing house.

Straile' credits a  phone call 
from Zsa Zsa Gabor wRh glv- 
tog him tha Incentlva to d ig up 
the money and get Mw e x h i^  
ito M M l El the MkUto o f p i

the trouble, she called one night 
and said, “ Dolling. I understand 
this World’s Fair is whacking 
you out.”

This Incensed Straile. He 
went to work. He went to work 
in a way that very few  people 
have ever been able to go to 
work. Judith Donahue, for ex­
ample. She gave S t r a i l e  
6500,000 for the Belgian Vil­
lage some time ago. But now 
Straile needed more. Judith 
Donahue is recently divorced 
from one Woolworth Donahue, 
who is very rich. So J u d i t h  
Dqnabue got up one morning 
and went to visit Woolworth 
Donahue’s mother. She brought 
a projector and a film and start­
ed to show her former mother- 
in-law pictures of the Belgian 
Village. She then asked her for­
mer mother-in-law for 6500,000 
to help bail the place out.

’ ’’This is what you call abeo- 
hite guts,” Straile says.

But Judith Donahue’s former 
mother-in-law started consult­
ing with her l a w y e r s ,  and 
Straile decided this was taking 
up too much time. So he turn­
ed elsewhere.

As o f two weeks ago, Straile 
still was in tkul trouble. The 
contractors 4nd the sub-con­
tractors at a meeting with :vll 
their lawyers in attendance, fi­
nally looked a t  St*.n"o.

Straile eaid, ”WeU, you guys 
got to swim with me. W e’ll all 
swim together, and I ’m a pretty 
good swimmer,” 'and said, " I t  
looks like we’re going to bank­
rupt you.”

"Did I  think about going un­
der? How can you think like 
that?” Straile was saying yes­
terday. "Two and a half mil­
lion dollars is sunk into the 
thing already.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Tha 
Labor Department ia trying out 
a new system for testing "the 
untestables” —the boys who ex- 
proas them.selvai ao poorly In 
the school atmoaphere of pencil 
and paper testa they appear to 
have no skills.

Carried out to a realistic fac­
tory-like setting, the tests are 
given to youths heretofore con­
sidered Ineligible for training 
p ro f^m s and are designed to 
discover what type of work they 
would do best.

” These~young people have re ­
peatedly failed in school situa­
tions, and they are afraid of 
tests which remind them of 
their faUuros,”  said Dr. Saul 
Leshntr.

"Instead of demanding that 
they deal .with ideas, we give 
them something to da at which 
they can succeed,”  he said in a 
report on the project.

Leahner is head of the Jewish 
Employment and Vocational 
Service of Philadelphia, which 
Is conducting the axpariment, 
called "testing the Untestables”  
under a government contract.

The tests start off at the sim­
ple nuts and bolts level and 
then progress through the more 
difficult industrial operations.

At the highest level, a youth 
must assemble a telephone with 
only a diagram and no verbal 
instructions to guide him.

Then he moves tn another 
testing, stage, performing actual 
production joba at token wages 
for an incentlva so ha can be 
observed for motivation, work 
pressures and other actual job 
situations.

The report said ths project 
revealed that many youths clas­
sified as rstarded because they 
can't pass traditional aptitude 
tests 'actually hava average in­
telligence or only slightly be­
low average.

The Labor Department hopes 
the experiment develop# a new 
type of test that will help lead 
to training and Joba for the 
large and growing number of 
youths that makes up a major 
portion of the hard-core unem­
ployed.

Though the changes in part 
reflect additions to the Junior 
bighJUtd elementary programs 
af activlUss, for ths most part 
the turnover Is at ths high 
school, where almost one-fourth 
of the teaching staff la involved 
hi advising sports aad ohibs.

At least one advisor, report­
edly quit his post in protest to 
the revised plan worked out by 
an administration-teacher com­
mittee after the board of edu­
cation last winter voted to 
scrap ths "ratio" pay plan then 
in existence.

Gilbert Hunt, for mors than 
a decade coach of ths rifle 
team, perennial oontendsrs for 
the state schoolboy rifle crown, 
refused to sign a sontraet for 
the Job next fall.

Principal A. Raymond Rog­
ers, who helped draw up ths new 
pay Khedule, said Himt re- 
aigned as rifle coach becmise of 
salary reasons. Under ths new 
schedule, he would have re- 
oeLved 1780, the same amount as 
fills year.

TUa spring, during its budg- 
st dsUberatlons, tbs board of

Prinlctpal Rogers tod^  said 
e f ths revised schedule, ’Tt rep­
resents the committee’s attempt 
to evaluate extra-curricular Jobs 
under a single salary figure . . . 
while the schedule ^ves no rec­
ognition for experience and is 
anrelated to teaching salaries, 
we were able either to give 
tsaohers a slight raise or keep 
them at the same salary.

" ’This was possible, even with 
file addition of Junior high and 
elementary positions, because of 
the ellmlnafion of some Jobe at 
the high school level.”

Two clubs have been dropped 
finm the school offering upon 
recommendation of the com­
mittee, Rogers said.

Plan July 9
’The Northeast Refuse Oom- 

mittoe (NRC) has set July 9 as 
the date for a Joint meeting of 
officials from four area towns to 
discuss a proposed regional re­
fuse dlapoeal authority.

LegiMators from Mahehester, 
South Windsor, RockvKle-Ver- 
non and Bolton will be invited 
to a meeting at the Manches­
ter Municipal Building to ac- i 
cept a report from the NRC, I 
which has been developing plans 
aince late last year for refuse 
incinerator to serve the four 
communities.

’The NRC will recommend 
that the four towns form a re­
fuse disposal district to buEd 
and operate an incinerator that 
could handle the refuse needs 
'for the communities for the next 
30 years.

’The proposed site for the in­
stallation is on town-owned land 
north and west of Oicott St. and 
Love Lane, part of which Is now 
being used for Manchester's 
sanitary landfill operation.

The proposed district could 
be set up under a state enabl­
ing statute which permits towns 
to Join together to perform any 
.function that any town may 
perform separately. A district 
authority could issue revenue 
bonds (which wou'.d not place 
any obligation on the participat­
ing towns) and could operate the 
proposed incinerator at a sub­
stantial saving over a commer­
cial installation.

The 7IRC met last night at the 
Manchester Municipal hearing 
room to draft a report to be sub­
mitted to the town legislators 
when they meet July 9. NRC 
chairman Francis DellaFera 
wiU meet with subcommittee 
chairman next TTiursday to 
draw the final report and pre­
pare a cover letter to the four 
participating towns. '

The NRC is hoping for a pol­
icy decision from  the towns 
within about a month after the 
July 9 meeting, endorsing ' the 
intent to form a refuse disposal 
district.

What this country would do, 
officials have indicated in pri­
vate, Is to apply its massive air 
power.

I f  China infiltrated the jungles 
of Laos and Viet Nam to a guer­
rilla offensive on a  big scale, It 
would be bard to halt such a 
surge on the ground.

But U.S. aircraft could be ex 
pected to hit hard at the sources 
of supply and reinforcement in 
Qilna, at highways and rail­
roads, -If necessary at Industrial 
centers and bases deeper in the 
country.

Even withholding Its great nu­
clear power, this country’s air 
force and its potent naval air 
arm could drive home devastat­
ing blows.

U.S. intelligence has pinpoint­
ed a series of military bases and 
a vast network of roads and 
railways radiating from South 
and North Viet Nam and 
Burma. .

Available marine and army 
strength in the Western Pacific 
is too thin to imdertake a ma' 
jor, sustained ground war.

’The main U.S. force of this 
kind in that general area is a 
Marine Division on Okinawa, In­
cluding a battalion landing team 
afloat with the U.S.-7th Fleet to 
Aslan waters, plus an Army air- 
borne brigade on OkinawiK 

There are two Army Divisions 
in South Korea, but these are 
pinned down by the ever-present 
threat from Red North Korea.

U.S. Warplanes—Most of the 
far faster, far more maneuver- 
6Me, and far more heavily 
armed than the Oitoese — can 
strike at China from base* on 
Okinawa, Formosa, the PhlUp- 
ptnes. South Viet Nam, ’Thai­
land—and Japan, although po­
litical consideration* ml|^t pre­
vent this.

The 7th Fleet haa three Mg 
carriers from which Marine and 
Navy fighters and bomber* 
could be launched against the' 
mainland.

This la what the Chinese have, 
based on Intelligence repoils;

An air force of about 3,4<X) 
planes, mostly elderiy fighters 
—MIGlSa and MlOlTs. As much 
aa half of thl8  ̂ force reportedly 
ha* hem-- immobilized by a 
shortfige .of fuel and a need to 
te^ 'p a r ts  from some* planes to 
ir6ep others flying. Some medi­
um and long range bombers and 
a few transports. The 76,(KX).*lr 
force men Include about 10,000 
pilots who aren ’t rated very 
highly.

A People’s Liberation Army of 
2,600,000 men — many of them
