LEOPOLDVILLE, the Congo
(AP)—Premier Cyrille Adoula
resigned today on this fourth
anniversary of independence.
Moise Tshombe, an old enemy
who tried to make his Katanga
Province independent, s widely
expected to succeed him.

Adoula came as the Ilast U.N,
soldiera, who broke Tshombe's
power in“Katanga in 1963, flew
out of the Congo. Behind them,
the U.N. forces left a nation
torn by a spreading leftist revolt
in the eastern Congo.

+ Now with leftist revolts
spreading through the eastern
Congo, in Kwilu, Kivu and North
Katanga provinces, old Congo

While Adoula sald earlier he
apparently was finished politi-
cally, some political circles saw
a possibiity Kasavubu might
ask him to form a new govern-
ment. They noted that in previ;
ous political crises, the warring
_politicans often fell back on Ad-
oula, *'the man nobody hates,':

They, the computers that is, have now
begun talking to one another, and al-
most immediately they have developed
that same mixture of facility and frus-
tration which has distinguished the age
long conversation of people and nations.

At ene stage, the ability of the com-
puters to talk with one another, and
exchange information and knowledge
hitherto possessed only by one or the
other, Jeads to the areation of a new
common body of Knowledge and wisdom
better and greater than either of its in-
dividual eontributors.
