But how If it proves neceasary even
for the widow herself to ease off from
her pasasionate intensity of grief, and
learn to live again—live again for the
children, for instance, even if not for
hernelf ? And how if time ahould seek to
work, even upon her, the cures it has
worked on griefs ever since human
beings had feelings?

Then, one imagines, there might
come about a melancholy seriea of cross
influences, in which the need to remem-
ber and the need to forget, her needs In
both respects, and the nation’s needs in
both respects, might keep wounding one
another in the battle of her own mind
and heart. You are determined the peo-
ple shall not forget, and you find the in-
tensity easing off within yourself, be-
eause it has to. You encounter some
sharp reminder, and the memories grow
sharp and painful again. And perhaps
you even fear that the day may come
when you yourself, the one person who
surely must mourn and remember for-
ever, will not have any more mourning
or feeling left, and may eVen be filjed
with some traltorous and new feeling. as

Why They Study In U. §,

The universities of the United Btatea
play an important role in providing
educational opportunities for Canadian
students.

George Wallace will get hie
name on every Presidential Bal-
Jot in the South that he legally
can, despite the expected nomi-
nation of Sen. Burry Goldwater
by the Republicans. '

And the presence on the tiéket
of Wallace's name, or of "'in
dependent” or “untghdnd"
slectors favorable to the srehs
segrogationist, is certain fo eut
deeply into the Goldwater tide
now flowing strongly through-
out the South, much to Presi-
dent Johnson's benefit.

That, at least, is the assump-
tion of some of the cannfést poli-
ticlans in a region known for
shrewd politicians, But it is not
& universal assumption. One of
Goldwater's top agents in the
South, for example, discounts
the Wallace pull. Here'is his
argument :

““The issue this fall won't be &
vote of confidence in Wallace
and his segregationist views as
it was in the Presidential pri-
maries this spring. The ilssue
will be the next President. Wal-
lace voters might ke to pull
the Wallace lever, but they'll
vote for Goldwater, the man
with a chance.”

Confidential but inconclusive
talks between Goldwaterites and
Wallaceites have begun, and
Goldwater men talk hopefully
about somehow resolving the di-
lemma of Southern segregation-
ist Democrats who want to vote
for Goldwater without repudi-
ating Wallace — perhaps by
Wallace's endorsing Goldwater.

“Not all the pieces are on the
table,”" confides = Goldwater
man who ia a party to these
talks. *“The Republican plat-
form, for instance, Thiz could
murder Goldwater in the South.
Or it could swell his popularity
even higher.”

As of today, here's a partial
state-by-state rundown:

North Carolina: Goldwater
men are desperately trying te
keep a Wallace slate of dele-
gates off the ballot, But Wallace
won't hear of it.

Georgia: Signatures now are
being solicited for a petition
permitting a Wallace siate of
electors, It's a simple matter.
Only 5 per cent of the registersd
voters have to sign.

Alabama: Wallace will mn
under the rooster, traditioms!
Democratic party symbol. It
will be Wallace va. Goldwatey,
head to head. A vote for Presi-
dent Johnson is impossible um-
der a new state law.

Louisiana: The Johnson slate
of electors will be listed under
the rooster. It the Wallace
siate surmounts =il legal ab-
stacles, it will probably appear
under the donkey,

Mississippi: Wallace men ave
trying to get Wallace's name
under the rooster. Whatever the
symbol, however, a Dixiecrat
slate will be on the ballot — and
a big favorite.

If Wallace does get on the
ballot in all the Southern states,
the result could be a diraster for
Goldwater, Goldwater's greatl
strength in a two-man race
againat President Johnson will
be sapped. That strength is real

A political sample taken by
a professional polister through-
out Alabama six we&ks ago, for
example, showed that Mr. John.
son would loze to every possible
Republican  nominee  except
Gov. Nelson Rockefeller of New
York. It showed Goldwater beal-
ing the President by a phenom-
enal 80 per cent to 11 per cent
(the balance undecided). To the
question, "“Which public official
has moat  disappointed. you?"
Mr. Johnson led all the rest.

Although confined to Alabama
(where Mr. Johnson will nnt
even be on the baliot) this poll
illustrates the anti-Johnson vote
in the Deep South. Thus, if Wal-
lace and Goldwater could reach
some secre! understanding, Mr,
Johnson might find the electoral
pickings in the South slim in-
deed — confined perhaps to
Georgin, Arkansas, ‘Texas, and
North Carolina.

This understanding eould go
one of two ways: A last-minute
pullback by Waliace, sending
Wallace votes into the Republi-
can column, or a last-minute
pullback by Goldwater, with an
agreement that Wallace electors
would then vote for Goldwater,

But as most Southern ‘politi-
cians see il, this Is not to be,
A deal would be too difficult
and dangerous to arrange sven
if both parties desired it. Aec-
cordingly, Wallace's campaign
seems likely to boome
against Mr. Conservative a
deliver a substantial electoral
bonus to President Johnson.

New Cabinet
In Formation

By Tshombe

LEOPOLDVILLE, The Congo
(AP)—Moise Tahombe says he
has lined up & new government
for the Congo made up of 12
men who have never held Cab-
inet posts. It was not known
whether President Joseph Kasa-
vubu would accept, Tshombes
lineup.

The former president of Ka-
tanga, who led hia province in
a2 breakaway attempt that
United Nations troops ended, an-
nounced Tuesday night he would
hold four key posts,

Tshombe was named premler-
designate by Kasavubu on Mon-
day, 10 days after returning
from a year of voluntary exile
in Spain. In addition to premier,
Tshombe said he would be for-
eign minister, information min-
jaster and minister of planning
and coordination.

Kx-Premier Cyrille Adoula
and his Cabinet, who resigned
on the Congo's fourth indepen-
dence day June 20, continue in
a carstaker status until a new
government takes over.

‘Tshombe said his government
of 12 *new and dynamic men"
will concentrate on pacifying
the big central African nation
torn by tribal rivalries and re-
volts, some aided by Commun-
ist China.

After feverish consultations
since his return, Tshombe, 44,
has claimed support from all
major political groups including
extremist exiles of the dissident
“'National Liberation Commit-
tee."

But this

group in Brazzaville, capital of\

the former French Congo Across
the Congo River, have indicat-
ed strong reservations or opposi-
tion to Tshombe.

The ebulllent Tshombe sald
his government would rely on
persuasion  and conciliation
rather than force of arms to rec-
oncile the Congo's warring po-
Itical factions.

The 'Tshombe government
would rule for a maximum of
nine months, until elections are
held after a new constitution
is approved in a referendum
now In progress.

Observers said that followers
of the Iate Patrice Lumumba
the Congo's extremist first pre-
mier, were likely to spell trou-
ble for Tshombe.

Lumumba's political heir, An-
toine Gizenga, has been im-
prisoned for 2% years on an
island in the Congo River estu-
ary. Tshombe has promised to
release him, but mumbists
have claimed that they alone
should form - the new govern-
ment.

Hearing Set July 22
On Charter Changes

Amidst the sounds of a political skirmish, the town
board of direct::ﬁh&giﬂ/m set July 22 as the date for
a public hearing on a series of revived charter revisions.

The date was set aver the ob-®

jectionn of the board's Republi-
ean minority that the actions of
the Charter Revision Commis-
glon—which has yét to have its
own public hearing on the pro-
revisions—will have mno
more validity than a “rubber
mmp‘ll Cad

The charter changes are the
pame as  those od at a
referendum in May, which fail-
ed for lack of affirmative votes
—although all won favorable
pluralities. Under state Iaw,
¢harter changes must receive a
majority vote of at least 15 per
cent of the electorate at refer-
enda.

Town Democrats would like
to put the questions up again
at the October election, when a
simple majority vote will be
enough to pass the charter re-
visions, If the questions are to
be ready on time, they muat get
the rush treatment through
public hearings of both the
Charter Revision Commiasion
and the board of directors.

Republican director and town
chalrman Francis DellaFera ob-
jected to the haste, saying the
rush made it clear that the re-
visions were getting the '‘rub-
ber stamp’ treatment.

T would advise everyome to
stay home from the public hear-
ings, because they obvioualy
mean absoltely nothing the way
they are being run." he sald.

Deniocrat Atty. Richard
Woodhouse, sitting at the other
end of the table, later replied to
DellaFera's complaints that he
was ‘‘getting tired of hearing
the same political line from your
end of the table'” — to which
DellaFera replied In kind that
he was tired of the same poll-
tical argument from the Demo-
erat's end of the table.

Genernl Manager - Richard
Martin meanwhile threw in a
plug for one of -the proposed
charter changes which would
permit the town to issue bonds
in multiples of $5,000 instead of
$1,000.
