For "off-course” com­
munities a sonic boom can be 
greater than expected or so 
slight as almost to escape de­
tection.

In case you haven’t heard one, 
a sonic boom is a sound resemb­
ling an explosion. It’s produced 
when a shock wave formed at 
the nose of an aircraft traveling 
at supersonic speed reaches the 
ground.

LA JOLLA, OsUf. (AP)—Ris­
ing on a Mil overlooUng tea 
Pacific te a multftowered for­
tress soon to be filled with 
man's ;iMweet wsapons against 
his oldsrt rfos: DiSSOM.

Comdiander of this forbidding 
battlement Is Jonas Salk—al­
ready the conqueror of one 
scourge, polio, and now en­
gaged in a three • front war 
against all the missrlaa of 
b ^ y  and mind.’

As his generals, he has sum' 
moned eight of the world’s out' 
standing research scientists and

gven them free hand to map 
eir own battle plana tor a rad­

ical odd revolutionary assault to 
Ineak down the mysterious pro­
cesses of living; for in these 
processes, he believes, lie hid­
den the keys to mental and 
physical health.

lb  gain a better understand­
ing of these processes the Na­
tional Foundation, formerly the 
March of Dimes, has provided 
918 million toward a laboratory 
—called the Salk Institute for 
Biological Studies—estimated to 
cost an eventual 930 million, on 
a 27-acre site donated by the 
City of San Diego adjacmt to 
the new San Diego campus of 
the University of California.

The laboratory te a grimly 
utilitarian, steel and concrete 
mass—never to be painted— 
which has the angular austerity 
of a prison but It is designed to 
give its scientist occupants the 
greatest freedom yet in ojt- 
rangement of equipment.

AU the equipment and human 
genius as well wUl be channeled 
into three basic fields of rC' 
search; Immunology, virology 
and genetics.

Aa Salk puts it, "we want to 
go into some rather basic ques 
tions—the nature of living nia- 
terlal, what goes wrong with H 
and what we can do about it so 
fiiat we can conquer disease.

“ We are not going to try any 
spectacular end runs, we will 
simply be trying to understand.

"If We could understand how 
a oell becomes cancerous under 
the influence of a virus—

"If we could imderstand why 
some animals are intolerant of 
disease. In other words, Im' 
mune—

"If we could understand the 
eonnection between the genetic 
system, heredity, and the anti­
bodies which fight disease—

" I f . in time we could under­
stand the relationship between 
immunology and brain median' 
ism, how the cell remembers 
what to attack—

"Then we would have some 
very powerful tools against di' 
sease."

Pending completion and 
equipment of the laboratory 
next year, the institutelf scien­
tists labor in temporary build­
ings, coincidentally testing a 
Salk theory that close doily c(m- 
tact between specialists will re­
sult in better work from each 
than each could achieve in iso­
lation.

What has been produced so 
far?

“ Marvelous ideas that ore be­
ing turned into experiments.” 
says Salk. "I am not ready to 
say yet what they are, but they 
are very good ideas."

The Umted Nations has no 
standby military force for use to 
times o f crisis, such as those In 
Cyprus and the Congo.

Western diplomats took deep 
interest this week to a- Soviet 
memorandum calling for eetabl- 
Ishment of a permanent U.N. 
peace force under the control of 
the Security Oounell.

The U.N. charter says that 
members ehall provlds armed 
forces when the council decides 
they are needed to maintain 
world peace.

It provides for a military staff 
committee to aid the council on 
the strength, employment and 
command of such forces. The 
committee is made up of five 
permanent membera of the 
council—the United States, the 
Soviet Union, Britain, France 
and Nationallat China.

The committee disaareed 
back to 1947 on how miUtary 
contributions should be made to 
such a force. It continues to 
meet periodically at U.N.. head­
quarters but only long enough to 
exchange formalltiea.

In 1960, the General Assembly 
gave itself the right to act to 
preserve peace when a big pow­
er veto paralysed the council. 
Under that authority the aasem- 
bly set up the U.N. emergency 
tan* to the Middle Bast to 1966 
and the Congo force to 1060. But

It has refused to pay anything 
to the past toward the Middle 
Bast and Congo forces and 
faces a fight to the General As­
sembly n ^  fall to keep Its vot­
ing rights. The charter provides 
that any member two years to 
arrears to total duea shall lose 
Its vottof right.

Some diplomats speculate 
that the Soviet Union may be 
seeking the creation of a force 
to which It could make a finan­
cial contribution that would 
avoid an assembly challenge. 
The Soviets also undoubtedly 
are seeking to put the authoriW 
over the force back in the mil­
itary staff committee and the 
council, vdiere they have the big 
power veto.

Such generalizations apply, rather 
dramatically, to the case of the young 
secretary, down in New York City, who 
carried a knife with her for her own pro­
tection ever since she read about the 
murder of another girl In the view and 
hearing o f 38 people, none at whom 
would intervene.

The young secretary to question, car­
rying her knife for self protection, w’as 
attacked by a sailor, and used the knife 
to fight him off. Then detectives arrest­
ed her for carrying a switch-blade knife, 
which to against New York state's Sul­
livan weapons law.

Any kind of punishing this jroung sec­
retary for defending her own life seems 
Hke an outrage.

But the ether aide o f the ease is sim­
ply stated, and it carries the day, if we 
really think, without mudt trouble. 
How, really,, would we ever differentiate 
between those who carried switch-blade 
knives for self defense and those who 
carried them with criminal intent? How  
are wo going to take weapons away  
from some people and not from others? 
Do we want to have it be legal for 
everybody to carry any kind of weapon 
anywhere and everywhere? And do we 
want to go back to being a  naUon of 
vigilantes, or do we want to stick with 
the idea that the police are primarily re­
sponsible for mainUinlng law and or­
der?

A s with too many of the problems in 
our time, there are two kinds of an­
swer, one which is glib and seems senti­
mentally right, and the other which is 
harder to think out aiid not pleasant to 
contemplate, and perhaps not even any 
solution, either.

But It to usually the unpleasant un­
satisfactory answer, the answer which 
doesn’t oven promise a  solution, which is 
the answer the civilised, responsible so­
ciety has to make, no matter how sim­
ple, how glamorous, how exciting, how  
boldly sure of a quick and final solution, 
the other kind of answer may seem.

With what seems to be the probable 
nomination coming up at San Francisco, 
the choice between these two kinds of 
answers seems likely to prove the big  
story of our year. For the one kind of 
answer to Goldwater’s answer to every­
thing; on the opposite side la everybody 
who admits that problems are more com­
plicated and less susceptible to glib slo­
gans or to Instant .solutions.

I t  must be something o f a comfort to 
American parents, and American au­
thorities, to be able to read that, over in 
South Korea, juvenile misbehavior has 
been increasing in dismal fashion in the 
last few  years.

Twice as many juveniles passed 
through the South Korean delinquency 
courts In the past year as did two years 
ago. The juveniles are becoming bolder 
and more contemptuous of the law.

In a special effort to combat this 
trend, the police of South Korea have 
resorted to an American device. They 
have named July a special month—a 
“ month for establishing social order” 
month.

During July, each policeman la ex­
pected to catch at least three juvenile 
thieves. And if he exceeds that quotA 
he will be rewarded with a special bonus 
at M  cents par juvenile thief.

The record for July will be watched 
with interest, to see whether the South 
Korean police catch more juveniles, to 
sCe whether "social order” ' does make 
some kind o f comeback.

But in South Korea, as elsewhere, even 
the best efforts of the police in catch­
ing juveniles don’t seem to make any 
permanent kind of dent in the problem. 
The juveniles caught go to reform school, 
and come out, and begin all over again, 
a little tougher each time. Eventually 
they graduate to jail and prison terms. 
But it is amazing how short these terms 
prove, and how soon they are out again, 
to resume their career of petty crime.

All this has a somewhat familiar ring, 
but it is all over lV> South Korea, many 
thousands of miles away, In another 
civilization entirely. But. as we said, it 
to a little comforting to realize that 
somewhere else conditions can be just 
as bad as wa think they are here.

PsrH am ent A n d  T he UN
Anyone who recalls the hazards that 

finally destroyed the old League of 
Nations must note with amazement the 
growing authority of the UN, which, for 
all its faults, is becoming an ever more 
active presence in world affairs. I t  is 
perhaps as well that this development 
should have been moat marked in the 
last decade when the Conservatives have 
governed Britain. The Conservatives 
have traditionally represented the views 
of those who are willing to support 
Britain's acceptance o f international 
commitments if Britain is the dominant 
member of the combination. This is not 
the case in the UN, and yet the Govern­
ment Is increasingly ready to let the 
U N  take a lead.

Yesterday a Labour peer. Lord Hen­
derson, formerly Under-Secretary for 
Foreign Affairs and son of the late 
Arthur Henderson, Foreign Secretary, 
opened a debate in the House of Lords 
on the U N  international conference on 
trade and development Which ended at 
Geneva on Tuesday of last week. On the 
day it finished, Mr. Edward Heath. Sec­
retary of State for Industry, spoke in 
Geneva in the morning and flew back to 
London to make a statement in the 
House of Commons Jn the afternoon. The 
Prime Minister. Sir Alec Douglas-Home, 
prepared the House for this statement 
by suggesting that Mr. Heath had saved 
the conference. And so that the House 
should not underrate the value of this 
service. Mr. Heath hlmseK described the 
Geneva meeting as “ the largest and 
most Important conference ever held on 
international economic relations.” No­
body, from either side of the House, 
challenged this claim.

Two results of the conference may 
have, a permanent effect on British pol­
itics, The conference may be made a 
permanent part of the machinery o f the 
UN; and the emergence during the 

. Geneva conference, of a working unit 
1 composed of the representatives o f 76 

developing countries may produce an 
unexpectM link with Commonwealth af­
fairs: As Mr. Heath told the House, 
fourteen members of this unit came 
from countries within the Common­
wealth. •

A t the end o f last week, the British 
representative announced the Govern­
ment’s support for the renewal of the 
UN ’s mandate in Cyprus for three 
months. It is too soon to tell whether 
the UN will be able to pic|fy Cyprus 
(which the British, Greek, and Turkish 
Governments have faildd to do) Imt if  ' 
the U N  succeeds it  w ill be a ftne battle 
honour In the bght for Pface.

Also, they came up 
with |200,ci00 in 8100 bills which 
he had cut up and tried to bum 
because, the true professioDal. 
ho did not like too wag tliar 
aamo out.

“ The background of Fmnklin, 
I  had to give it one more hit 
with the pfess,”  Landress said. 
“ Then I had to calender it. But 
I  already'had the bills cropped, 
and I couldn't run them through 
again. So I  had them cut up. 
The newspaper say I  cut them 
in half. They had it all wrong. 
I  had the bills cut in quarters.”  
Landress is a very precise man.

Mike Landress is so particular 
about everything that when he 
sits down and makes money, he 
makes it so good that you could 
take one, of Mike Landress’ bills 
up to the Secretary of the Trea­
sury and ask him to change it 
for you.

Among Most Efficient

yesre oMb tide month at the 
Manchester Police Department 
headquarters, 330 B. Middle 
Tpke., under Oilef Jamee M.
Reardon, expedlates law en­
forcement and benefits town 
government agencies like the 
town engineering, planning, and 
highway departments.

Tlie system, rated as one of 
the beet in the state, originated 
out of a survey made by the 
Committee on Uniform Crime 
Records of the International As­
sociation of Chiefs of Police 
(lACP).

Since its implementation in 
June IM l the system has fol­
lowed a plan offered by the 
Field Service Dlvlsioivtif 1AC3P.
Many police officiaUfand police 
personnel from throughout Con­
necticut, as well as out-of-state, 
have come to Manchester to ob­
serve and discuss the workings 
of the operation.

Such a records system, 
coupled with a traffic signs and 
signals, maintenance division, a 
headquarters garage for police 
and town administration vehi­
cles service, maintenance, and 
a periodic town vehicle safety- 
check program, is a major asset 
to police, the town, and com­
munity residents.

A consolidation daily report 
of police activities, embodying 
a statistical record of criminal 
and motor vehcle cases, pro­
vides a running account and rec­
ord of all police work.

James H. Ellis, a research- as­
sociate in 1902 with the Pubnc 
Expenditiu'es Ojuncll of 0>n- 
necticut, has said that the eye- 
tern of records here at police 
headquarters, which la compiled 
monthly in the consolidated re­
port, "is significant for the ef­
ficiency of service to the com 
munlty and internal police acti­
vities and also has an economic 
efficiency.”

"d iie f  Reardon has done a 
wonderful Job In Implementing 
such a records system and this 
has put the Manchester Police 
Department far ahead of other 
poUce departments In this 
area,”  Ellis said.

James M.. Phillips, chief of 
iwllce at Plainfield, N.J., who 
visited here with five members 
of his department In 1963, has 
reported to have had a survey 
done of his department and has 
since employed a similar rec 
ords system in Plainfield.

Capt. George P. McCaughey, 
in one of his duties at police 
headquarters here, is the over­
seer of the present system, see­
ing that all reports and record­
ings are kept up-to-date and in 
proper file order.

Capt. McCaughey relates the 
what and why for case reports 
and their investigative use in 
police record files.

A case report of a crime here 
begins with a complaint re­
ceived by the desk patrolman, 
by telephone or from a person 
walking into the station at E.
Middle Tpke.

A "complaint tnemo”  card is 
Immediately filled in as to time, 
date, place, etc. There are some 
calls received at the desk that 
are listed as just “ miscellaneous 
service reports”  and pertain to 
such police services as a funeral 
escort or a bank escort, or a 
house check request from a va­
cationing home owner.

In cases of crimes, a "field 
case report”  is provided by the 
fovestigating patrolman. Follow- " " T  «»” 
ups in actual criminal cases 
then require more specifics in 
names, location, charges, type 
ef criminal act, value of goods.
If stolen; if recovered; and a

Oopies of case reports, three 
in au, go on permanent file, to 
the detective division and a fol­
low-up clip board In one of five 
districts In Msmehester, cov­
ered by cruiser patrol.

"Supplem ental Reports”  and 
"Field Supplementary Reports”  
follow the original case reports 
and further Investigation of the 
cases.

Property records, prisoners 
property receipts, are made out 
when needed.

An inventory sheet is compUed 
daily,to record ail crimes, traf­
fic violations, complaints, es­
corts, and other routine checks, 
and is used to proride a month­
ly report for the preyn, the Fed­
eral Bureau of Investigation, 
and several copies are sent to 
the Town Manager Richard 
Martin.

Lt. Edward Wlnsler, Sgt. 
Walter Ferguson, the captain, 
have spent hundreds of hours 
in compUing the Consolidated 
Dally Reports during the last 
three years and several patrol­
men are now being employed 
in this record's activity, it was 
reported.

Accident Reports 
An accident report, made out 

by an investigating patrolman 
at the scene of a motor vehicle 
accident, is also used in com­
piling daily traffic records and 
a monthly Standard Motor Ve­
hicle Traffic Accident Tally 
Sheet which is sent to the Na­
tional Safety Council in Chicago, 
HI. Copies of each vehicular ac­
cident here also go to the Stat^ 
Motor Vehicle Department.

Any motorist involved in a 
motor vehicle accident where 
personal Injury or property 
damage of $100, or more, is in­
volved, must also file an acci­
dent report to the motor vehicle 
department within five days of 
the accident. Accident reports 
are available for motorists at 
police headquarters.

Oird flies, in a variety of col­
ors and in alphabetical listings 
noting type case, names, time 
occurred, date, location, 
charges etc., provide police with 
historical account of any spe­
cific accident or criminal case 
they wish to follow up on an 
Investigation.

One card, for example, con­
cerning motor vehicle accident, 
traces an accident number and 
date, and depicts location, in­
jury, time of day, weather con­
ditions, cause, arrest (if any), 
and other pertinent facts. Police 
look into such a files when laW' 
yers or insurance men request 
information for a civil suit or 
insurance payment action.

This card also may indicate 
the need. of an engineering 
change in the roadway (such 
as too wide a curve — or too 
narrow a road,) a need for a 
stop light, stop sign, or for cor­
rection of a traffic hazard such 
as poor road surface, or cutting 
of foliage to eliminate a blind 
drive at a specific location.

The captain pointed out one 
outstanding example of the use 
of the card file and accident 
map records in the correcting of 
traffic patterns on a curve on 
Camp Meeting Rd.

The Herald, on July 1, 1963, 
carried this opening paragraph 
to an accident story: "Two 
weekend 2-car crashes, at the 
same locatlotr%n a Camp Meet­
ing Rd. curve, sent eight per­
sons to Manchester Memorial 

Francis (Hartford) 
with 'a  variety of in­
juries.”

Some five accidents were reg­
istered as having occurred at 
that same curve during a 10- 
day period of time. Police re­
ports led to an investigation by 
State Highway Department offi­
cials and the curve was studied. 
The potential accident area pro­
blem was solved by painting 
white lines at new locations on 
the curve, narrowing the curve, 
posting large warning signs, 
and setting speed signs at prop­
er sites for the motorists. Acci­
dents since have revealed a 
sharp decrease at the curve, 
police report.

Special wall maps, indicating 
where accidents have occurred 
during the last two years, keep 
a running account of all vehicu­
lar accidents in town. These 
maps provide the town engineer­
ing, planning, and highway de­
partments with data to . deter­
mine corrective measures that 
might be  ̂ employed for better 
driving conditions.

T he town has corrected such 
accident prone areas, with res­
pect to’ safety measures, after 
studying police accident reports 
and maps.

Walter- Fuss, town engineer, 
today said that his department 
has recommended, with favor­
able response, to thq State High­
way Department, to provide cor­
rective m euures for auto u fety  
at the interaection fof Hartford 
Rd., W. Center St., and Olcott 
St.

She was married 
the day after graduation, at 19 

"We came back here to go 
into business and bought a root 
beer franchise,” she recalls. 
"It was fine as long as the 
weather was hot. Then we put 
in hot food and cailled It a Hot 
Shoppe. We had the first drive- 
in in the East.

" I  used to do all the book­
keeping. I  had to; we had no 
organization. 1 banked the mon­
ey and paid the bills. When the 
children came along I  stayed 
home to take caî e of them but I 
still am active in the company, 
a vice president.”

Her ability to handle figures 
born of necessity in the early 
lean days, keeps her from push­
ing the panic button on conven­
tion finances.

She explains her chores;
"1 handle the budget of $650,- 

000, which is spent on planning 
and operating the convention— 
that's 1250,000 from Uie Citizens 
Committee of San Francisco 
and the rest contributed by the 
city itself. Other cities' bid, but 
San Francisco offered the most 
money and best facilities.

“ I ’m taking 30 boxes of 
checks, 125 pounds, to the con­
vention with me. Everything is 
in quadruple. How can I take all 
that?’

She pauses a minute and re 
sumes, thinking aloud:

" I  don't think I'll take that 
many. Some bills will be com­
ing In here for months. But the 
doorkeepers and sergeant -al­
arms get paid when they com 
plete &eir work out there, and 
there are 150 of each, which 
means 300 checks right there.

“ I ’ve been paying bills since 
they started coming in last 
August. The site' committee 
started work a year and a hall 
ago, and the arrangements com 
mittee was appointed last June 

"The Cow Palace rent Is |1,
. 000 a day. There’s a $35,000 re­

imbursable deposit for the Cow 
Palace, for ushering. Janitorial 
service, watchmen, Insurance 
restroom and parking lot attend 
ants, someone to set up 7,000 
folding chairs. We have ip build 
the platform, and that’s one of 
the most expensive things. Then 
there Are pr^ss and TV camera 
stands and bandstands.. . . "

She stops ticking off where the 
money Is going and runs an ap­
preciative hand over some 
needlepoint covering a chair.

“ My mother did this," she 
says. "I like to do needlepoint 
too, but most of these chairs are 
my msther’a work. She Was a 
beautiful woman.

Adolfo 
Luque won 37, Pete Donohue 31 
and Eppa Rlxey 30 on that club.
