Why? Although Dirksen was a big
Taft backer in 1952, as minority leader
of the U. 8, S8enate he has worked dili«
gently for worthy domestic and foreign
measures that needed the support of
his side of the aisle.

Goldwater boosted Miller.

Before he announced his ean-
didacy for the President a
month ago, the Iiberal-leaning
Scranton was Goldwater's top
choice for Vice-President. As re-
cently as two weeks ago, Gold-
water atill looked with favor on
s Goldwater-Scranton ticket to
unify the party.

But Scranton's recent attacks
on Goldwater, though powder-
puff mild by Democratic stand-
ards, ended this, Not blagsed
with the thickest of political
hides, Goldwater has been hurt
personally by Scranton's darts.
He told aides that Scrantom has
gone too far. y

This is underlined by private
comments made the other day
by one of Goldwater's closest
associates. Previously in favor
of & Goldwater-Scranton tHcket,
he told us:

“Scranton’s gone erazy.
Everything he's saying now can
be used agsinst Barry by the
Democrats. He's hurting the
party."”

With Scranten out, - Miller
filled the wvacuum. His assels
are obvious.

As an Easterner and a Cathe-
lic, Miller saatisfies orthodox
politicians by provldln% balance
with Goldwater (= esterner
and Episcopalian).

As National Committee Chatr-
man since 1061, Miller is betier
known and better liked among

Kennedy with Hitler), Millér can
hack away at Lyndon Johnson
while Goldwater takes the Mgh
road.

Miller, who is not seeking re-
election to_ Congress and
planned to retire from politics,
augmented these natural assets
with his own campnign. Willlam
Warner, Miller's political aideé
and now staff director ‘of the
Republican Nationzl Committee,
promoted Miller In the proper
places. 80 did Miller himself,
climaxing his effort with private
visits to selected party leaders
last week. He asked them if
they were Intérested’ in 'being
Vice President, thereby declar-
ing his own Intense interest in
the job. >

His only real rival is Rep.
Gerald Ford of Michigan, a
moderate conservative and golf.
ing buddy of Goldwater's. But
Ford, though a power in the
House, is virtually unknown
around the country. Besides, he
has had no campeign going for
him to match Miller's.

The climax came last week
with two telephone conversa-
tions between Goldwater and
Miller. Ostensibly concerned
with convention arrangembnts,
