down in New York, the principle under-

What Dr. Rosenbaum suggested, in &
novel approach to the problem of “drop-
outs,” was that the adult world should
actually encourage them to drop out ear-
Her.

Then, said Dr. Rossnbaum, after they
had their sampling of the outside adult
world of their fancy, it might be possible
to get more of the dropouts to return te
school later, and to return, when they
@d, with heightened motivation and
kesner interest in getting themselves
some education.

“Wa must recognisze” said Dean Ro-
genbaum, “that a flerce desire to play
an adult role comes earlier to American
youth today than it did 50 years ago.
Why can't we give young people the op-
portunity to perform what they consider
to be adult tasks?"

Later, he sald, “a studenl may returmn
$o mchool with a different attitude—
truly a lamp which has been lit, rather
than a pitcher to be filled—and the peace
and sophistication of the school work
must be differént for this active partici-
pant from what may be nesded with a
reluctant, passive observer.'

Dean Rosenbaum doesn’t have o pross
the point with us. We've been convinced
for a long time.

Argument Without Reason

One of the more G;freul.ng develop-
ments in the wake the Republican
convention is the extremely—we use the
adverd advisedly—low intellectual level
of the arguments used by those opposed
to Senator Goldwater's views,

There & in fact bardly any attempt
ot all bo argue, or to sxamine the Sen-
ator's political philosophy and try to un-
derstand what it is. Instesd of debate
the nation is treated to denunciation and
vilification.

Among other purported sins, Mr. Gold-
water is chastised for allegediy endors-
ing extremism, although his one refer-
ence to the matter in his acoeptance

is conatantly taken out of con-
text. He himself says It was not meant
to apply to wso-called extremist groups
as such,

In addition, the readers of a promi-
nant Rastern newspaper are advised
that the Goldwater nomination is =a
disaster for the nation. His foreign

cy, it is claimed, iz unthinking and
is domestic policy is unbelievable.

Now it is one thing to disagree with
the Senator’'s forelgn policy approach—
for our part, we would not go along
with all of it as it has been presented
20 far—and quite another to castigate
K without presenting any reasonsad ar-
guments against it. Whatever else it
may be, unthimking it is not. It pro-
ceeds from firm opposition to commu-
aism, and ity specifica are designed to
impiement that policy.

Similarly with domestic issues, Jt
seems some of Mr Goldwater's critick
must have skipped or. forgotten their
philosophy courses; at any rate they
exhibit & painful unawareness of the
intellectual basis of his opinions

As it happens, those opinions astem
from a particular view of man, what
he calls in rather humanistic terms the
whole man. The dignity and fullest pos-
xible development of the individual takes
precedence over the role of Govern-
ment, and it Is this perfectly respectable
philosophical position which makes him
a foe of the strong drive toward Federal
domination that has characterized the
past three decades.

Here again a reasoned argument can
be made thal the day of the individual
is gone and that we have no cholce but
to resign ourselves to Federal collec-
tivism. But hardly any of the Senator's
eritics is making the argument or other-
wise challenging his proposals on their
merits.

Instead they say he offers a '‘sim-
plistic"”—the word Is becoming fashion-
able in some quartersanswer to coms
plex questions, The exact reverse is the
truth. He advocates multiple answers,
involving the resources of the individual,
the community, the state and the cen-
tral Government, to com{;lex questions,
If anything deserves to be called sim-
;lhuc, it is the hope of salvation through

tate power.

Along the same line it is charged
that Mr. Goldwater and his supporters
long for some yague pastoral past that
Is gone forever. Well, perhaps some of
them do, but it sems to us that to con-
tend a Federal solution to every prob-
lem is not the only or necessarily the
best solution is more forward than back-
ward looking. After all, the growing au-
thority of the State has failed miserably
to deal with some of the nation's moat
glaring problems

All in all, it is & remarkable phe-
nomenon, this unreasoning fear and
hatred of the Goldwater outlook. For 30
years the underlying political issue in
the nation has been the role of the Gov-
ernment in the life of the citizen. Now
that it has finally been brought to the
fore, open’ for public scrutiny And de-
bate, the proponents of unlimited Gov-
srnment oan only scream.

It may be that such people will gradu-
ally calm down and subject the Gold-
water thesis to the discussion it should
be givem-JIn the meantime it reflects
poorly on intellectual credentials

The final program in the
Hartford Festival of Music was
given its first performarnce last
night before a highly enthusi-
astic crowd which manifestly
enjoyed svery moment. It will
be repeated this evening as the

series.

Becthoven's Fourth Sym-
phony comprised the first
and an excellent
formance. Even ths im 1ty
diffioult slow movement of this
work came off rather well. The
troublesomie dotted-eighths and
sixteenths and the equally trou-
blesome triplets were wholly
accurate for the most part, but
ax usually happeng when this
pccurs, there was little sense
of rubato to the flowing mel-
ody. The first and last move-
ments were abaolutely tops; the
finale in particular was repiete
with brio and Beethovenesque
vigor.

Glan-Carlo Menotti's "“The
Unicorn, The Gorgon and The
Manticore” received I(ts first
performance hereabouts and re-
ceived the warmest reception I
have ever heard accorded a
modern composition. The per-
formaice was worthy of such
reception, too, Mr. Brawley,
The Festival Chorus, and the
instrumental group for which
the composer scored came as
close to perfection as you are
likely to encounter.

I am at a loss to tag the
work with any formal classifi-
cation. As conceived by the
composer, it Is a series of satir-
fcal madrigals interspersed
with dances and instrumental
interiudes. Ceretainly this is not
opera, nor is it ballet, nor yet is

it a cantata. Nevertheless it |

in an effective Work, however
you care to label it,

There were no dancers last
evening; this was a concert ver-
sion, so most of the burden lay
upon the chorus which deserves
all sorts of credit for its fine
performance, Diction was su-
perb; not & word was missed,
and considering the difficulties
inherent in singing English, this
was no mean achievement,

Morever, intonation and un-
derstanding were just about be-
yond reproach. No wonder the
audiences was so enthusiastic,
It iz unfortunate the composer
is in Italy, for he might have
heard a performance of his
work such as he might have
hoped for but really never ex-
pected to get.

Mr. Menotti has turned out
some highly effective and well-
wrought vocal writing In this
work. Neo-classic for the most
part in style, it has touches of
Elizabethan writing as well.
The instrumental sections are
not on a par with the vocal
writing which is really very
strong as I mentioned.

It seemed as though no in-
strument ever got anything
longer than a sixteenth note to
play (I exaggerate, of course)
so that there was an unrestful
quality to these portions oddly
at variance with the mood of
the madrigals. Morever these
sections verge on being “preci-
ous" and “cute.”

Mr. Menotti, as he frequently
does, called on the most effec-
tive devices of his predecessors,
gave them a slightly new twist,
and included them In the score.
Thus he was beholden to Mous-
sorgsky, Ravel, Prokofieff and
a number of othera including
Puceinl. Even  Charpentier,
whom I thought was long for-
gotten, was laid under contri-
bution, 8til] it is effective, and
written by a man who has cer-
tainly learned his craft,

This has been a dandy season.
Year after year Robert Braw:
ley demonstrated his impeccable
taste in cholice of sumfmer pro-
grams, They are never too
heavy, neither are they frivo-
lous. He offers & balanced series
of unhackneyed works and pre-
sents them In a thoroughly mu-
sical manner, once in a while
achieving true greatness, and
never mediocrity.

There are those who oom-
plain that he would do better
to ape the programs of Arthur
Fiedler in Boston. Personally I
am very happy he does not. I can
think of nothing so dreadfully
stupld and in such execrable
taste 85 to dress up a banal
“Beatles" effusion with a gar-
ish symphonic garb. Mr. Fiedler
featured such a meas this sea-
son, even to wearing a Beatle
wig!

This kind of action by a for-
elgn official is traditionally
classified in diplomacy as inter-
ference in the internal affairs of
the United States, and the diplo-
mat who tried it would quickly
find himself in serious trouble.

In 1888 British Ambassador
Lionel Sackville-West was sent
home for taking sides in the
contest between Grover Cleve-
land and Benjamin Harrison,
and his fate is well remember in
the Washington diplomatic
corps to this day.

Mayor Urges
Order; Riots
In Fifth Night

NEW YORK (AP)—Ne-
gro rioting and looting and
police gunfire erupted
again during Wednesday
night despite a broadcast
plea by Mayor Robert F,
Wagner for peace and or-
der.

Police shot and wounded three
Negroes and arrested 122 in the
Bedford- Stuyvesant section of
Brooklyn in the fifth successive
night of disorders in the city,

Police said about 200 store
windows were smashed, raising
the total to nearly 500 in the
city.

The troubie broke oul in Hamr
lem Saturday night after =
white police lieutenant fatally
shot a 18.year-oid Negro
last Thursday. The lieutenant
said the youth was coming at
him with a knife. The disorders
have centered for the past two
nights in the predominantly Ne-
gro Bedford-Stuyvesant distriet
of Brooklyn.

Wagner, who cut short a Eu-
ropean trip, went on radio and
television and said continued di-
sorders could set back Negro
and civil rights programs for
half a century.

“Law and order are the Nee
gro's best friend—make no minv
take about that,”" he said. “The
opposite of law and order is
mob rule, and that is the way of
the Ku Klux Klan and the n%bt
riders and the lynch mobs."

Wagner said news of the di-
sorders had damaged the city’s
tourist trade but that none of 1§
million visitors in the past three
months, inct 150,000 Shrine
ers now holding their convention
here, had been attacked.

The visitors cireulate Ia
in the midtown arves,
such sight.seeing attractions as
the United Nations and Rocke-
feller Center, and the
Fair in Queens—well outside the
trouble areas.
