This solyes the problem of riots in
New York, and, in the United States
Senate yesterday, Senator James O,
Eastland of Mississippl was solving the
problem of the civil rights controversy
in his own state. He sald there was a
“Communist conspiracy to further or
participate in the invasion of Missiasip-
pl,” and as for the three civil rights
workers whose bodies authorities have
been searching for, he suggested that
their disappearance may have been a
hoax, part of a Communist-backed con-
gpiracy to “thrust violence” upon the
people of Misslasippl

Where does some presumed voice of
sanity stand in the face of such conten-
tiona?

First, we think, {t says that it would
Indeed be some kind of miracle if, given
gituations as they exist in Harlem and
In Mississippli, Communists and their
agents were not forever trying to mix
Into these mituations and inflame them.

But second the volce of sanity has to
decide that there ls something else and
pomething more basic thau the Com-
munist meddling involved in such situ.
ations, and that we could organize our-
selves to hate and jall and kill all Com-
munists incessantly and we would never
get one slight step nearer the basic solu-
tion of the problema which attract the
Communists In the first place,

Other than advising us to hate and
denounce the Communists, volces like
those of Lawrence and Eastland do not
ecarry us on to thelr ultimate solution.
But what their logic, so far as it may
be called logic, would suggest is that If
only we could subdue amnd eliminate
Moscow, we might at least have peace
. In Harlem and Mississippl.

But if, for the moment, it Is not con-.

venient to shoot up Moscow and get the
trouble at its real’ source, at least we
can stop worrying about any other re-
sponsibilities of our own for trouble in
Harlem or Mississippl. If we won't
squash the Communists, we must expect
they will keep on ereating such problems
for us.

What a beautiful and consclence-free
way for a clvilization to go!

Once the
South Vietnam government had that, it
might not need to march north in order
to win the war, It will gain that, if it
ever does, by governing and doing rather
than by importing more foreign troops
or talking about wars bigger than the
one it already seems unable to handle,

Can Champagne Risk Cheapness?

If there are, among us human beings,
any who would not like to be allowed to
have thelr eake and eat it too, will they
please come forward?

While we are waiting, we might dis-
cuss not cake, but champagne.

What makes champagne a specialty?

Bubbles,

What are bubblea?

Carbonated alr.

What's so fancy about carbonated alr
bottled up with = little wine?

Nothing, really. But tradition and cus-
tom and the human fancy have bullt it
into something special, something lux-
urious. Wine can be ordinary, but
champagne can never be less than fes-
tive and gala. Wine can go with almost
any occasion, but champagne demands
soft lights and pasaionate syes and woo-
ing muaic,

Champagne, therefore, thanks to &
few shota of carbonated air, plus the
reputation of centuries, has a status
position. It is a status symbol.

With this status the champagne make
ers and wholesalera and retallers are
very happy, all of them.

They like it, that is, except when the
federal government's tax schedules also
treat champagne as if it were some-
thing special and luxurious, not just an
ordinary wine with a little carbon dlox-
ide shot into it

The federal government puts a tax of
17 cents a gallon on any wine, foreign or
domestic. But the moment somebody
shoots bubbles into this same amount of
wine, the tax goea up to $3.40 a gallon.
And, the wine merchanta argue accu-
rately enough, bubbles don't cont that
much, aren’t worth that muéh. They

‘have got'a bill in Congress to put an

end to the tax discrimination against
bubbles,

If they got their bill passed, that con-
celvably might make champagne Just as
cheap to buy as any other wine,

It might be so cheap nobody would
consider it status, or lukxurious, or gala,
or especially suited to celebration.

While the polls are probably correct
in giving the Republican choice little or
no chance of election, it wasn't too long
ago when It was popular to say that
while Goldwater appeared to have more
delegates than any other aspirant the
Republican convention would never
choose him as standard bearer,

The Goldwater machine did a mag-
nificent job in getting the nomination
for their man. And the most amazing
thing about its operation was that it
worked tirelessly for nearly four years
to accomplish thc job and everyone
knew that it was operaling. Yet no one
came forward to warn the delegates who
were being sewed up that Goldwater
was not the type of candidate who ex-
emplifies the principles of the Republi-
can Party of Lincoln and Eisenhower.

Oddly enough the harder the Gold-
water adherents worked the more zeal.
ous they became in the Senator's cause.
By the time they reached San Francisco
they were so definitely committed to
the destiny of their champlon that they
even defeated reasonable amendments
designed to clarify the party platform.
They also gave short shrift to such
party luminaries as Governor Rocke-
feller, former Ambassador Lodge and
Michigan's Governor Romney.

The Goldwater supporters, while they
are mostly normal individuals who yearn
for a return to conservatism, are egual-
ly fanatical when il comes to' espousing
Goldwater against any or all criticiam,

From all accounts,. Senator Gold-
water is an extremely likeable individunal.
A staunch party stalwart who fought
continually against the opposition, he
numbered among his friends the late
President John F. Kennedy and enjoys
cordial relations with President Johnson
with whom he -served In the United
State Senate.

All sorts of dire predictions are ema-
nating from the pundits about the future
of the Republican Party and the pos.
sible collapse of the two party system
as we know it since the Republicans
chose Goldwater as presidential nominee.

We doubt that such a catastrophe will
overtaké a party which has managed to
survive in spite of the fact that one of
their candidates only oarried Maine and
Vermont in a presidential election.

It was the delegates’ choice to make
at San Francisco, The Republicans have
their national ticket after a bitter con-
vention, albeit futile for Goldwater op-
ﬁ:ms. But political parties have been

MThey are Greek citizens or-
dered to leave Turkey.

Many of them were born in
Turkey. Many havs never even
vigited Greece.

80 far, Turkey has ordered
more than 800 of Istanbul's esti-
mated 9,000 Greek nationals to
pack up and Jeave. The Greek
community believes all will be|.
forced to go eventually.

The deportation, which began
Iast March, has sent shock
waves through the estimated 50.-
000 Turkish citizens of Greek
descent residing in the greater
Istanbul avea.

They fear some kind of ug;l-
sals against them also. e
Turkish government denies this,
paying that as Turkish citizens
they enjoy full citizenship rights
and protection under the eonsti-
tution,

The Turkish government de-
nies that the Cyprus conflict has
any direct connection with the
evacuation orders, The expelled
Greeks have been engaging In
activities detrimental to nation.
al interests, the Turks charge.

Greek officials laugh at this,
Sources close to the Greek con-
sulate say the first lisls of 400
included nine persons over 80
years old, 92 over 70 and five
decegned.

The Greek national wusually
has a week to settle his affaira
and dopart. He is permitted to
take his clothing, 200 Turkish
lira —about $22-plus kis tran-
sportation ticket.

He must leave his home, hia
furniture, his business, His bank
accounts are blocked, his safe
deposit vaults are sealed. He
must pay his 1964 income tax,

The trouble is, say the
Greeks, no one wants to buy
their businesses. Or If they do,
the price offered is ridiculous.
The government, In effect, as
sumes control.

Most of the Greek community
anxiously waits anxiously for
each new list of deportees to be

publizhed. Those listed visit the
poure an dnlgn a2 statement ny
ing they “have been deported.”
Then they are fingerprinted,
photographed and given a police
escort until they leave, the
Greekn say.

‘"This u.ntl—Greek policy is sul-
clde for Turkey,” says one high-
placed Greek who declined use
of his name. “Turkey needs fi-
nancial aid from the rest of the
world now. She needs new In-
vestment, But who would want
to invest money in Turkey if she
continues to follow this antibusi-
nexs, Xenophobic poliey?"

A Turkish government
spokesman said this charge was
boneleu

“On the contrary,'” he said,
“the Turkish economy incurred
great losses through fortunes
smuggled out of Turkey by
Greek nationals through uniaw-
ful channels."

Greeks admit many have sent
money out.of Turkey, to Athens,
to numbered accounts in Swit-
gerland.

“We did the same thing in
Athens when the Greek econo-
my seemed in danger,” a Greek
says. '‘The Greeks would keep
their money here if it had a
chance to make a profit.”

The Greeks say the Turks also
have been harassing the com-
munity in many ways, including
newspaper attacks, breaking
windows in some Greek homes
and schools, anti-Greek signs
chalked on walls, threatening
Jetters, and measures taken
against the Eastern Orthodox
patriarchate and Greek private
schools,

BALTIMORE (AP)—Claude
(Buddy) Young, former college
and professional foothall star,
urged athletes today to provide
moral leadership for the youth
of the nation,

‘“It's time for the athlete to
pull himself up by the boot-
atng: and be more than just a
Sunday afternoon showcase for
the paying customer," the one-
time halfback of the Baltimore
Colts said in an interview.

Young, a Negro, is assistant
general manager and sporta di-
rector of Radlo station WEBB in
Baltimore. He has been working
with Negro children In Cam-
bridge, Md., where National
Guard troops were removed
Saturday after a year of duty in
the racially troubled town.

"There's something for every-
one to do in the Ne;ro'a struggle
for his civil rights,” said Young.
"1 decided I could help most
with the kids. They are our fu-
ture."

Young, 38, said athletes eould
perform a great service to pro-
mote civil rights without partic-
ipating in campaigns or de-
monstrations.

“Athletes probably get more
publicity than anyone in the
business world, and are sought
after and projected more than
most milllonaires,"” Young said.
“They owe a debt to that posi-
tion not to duck responsibilities
or issues.
