Gordon, attributed the surge to 
expansion in economic activity 
and resulting consumer confi­
dence.

The big three’s reports of 
great prosperity came while 
they were negotiating with the 
United Auto Workers In new la­
bor contracts.

Ken Bannon, UAW Ford de­
partment director, said In De­
troit:

“ It Is obvious that Ford’s pro­
fitability makes it possible for 
the company to cut prices, give 
Ford workers and their families 
equity, and still provide gener­
ously (or its stockholders and 
executives.”

General Motors earned $602 
million, equal to $2.11 a share. 
In the three months ended June 
30, compared with $464 million, 
or $1.62 a share, in the second 
quarter of 1963. The previous re­
cord was $536 million, or $1.87 a 
share, in the 1964 first quarter.

First half earnings of the No. 
1 automaker totaled $1,138,(XX),- 
000, or $3.68 a share, compared 
with $878 million, or $3.07 a 
share, in t he 1968 first half, 
which was the previous record.

Sales totaled $5,082,000,000 in 
the 1964 second quarter against 
$4,616,000,000 a year earlier. 
First half sales of $9,888,000,000 
compared with $8,683,000,000 in 
the 1963 first half, the former 
record.

Worldwide factory sales to­
taled 1,878,626 vehicles In the 
second quarter amd 3,648,359 in 
the first half. This was up from 
1,646,747 and 3,158,602 in the 
previous like periods.

Is by constitutional convention," 
Plnney said.

The plaintiffs went to court 
last year, maintaining their 
constitutional right to equal 
protection under the law was 
being violated by the way Con­
necticut districted its leg îsla- 
tors. The court agreed with 
them and the Supreme Court 
upheld the U.S. District Court.

There was no controversy 
over redlstricting of the Senate. 
It is based on population dis­
tricts that have not been re­
drawn In more than 60 years.

But reapportionment of the 
House was vlg^orously opposed 
by the Republicans. They con­
trolled the House every year 
since 1876 except In 1959 and 
they stood to lose much of their 
power, If not control of the 
House.

The court’s rejection of the 
traditional town, or unit meth' 
od of apportionment In the 
House—^which gave the small­
est towns as much representa­
tion as ths largest cities—^was 
a blow to the GOP’s strength 
In rural areas and also to fmall 
towns represented by Demo­
crats.

The court envisions all dis­
tricts drawn on population 
basis. This would cut the House 
from Its present 294 members, 

The court also called for 
mandatory redlstriettng

10 yean  to keep up wHh popu­
lation trends.

The ranking member of the 
three-judge tribunal, U.S. (Jlr- 
cuit Court Judge J. Joseph 
Smith, said lawyers for all 
aides of the ease "cooperated to 
a fine spirit.”

Reapportionment, he said, is 
a "very difficult taiak.”

HARTFORD (A P )—What la 
a constitutional convention?

It ia a unique body o f cltisena 
convened for the specific pur- 
poee o f writing or revising a 
state’s oonstltutkm.

Its members may be drawn, 
either by election or other 
meuw from the citizenry at 
large. Or the legislature may 
transform itself into a constitu­
tional convention.

There -are no rules, regula­
tions or layrs spelling out how 
the convention is to conduct its 
business, and the upcoming con­
vention will follow procedures It 
will adopt itself.

When the convention dele­
gates complete their work, they 
will report to the General As­
sembly amd the revised consti­
tution will be submitted to the 
voters for approval or rejection.

Sen. Frank J. Lauschc, D- 
Ohio, also won adoption of an 
amendment toaving 316 million 
off the total originally author­
ized for the first year. This was 
cut from 350 million proposed 
for loans and grants to combat 
poverty in rural afeas.

But the many-sided bill em­
erged from the Senate substan­
tially intact.

The bill 'would authorize $412.6 
aoilllan for programs designed 
to increase the education, train­
ing and work experience of 
young men and women. Includ­
ed is a pro-vision for establish­
ment of a  job corps to which

youths to the 16-21-year age
bracket could enroll and be as­
signed to eonservation camps or 
resident training centers.

Authority also is provldsd for 
ths government to finance part- 
time employment for college 
students and for youths who 
want to complete their seconda­
ry schooling or take vocational 
training.

Anothor major part of toe 
measure would authorise ap­
propriation of 3316 milUon to 
pay up to 90 per cent of the eost 
of financing anti-poverty pro­
grams carried out at the eom- 
munity level.

These community Mtion pro­
grams could include employ­
ment, job training, vocational 
rehabilitation, housing, welfare 
and special remedial and other 
educational aid for low-income 
famlles and IntUviduals. Provi- 
skm also to made for adult edu­
cation.

The UU Includes special as­
sistance to poverty-stricken 
farmers and very siiudl busi­
nesses, aid for migrant farm 
workers, and establishment of a 
corps of volunteer workers, to 
be paid $60 a month, to serve in 
the over-all onti-poveity pro­
gram.

The way a house is taken 
down depends upon each indi- 
tridual building, Mrs. Choman 
says. Blach situation determines 
what Is to be done fiiat and the 
plan to be followed.

In some cases she says, there 
is not enough clear work area 
for safety and thia determine 
the wrecking procedure. Usu­
ally the roof comes off first, 
the walls are pulled down, the 
floor taken up, and a general 
clean up follows. But in all 
cases she says, her crew cleans 
up section by section.

"■We don't Just collapse every­
thing in a big mess before we 
start to haul it away,” she said. 
“W e work section by section, 
cleaning up as we go.”

Besides the physical aspects 
of housewrecking, hand demo­
lition concerns like the Cho- 
man’s make up a good share of 
their business in s a l v a g e .  
“That’s why we seldom bum, 
Mrs. (Thoman’s says, "besides 
the danger of fire.”

So not only must Mrs. (Tho- 
man be a good laborer, she 
must also be an adept- surveyor 
of construction materials.

She does much of the job es­
timates herself and since the 
(Thomans are particularly Inter­
ested in salvage she must know 
the value of old vertical siding, 
fireplace mantels, flor/ing, 
stairs, banisters, and many 
other items, especially in old 
houses. .

The (Thoman’s nave custom­
ers waiting for valuable old 
lumber materials in all of the 
surrounding states. Material

from some of the houses they 
have demolished are in tbe Du­
Pont museuqi in Maryland and 
restored period houses all over 
the United States.

They also have to be able to 
; udge less exotic types of lum­
ber and pipe. Many local people 
come to them for good quality 
used materials and the Cho­
mans don’t  like to sell anyone 
materials that don’t meet pres­
ent building codes or town or- 

n6es.
te Chonmn’s are a -virtual 

textbook of knowledge about 
old homes, often being able to 
date a house through their ex­
perience gained on the “ inside” 
o f things. They help antique 
detectives looking for period 
woods and everyday folks look­
ing for tobacco boards for rus­
tic paneling.

Mrs. Choman herself 1s a coin 
collector Interested In the finds 
she says that usually occur be­
neath the floors. But she says 
there are many other discov­
eries that are part of her busi­
ness. Asked to mention a few, 
she remembered old almanacs, 
unread dime westerns with 
their pages still uncut, and In 
one case a Sears Roebuck cat­
alog from the days when they 
sold food from the ubiquitous 
manual.

The Choman’s have had the 
pleasure of bringing down 
150-year-old house In Kent and 
the famous Colchester Inn, 
among others. The oldest they 
can remember using their tal­
ents on had materials and con­
struction dating it to the early 
1700’s.

The one thing they have 
learned to respect, Mrs. Cho­
man’s says, is the work men 
had to do in the old days. “ They 
had to really work then,”  she 
says. "They had to lever their 
beams Into place and their nails, 
if they had any, took longer to 
make then the lumber itself.

The Chomans, who have a 
married daughter, Mrs. Sandra 
Custer, and a son, Michael, are 
looking forward to adding their 
next job to the long list of old 
buildings and homes they have 
taken down. Each of which, 
they can remember, had its own 
challenges, discoveries, and op­
portunity to stay healthy.

man policy is baaed firm ly on a 
closely integrated alliance with 
the United States and ultimately 
partnership between a wilfied 
Europe and America.

However, former Chancellor 
Konrad Adenauer, de Gaulle’s 
coarchitect of postwar Firench- 
West German cooperation, said 
he agreed with the French load­
er’s statements regarding var­
ious changes in the world’s po­
litical structure.

De Gaulle told his semi-an­
nual news conference Thurs­
day:

T h e  division of the world 
between two camps led by 
Washington ahd Moscow no 
longer corresponds to the new 
world situation.

"W e must however maintain 
the alliance with America be­
cause in the North Atlantic, 
both Europe and America are 
mutually Interested as long as 
the Soviet menace persists. But 
the reasons for our subordina­
tion to America are being elimi­
nated one after the other.”

West German officials said 
"subordination”  did not des­
cribe relations between Blurope 
and the United States In me 
Atlantic alliance.

U.S. officials were irritated by 
De Gaulle’s likening of Western 
Eiutjpe’s growing Independence 
to the weakening of Soviet con­
trol over the Communist bloc. 
They said that while the Soiriet 
Union followed a deliberate poli­
cy of centralized control of tbe 
Ciommunist world, U.S. policy 
since World War H  was dedicat­
ed to building up Western Bu- 
ope to a position of partnership 
in the Atlantic community.

De Gaulle also complained 
that the FTench-West German 
treaty of cooperation he and 
Adenauer signed ia not working 
because, he said, "West Germa­
ny does not yet believe that Blu- 
ropean policy, the policy of Eu­
rope, must ^  Bhiropean and in­
dependent.”

The Times of London said 
these words would be used by 
Adenauer and other critics of 
(Thancellor Erhard’s foreign pol­
icy "as evidence that Erhard 
has destroyed the greatest 
achievement of his predeces­
sor."

The Frankfurt AUgemeine 
Zeitung said it was not true that 
West Germany does not believe 
European polices must be “ Blu- 
ropean and Independent.”  

"Europe must first grow to­
gether and become unified be­
fore it tries to develop such a 
policy,”  the independent paper 
said.

I t  was quite an Interview A ir Commo­
dore Nguyen Cao Ky, commainder of 
South Vietnam’s A ir Force, gave some 
American correspondents the other day.

Where The Ducks Are!

Senator Barry Goldwater’s unique 
brew of fundamentalism has brought 
moat Republjcap delegations In New 
England back from San Francisco In a 
dispirited frame of mind. An index of 
this is that most Connecticut Republi­
can politicians, when queried about their 
views on the nominee, either rapressed 
disenchantment, neutrality, or pleaded 
for time to make up their minds.

Never In this century, with the ex­
ception of Bull Mooslsm, have Republi­
cans in New England so reacted to the 
action of a national convention. Com­
pared to Goldwater, A lf  Landon was 
manna from heaven, but the problem of 
course is where to go. This task has been 
made no easier over the weekend by the 
boast of John Rousselet, former Cali­
fornia congressman and now an organi­
zational director of the John Birch So­
ciety. He told the San Francisco Chroni­
cle that more than 100 GOP convention 
delegates were members of the John 
Birch Society.

While this number is by no means 
enough to control the convention, it 
lends credence to the charge by New 
York Governor Rockefeller that ex­
tremists were trying to Infiltrate the 
Republican Party, and indeed had done 
so. More and more Rockefeller has tend­
ed to emerge as the prophet and the hero 
—defeated though he was— of the con­
vention.

I f  it has been deal for some time, that 
Senator Goldwater was going to try to 
ride the backs of the white backlash into 
office, it has been by no means clear that 
he would try to thicken the rawhide of 
that lash by whipping up further ani­
mosities. Arthur Krock, the conserva­
tive voice of the New York Times, looked 
at the Goldwater statement tha. 
tremism in the defense of libcrL'’ ) 
vice " in this way. ’The theory of conduct 
outlined by the Senator he stiid, ’ 'wa.., it 
is true, the principle of conduct o f those 
who established the Republic by armed 
revolution. But it is also a precise state­
ment of the justification by which CORE 
and other pressure groups for Negro 
rights have taken the issue to the streets 
and to the offices o f government, and 
have impeded citizens in their dally 
concerns.”

Thus, the Goldwater statement will 
appeal to both the members of the Ku 
Klux Klan, the John Birches, and the 
extremist elements o f the Negro move­
ment, who, as In the case of the planned 
Stall-in at the World’s Fair, have en­
gaged in civil disobedience. While we 
here are not equating the murder of civil 
rights workers ii^the South with block­
ing traffic, we are pointing up that an 
appeal to violent reaction by either side 
would ignite an unbearable racial con­
flagration. No matter how one interprets 
Goldwater's remark, the seeds o f na­
tional disaster" arc contained in it. No 

smatter how one looks at the poltical 
facts of life today, Goldwater’s hand Is 
strengthened. by racial unrest.

In Harlem, over the weekend, we have 
seen an example of the type of anarch­
ism that extremism can bring. ’That 
these misguided people see their efforts 
as a defense of liberty In no way di­
minishes the vice and the dlvlslveness of 
their riots.

The Arizona senator has long believed 
that victory at the polls by the Republi­
can Party requires Southern support, 
without regard for its effect on the 
Negro vote. He told the press at the 
Republican Southern Stetes Regional 
Coherence in Atlanta In 1961: "W e are 
not going to get the Negro vote m  a bloc 
in 1964 or 1968, so we ought to go hunt­
ing where the ducks are.”

In his hunt, unless he Is very careful 
the Ai^zona senator is liable to wind up 
shooting to kUl. For the Republican 
Party, and for idl the American people, 
this could lead to a new Appomattox, an 
ultimate victory for the ^ h t ,  but at 
what an unfoi^vable cost—MIDDLE*

NEW  YORK, July 24 — Sat­

urday night was hot and Pa­
trolman Alex Maounis’ arms 
glistened with sweat while he 
handled the switchboard of the 
28th Precinct on West 123d St. 
in Harlem. He was going to be 
o ff on the next day. ..That 
couldn’t be better, Maounis 
thought.

Ekigene McDermott, the lieu­
tenant on duty, sat behind the 
high desk. He had on a long- 
sleeved white shirt and he was 
writing with a pen in the big 
ledger book in front of him.

Outside, on the other side of 
the street, there were some 
kind of pickets who had come 
over from 125th St. and they 
were parading up and down the 
other side of the street and 
protesting the shooting of a 15- 
year-old boy, James Powell, by 
an off-duty lieutenant, Thomas 
Gilligan.

’The switchboard buzzed and 
Maounis took the call "Twenty- 
eighth p r e c i n c t ,  Patrolamn 
Maounis,”  he said.

Outside, one o f the pickets 
stopped walking. He stepped 
toward the police station and 
let the bottle In his hand fly.

A  patrolman standing in 
front of the precinct turned 
and ran inside.

"They’re throwing things,” 
hs said.

McDermott looked up from 
his ledger. It  was 9 o’clock on 
Saturday night.

The riot had started.
Yesterday afternoon, every­

body was getting ready for the 
sixth straight night o f rioting 
In New York City. And by now, 
the name of James.Powell is so 
far in the background that it 
is only a symbol. A  faint sym­
bol, because you wonder how 
many of these kids who are 
running the streets even know 
James Powell's name. The.se 
kids have made this the worst 
week In the history o f the City 
of New York. They have not 
done It for the memory of any­
body. ’They riot in the streets 
for themselves. You could see

that yesterday afternoon, in a 
place called Dean’s Discount 
Land, which is a store on 
Broadway in Brooklyn.

The kid came off the hot 
street and Into the store with 
long steps and his shoulders 
riding up and down.

When nobody came over to 
take care of him, he began to 
snap his fingers.

"Say there,” he said.
The owner. Jack Lieblein, 

was at a counter, fixing a pile 
Of shirts. He did not look up.

"Says there.” the kid said. 
"Say my man.”

"Yes. can I help you?” Lieb­
lein said.

"Say there. Say, you know 
that raincoat you got out in the 
window there? I like that rain­
coat. That raincoat fit me pret­
ty good, won’t i t?”

Lieblein looked up. The kid 
was thin. He had pn plaid Ber­
muda shorts and a blue polo 
shirt and he was w e a r i n g  
sneakers. His face was almost 
covered with sunglasses.

"Yes, the raincoat would fit 
you,” I>!iblein said. "But that's 
a display. Over there, we have

a whole rack of them in your 
size. Would you care to look at 
them?”

“No, I  ain't got time now,” 
the kid said. " I I  be back later 
and get my coat.”

Then the kid gave you the 
stage wait. Then Ms _ mouth 
opened and the white' teeth 
showed in a big smile.

"Yeah, I be back later, I  be 
back at 1 o’clock In the mom- 
in’. And we goin’ kick in your 
window and I take that rain­
coat right out of your window 
and wear it home, you white 
b ___ ”

The kid broke into a laugh 
and turned and walked out of 
the store and back onto Broad­
way in Brooklyn.

Lieblein went to the phone 
and called for carpenters. He 
and his place boarded up and 
he closed early and went home 
last night and hoped the police 
could do somethmg during the 
night.

“ I t ’s up to them.” he was 
saying. "What can I  do. I t ’s a 
police matter.”

D ALLAS— Hot-eyed Goldwa­
ter men in this bastion of 
Southern Republicanism, hav­
ing just witnessed their hero’s 
triumph in San Francisco, are 
now laying out the most elab­
orate Presidential campaign 
plana in Texas history.

Campaign architect is none 
other than Peter O'Donnell, the 
millionaire Dallas politician 
who headed the draft-Goldwa- 
ter move.ment. O’Donnell’s plan 
is the essence of simplicity — 
identify and codify all possible 
Ooldwater voters in Texas 
counties containing 70 per cent 
of the state’s total vote, keep 
them happy, and get them to 
the polls on Nov. 3.

Impossible? Not if O’Don­
nell’s experience here is any 
precedent. In Dallas County, 
Republican state chairman O’­
Donnell Is now electronically 
cataloguing every single regis­
tered voter — Goldwater voter, 
possible Goldwater voter, and 
anti-Goldwater voter. As the 
most Republican area in the 
state (and the home of arch- 
conservative Republican Con­
gressman Bruce A lger) Dallas 
was the Ideal reedbed for 
O’Donnell’s ambitious plan.

Stored in SDP (Electronic 
Data Processing) machines, 
this Information giving the ad­
dress, telephone number, size of 
family, and "hardness” of at­
tachment to Sen. Goldwater is 
available at the press of a 
b u t t o n .  With a predicted 
1 0 , 0 0 0  "identifiable” volun­
teers on tap for telephone duty, 
this information will be the raw 
material of countless campaign 
strategems, such as where to 
pleuit "Vote For Goldwater” 
front lawn and store window 
signs, how to recruit a noisy 
Goldwater crowd at the drop 
of a campaign harangue, which 
doorbells to ring for Goldwater 
campaign contribution, and, 
most Important, how to capital­
ize on the Goldwater vote Elec­
tion Day.

Says an admiring Democratic 
party official: "H e’s no friend 
of mine, but Peter O’Donnell Is 
the best polltlcl organizer In 
the country today.”

The techniques being per­
fected by O’Donnell here were 
much In evidence during Gold­
water’s pre-convention cam­
paign, particularly in the CJali- 
fom la primary. In fact, O’Don­
nell took a 10-day "vacation” at 
the height of the California pri­
mary campaign to install - his 
system q u i e t l y .  What is im­
portant, however, is not so 
much Texas (which many Re­
publicans doubt Goldwater can 
carry) but the effect of the 
O ’Donnell technique on histori­
cally lackadaisical Republican 
organizations in other states, 
such as Illinois.

The plaintive cry of conserva­
tive Republicans that only a 
conservative Presidential can­
didate can get out the latent 
Republican vote may ring 
truer than they hope If the 
O’Donnell technique is success­
fully exported to other states, 
as now planned. These states 
would almost certainnly not 
Include such liberal Eastern 
states as New York, F*ennsyl- 
V a n 1 a, and Massachusetts. 
Why?

There are two reasons; be­
cause the Goldwater campaign 
Is going tn be concentrated in 
the West, the Midwest, and the 
South, where o p p o r t u n i t y  
knocks loudest; and because 
the O’Donnell plan requires al­
most unlim it^ numbers of 
high-voltage volunteer work­
ers. A  plan to rent electronic 
"think” machines in several ma­
jor cities is now being worked 
out in Goldwater headquarters. 
With volunteers doing the 
house-to-house canvassing, the 
information will be put on per­
forated tape, county by county, 
to run through the machine 
when needed..

No matter what party unity 
statements may be .issued by 
Candidate Goldwater, Goldwa­
ter Republicans here don’t want 
the ,, Republican nominee to 
waste time campaigning for 
votes among Eastern liberals or 
making concessions to them.

CHICAGO AP — Teamstersf 
President James R. Hoffa, mut­
ed and atoic, awaited today the 
verdict of a U.S. district court 
Jury deciding whether he and 
six codefendants are guilty of 
mail fraud and conspiracy.

WASHINGTON (AP)—The in­
ter-American foreign ministers 
conference was expected to slap 
diplomatic and trade sanctions 
on Cuba today and warn the Fi­
del Castro r^ im e it faces a pos­
sible armed attack if it contin­
ues subversive aggression.

NEW YORK (A P )— A 
self described Communist 
says he will lead an anti­
police demonstration in 
Harlem today despite a ban 
on it by Police Commission­
er Michael J. Murphy.

Murphy announced the ban at 
police headquarters Friday 
night while about 300 pickets 
marched outside chanting 
charges of police brutality.

He said he fears mass street 
meeUngs this weekend could 
touch off racial violence like the 
bloody rioting that started last 
weekend.

A swelling chorus of protests 
against the ban came from civil 
rights leaders, many of whom 
have been pleading for modera­
tion in the crisis.

They demanded a meeting 
with Mayor Robert F. Wagner, 
urging him to rescind the ban 
and reprimand Murphy. Howev­
er, they also opposed the 
planned demonstration.

William Epton, a Negro who 
says "I am a Communlt,”  de­
clared he would head the Har­
lem Defense Council in a march 
late today.

Murphy said he baTred the de­
monstration "in vilew of the 
tragic and uniorlunale events oi 
the last five days to preserve 
and improve the uneasy peace 
which now prevails."

Negro leader Bayard Rustin 
said Murphy's order would re­
sult in "a  disaster” and lead to 
"the most vicious kind of beha­
vior.”

The Rev. Richard A. Hilde­
brand of the New York City 
branch of the National Associa­
tion for the Advancement of 
Colored People said the ban 
"will probably lead to more 
trouble than the meeting would 
have. We were Just beginning to 
gfel this thing quieted down and 
now the police are stirring up 
trouble again," he said.

The fatal shooting of a 18- 
year-old Negro youth last week 
by Police Lt. Thomas Gilligan 
led to protest rallies that erupt­
ed into rioting and looting in 
Harlem. The violence spread to 
the Bedfdrd-Stuyvesant section 
of Brooklyn early this week.

Gilligan, on sick leave, said 
he shot in self-defense.
