Dead at Age 75

Willard B. Rogers, one of
Manchester's most colorful
and controversial figures,
died today. Mr. Rogers was
found dead shortly after 11
am. by his physician, Dr.
Joseph Barry under whose care
he had been.

WASHINGTON (AP)—President Johnson faces one
of his biggest legislative tests today as the House puts

his $947.5-million antipoverty bill up for a vote.

A British visitor who lives onf
Hartford Rd. near Manchester,
Engiand, in close proximity to
Coventry, Bolton and other
familiar names, is vacationing
with Mr. and Mrs. Theodore R.

Mrs. Eva M. Sanderson, dep-
uty head mistress of the
Cheshire County Grammar
School for Girls at Northwich,
England, is participating in the
teacher visitation opportunities
of the American Host Program.

Mrs. Sanderson s visiting

America personally and profes-| ad

sionally. The program is de
signed to help teachers here and
abroad learn about educa-
tional practices in countries
other than thelr own while vaca-
tioning.

Mrs. Sanderson has been very
interested in the place names
which surround Manchester and
recalls familiar memories of her
own country. Beyond the place
names, she sald, she finds very
little that is familiar,

Mrs. Sanderson visited the
New York World's Fair during
the heat wave last Wednesday
and described it as "incredibly
hot." Her own home iz in west
central England where it is con-
siderably cooler.
