Ronald Ravls- 
sa, the Berlin dynamiter who 
is doing the tricky work of 
loosening the bedrock for the 
power shovel, was married Sat­
urday. Ravizsa and his 1960 
Cadillac hearse that hauls the 
dynamite charges worked fe- 
ferlshly last week to get ahead 
on his work.

Ravlsea has been working 
with 2 or 3-pound charges of 
straight dynamite In ♦ ^to 6 
charge-holes.

“ It was a rather large disc 
but everything went well,”  said 
Dr. Theodore F. Classen, hospi­
tal chief of staff. He and an or­
thopedic surgeon removed about 
a half inch of Sheppard’s spinal 
chord, the doctor said.

Sheppard, described by, doc­
tors as having been in pain for 
some time because of the condi­
tion, entered the hospital Sun­
day. X  rays revealed a rupture 
on toe right side of his body.

He is now free on bond from 
Ohio Penitentiary.

I ATLANTA (AP) — The stagec. 
• is set today for a possible show­
down between civil rights forces 
amd an adamant Atlanta restau­
rant owner who was denied 
more time before he must begin 
serving Negroes under the new 
Civil Rights Act.

In Washington Monday, U.S. 
Supreme (Jourt Justice Hugo L. 
Black turned down requests by 
the restaurant owner and an 
Atlanta motel, for an order stay­
ing effectiveness of a derision 
that the act’s public accommo­
dations section Is constitutional. 
These were the first court tests 
of the act.

In a three-page memorandum 
issued in connection with his re­
fusal, Black said, “ A judicial 
restraint of the enforcement of 
one of the most Important sec­
tions of toe Civil Rights Act 
would, In my judgment, be un­
justifiable.”

This left segregationist Lester 
Maddox, who says his Plckrlck 
Restaurant jlosltively will not 
integrate, faced with toe posel- 
billty of closing toe restaurant 
In the face of expected further 
Integration attem ]^.

On the other hand, Mbreton 
IMlooton. boMl ot tbo Heart of

Atlanta Motel Corp.. said he 
would comply with the court or- 
der.

"We will never Integrate, 
Maddox said. “ Pickrick will 
never Integrate.

“ We are Just really hurt that 
our government will tell us that 
we' no longer can be free as 
Americans and no longer can 
we select our customers.”  he 
said after learning of Black’s 
derision. "It ’s Involuntary ser­
vitude; it’s slavery of the first 
order. It . shows complete, uttef 
disregard for the United States 
(Constitution.”

Maddox said he would make a 
final decision today on the sev­
eral courses of action he says 
are open to hiih.

“ I can turn them away; just 
lock my doors, lock them to­
night and not open up tomor­
row; sell my business; or I can 
turn It into a private club if I 
want to face my conscience aft­
er surrendering to this -tyranny 
I am faced with and my countrs 
is faced with.”

Board Okays 
Salary Plan

The board of education ac­
cepted last nig^t an adminis­
trative salary schedule propos­
ed by its personnel committee.

The 6-atep schedule for guid­
ance counselors, princiiials, and 
other adminietrative personnel' 
provides three levels of salary 
advancement for educational 
preparation - master’s degree, 
master’s plus 30 additional 
hours of study, and a doctorate.

Elementary school supervis­
ing principals receive a mini­
mum of $9,376 and a maximum 
of $12,650. Secondary school 
principals under the new sched­
ule receive a minimum of $11,- 
575 and a maximum of $15,950, 
depending upon experience and 
educational preparation.

An attached administrative 
policy provides for continued 
but not completion of salary 
adjustments owed to the princi- 
palf by the town for the last six 
years. A revision of salary 
schedules at that time allowed 
for paying the total cost over 
an unspecified period of time.

The new schedule provides 
for a bulk payment of $500 
this year plus one-quarter of 
the money due. No date is set 
for the complete adjustment of 
each principal to the salary 
step on which he belongs.

The adopted plan eliminates 
from consideration all previous 
ratio plans. These plans would 
have connected Increases in 
principal’s salaries to increases 
in teacher’s salaries.

NEW YORK, Aug. 11 — Leo 
does not have a job and he does 
not Intend to get tme, either. He 
finds It Is too easy being a bum. 
Re has a service pension of 
1150 a month, which forms his 
base income. He gets the rest of 
bis money by w o r k i n g .  
*nir<oughout IMS, with great 
dUigencs, Leo earned absolutely 
nothing. He is well on his way 
to matching that figure this 
year.

A couple of weeks ago, a 
friend of Leo’s from a gin mill 
was able to find a Job for him 
In a restaurant at the World’s 
Fair. The Job paid gSS a  week, 
plus meals.

•THsrhtyjflve a wedt," Leo 
said. “I don’t know how I’d get 
along on th a t It’s not enough."

Leo is not a Bowery bum. He 
it a ludd guy of 40 who prefers 
sitting at the bar with a news­
paper and a drink instead of 
working for a living.^ Once, 
years ago, he had a lot of am- 
Mtion and he tried to become a 
prise fighter. He had one fight 
In a place called Jamaica 
Arena. He came out for the 
first round and ducked so low 
that when the other guy took a 
step forward he knocked out 
L«o with his knee.

Leo's personal wardrobe con­
stats of one plaid sports Jacket 
snd a pair of slacks. He wears 
this ensamble seven days and 
nights a week. But you can take 
him anyplace, because he al­
ways is dean and well pressed. 
Every couple of days, Leo 
stands in front of the dry clean­
ing store snd waits until some­
body he knows comes along 
with a bundle ot clothes. Then 
Leo takes off his Jacket and 
asks the guy if he would mind 
putting the Jacket in with the 
load of clothes and getting it 
cleaned and pressed for him.

"Quick sen’ice, just until I 
wi my feet.” Leo says. "Ask 

the fellow to give me the jacket 
when it’s ready, and put it on 
your bill. “Then Leo goes 
around in his shirt-sleeves for a 
couple of hours until the jacket 
Is ready.

The pants are a bit more of 
a pt^blem. Since Leo lives pri­

marily on hamburgers at the 
bar, he gets a lot of katsup 
stains on his pants. To get 
them cleaned, he does guard 
duty in front of the cleaning 
store until a friend arrives. Leo 
finds people more willing to 
stand still for a pants cleaning. 
It is cheaper than a jacket. 
Once Leo gets the nod on his 
pants, he grabs a paperback 
book and runs into the store 
and goes into the dressing stall. 
He draws the curtain, hands his 
pants out over the top, then 
sits and reads the paperback 
until the cleaner has the pants 
ready.

Sometimes, Leo makes the 
deal for hia pants in the gin 
mill. On Saturday mornings, 
men always pick up clothes or 
say they need a. haircut and 
then go out of the house and 
head for the gin mi l l .  Leo 
catches somebody like this com­
ing in with clothes under the 
arm, and asks for the favor. 
Leo goes into a booth in the 
back of the saloon and takes 
off his pants and hands them 
out to the guy. Then Leo opens 
a newspaper and sits in the 
booth in his underwear until 
the pants are ready, and some­
body goes and gets them for 
him.

Once, however, after making 
one of these Saturday d e a l s ,  
Leo fell into an afternoon party 
and people kept sendhig gin 
back to the booth. Leo got load­
ed and fell asleep in his under­
wear. When he woke up, it was 
7:30 p.m. and the cleaner was 
closed for the weekend.

People were starting to come 
in for the night, a lot of them 
with girls, and the gin mill own­
er told Leo that he had to leave 
the place unless he put on a 
pair of pants. A friend of Leo’s 
went out to the car and 
brought in a blanket. A thick, 
plaid hospital blanket. Leo 
WTapped the blanket around 
himself and got up and came up 
to the bar and let people buy 
him g;in. This yas all right, ex­
cept it was a hot night and the 
gin was making Leo feel like 
he was on fire and at midnight, 
with the bar j a m m e d  with 
people. Leo started asking if he 
could take off the b l a n k e t .

"Do you mind?” he asked a 
girl next to him. “I’m sweating 
to death.”

Leo lives in a two room apart­
ment, and bath, in a private 
home and he always is loused' 
up with the rent. He comes in 
at four in the morning and tip­
toes around so the landlady 
won’t hear him. When he takes 
a shower in the morning, he 
lets the water come down in a 
drip so it won’t make any 
noise.

Leo is an old friend. We first 
met him when we had a sum­
mer lifeguard job at Long 
Beach. Lm  hung around and 
waited for rescues. When some­
body would get in trouble in 
the water, the lifeguaurds blow 
their whistles snd run into the 
water. All the people on the 
beach would jump up from their 
blankets and run down to see 
the rescue. Leo would run, too. 
He would run back to the emp­
ty blankets and rifle the purses 
the women left there.

But he hasn’t  done anything 
like that in years now. Leo is 
such a bum that he won’t  even 
lift a finger to steal anymore.

"He is the white S t e p i n 
Fetchit,” his best friend Eddie 
says.

Nobody planned It that way 
for any such purpose, but the 
very first action of the special 
session of the General Assem­
bly illustrated what kind of a 
legal no man’s land was being 
adventured into, and what the 
nattire of ultimate escape would 
be.

The House of Representatives, 
in its organization moments, 
found itself confronted by a sit­
uation which Required proce­
dure specified by the House 
rules before the House hsd 
adopted any rules. It was. spe­
cifically, a motion to have the 
vote wWch waa about to be 
taken to adopt House rules 
taken by roll call. But the pro­
vision for roll call vote exists 
only within the rules of the 
House, when they have been 
adopted.

Conceivably, a t such a point 
in ita proceedings, the House 
could have stalled, or tied itself 
up, or even gone to some high 
court for clarification of its 
powers to proceed by the rules 
it was about to adopt before 
they had been adopted.

Here, in short, was a neat 
dilemma, of the kind which 
might delight legal and conati- 
tutionsil mtods, and lead to all 
kinds of scholarly enlighten­
ment if enough research and de­
bate were devoted to i t

Something of the fascinating 
character of the research and 
debate that might have been 
was indicated by House Speak­
er Tyler Patterson. The question 
raised by the motion to have a 
roll call vote on the resolution 
establishing the rule by which a 
roll call vote could be held was, 
Speaker Ps,tterson said, the good 
old question of which comes 
first, the chicken or the egg.

Speaker Patterson has Uist 
direct good sense which has dis- 
tingui^ed all the great Speak­
ers in the h istq^ of the Con­
necticut, House, ^ d  be did not 
pause over his chicken and egg 
allusion long enough to allow 
anybody in the still unorganized 
House to begin either scram­
bling or fricasseeing. Instead, 
he quickly went on to order the 
roll call vote on the resolution 
which would, among other 
things, provide for the taking of 
roll call votes. The leg^lslators 
thmselves had’ sense enough 
not to challenge him formally 
with the unresolvable dilemma, 
and the House got its rules, by 
roll call vote.

Thus, because a Speaker 
ruled, and not becauae an iffy 
question had been resolved one 
way or another, the House pass­
ed out of its temporary no-rules 
land and began functioning. All 
the nice refinementa of legality 
or conatitutlonallty which misjit 
have been raised to hold the 
House paralyzed were avoided 
and ridden down by the com­
mon sense will of a presiding 
officer, who knew he had to get 
his House going.

And there, in that little open­
ing test, there may have been 
a  symbolic summary of the 
whole constitutional crisis for 
(>>nnecticut The refined nice­
ties of legality or constitution­
ality which have been used to 
create the crisis will never, all 
by themselves, be able to solve 
i t  All by themselves, they 
would merely keep prolonging 
it and complicating it. The an­
swer, if there is to be one, will 
have to be one brought in by 
simple common sense, with no 
one ever knowing whether the 
new Constitution is the chicken 
or the egg.

Uguorl said that he dlscô v- 
ered. to hiO .aurprlae while 
woritlng on the bus routes for 
the coming year that the mile 
age will b e ' almoat the aame 
since the entire town muat be 
covered by two buses for the 
Manchester High School run. 
as well as runs to the two 
Bolton schools. He Is adcii^ 
for an increase in his trartS' 
portation request of $3,000. To­
tal cost of transportation laat 
year waa around 180,000. The 
estimate this year la now 
around $36,300, with $14,000 
for elementary transportation 
and $13,000 for high school.

Members of the board 'ap­
proved the budget request In- 
creaae “without any Intent to 
indicate board approval” of the 
bus routes themselves. Uguorl 
said the board would be shown 
a  map with all bus routes 
drawn in colored pencil.

In other businees the board 
awarded the oil bid to the Ten- 
aco Co. of Hartford, the sole 
bidder and present supplier, at 
New York harbor tank price aO 
advertised plue a .76 differen­
tial.

The board authorised the 
superintendent to award the 
milk bid to Dart’s Dairy If the 
paper containers they quoted 
on are plastic coated and not 
wax coated, at .0664 a half 
p in t If the containere ere not 
plastic coated, the matter will 
M tabled until the next board 
meeting. Dart bid .0619 on glaas 
containers. Bolton Dairy bid 
.C)620 on plastic COhteirierii.' 
The board spent conMderable 
time this year as well as last 
year discussing the relative 
merits of the different con' 
tslners.

The b o a r d  unanimously 
agreed to Increase the per diem 
rate for substitute teachers to 
$18 in order to remain competi­
tive. Uguorl said that last 
year they had increasing diffi­
culty In getting substitutes, 
who must have a B.A. except in 
smergencies. The rate laat year 
was $16, and the previous year, 
111.

The board voted 3-2 to Include 
the ^ d a n c e  counselor, the el­
ementary school principal and 
the school nurse under the mile­
age allowance of 10 cents a mils. 
Uguorl suggested that the prin­
cipal and nurse be given mile­
age since they are authorized to 
drive home sick children. In the 
past, volunteers have done this 
service, now terminated be­
cause of liability.

The superintendent's mileage 
allowance was increased from 
8 cents to 10 cents a mile earlier 
this year.

The board granted a request 
by the four local pastors to uae 
either school building for rell- 
rtouB instruction after school 
hours. There would be no rental 
fee, but any group would pay 
the custodian. Children would 
have to supply their own trans­
portation home. Before recom­
mending to the board that the 
request be granted, Uguorl said 
he sent letters to ail Hartford 
County superintendents to find 
out i fsuch things were done in 
their schools and how they 
worked out. Ail replies were 
favorable.

In other business, the board 
denied a request for a child who 
may have failed Grade 10 in 
Manchester to repeat the grade 
there. The board felt the student 
should come back to Bolton, 
along with other pupils in Grade 
10.

A request of a 86-year old man 
to attend Bolton Junior-Senior 
High School was denied. The 
man will be commended and re­
ferred to various other avenues 
available in the area for obtain­
ing his diploma.

The board voted not to start 
an adult education program 
thla year, with a brand new 
system to run. No money haa 
been budgeted. They asked the 
superintendent to bring In a 
proposed curriculum together 
with suggested rules for such a 
program In January.

In the meantime, Liguori 
said that private arrangements 
could be made with the instruc­
tors for such things as an oil 
painting class if anyone wished.

"One coat covers every­
thing," one brand boasts. It 
may cover everything, but it 
won’t conceal the underlying 
color with one coat, especially if 
the old paint is one of those 
horrifying pinks builders seem 
to inflict on new houses.

"No paint odor,” another 
says.

tion. Welcoming the cease-firei 
Papandreou said:

"The Greek government rs' 
peats the assurance that it will 
support peace and will btoitrl' 
bute to achls'vlng i( peaceful and 
Just solution of the CyprtM prob­
lem."

In Ankara, a Turkish govern' 
ment spokesman accused Mak­
arios of trying to push Greece 
into a  war with Turkey, but he I added:

As far as we know the Greek 
government wants to avoid any 
conflict with Turkey. We do not 
want it. But if there is a war, 
Makarios will bear the sole 

isponsibiUty.’’
Clreece took the view that 

Monday’s attack by two Turkish 
F104 Jets on the town of Polls 
may have been the result of a 
delay in traiumlsalon ot ordera 
to some Turkish air bases.

The Italian-built helicopter is 
especially fitted to carry very 
important persons, with lounge- 
type seating accommodations 
for four Instead of the usual 12 
seats In this type of craft.

Not only was It the first papal 
helicopter trip, but It sJso was 
the 66-year-old Pope’s longest 
trip since his Holy Land pilgri­
mage in Jimuary.

Pope Paul made the trip to at­
tend a religious service in the 
great Gothic Cathedral of Orvie­
to marking the 700th anniver­
sary of the foundation of the Ro­
man Catholic feast day of Cor­
pus Christl.

The papal bull “Traniiturus’’ 
establishing the feast was pro­
mulgated In Orlveto by Pope 
Urban IV on Aug. 11, 1246.

Accompanying the Pope In the 
helicopter were his private phy­
sician Dr. Mario Fontana, and 
his private secretary, Giovanni 
Macchi.

The papal schedule In Orvieto 
included mass marking the 
700th anniversary of the start of 
the annual Corpus Christl feast 
day and a speech before he re­
turns tonight to Castel Gandolfo.

The Italian Air Force supplied 
the big helicopter for the flight.

It comes one day after a ma­
jor papal document saying Ro­
man Catholicism will try for 
dtalogvie with all aspects of the 
modern world.

HOW TO CX>N A CATCH 
A  big iMTOwn trout is much 

too smart to fall for a dry 
fly — most of Me time. But 
show him the same fly when 
he’s stuffed himself during a 
heavy hatch of mayflies, and he 
may go for It as gullibly as a 
rube buying t h e  Brooklyn 
Bridge. Coutiwi among fish is 
not a constant factor and there 
are numerous ways of con­
ning flsh into a state o f compla­
cency. Following are a few ex­
amples and you can take it 
from Mere.

In sections heavily Infested 
with Japanese beetles, fisher­
men have learned to gather a 
quart or so o f Me pests, scatter 
handfuls at Me head of a long 
run or pool, then let Me cur­
rent carry them downstream. 
This sudden "hatch” promptly 
arouses flsh from their day­
dreams and the entire stretch 
starts boiling with rises.

At this point Me fisherman 
wades in among the feeding 
fish and lays about him with a 
dry fly. Once tricked into feed­
ing, the flsh are likely to snap 
up anything that floats over 
them.

The same stunt can be pulled 
w i t h  grasshoppers, crickets, 
etc., but Mere’s an underwater 
variation which doean’t require 
Me capture of land Insects. 
Simply wade into Me riflSe 
above a pool and turn over a 
few dozen loose rocks. A  stream 
of dlalodged nymphs and larvae 
will be swept into Me pool and 
set Me flah to- feeding Fish Me 
pool Immsdlately wlM very 
■mall natural baits, or wiM a 
sunken artificial zqrmph.

“ A lot of people in our congre­
gation have Ixiiats. Rather than 
let the boats become a wedge 
between them and their faithful­
ness to the church, we have the 
service at the lake,”  the minis­
ter saiid.

"Let's say its accommodat­
ing. Those with boats, feel 
they’re putting tiiem to g(xxl 
use.”

The service is sponsored by 
the young pe<^1e ot the church.
It began last summer and atten­
dance has averaged about 100 
persons.

” We print up material and 
send it out to boat owners in the 
area. If it rains on the night of 
the service, they know to coma 
out the next w e ^ ,”  he said.

Dress is Informal though the 
minister explains "We a A  for 
some measure of dignity. The 
people definitely are on vaca­
tion. Some stay on their boats 
during the services.”

There are boats ot all descrip­
tions, usually including five or 
six houseboats.

Rodgers has been in this 
south-central Kentucky town of 
8,000 population tor about ona 
and one-half years. He came 
from Rockford, HI. Prevl(jua 
pastorates were in large cities, 
including Chicago.

His lakeside services are lim­
ited to SO mlnutea ot music and 
a brief sermon.

At one recent service, he dealt 
with pre<»utions tor boaters and 
the steps they must take to obey 
the law.

(AP)—One of the largest 
helicopter assaults of the 
^ u th  Viet Nam war was 
hurled today against a re­
ported concentration of 
some 8,000 Communist Viet 
Cong in a jungle area.

Ninety-six Vietnamese and 
U.S. Army helicopters carried 
nearly 1,000 Vietnamese troops 
into the attack.

Minutes after the assault be-
§an, a young U.S. Army first 

eutenant slumped dead at his 
controls. *

A .80-caliber armor-piercing 
machinegun builet had passed 
through the windshield as the 
helicopter was making a straf­
ing pass and pierced his heart.

“He was the seventh pilot in 
our class of 50 to be killed in 
Viet Nam,” Capt. Robert Estes 
of Auson, Maine, said.

Another armed helicopter, 
flown by Maj. Ralph Irvin of 
Redding, Calif., also was shot 
up badly but limped back to 
Saigon. Redding and his crew 
escaped injtiry.

Every available helicopter in 
the southern half of South Viet 
Nam was rounded up for the op­
eration.

But the morning started poor­
ly. The helicopters and the Viet­
namese Air Force fighters that 
were to have blasted rockets 
into the assault zone had to turn 
away when heavy ground fog 
rolled in.

It was nearly 9:30 a.m. before 
the operation got under way 
aĝ ain.

"It’s nice for the Viet Cong 
this way,’’ a crewman said. 
“Our spotter planes have given 
them fair warning. They’ve 
seen the sky black with chop­
pers, and now they have a cou­
ple of hours to pack up at lei­
sure.”

A pilot added: “We know that 
they’ve got at least one .60-cal- 
Ibre machinegun with a good 
mount. That’s bad news.” 

Frantic radio messages crac­
kled in the earphones of pilots 
and crew members as the fleet 
of helicopters roared toward the 
objective, an open field sur­
rounded by jungle and rubber 
plantation groves. Pilots main­
tained tight formation and pro­
peller-driven fighter planes 
swooped in for their strafing 
runs.
