“There Was no assurance in
the past,"” he said, ‘‘that profea-
slonal staff would be admitted
without discrimination. nelther
was there assurance against seg-
regation within the [facility it-
self. For example, under the old
regulations, a hospital ecould
have a ward within the hospital
that would have only Negroes.

“Under the new regulations,
all portions of the entire facllity
the old part as well an the
newly constructed ons — muat
be open to all."”

But Dr., Graning said ‘‘there
iz nothing retroactive' about
the new regulations.

‘““They apply only,” he said,
‘to hospitals we give assistance
to from here on out — that is,

with March 32, the
date of the Supreme Court's ac-
tion."

However, as regards admis-
sion of patients, he sald this:

‘““The only hospitals that do
not have to admit Negroes are
the very few that were built as
‘white' hospitals under the sep-
arate but equal clause. And the
separate but equal projects con-
stitute less than one per cent of
the hospitals to which we have
given assistance under the
law."

The 1988 report of the U.S.
Commission on Civil Rights said
that 14 states had used the sep-
arate but equal provisions of the
Hill-Burton Act. Those listed
were Albama, Floridea, Georgin,
Kentucky, Louisiana, Maryland,
Mississippl, -~ Missouri, North
Carolina, Oklahomas, Bouth
Carolina, Virginia, West Vir-
ginia and Tennessee.

The Red Chinese have won §n
fjmportant round against the
balked and frustrated Soviet
Communists in = battle over
who calls the shots among Com.

Moscow virtually has thrown
in the towel after a long struggle
to force its way into the Com-
munist-backed Asian-Africsn
solidarity organization. -

The outcome has important
meaning for Asia, Peking has'
enjoyed considerable success in
keeping the door to Asian coms
munism closed to the Soviet Un.
fon. This means the Russians
have little influence, for exams-
ple. on what takes place in &
powderkeg situation such =&a
Viet Nam.

The Kremlin, with little
cholce, had to bow out as grace-
fully as posaible. To insist upon
being recognized as an Asian
nation and then be voted down
by & Red Chinese majority
would have been painful.

The fight concerned who
would participate in a confér
ence planned by the organiza.
tion for next March. The first
such conference was held at
Bandung, Indonesia, in 19085,
and the Russians attended.

Moscow says the Chinese op-
posed the Russians on racial
grounds and even pictured the
U.SSR. as If it were in the
same category as ‘“‘colonial
powers with possessions in Asia
and Africa.”’ That ltung;ndly.

Anybody who was expecting, or per-
haps even hoping, that the Democrals,
when they got to their national conven-
tion business, would appear in such an-
gelic robes of pure reason and spolless
tactic that they would simplify the
ehoices of voters this November have
piready, of course, been disappointed.

Perhapa the best that can be =sald
for the Democrats, so far, is that their
weaknesses and their shenanigans some-
how seem more traditional and there-
fore more harmiess than some of the
eslements which have besn disturbing the
stmosphere surrounding the Republi-
gans, during and after their convention.

The fear of some people, over the Re-
publican trend of events, was that there
was something new and extreme about
them which might be ominous for
sverybody.

The only
sxtremism they have exhibited has been
n the direction of boredom, and in the
tasteless brand of diversiona they offer
their national audiences.

The Democratic platform has attain-
od mignificance only because the Demo-
erats, undoubtedly with something of
the Ku Klux Klan in some of their own
membership grasped the issue of de-
pouncing extremist organizations firm-
Iy, while the Republicans, tender toward
the John Birchers, refused to do »o.

In other respects, in foreign affairs,
In questions of war and peace, the Dem-
ocratic platform also attained asignifi-
eance mainly because, at San Francisco,
the Republicans had adopted statements
which seamed to have been dredged up
out of some dark and long losl age—
ptatements which have already been
amended, on paper at least, at Hershey,
by the very candidate who originally
bad them put in the platform,

Aa for the keynote speech, M was

It
s0 happened that, on his way up the po-
ltical ladder, he quite naturally deliv-
ered an unending wseriex of political
speeches, and somehow gained the abil-
Ky and the reputation for at least some
degree of old-fashioned political show-
manship in his platform behavior.

to watch iIn our troubled cen-
tury. The tes to his party's con-
vention, the other day, refused to be-
lieve it when he finally sald openly what
has been rumored—that he did not intand
to accept another nomination. No one
seems o leave office voluntarily in
Latin America—theres we go again—or
anywhere else.

But Governor Munoz is apparently
going %o succeed In doing it. His party
has nominated another man for gover-
nor. It has complied with his own wishes
and nominated him for a seat in the
Puerto Rican Senate. He intends, he
told the convention, to stop being the
executive and to resume being the teach-
eor. He wanta to go about his country
talking mbout how it has come as far
as it has, how it should face toward Lthe
good future It now seems. likely to be
able to claim through the practice and in
the name of democracy.

All this goes some distance toward
dispelling some of the charges Governor
Munoz has had to live with. He has notl
become an addict to power. He has not
been, under his benevolent disguise, just
another dictator.

But Governor Munoz might have one
laxt test to pass. After he has left his
office, and the comparatively modest
talents of his succeanors perhaps fail to
keep his people as united and purpose-
ful as they have been in the past 186
years, there may come the cry, there
may appear to be the urgent necesaity,
for some emergency return, by Mr.
Munoz himself, to authority and re-
sponaibility and power.

Should that emergency cry arise, and
Mr. Munos still manage to say no, he
would indeed be setting a precedent. One
would spare him that test and hope his
teaching and example have worked well
enough to build in his people their own
strength.

Another Lively Ball?

We are grateful to Gardner Mulloy,
that durable veteran of the national
tennin cireuit, for at least a partial ex-
planation of our declining fortunes on
the courts.

We had thought, aa the years went by,
that it wan perhaps mainly a question
of the years going by.

But Mr. Mulloy, who has alsc been
playing for m good number of years,
thinka it may not be the human compo-
nent which is primarily responsible if
somebody finds tennis today different
from what tennis used to be a few dec-

The trouble, says Mr. Mulloy. lies not
so much in the players as in tampering
with the ball.

He draws an analogy between the ball
with which, in another sport, Frank
Baker once bscome American League
leader with nine home runs in a aingle
season, and the tennis ball with which
he, Mulloy, played when he firat learned
his game.

The modern tennis ball, he says, has
evolved into something like the base-
ball with which Roger Maris hit 61 in
'81.

“Because the ball is 0 lively" saya
Mulloy, “serve and volley are hurting
the game. It's very difficult to return
a powerful merve. The ball goes shooting
off in all directions, The ball was a lot
mofter and easier to handle when I was
starting out . . . . The server today has
too much of an advantage. If they re-
moved the air pressure and thickened
the cover, the player with the belter
all-around game would have a better
chance."”

One other thing Mulloy would do
would be to shorten the regulation dura-
tion of any match. We are pleased to
know, too, thal we are not the only ones
out of breath

Give us a serve we can return, in a
game short enough, and it will be just
like old times.

Why Not A “Right To Run?”

Robert Kennedy, \f all signs are cor-
rect, is going to run for the U.S, Senale
from New York against Republican
Senator Keating. It makes & novel situa-
tion that alarms some, pleases others,
and interests nearly everybody.

Here i8 the Attorney Gemeral, who
works in Washington, lives in Virginia,
votes in Massachusetts, running for high
political office in New York. The facla
are amusing, in a way, and yet the ano-
malies are not much of an argument
against his candidacy.

Assuming the .legal barriers are
hurdled—and Pierre Salinger showed the
way with his California candidacy—Mr,
Kennedy thus has chosen to remain in
the forefront of political affairs,

The decision by Mr, Kennedy could
not have been easy, and it wasn't. He
has gone through a profound introspsc-
tion since last Nov. 22, At various times,
he had apparently leaned toward getting
out of public affairs altogether, We
think that would have been a mistake.
Although we have often disagreed with
him, he has proven to be an effective
public servant. He doggedly pursued the
case against James Hoffa, chief of the
Teamsters Union. In the civil-rights con.
troversy, he has proceeded in most in-
stances with admirable restraint.

The argument that he has no “right”
to run for the Senate from New York
because of his unfamiliarity with state
problems is a minor point. John Glenn
knew little of Ohio problems but we be-
lieve that he, ax any other capable, in-
telligent man, would have made a fine
candidate. Good men who seek public of-
fice at any level ought not to be dis-
couraged from Lrying,

In New York, Mr. Kennedy moves into
a political vacuum. Democrats there ap-
parently could settle on no candidate,
though trial balloons have been floating
up and around for months. Why deny a
man with the public record of Mr, Ken-
nedy the opportunity if he chooses to
run? He has not foisted himself upon
an unwilling or incapable host.

In the end, of course, the volers of
New York will decide whom they want
to represent them in the Senate. It will
be up to Mr. Kennedy to prove to them
the worth of his candidacy—THE NA-
WONAL OBSHRVER.

ATLANTIC CITY — The sud-
den emergence from political
obscurity of Lyndon Johnson's
new operative in New York
tells a lot aboul the changing
face of the Democrafic party.
The outs of 1960 are fast be-
coming the ins of 1064

For weeks President Johnson
had been plugging Edwin Weisl
for New York's national com-
mitteeman, but Welisl just
laughed it off as so much ma-
larkey.

For the President, Weisl had
glittering potential. As a John-
son man for 27 years (although
he almost broke with Mr. John-
son when he accepted the Vice
Presidential nomination with
John F. Kennedv In 1860),
Weisl can be counted on to pro-
tect the Johnson interests in the
anake-pit of New York polities

specifically against encroch-
ment from Robert F. Kennedy,

If Kennedy becomes the Dem-
ocriatic  Senator from New
York, Mr. Johnson will need
more than Mayor Robert F.
Wagner of New York City to
prevent Kennedy from taking
control of the New York party.

Accordingly, the President
put the squeeze on amiable Ed-
die Weisl last Friday. His old
friend was in the White House
paying a call on Lady Bird
Johnson when the President
called him to the oval office
and told him Wagner had just
telephoned to ask the Presi-
dent’'s help in persuading Weisl
to take the job.

Weisl again laughed it off,
but Mr. Johnson wouldn't take
“no." He sent him In to the of-
fice of Walter Jenkins, a top
LBJ aid, and Jenkins tried his
hand. Weisl finally said, half in
jest, that he'd accept only if
every New York leader wanted
him. It had to be unanimous.
Weisl then returned to New
York,

Within 24 hours State Chair-
man Willlam McKeon called
Weisl, “It's unanimous," he
sald. Weisl accepted.

points of power around the
country doesn't mean that he
won't use the Kennedy Irish
mafin in the coming campalgn.

Mr. Johnson's intentlion,
though not yet announced, is to
appoint  Kenneth  O'Donnell
(one of President Kennedy's
closest political advisers) as ex-
ecutive director of the Demo-
cratic National Committee. In
addition, Kennedy aid Lawrence
O'Brien will be a top organiza-
tion man and John Balley will
stay on as national party chair-
man.

But the trend s clearly
a changing of the guard, Now
that Lyndon Johnson has taken
over the national Democratic
party, he is branding “LBJ" on
one state party after another.
The test is simple—pro-Johnson
in 1880 (Weisl was one of the
tiny fraction of Johnson dele-
gates from New York) and to-
tal loyalty now,

In Tennessee, for example,
the new man to see is former
Gov. Buford Ellington, whose
face {5 now a familiar White
House sight. Ellington was
slated to be Secretary of Agri-
culture if Mr. Johnson had been
nominated and elected in 1960.

Another 1960 loser who i8 in
the driver's seat at Atlantie City
in 1064 is Mrs., Carmen H. War
schaw, the new state chalrman
for Californda (and tha first
woman to hold that job),

Mrs. Warshaw and her power-
ful family (owners of Harvey
Aluminum) were among the tiny
fraction of California Demo-
crals who backed Sen. Lyndon
B. Johnson for President in 1060,

Even Mrs. Warschaw, how-
ever, Is not President Johnson's
chief California agent. That hon-
or goes to young Los Angeles
business man Lloyd Hand, an
ex-Texan and ex-LBJ staff
member, With Mr. Johnson in
the White House, Hand now sits
on Gov. Pal Brown's state cam-
paign sleering committee,

In Illinois, party power 1s
tightly held within the benevo-
lent bossism of Mayor Richard
J. Daley. No Johnson man is
needed or wanted to play the
role of a Weisl there.

But former Sen. Scott Lucas
has returned to Illinois politics
as {nfluential courier for Mr,
Johnson. Now a Washington lob-
byist, Lucas was Senate leader
when Lyndon Johnson first ar-
rived there in 1849 and the two
have maintained close ties.

‘I've seen more of Scott
Lucas the past nine months
than the preceding nine years,'
says one Chicago Democratic
leader, Lucas is definitely one
of the outs who are back in.
