Nim bus Orb 
Sent Aloft to 
Spot Storms

VANDENBERG A I R  
FORCE BASE, Calif. (AP) 
— A Nimbus satellite shot 
into orbit today on a storm-
hunting mission with cam-
eras designed to take 2,000 
pictures a day.

The 830-pound spacecraft 
roared into the sky on the nose 
of a 91-foot-tall Thor-Agena 
booster rocket at 1 a.m.

The new Nimbus is equipped 
with television cameras similar 
to those that transmitted Ran-
ger 7'8 closeup pictures of the 
moon back to earth.

Aimed at a S7B-mile-high po-
lar orbit, the cameras could 
photograph every square mile 
of t he rotating earth’s cloud 
cover at least once a day. In-
frared picture gear will permit 
night-time photography as well 
and is expected to improve fore-
casters' ability to spot storms 
by far at sea.

But only Western weathermen 
will benefit. Nimbus Is not de-
signed to transmit pictures over 
Soviet territory.

Its first pictures were to be 
released in Washing^ton later to-
day.

National Aeronautics sind 
Space Administration officials 
said they should know within 
two hours whether the 830-pound 
spacecraft achieves orbit.

Nimbus has three picture-tak-
ing systems, one of them tested 
on the U.S. Weather Bureau’s 
smaller but highly successful 
Tiros 8 satellite launched last 
December. This daylight-only 
system, called APT for Automa-
tic Picture Transmission, is de-

(AP) —' Mobs roamed the lit-
tered streets of Saigon today, 
waving machetes and meat 
cleavers as heavily-armed 
troops stood guard to prevent 
further bloodshed.

Street gangs defied pleas 
from Catholic, Buddhist, and 
government leaders to lay down 
their arms and go home.

A mob of 200 predominantly 
Buddhist youths carrying clubs 
and hatchets set fire to a Catho-
lic newspaper office and school 
while police looked on. The inci-
dent was a renewal of Thurs-
day’s organized violence that 
turned the capital into a night-
mare of lawlessness and mob 
rule.

Scores were wounded in fierce 
battles that left the streets clut-
tered with bricks, broken bottles 
and glass. Hospitals reported 
more than 80 Innocent persona 
were Injured.

Police placed the death toll at 
four. Newsmen, however, count-
ed at least eight bodies.

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — Oracle 

Allen, whose scatterbrained 
comedy helped make Bums and 
Allen a top act in show business 
for 34 years, died Thursday 
night after a heart attack. She 
was 68.

Spokesmen for the family said 
Miss Allen died at 11:16 p.m. 
and that her husband, comedy 
actor George Burns, was at her 
side at Cedars of Lebanon Hos-
pital.

Contacted at the Burns home 
in Beverly Hills, William Bums, 
George’s brother, said the popu-
lar comedienne had been in 
seemingly good health before 
being stricken.

He said she had experienced 
mild heart attacks in the past. 
’They didn’t, however, seem to 
slow her down much. Ten days 
ago she and her husband were 
among the guests at the gala 
wedding reception for Edle 
Adams and her new husband, 
Marty Mills.

She appeared effervescent 
and cheerful, as she has been 
since her retirement in 1968.

Until then, the strain of sus-
taining her nitwit role some-
times made her tense and with-
drawn.

At the time of her retirement, 
Bums explained why she quit: 
“ She’e never missed acting for 
a minute. She never was a ham, 
anyway. Most actors are aware 
of playing to an audience. Not 
Grade. The side of the stage to-
ward the audience was a wall to 
her. She concentrated only on 
what she had to say and never 
gave a thought to cameras or 
lights or makeup or anything.

“ She deserved a rost. She had 
been working all her life, and 
her lines were the toughest in 
the world to do. They didn’t 
make sense, so she had to 
memorlM every word. It took a 
nal aetreea.

Because of a sudden rise In 
garbage complalnta during the 
first portion of thU week, a re-
sult of labor trouble experi-
enced by the contractor. Town 
Skigineer Walter Fuse ^ n t  
part of today touring the 
routes, and checking on the 
moot chronic of the complaints.

The present contractor picks 
up garbage and refuse twice a 
week, and sometimes has dif-
ficulty in following an hourly 
schedule.

Prior to July 1, refuse was 
picked up only once per month, 
and regular schedules were 
much easier to follow.

The contract signed by the 
town and Leaseway Sanitary j 
Co. specifies that the latter 
must forfeit |2 for skips, and 
II for miscellaneous complaints, 
if the complaint is not taken 
care of within 24 hours of the 
call.

A check with the controller’s 
office reveals that no money has 
y#t been deducted as a result of 
the complaints.

Troops armed with tear gas 
stood guard behind barbed wire 
barricades strung across the en-
trance. A civilian outside the 
gate was slashed in a skirmish 
in the crowd.

Some 2,000 atudenU, ermed 
with machetes, meat cleavers 
end other weepons, ringed the 
downtown market.

"We went to go end fight the 
students at the Catholic Techni-
cal School. ” one demonstrator 
told e reporter. ’ ”rhe Cjathollc 
refugees from North Viet Nam 
are "Number 10.’ ’ They have 
burned many Buddhist pagodas, 
cut off the head of a Buddhist 
student Thursday and we want 
to kill them.”

"Number 10”  Is Vietnamese 
slang for an enemy.

Most Catholic demonstrators 
are refugees from North Viet 
Nam, No Buddhist pagodas 
have been burned In Saigon and 
numerous rumors of beheadings 
have not been confirmed.

Groups of street urchins, 
some in their teens and others 
younger, wandered through the 
streets, shouting snd waving 
sticks, clubs and sugar cane 
poles.

The worst bloodshed Thurs-
day erupted outside the com-
pound where the ruling military 
revolutionary council was meet-
ing to choose a new leader. Iron-
ically, troops opened fire on a 
progovemment. Catholic crowd 
trying to surge into the com-
pound.

"The Catholics insisted the 80- 
man Junta reject demands of 
students and Buddhists that it 
disband to make way for civili-
an rule. The council named the 
triumvirate to rule until a na-
tional convention meets to elect 
a new leader and Cabinet.

"I  appreciate your support, 
but please go back to your 
homes.’ ’ Khanh told the crowd.

Minh, a popular Buddhist, as-
sumed power after Diem’s fall 
but gave way to Khanh Isust Jan. 
30 in a bloodless coup. When 
Khanh made hlmeelf president 
12 days ago, Minh was ousted as 
a figurehead chief of state.

Later in the day most of the 
gangs dispersed. But the city 
remained tense as Catholics 
planned a mass funeral for six 
of the victims shot Wednesday 
by government troops.

Khanh, looking drawn and 
haggard, accused Deputy Pre-
mier Nguyen Ton Hoan, a leader 
of the influential Dia Viet party, 
of "stabbing his fellow govern-
ment members in the back" by 
disclosing national secrets to 
newspapers.

Khanh also accused Ha 'Thuc 
Ky. another Dai Viet, of taking 
part in the alleged plot but said 
neither man would be punished.

Khanh said he had resigned 
the presidency out of regard for

Oi« nation's intarest and ba- 
cauaa he feared religious strife.

He said the government had 
anjoyed support of the armed 
forces, both Chtholic and Bud-
dhist factions, and all nations 
friendly to the South Viet Nam, 
Including the United States.

He read part of one letter, 
dated Aug. 26, which he said 
was signed by two of the na-
tion’s most powerful Buddhist 
leaders. The letter urged Bud-
dhists to fight those who sabo-
taged the country.

Khanh said he had not pre-
viously made the letter public 
"so as not to influencs evsnta."

Several unusual aotioiu were 
noted at last night’s meeting, 
including the fact that, al-
though many prominent reel- 
denta from the city and the 
district were on hand, no one 
qpoke hr opposition to consoli-
dation which has twice been 
defeated at the polls.

Last night’s straw v o t e ,  
which waa taken to give com-
mission members an Indlcatkai 
o f public aentlmont, waa dividea 
into four sections: Those favor-
ing the RepubllcEui plan to 
nominate representatives by 
d i s t r i c t  and vote at large; 
Mtoae favootog the original pro-
posal of stTEiight district vot-
ing; those vriio favored a com-
promise (a combination of the 
first two proposals); and those 
who favored either straight dis-
trict voting w  at-large voting, 
but would also support a com-
promise.

Atty. Herbert Htumabury,

Thoee speakmg at the hear-
ing generally agreed that even-

Following the hearing, John 
M. Daigle, who presented the 
at-large proposal last week, 
would not commit himself on 
the possibility of compromise.

Daigle indicated that the 
charter, although completed, 
could still be changed, and he 
would be "open to discussion at 
the next charter meeting.” The 
next meeting is scheduled for 
Thursday.

Joseph Casello, a Republican 
recently appointed to the com-
mission to fill a vacancy, com-
mented after the meeting, “The 
people have spoken once, let’s 
see what they say Monday.”

Our transition to the word "oom ” pro-

deals in what might be some non-parti- 
aan truth, he cannot resist implementing

Prom Senator Humphrey up to Presi-
dent Johnson himself waa a gentle step 
upward, from the uninhibited glories of 
the aoap box to the greaU r dignity of 
the resounding platitude.

Never in the history of the American 
Presidency have so many platitudes re- 
erived such loving utterance from one 
single individual.

Tet here again, back with the living, 
the obaerver ob last night’s convention 
bad, in the end, U»,shove aside some por-
tion of the usual eynicism.

For a platitude can be a truth, and 
the fact that a truth ought to be self 
evident does not disgrace the truth. And 
sometimes the strident confusions of a 
time or an era make some simple state-
ment and application of what ought to 
be an obvious truth a valuable and im-
portant thing.

So, last night. President Johnson, in 
. one passage of his speech, transposed all 
' the issues of the year into one dominat-

ing issue more important than liberal or 
eonservative. Democratic or Republican, 
Johnson or Gtoldwater— the issue of 
whether the forces and concepts of com- 

' mon decency age to hold top and deciding 
■ position in American life or yield to the 
! tensionn and cheapnesses and poisons so 
’ tsmptlng a part of our time. The Presi-

dent himself, as ha plays his role in the 
I uampaign to come, and aa he exercises 
; his duties at Washington, will have 
. much to say about just how big and free 
’ a  diance the concepts and forces of de- 
• aency get, smd about the direction in 
I which such concepts and forces will turn 
J for their final decision at the polls in No- 
I vember. But that that is the great domi- 
{ anting issue high above everything else 
I la  the campaign there is no doubt The

I aelf respect as a  people and as a  nation. 
I Both candidates and both parties have 

to do to help us win that battle.

Bo they demand reforms, or turn 
the rascals out And then in their eyes 
there to the fat-cat American, support-
ing that government out of wealth 
squeesed from the less fortunate peo-
ples of the world. Let us stone the Unit-
ed BUtes Bmbassy! somebody shouts.

"A ny occurrence that upsets a few ex- 
eltabla campus leaders," Trumbull wrote, 
"can take a  mob ef Aslan youngsters 
Into the streets, armed with stones. It 
eould be a crooked election, aa in South 
Korea; a  mUitary treaty that raised in 
youthful minds an odious memory of 
Bmr, as in Japan at about the same time, 
er the imposition of controls remindful 
ef a hateful tyranny, as has just hap-
pened in Bouth Vietnam.

"In  many cases,” Trumbull concluded, 
"bke those of Japan and South Viet-
nam, the United SUtes becomes in-
volved by association and an anti- 
American riot grows out of what sU rt- 
ed aa something else."

Perhaps the frightening thing about 
all this is that .everything else in Asia 
being so unsUble, so weak, so loosely 
andiored, any such crowd of Irresponsi-
ble, impulsive students cim, almost from  
the moment of lU  assembly, become a  
factor oo the international scene. ’They 
can and do depose regimes and leaders 
to their own countries. Svhen they do 
this, they can cause reactions and com-
plications around the world. One does not 
know, then, whether to fear and deplore 
■tits instinctive struggle of Asian youth 
because it is at once so irresponsible and 
so powerful, or to welcome and cherish 
it because, even though it does not know 
where it is heading, it does express that 
discontent, that vitality, that degree of 
oaring about things which, so much in 
contrast to the duU languor of the past, 
does at least esUblish some perilous 
kind of hope for the future.

mud. So the professional crab hunters 
are defeated in their annual profession, 
and the soft-shell is more of a luxury 
this summer than ever.

It ia hard to realise, from auch ac- 
oounU of the state of the industry and 
the market, that the soft-shell crab to 
the same delicate, nimble creature that 
mere amateurs could once pursue.

You needed a flat bottom boat, and 
a long-handled net, and a long tidal 
creek winding iU  way through the 
marshes, and the first slow gentle push 
ef an incoming tide to ride you up the 
creek while it was still quiet and shal-
low. ,

As you floated up the creek, your 
boat sliding gently over the long grass 
beginning to lean with the tide, your eye 
would, now w d  then, catch a skittering 
movement down from one underwater 
clearing to another, and if the move-
ment looked a little loose and helpless, 
not hard and precise, it would be a soft- 
shell, and if your eye was good at under-
water angles and your hand quick with 
the net, you might have something 
worthy of being served on toast.

And it waa with this aa it always is 
with aU kinds of edibles short of thh 
octopus in the sea and truffles under 
French soil. Nothing ever tastes quite aa 
fine aa when you have done it ycftirself.

Msr mn regional director of the Goldwater 
campaign in eleven Western states is 
further evidence, if any were needed, of 
the bitterness of the battle that lies 
ahead. Mr. Shadegg is a professional 
politician whose revelation of some of the 
secrets of his trade in a recent book, 
"H ow  to W in an Election,” was shock-
ing in its cynical candor.

He told, for instance, how Senator 
Goldwater launched his campaign for re- 
election to the Senate in 1958 with a 
speech misstating the position of his op-
ponent, former Senator BSmest W . Mc-
Farland. When he had been proved 
wrong, moat of the Goldwater advisers 
urged him to apologise, but Mr. Shadegg 
counseled silence. "W e  didn’t apologize 
and we won,” he boasts, with sublime in-
difference to all considerations of de-
cency and fairness.

Mr. Shadegg claims he took a lesson 
from Mao Tse-tung and applied his in-
filtration tactics to American politics, 
organizing "cell groups” of Goldwater 
supporters to penetrate the opposition. 
Will he recruit such groups this year 
from among the Mlnutemen, the mlli- 
tantly anti-Communist organization, 
which trains lU  members in guerrilla 
warfare against a  possible Communist 
takeover? They have pledged to support 
the Republican nominee through the use 
er just such infliltratloa methods, and 
>lr. Goldwater has not rmudlated them.

N. J.— The 
growing number of appeals for 
personal appearances by Presi-
dent Johnson acro.ss the coun-
try this fall has all but settled 
the debate between hi.̂  old cro-
nies in the South and his new 
political friend.s outside Dixie.

The winners: The Yankee 
politicians, who made it clear 
to us at the Democratic Nation-
al Convention that they demarj' 
and expect frequent campaign 
visits from Mr. Johnson.

The old cronies, headed by 
the astute Gov. John Connally 
of Texas, have argued with the 
President for a Roosevelt-style 
1936 (Mimpaign. FDR  stayed 
home in the White House that 
year, relying almoat entirely on 
radio. This is the customary 
stance of an incumbent Presi-
dent— rifling above the hoopla 
of campaigning and using the 
White House as the world’s 
most honored speaking plat-
form.

"When he’s sitting back of 
that big desk in the Oval Office, 
he’s talking as the President of 
all the people and not as a par-
tisan politician miming for of-
fice," says a Texas intimate. 
"That’s the correct posture for 
Lyndon.”

Until recently, this was pre-
cisely the campaign Mr. John-
son talked up in chats with par-
ty officials.'

But outside the South Demo-
cratic leaders (Including John 
F. Kennedy’s Irish Mafia) had 
quite a different view. They 
have been in.sistlng to the Pres-
ident that he pattern his cam-
paign more along the lines of 
Harry Tmman’s 1948 whistle- 
stop extravaganza— one of the 
most vigorous campaign.s of an 
incumbent in thi.s century.

ry from water and Cleo had 
»een over toe Florida coast so 
long, winds of hurricane force 
remained only In a small area 
northeast of toe center.

Hurricane warnings remained 
up norttoto Brunswick, Ga., and 
a hurricane watch was In effect 
to Charleston, S.C.

A curving, 2,6(X)-mlle path of 
death and destruction was be-
hind the nurricane. Her known 
death toll stood at 138.

Cleo, which left Miami and 
2(X) miles of Florida’s "Gold 
Coast”  looking like a battle zone 
after striking with winds up to 
116 miles an hour, hit Cape Ken-
nedy with winds that peaked at 
66 m.p.h.

That was 10 miles below hur 
ricane strength, not enough to 
cause serious damage to toe 
sprawling facility, which was 
prepared to weather winds 
more than twice that velocity.

Six giant space rockets rode 
out the storm lashed securely to 
their launching pads and crews 
resumed the work of readying 
them for firing.

The Weather Bureau at Mi-
ami said Cleo was expected to 
move offshore this morning and 
intensify. Hurricane warnings 
remained up at Brunswick, Ga., 
and gale warnings extended to 
Hatteras.

The storm was moving at 
about 10 m.p.h.

Cleo took no lives in Florida, 
but the death toll sUll was 
climbing In the southwestern tip 
of Haiti, far behind In the Carlb

In the Haitian port city of Les 
Cayes, Cleo killed 80 persons, 
destroyed or damaged nearly 
every building and left the pop-
ulation of 20,000 bewildered 
and with little food.

Authorities reported Thursday 
that 44 other persons were 
known to have died in the sur-
rounding countryside, bringing 
to 124 the official death toll from 
Monday’s howling winds.

Earlier, CHeo killed 14 on the 
French island of Guadeloupe.

There was no definite esti-
mate of the damage to the. Mi-
ami metropolitan area, which 
bore the brunt of Cleo’s fury 
Thursday.

State dam&ge survey teams 
were to arrive today, and offi-
cials said the federal govern-
ment would be asked to declare 
the city a disaster area.

As it moved up the coast, Cleo 
smashed town after town and 
dealt a blow to a part of Flori-
da's citrus belt that could send 
grapefruit prices rocketing up-
wards.

In the south-central area 
some growers estimated 50 to 75 
per cent of the grapefruit crop, 
now reaching maturity, was 
blown off.

At Jacksonville, about 170 
miles north of Cape Kennedy, 
the Navy ordered the carrier 
Shangri-La and accompanying 
destroyers eastward Into the 
Atlantic and out of the storm's 
way.

Boston Writer Says

BOSTON (AP)— Boston f  
Red Sox Manager Johnny 
Pesky will be demoted after 
the 1964 season and 
placed by Sam Mele, The 
Bost.on Herald said today.

Sports writer Henry Mc-
Kenna said in e front page 
story that Peaky, manager 
of the Red Sox for the past 
two seasons, “will remain 
in the organization, either 
in the minor league farm 
system or as manager of 
the Triple A team in Seat-
tle.”

Mele pre.sently is mana-
ger of the Minnesota 
Twins. McKenna said the 
Quincy, Mass., resident will 
not be offered a new Twins 
contract “and hence will be 
free to accept the Red Sox 
position.”

The story also said that 
retired Boston slugger Ted 
Williams will be offered a 
“high desk position dealing 
with player personnel.”

In addition, there will be 
e “general ahake-up of the 
Red Sox front office per-
sonnel,” with a change also 
being made in the radlo-TV 
team, McKenna said.

Pesky, 44, is finishing a 
one-year contract given 
him by owner Tom Yawkey 
after an original one-year 
contract in 1963. The Red 
Sox currently are in eighth 
place, 20 games off the 
pace. They have lost 19 of 
their last 2.6.

Bill CrOwley, Red Sox 
public relations chief, stat-
ed flatly that the story was 
”a figment of McKenna’s 
Imagination.”

Mike Hi.ggins, Red Sox 
general manager, also de-
nied the story, saying no 
decision has been reached 
whether Pesky’s contract 
will be renewed.

“And nothing will be de-
cided until his contract 
runs out at the end of the 
season,” Higgins said.

The Yankees, in a f o r m a l  
statement, said Topping "wish-
es to make it known that Pres-
ident Cronin has acceded to his 
request that a meeting be called 
to resolve any possible doubt as 
to the validity of the transfer.”

And, in Chicago, Arthur Al- 
lyn, president of the White 
Sox and an outspoken critic of 
the sale, suggested the meeting 
was called as a result of a 
telegram he had his lawyer 
.send to the American League 
counsel, Ben Fiery.

Joe Cronin, A m e r i c a n  
League president who had once 
declined to call such a meet-
ing, said it was his own idea.

” I feel it is in the best in-
terest of the league and of all 
its members that such a meet-
ing be held,” he said yesterday.

"In view of all the consterna-
tion, the president ( C r o n i n )  
called Uie meeting. I knew the 
Yankees would welcome the 
meeting. Mr. Allyn has been re-
questing it from the start and 
now they all have a chance to 
expre.ss their views. "

Aging Adcock Beats Colavito 
To Coveted 300-Homer Qub

KANSAS CITY (AP) — Joe i 
Adcock beat Rocky Colavito 
into ba-seball’s select 300-homer 
circle yesterday, then hinted 
broadly his career is far from 
finished, although he's closing In 
on 37.

" I ’ve felt better this year than 
for a long time,” said the big 
first baseman of the Lo.s An-
geles Angels. "This was my 
100th game and I'd have had 30 
homers easy this year if I could 
hit ’em at home like I do on the 
road.” He has 17 homers so far 
this season.

Adcock is one of eight active 
players on the 300-homer list. 
The all-time list includes 23 
players.
