Nam (A P )— In a surpriae 
move after two daya of 
bloody rioting, Harvard- 
educated econopaisti Dr. 
Nguyen Xuan Oanh, took 
temporary command o f 
troubled South Viet Nam 
today as the nation’s acting 
premier.

Oanh, 4S, told a crowded news 
conference he had a mandate to 
rule for two months as head of 
caretaker regime.

Speaking in fluent, colloquial 
English, Oanh said Maj. Gen. 
Nguyen Khanh is still South Viet 
Nam’s premier but is now 
"sick”  and recovering at the 
mountain resort of Dalat.

The surprise announcement 
came only a few hours after 
government troope cracked 
down on armed rioters who had 
brought Saigon close to civil 
war between Buddhists and Ro­
man Catholics.

Oanh had served since Jan. SO 
as premier Khanh’s deputy 
premier for finance, but he was 
never aetiously regarded aa a 
contender for Uie top job.

There were strong signs of in­
creasing American Involvement 
in the Vietnamese government.

— " I  cannot see how cooperation

could be any closer than it has 
been,’ ’ Oanh said.

Oanh said the nation still Is 
ruled by the triumvirate of 
Khanh, Lt. Gen. Tran Thien 
Kliiem and Maj. Gen. Duong 
Van Minh.

Oanh said he had been named 
acting premier by the trium­
virate, and that he would retain 
the government Khanh created 
after he seised power from 
Mlnb last Januaiy.

During the two months, Oanh 
said, details will be worked out 
for a national election of a con­
stituent assembly. ’This assem­
bly will then create a body of 
lawmakers, he said, but details 
of this and any future govern­
ment have not been decided.

Included In the provisional 
government will be the same 
members of the Dai Viet party 
whom Khanh charged BYlday 
were planning a coup against 
him.

Oanh had high praise for both 
Buddhist and Catholic religious 
leaders for their help in bring­
ing the violence under control.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Nim­
bus 1 traveled an unduly lopsid­
ed orbit today but still snapped 
earth pictures far better than 
any ever taken by other weath­
er satellites.

Pointing constantly to toe 
earth, it took pictwes and 
flashed toem to receiving sta­
tions around the world. It is also 
equipped to take nlg^ittime pic­
tures.

The Automatic Picture ’Trans 
mission (APT) system, tested 
^evlously  .in. a . Tiros satellite, 
had heretofore produced pic­
tures far less clear than toose in 
the regular satellite fdioto sys­
tem.

However, David S. Johnson, 
director of toe Weather Bu­
reau’s National Weather Satel­
lite O nter at Suitland, Md„ 
said toe Nimbus pictures were 
one to two tones as elear as 
those taken by the Tiroe APT 
system.

Furthermore, Johnson said 
the Nimbus APT pictures were 
of even higher quality than 
those stored plct\u*es of toe TTr- 
08 Vidicom system.

The National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration and toe 
Weather Bureau showed pic­
tures received from Nimbus on 
its fifth orbit Friday to demon­
strate this.

The firat jdeture from toe new 
satellite was taken from 500 
miles directly over Baton 
Rouge, La., and clearly showed 
the Gulf of Mexico, toe Texas 
Gulf Coast, a cold front moving 
down the central front of toe 
United States, and off to its 
right, the western edge of Hur' 
ricane Cleo.

Dr. Morris Tepper, director of 
NASA’s meteorological pro 
grams, said this was a” remark 
able first set of pictures to get 
from APT.”

He said two Tiros satellites 
had been observing Hurricane 
Cleo, and Nimbus might also be

Newsmen made the flight Fri­
day by witnessing the first 
showing, In movie form, of the 
series of lunar pictures taken by 
Ranger 7.

The National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration fashioned 
the five-minute film out of the 
200 still photos taken by the 
Ranger 7’s broad-scan cameras 
during the 16 minutes before it 
smashed into the moon July 31.

In the movie each photo dis­
solves Imperceptibly into the 
one immediately following it, at 
the rate of 1.6 seconds per 
frame. The effect is a startling­
ly real journey on a collision 
course with the moon.

When the picture stalls, you 
are at an altitude of 1,299 miles 
above the moon.

As you watch, the pinpoints 
and larger bubbles — craters, 
supposedly — change slowly. 
Their Increase in size and num­
ber is barely discernible.

Three minutes pass. You are 
567 miles above the moon.

Weathermen Still Puzzle 
Over ^Huracan  ̂Formation

MIAMI, F U . (AP) —When toe 

white man came to the New 
World, toe Indian told him 
about toe tigerish tempest that 
often sprang unprovoked upon 
telandera of toe tropical 
Atlantic.

Once a hurricane is formed 
and under way, it can become 
one of toe most destructive 
forces on earth. Hurricane dam­
age in toe 1955 season was esti­
mated at more than $2 billion, 
with 1,518 deaths.

A hurricane toe size of fiklna 
or Carol of 1954 covers roughly 
200,000 l^uare miles and har­
nesses more power than toe 
electrical industry in the United 
States generates in 50 years.

Inefficiency 

In Services

WA8HINOTON (AP) — You 
l»rag in this town at your own 
peril.

Defense Secretary Robert 8. 
McNamara held a news confer­
ence July 7'to announce hi* cost 
reduction program has saved 
$2.5 billion last year.

Since then there have been 28 
reports — little noticed (or the 
most part — by toe General Ac­
counting Office pointing out 
where it said toe Defense De­
partment should have saved 
even more.

The GAO' accountants also 
produced three additional re­
ports pointing out where what 
they called sloppy supervision 
on toe part of commanders had 
reduced toe combat efficiency 
of four spot-checked .units, in­
cluding an antiaircraft missile 
base. ^

Aft^^xaminlVig 66 armored 
personeil carriers and cargo 
trucks belonging to the 30th In­
fantry Regiment in Germany, 
toe GAO found 216 major de­
fects and 2.300 less serious ones.

The GAO checked out the 
maintenance on the reconnais­
sance and liaison aircraft of the 
1st and 2nd Armored divisions 
at Ft. Hood, Tex., and found it 
ao poor that "the combat readi­
ness of these divisions was im 
paired.”

Poor maintenance, said the 
GAO, was toe primary (actor in 
toe crash and total loss of a 
$200,000 aircraft.

At an unidentified antiaircraft 
missile base somexlhere over­
seas, toe GAO reported the 
management of spare parts was 
so inefficient that $30 million 
worth of missile gear was Inop- 
perable.

As tor toe other GAO reports, 
they Include such findings as 
these:

— The Army wasted $1.3 mil­
lion buying utility caps which 
cost $1.08 each and required 
special laundering, whereas toe 
Marines and Sealaees were buy­
ing 67-cent utility caps which 
could be washed under any cir­
cumstances.

— At the U.S. Army E n ^ e e r  
depot just outside Seoul, Korea, 
was $376,000 worth of unneeded 
spare parts and toe depot was 
in toe process of ordering $101,- 
000 more stock it didn't need.

Further, toe Korean depot 
had suffered a $12.6 million in­
ventory loss which it hadn’t in­
vestigated.

—The Air Force was in toe 
process of spending $424,000 
over a five-year period by leaS' 
ing electronic data processing 
equipment at its Tullahoma, 
Tenn., development center 
which could have been saved by 
buying toe equipment.

—The Air Force and toe 
Army spent $441,OCX) in 1962 
leasing teletype circuits and 
equipment they didn't need.

—The Navy spent $13.3 mil­
lion on rocket packs for the 
Crusader airplane wlilch had "a  
limited capability” and could 
have saved $4 million of addi­
tional procurement costs if 
somebody in toe upper echelons 
had been told in time.

—The Army and Navy spent 
$245,950 (or petroleum storage 
around Los Angeles, storage 
they either didn’t need to meet 
mobilisation requirements or 
had available on government 
property.

— T̂he federal government 
was charged more than $2 mil­
lion in unnecessary travel costs 
by military and civilian person­
nel of toe Defense Department 
who were permitted to-use pri­
vate modes of travel.

—At five military installations 
there were 605 commercial type 
heavy trucks which were sur­
plus to needs — about on* in six 
— which cost $689,000.

—The Navy’s failure to termi­
nate orders for excess jet en­
gine parts when it was evident 
no more were needed, resulted 
in the loss to the government of 
$310,000.

—The Navy spent $8,329,0tX) 
on 383 receiver-transmitters 
"although it already had suffi­
cient stocks on hand.”

—The Defense Department 
spent $5 million moving toe 
household goods of defense per­
sonnel <” because of overstated 
weights used by carriers in bill' 
ing charges.”

—At Ft. Rucker, Ala., toe 
Army had 220 helicopters, worth 
$6.5 million, which were ground 
ed "up to 60 per cent of the time 
(or lack of serviceable engines.” 

—The Air Force had to dis­
pose of $137,000 worth of photO' 
graphic supplies a t toe Atlantic 
missile range because of shelf 
deterioration.

-The Air Force spent $825,000 
completing a $4-miUion rocket 
propellant plant "which couldn’t 
be used as planned.”

—The Air Force spent $700,000 
repairing airplane spare parts 
when it would have taen cheap­
er to buy new ones.

The Army spent $259,000 
buying unneeded special tooling 
(or utility truck engine spares.

-The Navy is spending $191,- 
000 on off-post quarters allow­
ances for personnel at its Oak­
land, Calif., hospital when on- 
post liousing is available.

And, finally, the GAO report­
ed :

"The government has in­
curred unnecessary costs we ee- 
timated to be over $7.2 million 
because the Army rebuilt tracks 
(or tanks Instead of procuring 
new ones.

"When toe rebuilt track was 
installed on tanks, the track ex­
perienced premature failures, 
creating safety hazards to per­
sonnel and Impairing toe com- 
l» t  effectiveness of toe Army."

The GAO said the Army spent 
$12.6 million rebuilding tank 
tracks when new ones would 
have cost $6.8 million.

R  Is the uncertainty over whether Rus­
sia really wants, or has ever really want- 
ad. in all this cold war phase of history, 
to launch an attack on Western Europe. 
The presumption has always been, in 
every quarter, by every analysis, that 
of course Russia has been dying to at­
tack Western Europe, so much so that 
cmly the atomic bomb has stopped her. 
Just about everything everybody does 
or thinks la based on the assumpUon that 
Russia would attack if Russia could, 
and our whole Western scheme of life 
and thought would collapse if we ever 
seriously entertained any thought to 
the contrary.

As for the French general says, it is 
probably going to be impossible to halt 
the first phases of the Russian attack 
by meeting it out in the field. The way 
to fight this kind of war, in the war col­
leges, ia thus and so.

And usually, after the war colleges on 
both sides have fought the thing out on 
paper enough times, all the generals and 
secretaries of state and the commenta­
tors get the real thing, which turns out 
not like the staff studies at all, but 
something strangely different.

Leading TTie Pave-Solid Race

Last year the voters of New Jersey, 
in one of the great common sense deci­
sions registered by people a t polls in our 
time, rejected the sugar daddy proposi­
tion recommended by Governor Richard 
Hughes. That was a proposition to keep 
tolls on the New Jersey Turnpike in­
definitely in order to finance routine ex­
penses of the state government

Almost unbelievably, the voters of 
New Jersey turned down this supposed­
ly easy proposition. So doing, they indi­
cated some belief that tolls ought to be 
used only for the road or bridge proj­
ects they themselves finance, and not 
be perpetuated beyond that. The Repub­
lican party, the League of Women 'Vot­
ers, and an encouraging number of ele­
ments in the state life all helped defeat 
the Hughes proposal.

That was that, but now Governor 
Hughes has rebounded, proving that if 
he can’t perpetuate the tolls one way, 
he can do it another. He has now an­
nounced that 29 miles of the Now Jer­
sey Turnpike between New Brunswick 
and the Lincoln Tunnel Interchange will 
be widened from six to 12 lanes at an 
estimated coat of $340,000,000.

This will not only set a pattern by 
which it will be mandatory to keep 
tolls on the Turnpike practically forever, 
but it will be a giant step toward giving 
New Jersey at least a temporary lead 
in the thrilling race of the states of the 
Eastern Seaboard to pave themselves 
solid.

Reading Between The Lines

Past political campaigns have honed 
a fine edge on the American voter's 
ability to read between the lines, but 
this ancient art remains unreliable at 
best. The current arguments about de­
fense policy epitomize the problem.

Republicans are using the attacking 
tactic, honored by tradition if not by 
principle, of dramatizing their charges 
by ignoring a host of qualifications. 
Democrats, who did exactly the .same 
thing in 1960, are now employing the 
defensive tactic of wrapping themselves 
in the Pentagon's expertise and lightly 
dismissing any real issues Involved.

Wlien Senator Goldwater charges that 
our nuclear retaliatory capacity may 
drop 90% in the next decade, he seems 
to imply that the Administration is 
showing a callous disregard for national 
defense. The typical voter isn't about 
to believe that, but he has to peer be­
tween the lines to see that what worries 
theq^enator is the lack of plans for new 
manned bombers in particular.

When the Pentagon replies that the 
charges are "tolally without foundation 
in fact,” it says in effect that they are 
a complete fabrication. The typical voter 
isn't about to believe the Senator guilty 
of that, either.

By looking at what the Pentagon 
statement omits, he can see that while 
it hotly denies the 90% figure, it does 
not deny the substance of the charge - 
that a significant cut is contemplated 
in the total power of bombs 'ready in 
the strategic forces. Indeed, such a rut 
seems a logical consequence of putting 
greater reliance on missiles, which carry 
smaller warheads than bombers can.

The real argument, of course, is not 
about whether such a cut is 90'; or 
something else. It's about such thing.s 
as whether bombers or miasiles are more 
effective, about how many megatons 
we need for credible deterrence, about 
whether city-busting bombs are the type 
we need anyway, and about what future 
developments are likely in strategic 
weapons.

Senator Goldwater has dutiked these 
questions in his latest statements. The 
Pentagon's reply hinted at some of them, 
but left them hazy because it refused to 
admit that while the Senator's charges 
may be misleading, tliere is a little some­
thing to them.

The biiggest loser in this mock de­
bate is the public, which is left with­
out guideposts in a desert of technical 
questions. It's probably true that these 
questions would change; few votes, sim­
ply because they are so technical. But 
we think it ought to be the responsi­
bility of political leaders to help the 
public understand as best it can.

If campaign candidates did so, they 
might find that making it unnecessary 
to read so much between the lines Is not 
only responsible leadership. It might be

Nowhere does tbs one man 
per vote theory count mors than 
when the man involved happena 
to be a Judge, sitting on a  multi­
member high court Nowhere, 
either, is the vote of an In­
dividual invested with greater 
respect and sanctity than the 
vote of a man who has become a 
JudgA T e t as the different pro­
cedures ordered by three differ­
ent panels of federal court 
Judges in Connecticut, in New 
Tork, and in the state of Wash­
ington have indicated in the past 
few weeks, there are seeming­
ly mortal differencoa In the way 
different Judges vote on similar 
problems, giving rise to the in­
ference that the donning of a  
robe shrouds in dignity, but does 
not totally eliminate, the mor­
tal element of the equation.

The human element in Judges 
becomes especially obvious to 
people who happen to disagree 
with some of the votes the man- 
judges have cast

And that is why, to Connecti­
cut Republicans, the most im­
portant one man one vote kind 
of vote ever cast seems to be 
that cast by Federal Court 
Judge William Timbers in the 
Connecticut legislative reappor­
tionment proceedings.

Connecticut Republicans have 
had their main cases smothered 
and dampened by the mortal 
votes of the Supreme Court jus­
tices at Washington.

What they once hoped for 
from the panel of Federal Dis­
trict Court judges in their own 
state was, however, something 
more sympathetic, especially 
before the Supreme Court had 
thrown out any unit system of 
representation altogether, and 
even since then, in the terms 
and conditions and time tables 
that might be set down for Con­
necticut.

Connecticut Republicans en­
tertained their naive hopes of 
some kind of sympathy from 
this particular federal court 
panel because Connecticut Re­
publicans had supplied two of its 
members. The fact that Judges 
Robert Anderson and Timbers 
were both Republican by politi-

M1 faith aad anagtonea aoaM 
not ba soepsetad to have any au­
tomatic rola In shaping thalr 
vardicta; but It might ba a  small 
U ^ t  burning to tba back of 
their Judicial brains as they 
took their partleular view at tha 
issues. Then, whan and If the 
main issues had been decided, 
there might ba a  slight smtl-

And Ri^bUcans associated 
with the case could not help 
thinking, even though they 
knew it wasn't poUte to do so, 
that their own chief eounsal In 
this matter, one Meade Alcorn, 
had played a great part in the 
placing of Judge Timbers on 
the federal bench. It might be a 
pleasant reunion, the one-time 
appointive poweg and agent

Tet it so happened that Judge 
Timbers, following his eon- 
science, his InteUlganoe, his 
heart, his chromosomes, some­
how refrained from making any 
Republican majority on tha 
three man court, but voted with 
the court’s single Democratic 
Judge. And if Alcorn experi­
enced what it was like to have 
a friend on the bench, it is like­
ly his main prayer, afterwards, 
was that the experience might 
never be repeated. And indica­
tions were that Judge Timbers 
had not only managed a highly 
praiseworthy and complete di­
vorce between his judicial func­
tioning and any of the claims of 
his political past, but had also 
developed his own natural seal 
for that aide of the case which 
happened to be opposite to Al­
corn’s.

As somebody very close to the 
situation was reputed to have 
remarked at a cocktail party 
after the decisions, Judge Um­
bers had certainly demonstrated 
he was not in anybody’s vest 
pocket No one had ever thought 
or claimed he was, or expected 
him to be, but he did prove to be 
one man using one vote in a 
most affective manner.

The success with growing 

things generally attributed to 
those with "Green Thumbs” is 
discounted by Parker Soren of 
110 Comstock Rd., who says he 
believes that to be a gotid gar­
dener it takes “just plain hard 
work, patience, and a love for 
what you are doing.” The mag- 
nifident ground.s and gardens 
surrounding his home give evi­
dence that he might just be 
right. Those who have seen his 
gardens usually agree that they 
are the most beautiful in this 
area.

Tall hemlock hedges surround 
the English style house and 
grounds, and afford complete 
privacy from the rest of the 
neighborhood. The hedges also 
make an attractive background 
for the sweeping lawns, borders 
ot annuals and perennials, and 
shrubs and shade trees. Water 
pumped from an artesian well 
keeps the landscaping green 
throughout the summer.

At night, lights placed at van­
tage points around the grounds, 
illuminate flowers and trees and 
give an enchanting view from 
the terrace.

The house is on about one and 
one-half acres of ground, less 
than half of which is cultivated. 
Paths tlirough woods, left in 
their natural beauty, lead to a 
pond. 3trlngs of lights illumi­
nated the paths to the pond, 
which was once stocked with 
huge goldfish. Vandals de­
stroyed the fish and the pond 
has not been restocked.

When Soren purchased the 
nine room house in 1933 it was 
about live years old. There was 
very little shrubbery around it 
and no gardens. He started plan­
ning his gardens soon after he 
moved in and gradually expand­
ed them to parts of the two ad­
ditional lots he subsequently 
purchased.

Fuchsias, lantanas and helio­
trope, usually rather low grow­
ing plants, have been trained 
Into trees from two to four foot 
high. Some of the fuchsias are

more than 10 years old. One 
particular fuchsia tree is about 
20 years old and has a trunk 
more than two Inches in diame­
ter. with a bark-like covering.

Other flowers include a new 
dwarfed variety of large yellow 
marigolds, with blossoms al­
most touching the ground, bor­
ders of sultanas, beds of snow- 
tipped .salvia, roses, Rothchild 
and tiger lilies, zinnias, a cle­
matis arbor; hibiscus and other 
plants too numerous to mention.

The boss of all she surveys is 
Elsa, a two-year-old fawn col­
ored English bulldog. Her fa­
vorite spot is on the corner of 
the patio wall, where she can 
supervise the antics of visiting 
squirrels and the many birds 
that expect a daily treat of 
cracker and bread crumbs.

The Interior of the house is 
filled with many fine family 
heirlooms.

The dining room table top is 
made of two mahogany boards, 
about 34 inches each, and can 
be extended to 16 feet. It was 
made about 1790 and shows the 
Duncan Fyfe influence. Three 
portraits of Soren’s ancestors 
line the wall. A self-portrait of 
his great-great-grandfather, 
Capt. John Johnston, was paint­
ed in 1783.

Soren will leave all the beauty 
he created in Manchester next 
month for a retirement home 
In Florida. He recently retired 
as manager of the Hartford 
Electric Light Co., after 89 
years of service. «

What higher calling could a 
man have but to run a cheese 
shop?

“ Homer wrote about cheese 
in the Iliad,”  he explains. Vir­
gil also praised it. In fact, poets 
have eung toe merits of cheese 
throughout the ages. It is no 
accident that Apollo, who was 
the god of music, was also the 
protector of shepherds. Natural­
ly, we claim Apollo as our 
patron.”

At Androuet's tiny shop near 
Montmartre toe visitor will find 
a spreiul o f cheeses fit for toe 
gods. There are from 150 to 200 
different varieties, depending 
upon toe season.

La Maison Androuet has been 
a mecca for pilgrims since it 
first opened In 1909. The late 
Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt seldom 
stopped in Paris without paying 
Androuet’s a visit. Her auto­
graph In toe guest book Is one 
of toe shop’s most treasured 
possessions.
• Other regular customers In­

clude Q u e e n  Frederlka of 
Greece, the Duke and Duchess 
of Windsor, toe Prince o f Bour- 
bon-Parma, and WlUliun Bullitt, 
toe former American ambassa­
dor to'France.

Honored guest* a r e ' taken 
down into toe daric cellars be­
low the shop where toe cheeses 
are kept at a constant humid­
ity. Here, enthroned on their 
straw mats, are the runny 
Camemberts from Normandy, 
the moldy Rouqueforts, the 
Bries looking lUce enormous 
tarts.

There are cheeses from sunny 
Provence which arq deltcately 
scented, with rosemary and oth' 
%r herbs. And there am the Re- 
blochdna which are dark red, al­
most chestnut in color, which 
come 6,000 feet down from the 
Alps. In a convent in the south 
o f France tits nuns roll to*

vine leaves to ^ v e  their product 
the delicate flavor prized by 
Androuet’s customers.

Androuet, a tubby man with 
rosy cheeks, would like to share 
these delights with Americans. 
Unfortunately, he la prevented 
from doing so by U.S. pure food 
laws which forbid the Importa­
tion o f non-pasteurized milk 
products as unhygienic. Excep­
tion: Cheeses such as Roque­
fort and Swiss cheese which 
have been ripened for more 
than 60 days.

Androuet wrinkles up his 
nose in disgust at the mere 
m e n t i o n  of pasteurization. 
’’Cheese that comes from pas­
teurized milk losez all Its per­
sonality and its taste,” he de­
clares. ” Ita’ like paeteurizing 
wine.” Moat of Androuet’s 
cheeses are made from either 
goat’s milk or ewe’s -milk.

The American ban on import­
ed cheese did not prevent Pres­
ident Roosevelt from keeping 
the White House larders well- 
stocked from ia Maison An­
drouet all during his term of 
office. Androuet, however, de­
nies that the cheese was fiown 
to Roosevelt via diplomatic 
pouch.

Some of France’s finest 
cheeses were discovered by ac­
cident. Camembert, for exam­
ple, was invented by a Norman 
peasant woman, Marie Harel, 
who hoe since become some­
thing of a national heroine.

According to legend, Roque­
fort was discovered by a shep­
herd, who went away, leaving 
some bread and cheese wrapped 
together. When he returned 
weeks later to the spot where 
hif had lunched he found that 
some o f the spores from toe 
moldy bread had worked their 
way into toe cheese. The re­
sult, he found, was delicious.
