NEWPORT BEACH, Calif.
(AP) — Republican presidential
nominee Barry Goldwater winds
up a week-long floating vacation
today after staking out foreign
policy as a key target in his
campaign against  President
Johnson.

Goldwater and his wife were
due to cruise back to Newport
Beach aboard their borrowed
motor yacht, the Sundance.
They have been cruising South-
ern California's coastal waters
gince last Tuesday. Goldwater

befors the Nov. 3 slection.

The body had been in the
river from two to four days,
police sald, and initial atlempls
to identify the victim through
fingerprints were unsuccessful,

Nasser Gives

Pledge of Aid
To Makarios

NIOCOSIA, Cyprua (AP) —
President Makarios won a
pledge of support today from
the United Arab Republic in his
dispute with Turkish Cypriots
on troubled Cyprus as antl
Amenican demonstrations con-
tinued in Turkey

President Gamal Abdel Nas-
ser algo warned against outside
interference in the island’s al-
fairs, said a joint communique
issued in Alexandria al the con-
clusion of talks between Nasser
and Makarios.

Nusser did nol specitically
pledge military support, howev.
er.

Nasser's pledge to Makarion
came on the heels of renewed
demonstrations in Turkey's key
citiea.

The United Arab Republic
thus followed the lead of Greece
and the 8oviet Union in promis-
ing help if Cyprus were invaded
by Turkey.

“The U.A.R. ls prepared to
provide Cyprus with every pos-
sible support for the sake of
strengthening the efforts of the
Cypriot people in their -tng‘la
to safeguard the unity of their
island,’”’ the eommunique aaid.

‘“The two wides agreed that
foreign military bases are &
threat to international peacse,'
it added. )

Nasser s nown to be opposed
to the presence of Western mili-
tary bases in the eastern Medit-
erranean. Britain retains two
military bases on Cyprus under
the 1980 treaty of independence
A British base on Cyprus was

as & staging area for the
m-h-i“rench attack on Egypt
/during the 1688 Sues crisis.

Reliable sources said Makar-
ios and Nasser also discussed a
possible shipment of Soviet
arms to Cyprus via Egypt.

Before departing for Cyprus,
Makarios told a news confer-

ence that Nasser had promised
him ‘“‘all possible sasistance to
meet the danger of any new
aggression.”

The people of Cyprus should
decide on union with Greece,
but '‘under the condition that no
foreign bases should be located
on Cyprus,"” he said.

In Resort City

BILOXI, Miss (AP) — Sixteen
Negro boys snd givls gquietly
took mseats beside white first
graders in this resort eity to-
day, the first public school in-
tegration in Mississippi below
the college level

The first seven enlered Goren-
flo Hiementary School shortly
before the 8:30 a.m. beil sound-
ed for the start of the fall term.
The other nine arrived later at
three other schools.

The Negroea registered two
weeks ago under a federal court
order which directed Biloxi,
Jackson and Leake County to
integrate their first grades this
fall,

Misuissippl is the late slate in
the nation to commence public
school integralion below the col-
lege level.

There was no hint of trouble
here as racirl barriers fell
Police stood guard at the ele-
mentary schools and newsmen
and photographers were not
permitted in the vicinity.

Otherwise it was a routine

start of another school term.
The registration for the Biloxi
nchool system took place mome
two weeks ago without incident.
8chool Bupt. R, D. Brown said
he anticipated no trouble with
the start of classroom work,
Any outbreak would Inevitably
affect tourism, a major industry
here.
Biloxi has been relatively free
of the racial troubles that have
happened elsewhere in Missis-

At just sbout the same time
Rimsky-Korsakow was depict-
ing the wscreaming wind, in
“Scheherezade” by means of
piccolos and flutes. At the time
critics accepted the Rimaky-
Korsakow music, with reserva-
tions. They almost unanimous-
ly condemned the wind-machine
as & thestrical rather than a
musical device,

Strauss, however, was only
carrying further an jdea em-
pioyved by both Verdi and Wag-
ner. Verdi in 11 Trovatore” and
Wagmner in '"The Niebleungen
Ring” had both emploved an-
vils in the orchestra to depict
scenes in a smithy. An anvil is
no more a musical instrument
than ig a wind-machine. Or
perhaps both are musical in-
struments, depending on the
point of wiew.

Thia tendency persisted. and
we have Gershwin scoring for
the old-fashionad bulb-horns on
French taxicabs in “"American
in Paris," Mussolow scoring
for sheels of metal in "“Soviet
Iron Foundery.," and Il is said
that John Alden Carpenter was
only dissuaded with difficulty
from scoring & riveler in his
“S8kyscrapers.” Converse had
everything from anvils and
chains to a Model T horn in his
“Flivver Ten Million" in which
he parodied Honneger's  “Pa-
cific 231" depicting a locomo-
tive

Despite the fact that Debussy
| is labeled as an “impressionist”
| he himself loudly denied the al-
legation_and claimed he was a
realist. 14»(;\'0\1 judge mm by
such compositions ae “Jardins
sous la pluie” you must admit
he wag correct in his pelf-es-
timate Even "Pelleas” is an
musically realistic as ia possi-
ble with the Maeteriinok play.

On the other hand, “L'Apres-
midi d'un faun,' *“Nocturnes”
and so on, are impreasionistic
Nuages." or “Clouds.” for ex-
ample. does nol attempt to de-
pict clouds as such, but to cre-
ate the same mood in th: audi-
tor that would be created had
he been watching some clouds.

Impressionism iz quite the
easliest of all styles to dmitate,
and there wers & host of ad-
herents to this school. It also
gained rather ready public ac-
ceptance. It ia deliciously vague,
and appeals to the im tion.
Moreover, it lends itself to pas-
tel orchestral tone-colors which
were new and exciting at the
time.

Finally romanticiam ground to
a halt on both divergent paths,
post-romanticiam and impres-
sionism. Something had to take
its place, and of course some-
thing, or rather some things,
did, One of these was expres-
slonism.

Just how much ll-digested
Freud was responsible for this
movement ls not clear, but it
certainly resulted in =& vast
amount of emotional musical
vomiting, Musical form went
ontirely overboard, and the
composer of today will tell you
that form is as extinct as the
dodo. This isn’t true, of course.
One of the most honored com-
posers today s Walter Piston,
who definitely writes in estab-
lished formna, But it is true that
most composers dispense with
form altogether.

Composition in this manner
started a8 a sort of stream-of-
consciousness writing, similar in
many respects to the ‘“Ulysses”
of James Joyce. But if il were
legitimate to put down every-
thing at random that came into
the head, why wasn't it legiti-
mate to put down everything at
random, whelher or not it came
from the head?

This idea is presently being
explored, and we get composi-
tons offered in which the '"com-
poser'’ has directed a stream of
ink from an atomizer across in
front of an electric fan and the
resultant chance noles were
played by nserious musicians,
They have a fancy name for this
sort of “‘chancy' music, To im-
press the gullible, they oall it
“aleatoric music."

Of course something may re-
sult in the long run. If you put
& bunch of monkeys into a room
with typewniters, they will even-
tually reproduce every word of
Shakespeare, given enough
time, simply by chance. The
waste of paper and typewriter
ribbons would be appalling, how-
ever. Similarly, from my point
of view at least, the waste of ef-
fort in this type of musical com-
position is appalling also.

Bide by side with tais idea we
have a directly contrasted idea.
dodecaphonism, once known as
atonalism. Bay what you will
aboul the ineptitude of modern
composers, they are adept in
dreaming up tites for their
ideas of composition.

Where most music & “‘tonal””
or written in some major or
minor mode, and '‘where poly-
tonal" music employs two or
| more keys atl onte (this like-
| wizse has enjoyed favor as a de-
vice rather than a astyle),

all conformed more or less to &
degrees of success, of course.
Thus, ¥ you like romantic.mu-
sic, don't go to n concert fea-
turing 20th century composers
for snjoyment, though you may
go to it out of curiosity.
Incidentally, ¥ you go o
concerts, you'll grad-
ually work backward and for-
ward th the various
styles until you rather like them
all, but you'll still maintain a
preference for the one you liked
best at the start. Have fun.

A chief of state just deposed claims
that our diplomacy there really favored
the leader he himself had deposed, only
a few wecks ago, and possibly even with
some help from us. But it may be that
we really favor and we have really pick-
ed the civil servant who has suddenly
emerged as a caretaker of the govern-
ment for the next two months. In all
thia rumor, one thing is fairly certain.
We are not even going to say just what
we are doing and just which leader we
happen to favor at a moment. If wa
should do mo, we might do more harm
than good to the man we want to sup-
port.

Bo the greatest nation on earth ia not,
in reality, free and strong enough to do
what it pleases in Vietnam; its policy
and action are circumscribed and lashed
down by an infinity of restrictions.

This can be moat exasperating to the
red-blooded among us; it may even
seem, to them, that it Is something of
an ignominy for a full-fledged Ameri-
can military man, like General Maxwell
Taylor, to be taking great care to decide
whether a South Vietnamese leader s
merely physically ill, or perhapa men-
tally i1l too, or perhaps. more seriously
than either, irreparably politically |1l
But that kind of game, piddling and ir-
resolute though It may seem, I some-
times the only kind of game even the
strongeal nation can play.

Junior Highs On Trial Again

In New York City the perennially
embattled junior high school system is
being attacked from a new angle. The
New York State Education Commis-
sioner's committee on the desegregation
of the public schools in_ the city has
recommended a scrapping of the 6-3-3
system in favor of a new 4-4-4 system,

The primary reason for the change
is to achieve more rapld integration.
Leaving the first four grades of the
primary level on a neighborhood basis,
the educators project & move during Lhe
next four years into larger area-oriented
schools that will broaden horizons along
with snroliment.

But there are also plenty of argu-
ments against the junior high achool
system as such to back up the reason-
ing. The main one of these (s that the
junior high school philosophy just lan't

roving out in practice, both in New

ork and ganerally. This was brought
home forcefully by the report of Dr.
James B. Conant in 1880 which criti-
cized the lack of meaningful teaching
and imitation of high school mores

Junior high schools have suffered
sevarely in their attempls to get teach-
ers. There are relatively plenty of teach-
ers who are truly devoted to children,
ready lo teach the primary grades.
Teachers with an academic specialty
tend to Lry for the high school level, It
har been hard to recruit teachers with
the special training for junior high
teaching, and the specinl interest In an
admittedly difficult age group.

These middle schoola are also likely

time which vitiates the very purposes
for which they were created—Meriden's
junior highs, for instance, don't have the
help for athleties at this level to chal.
lenge the yvoungsters and meet the need.
They-are also likely to be used as dump,
Ing grounds for overflow elementary
school puplls, or to have their top grade
drained off into avallable space in the
high schools—both these moves have
taken place here.

In Five Years

Town Controller Joseph V.
Clementino hag released an
analysis of General Fund sur-
pluses for the past five fiscal
years, which shows that last
year's $233.000 surplus Is high-
er than any in past years.

mainly on fishing and other
trades directly connected with
oceanic living. The water is
brackish so there are salt wa-
ter fish. We rode around In a
boat and waved to the inhabi-
tants, many of whom shled
away from cameras. One wom-
an in & boat just put & basket
over her head as we floated by.
We pald a courtesy call on the
chief of this African Venice
and he served us warm beer in
his living room while many
eager faces crowded around the
door and peered In as they
floated by,

Our week was highlighted by
an audience accorded to us by
the Honorable Justin Ahomad’'-
egb’e, the president du Consell
and vice president of the Re-
public of Dahomey. We present-
ed him with a picture of the
late President Kennedy and
made him an honorary Cross-
roader. He was a very cordial
man who seemed sincerely in-
terested in our work,

Now begins the difficult task
of packing up and leaving for
the United States. We leave
Cotonou for Lagos, Nigeria, In
four days. Each of the group is
trying to fit one more thing
into his suitcase and include one
more address to his list of
pramjsed letters., The confusion
has only started; we join five
other groups In Lagos and then
begin the journey up the coast
to Abidjan, Robertsfield, Dakar,
and then home. At each stop we
pick up four or five Crossroads
groups, each one bubbling with
news and questions. The excit-
ement here is high, but it s tem-
pered by the realization that
each part of our daily routine,
the things thut seemed so hard
Lo get used to, are being done
for ithe Iast time.

NEW YORK (AP) — Capt.
Lloyd Sealy, the first Negro to
head a Harlem police precinct,
has been spending most of his
time ainte being appointed. a
little more than two weeks ago,
talking to Negroes about police-
men.

He has tried to expiain Hdr-
lem and .its residents to the
white policemen under his com-
mand.

The 28th Precinct covers a lit-
tle more than half & square mile
in an area crowded with 82,000
persons, most of them Negroes.
There are 300 patrolmen, 80 per
cent of whom are white.

“I try-to explain to the Negro
groups the ‘role of the police-
man, why he is here,' Bealy
sald Monday.

“I try to suggest to the people
that they be a little friendlier,
that they try to talk Infermally
with the pollce, say hello to
them, so thal maybe they can
take some of the edge off the re-
lationship and make it a littie
more human.'

Sealy, 47, says Negroes don't

think of the policeman as »
friend.
“'Many ‘of the Negroes here
are just up froth 'the South,
where traditionally they do not
feel that the police are there fo
protect them,” he sayn. ‘
