n e w  YORK (AP) —The na­

tion’s 10 mUlion NegxUM will 
have more say at the p < ^  this 
Novsmher than ever before, a 
nattcRwIde survey showed to­
day.

The reason—a history-making 
Smphaata on voter registration 
in the elvll ricJits movement. 
Some reglstraUon drives started 
in 1982.

Despite a lack of official fl- 
gurea, leaders of campaigns 
from New York to Los Angmet 
generaUy claim exccUent re­
sponse. Many aim their cam­
paigns at the defeat of R ^ b l i -  
can presldenUal nominee Barry 
Goldwater.

But there are indications that 
In some areas, particularly in 
the Sooth, that vdiltes also are 
flocking to the registrar’s office 
In ever-lncreaaing numbers.

Negro reglstraUon gains In 11 
Southern states, p la c^  at more 
than half a million by a sponsor­
ing biraclal agency, have been 
accomputied by larger gains in 
white reglstraUon in some ar­
eas.

In the North, where voter reg- 
IstraUon efforts centered mainly 
in the larger clUes, there was no 
estimate of the total number of 
Negroes registered. Most ciUes 
reported Increased registration 
from predominantly Negro ar­
eas.

James Farmer, national di­
rector of the Congress of Racial 
Equality, said there are nearly 
five mUllon registered Negroes 
out of a potential 12 million, 
with three million of them in the 
North.

'Ihe country’s Negro popula­
tion is just about evenly split, 
North and South, he said.

’The Southern Regional Coun­
cil, founded In 1944 to work lor 
racial harmony, and now wind­
ing up a, two-year voter educa­
tion program, says there are 
more 4wo million Negroes on 
voting lists In the South.

An Associated Press survey 
showed no official breakdown of 
Negro and white voters is 
recorded in seven of the 11 
Dixie states. In the four where 
breakdowns were available— 
Florida, Arkansas, Louisiana 
and Virginia—Negro reglstra­
Uon showed an Increase.

The council report said in­
creases since 1960 in Negro reg­
istration in some ^uthem 
states are greater than the mar­
gin by which one or the other of

rlsd those states In 1980.
WUey A. Bfanton, project di­

rector, said further Increases 
can be expected.

'"If the presidential elecUon Is 
a close bne within the SouUiem 
ktateS,”  he said, “ the Increased 
Negro vote would have great 
slniifieance.’ ’

No Northern ciUes where ma­
jor drivea-are being held keep 
separate regUtraUon totals for 
Nwroes and Whites, but most 
ofnciala reported Increaeed reg- 
iatraUon.

In New York City, where 
CORE held* block pa^es with 
free ice cream and cake to lure 
proapecUve voters, elecUons 
Commiasioner ’Thomas Mallee 
said appUcaUona appear heavier 
than nonpal for Harlem, home 
of 800,000 Negroes.

He added, however, that they 
also ^ pear heavier for a pre- 
domlnanUy white district on the 
West wide.

OfflcUls in Detroit, Philadel­
phia, San Francisco and Los 
Angeles say that judging from 
the number of applicants, Negro 
drives in their Areas are doing 
nicely.

Cleveland, Columbus, Dayton 
and CincinnaU civil rights work­
ers say they expect a good Ne 
gro reglstraUon in Ohio.

But in Boston and Chicago, 
offlclala report reglstraUon 
about the same as 1900, or some­
what lower.

Some 68 per cent of (Chicago's 
eligible Negroes were registered 
in 1960. A spokesman for the 
city’s Board of ElecUmis Com- 
mlssloners said many Negroes 
are showing up, but the number 
is possibly no greater than 
usual.

Despite this, a Negro spokes­
man said his group hopes to 
raise the figure to 76 per cent. 
About 72 per cent of Chicago's 
whites are registered.

In Boston, Byron Rushing, a 
coordinator for the voter pro­
ject, said he attributes the fact 
that an estimated half of his 
city’s 6S,(X)0 Negroes are not 
restored  to an influx of South­
ern Negroea unused to voting, 
and to a lack of attractive can- 
'didates.

The national leaders have 
keyed the drives to defeating 
Goldwater, but many drives in 
the North appear complicated 
by local disputes. ^

Indecision on whether to par­
ticipate in a drive was reported 
by one Chicago civil rights 
group because a Democratic 
vote that would help President 
Johnson would also help Mayor 
Richard J'. Daley’s 1967 drive 
for re-election. Some Negro 
leaders have been critical of 
Daley.

ReglstraUon drives in Cali­
fornia, centered in predomi­
nantly Negro " "•’.8 of San Fran­
cisco, Berl. Oakland and 
Los Angeles, and keyed to a

ballot propoeiUon that would 
throw out state lawa banning 
dtscrtmlnaAon in houslnf.

Nevertheless, a Southern Cal­
ifornia offlolal tfom the Nation­
al AaaoclaUon tor the Advance* 
ment of Colored People esU- 
matod a 20 per cent increase Ip 
the'numbar of Negroes register­
ing since Ooldwater’a nomina- 
Uon.

All naticAal civil rtghts lead­
ers have given the drives prime 
importance. R ^  Wuplns, exeou- 
Uve secretary of thS NAACP, 
said he has "no eympathy’ ’ for 
Northern Negroes who eay they 
have to demonstrate, but don’ t 
vote.

“ If he’d vote,’ ’ Wilkins com- 
mentsd, “ hs wouldn’t have to 
demonstrate. He*s substituting 
demonstrations tor the use of 
his head. ’There’s nothiiig to stop 
Negroes from registering in 
Buttalo.’ ’

In the South, hoprever, the 
Southern Regional Council’s 
April 1 report listed 1.9 million 
Negro voters In 11 statss, or 
38.6 per cent of the Negroes of 
voting age.

The council reported white 
registration in the same 11 
states at 13.6 million, giving 
whites more than six times as 
many voters in sn area where 
they outnumber Negroes ellght- 
ly more than 8-1.

How Dusty The Moon?

Although we hit the moon with Ran­
ger 7, a space vehicle which sent back 
thrilling pictures of the moon’s surface 
up to the very moment vehicle and cam­
era plunged into that surface together, 
we failed to get ourselves any informa- 
tioh aa to what happened at the moment 
ef impact

Did Ranger 7 flatten itaelf out on hard 
lava? Or did it sink out of sight into 
some deep ocean of loose dust? Or waa 
the dust only four and a half feet deep ?

DiacusB^on of such questions, over at 
the world ̂ Tseeting of the International 
Astronomical Union in Hamburg, Ger­
many, has located the thing we might 
have done in an effort to get more cer­
tain knowledge from our first'moon hit. 
We might have had Ranger 7 fire a fast 
rocket ahead of itaelf. into the moon’s 
surface, while it itself was still high 
enough up to photograph the rocket’s 
impact.

’Then we might have known jiut what 
the surface was.

’The main reason there remains some 
doubt about tha nature of the moon’s 
surface, even after the brilliant Ranger 
photograidis,. ia that moat of tha con­
tours photographed, including those of 
craters large and eraters small, all seem 
soft and rounded.

Conceivably, auch shapes could be the 
result of a very gentle kind of erosion 
in an atmosphere where there ia little 
gravity. It could be dust sitting there 
rather than aolid rock.

Some sdentisU think, at any rate, 
that we had better really teat that moon 
surface before we land people there;/ 
Drop a baseball, or something, and ^  
If it bounces. ^

N orth Vietnam’!  Bloody Nose

The United States’ response to the at­
tacks by North Vietnamese PT boaU 
was. in the President's words, "limited 
and fitting.” An air raid on installations 
in North Vietnam is a dangerous act, but 
far less so than the altMnatives of bomb­
ing Hanoi itaelf or letting unprovoked 
attacks CM American ships go without 
retaliation. Preserving the general peace 
and deterring the North Vietnamese and 
Chinese Communists clearly called here 
for more than a stem rebuke or a com­
plaint to the United Nations., The Presl- 

' dent, too. has ably.deflnfed the nature of 
the retaliation and left the nfxt step up 
to the ^em y. He has taken pains to 
portray the U.S. resp<Mise as carefully 
calculated and restrained, rather than as 
a petulant show of force.

But while It Is hard to fault President* 
Johnson, on his action, there is consider­
able room for, misgivings over the reaplts 
of the very success he has won. One of 
the lesson^ of the Cuban missile crisis 
was that the near-faultless performance 
of President Kennedy took no wind out 
of the sails of the American right wing; 
the right cherirties the notion that Com­
munism lingers as a thrfeat only because 
we lack a  will firm enoiJgh to overthrow , 
It. In the past two years the right has 
been busy proclaliping that the Russian 
back-down in Cuba only shows that a 
Prerident of firmer purpose could have 
expelled every Russian and toppled Cas­
tro aa well. ,

With the nomination of Senator Gold- 
water, the principal exponent of "firm 
will” foreign policy, the right is far bet­
ter positioned to press home a similar 
argument on Vietnam. Though the Sen* 
•tor's views on Sputheast Asia'have not 
always been clear, he has consistently 
pointed to . the disparity between U.S. 
military power and the nation’s inability 
to win (n South Vietnam, rather openly 
playing on| the frustration among tha 
voters at the Img Inconclusive struggle; 
Now that the tJ.S. has given North Viet­
nam a bloody nose, we can expqct the 
right to claim that a knockout punch can 
be delivered with just aa much impunity, 
if only we had a  President With a strong 
enough wall. What this could do under 
the, prMsitres of a Presidential campaign 
Is not plefUMmt to contemplate. The ob­
vious danger is that the pfosence 4f Ckî d- 
water, the success o f’-the eurrent 
brush with North Vietnam, will puph 
ITealdesit Johnson strongly to the. right.

Thia process may greedy hays begun. 
I^en asaumlng that {the recent provoca­
tion called for retaliation, it is at least 
delmtable that Johnson’s show of tore* 
would have been as strong m  It was If 
th i Republicans had not turned to Gold- 
water.

”It’a a funny feeling, leaving 
the Republican party this year 
for the first time in my life,” 
our Minneapolis Informant told 
ua. "But I don’t feel I  have 
any choice.”

This attitude is syrtiptomatie. 
The Republican party’s tradi­
tional dependence on business 
for election year contributions 
and other campaign support is 
threatened this election year 
aa never before in this century.

Preeident Johnson has set 
about wooing business not with 
the ardor of a young swain for 
a debutante, hut as an estab- 
liahed, Inlddle-aged bachelor of­
fering a safe and steady hand 
for a rich .matron worried 
about life witli Sen. Goldwater.

This campaign to draw busl- 
neas away from its tiladltional 
mooting goes far deepw than is 
geneiahy realized. In fact. Sen.

Did the White House move 
mean, they asked, that toe Pres­
ident had decided to back 
Humphrey for second place on 
the ticket? Did it further mean 
that toe business ^men would 
Have a  'virtual veto over the 
choice of Humphrey?

The Minnesota Republican, 
not having a pipeline into toe 
White House, couldn’t answer 
those questions. But to him, the 
fact that the White House had

made the telephone calls ended 
all doubt about the Vice Presi­
dency. Humphrey would get the 
President’s nod unless he laid 
an egg at the meetings 'with toe 
business leaders.

This effort by an incumbent 
Democratic President to get a 
reading from big business be­
fore picking his running mate ia 
doubtless unprecedented. When 
John F. Kennedy picked Lyn­
don Johnson, tor example,' the 
reaction of big business was 
scarcely uppermost in his mind. 
Nor did President Truman "poll 
the leaders of business before 
'selecting Alben Barkley In 1948.

. But 1964 is different. President 
Johnson has already been prom-' 
ised the support of some of toe 
biggest names in business — in­
cluding men right here in toe 
upper Midwest, where Humph­
rey once was a dirty word to the 
entrenched buainess interests 
of Minneapolis.

Will these business defections 
to toe Johnson-Humphrey ticket 
reduce traditional business sup­
port for lesser Reimblican candl-- 
dates? Probably not. Here in 
Minneapolis business leaders 
who defect at the top have every 

•intention of supporting R epu^- 
can candidates for Congress A t 
least as enthusiastically as al­
ways.

These mqulrs largs firms 
to publish mom complete finan­
cial information than most of 
these unlisted ones now do, and 
thus would bring them close to 
meeting rules laid down by the 
exchange itself.

Large imlisted industrial cor­
porations from now on will have 
to file the newly required infor­
mation with the Securities A 
Exchange Commission, banks 
with the federal regulatory 
agencies, and insurance compa- 
niss with their home state insur­
ance commissioners.

But Comptroller of Currency 
James J. Saxon, before approv­
ing listing of national banks, 
wants the New York Stock E x­
change to make exceptions in 
some of its trading rules to fa­
vor bank stocks.

Coroner Says Tober 
Died of Heart Attack

Hoffman to Head 
Goidwater Qiib

Meyer TMiber, 82, a XCandua-^' 
ter tnduatrlallat who waa shot 
aa He worked in hie Brooklyn 
St; factory Jtme 16, died of a 
heart attack, according to Tol- 
tond Ooimty Coroner HeHaert 
Hannabuiy in findings laaued 
today.

Atty. Hannabury found that 
Tober’s death waa cauaed by 
the criminal act of (Jarmelo A. 
Reyes, 36, o f Hartford, a plant 
employe.

Reyes haa been charged with 
first degree murder in To- 
ber’8 death, which occurred two 
days after the shooting.

According , to' the coroner’s 
finding, medical o p i l l i o n  la 
sharply divided on the question 
of whether or not 'Tober’a heart 
attack waa the reault of his be­
ing shot.

"It would seem logical for 
one not trained in medical aci' 
once to aaaume that a man 
eighty-two yean  o f age who 
waa in apparent good health 
and, despite him age. eble to ac­
tively engage in hie employ- 
ment, who had been ttiot 
would not have had the heart 
attack had he not been subject- 
ed to that atrem and atrain,' 
the coroner noted.

"It la mou|^ for my pur­
pose to say that there ia aome 
competent medical opinion to 
the effect that the death of 
Meyer Tober proadmatoly re­
sulted from the unlawful act 
o f Carmelo A. Rayas. The ulti­
mata oompateocy thereof is to 
be determmed as the law takes 
its oouna,”  Atty. Hannabury 
reported.

^  his finding, the ooroner 
noted, "Homicide is a oom- 
p o ^  crime. It is not the 
wounding that makes the crime 
o f homicide . . . It Is not the 
death that makes the crime. 
It ia a composite o f the two." 
He noted, also, that the in­
jury may contribute to or ac­
celerate the cause of death.

Tober died in Rockville City 
Hospital two dajm after the 
shooting occurred. Coroner 
Hannabury ordered an autopw 
which was performed on the 
date o f the death at St. Fran­
cis Hospital in Hartford.

Miss Arlene Rose, 21, of 
Stafford Springs, was also shot 
as she attempted to hide un­
der a workbench when she saw 
Reyes allegedly approaching 
with a gun.

A hearing to determine 
Reyes’  mental ability to under­
stand the nature of the pro­
ceedings against him and hla 
ability to stand trial was con­
ducted sevMsl weeks ago at Tol­
land County Superior Court 
Three psychiatrists testified at 
that time that Reyes w m  l e ^ y  
sane. -  4

“I therefore presume, as I 
must, that he (Reyes) was sane 
and competent on Jime 16,1964. 
Although It la not clear aa to 
when he formed the Intent to 
kUl HOsa Rose and Mr. Tober, 
the time that It took for him to 
walk . . . toward Misa Rose and 
Mr. Tober and to draw the r*-. 
volver and commence flrjng 
would be a sufficient lengtii of 
time to have such actioq be wil 
fill, deliberate and pomedltat- 
sd," ths coroner ssM.

In his reconstruction o f the 
Ineldent, tbe csttmer saM Reyes

‘cams up in back at tha two
women employee and said 
something to them which they 
were unable to understand. 
Thereafter, be walked around 
the two women and started 
walking toward tha table at 
vdiich Miss Rose waa seated. 
Suddenly, uid without any 

Ing, he took a revolver 
from his pocket and began fir­
ing; first at Misa Rose and then 
at the deceased.

"When Miss Rose saw the re­
volver she beg;an screaming an<| 
dived.under the table at which 
she was working. Reyes fifed 
through the Ubie and Misa 
Rose was struck, but only 
superficially wounded. He then 
began firing at Mr. Tober and 
struck him twice, one bullet 
striking him in the upper-left 
chest, which wound &d not 
penetrate, and the other bullet 
entering the upper-left abdomen 
and penetrating the abdomen.

After the shooting, Reyes 
went out of the Sewtaig Room 
and was soon subdued by other 
employes of the eompany who 
disarmed him and held him 
pending arrival of ths Rockville 
PoUce.”

The coroner eald Reyes had 
talked to Tober the day before 
the hhooting and told the elder­
ly president of the Tober Base- 
ban Manufacturing Co. that he 
was going to commit suicide 
because of domestic problems. 
Tober tried to tidk him out of 
it and advised him to see a 
doctor, the coroner said.

What treatment would'you rec­
ommend?

A—Water on the knee is an 
accumulation of Joint fluid due 
to an inflammatory process. It 
may be associated with allergic 
arthritis, infectioua arthritis or 
an injury. In persons with this 
condition there may be pain in 
the whole leg and the treatment 
would depend on your own In­
dividual situation. In some vic­
tims the best treatment is tight 
bandaging of the knee in a 
Slightly bent position, keeping 
the knee elevated and applying 
ice bags for two or three days. 
In others it may be necessary 
to remeove the fluid and inject 
a small amount of hydrocorti­
sone into the Joint. One thing 
is certain—this Is a ' condition 
that should .ndt be neglected.

—^What Is tte connection 
between nerves and allergy? ' 
A—Foods and drugs that 

cause allergic reactions may af­
fect the nervous system. This 
is especially true of milk, eggs, 
chocolate, quinine, arsenic, sul­
fa drugs and liver extract. De­
pending on which nerves are 
affected, the victim may have 
blurred vision, deafness, convul­
sions, dizziness, headache, pa­
ralysis of one or more limbs or 
even mental symptoms.

WASHINGTON (AP)—Robert F. Kennedy said to- 
day he has resigned as attorney general—the first mem­
ber of President Johnson’s Cabinet to do so.

After a meeting at the' White^'
House with Jen son , Kennedy 
told 'an impromptu news confer- 

-ance he had resigned.
KenneeW, 88, (s the Democrat­

ic candiaate for the Senate in 
New Tork.

The brother of the late Presi­
dent John F. K«nnedy went to 
the White House ^ th  his wife, 
Ethel. They arrived 25 minutes 
lat* for their appointment, and

Like all other members of the 
Johnson Cabinet, Kennedy was 
appointed by his brotiier.

Preceding him were Secre­
tary of Labor Arthur J. Gold­
berg, now a  SuiMreme Court jus­
tice; Secretary of Welfare Abra­
ham A. Rlbicoff, now a  senator 
from Connecticut, and Post­
master General J. Edward Day, 
who'quit to return to private 
Bfe.

But ^ e r  Johnson 
foreclosed the vice presidency 
to him, he decided <xi the Senate 
race in New York, although he 
votes in Massachusetts and 
lives in Virginia.

74 Unsolved Chicago Incidents
Worried Restaurant Owners 
Seek More Aid to End Arson

CHICAOO (AP) —'FrightenedOhas been bombed.
restaurant owners have called 
for federal action to halt the 2*/4- 
year Assault on Chicago busi­
nesses by arsonists and bom­
bers who have caused $2.78 mil­
lion damage.

Laurence'Buckmaster, execu­
tive director of the CSilcago and 
Illinois Restaurant Association, 
appealed directly Wednesday to 
Sen. John L. MceTellan, D-Ark., 
head of the Senate Rackets 
Oommlttee, to reopen hearings 
into the wave of restaurant at­
tacks. The committee investi­
gated^, an earlier outbreak of 
restaurant fires in 1968.

The latest victim of the ter­
rorists, Joseph Wilkos, whose 
restaurant was bombed Tues­
day night, also called for feder­
al assistance.

The bombing of Wilkos’ res­
taurant was- Uie 74th unvolved 
bombing, or arson fire in the 
Chicago area in the last 32 
months. For Wilkos it was the 
third time in three months that 
one of his chain of restaurants

,j«

Wilkos, 60, said he telejAoned 
Rep. Harold Collier, R-Hl., in 
Washington to ask the FBI to 
investigate.

“When the FBI gets into 
something they get to the bot­
tom of it," He said. "I think that 
if they would investigate, this 
could be the answer.”

In Washington Collier agreed 
the situation "has reached a  
point where the FBI should b* 
in on it."

Sen. Paul Douglas, D-Ill.,. con­
curred. He said that unless the 
FBI Investigated he saw little 
likelihood that the bombings 
would be solved. He said he 
would press for prompt action 
on a bill he has introduced to 
make it a federal offense to 
bomb a business establishment, 
home or place of .worship.
