Fleet Near Malaysia 
Bolstered by British

SINGAPORE (AP) — Britain-^frigates Falmouth and Brighton
dispatched four warahipa fronf 
the Mediterranean to Singapore 
today to bolster Its Far East 
Fleet guarding Malaysia 
against Indonesia.

A Royal Navy spokesman said 
the. two frigates and two des­
troyers ahopld arrive within a 
week. He said they were or­
dered here "obviously dpe to 
the deteriorating situation in 
Southeast Asia.”

The order to strengthen the 
sea force followed the airlift to 
Singapore Thursday of a 500- 
man antiaircraft regiment from 
British forces In Germany.

’Die British defense ministry 
also disclosed that four Vulcan 
bombers, three Canberra photo­
reconnaissance planes and two 
long-range aea patrol Shackle- 
tons had been moved to Aden as 
part of the buildup. Apparently 
they were being brought closer 
to Singapore for quicker trans­
fer if needed.

En route to Singapore are the

Ethel Takes 
Dora’s Path, 
Moves West

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. 
(AP) —  Florida, staggered 
by the one-two punch of 
hurricanes Cleo and Dora, 
looked with apprehension 
today at hurricane Ethel, 
spinning slowly in from the 
Atlantic.

Although It was too early to 
tell where Ethel would go, her 
center waa whipping along the 
Mme path taken by Dora.

Dora, meanwhile, sloshed 
through the Florida panhandle 
while a toplevel Inspection team 
planned to survey the vast 
sweep of destruction she inflict* 
ed on Jacksonville and St. 
Augustine, Fla., and Brunswick, 
Ga.

The team was sent by Presi­
dent Johnson who declared all 
sections of Georgia and Florida 
battered by Dora a major dis­
aster area.

Preliminary estimates put 
damage In the tens of millions 
of dollars.

Damage to the beach area of I 
Jacksonville alone was set at 
$14.5 million.

Dorm lost her strength during 
a rainy trek across northern 
Florida and was downgraded to 
a tropical storm with peak 
winds estimated at 80 miles per 
hour. Dora was expected to 
continue moving west, with 
perhaps a slight turn to the 
north, and gradually wear 
herself out.

Ethel, a small storm with a 

300-mlle spread of. gales and 
peak winds of M m.p.h., 
churned westward from a spot 
about 800 miles east of Palm 
Beach.

“ It’s a good three days away, 
even if it should maintain its 
present course,”  said chief 
forecaster Gordon Dunn. 
“ We're not making any predic­
tions at this point.

Although power was still 
largely out, Jacksonville, St. 
Augustine and Brunswick 
pitched Into a monumental 
repair and cleanup job.

More than 30,000 persona who 
spent two nights, on the hard 
floors of churches, schools and 
armories in Georgia, Florida 
and South Carolina returned to 
their homes.

Some had no homes lefl- 
Fourteen houses north of St. 
Augustine v/cre demolished. The 
huge tides and driving waves 
cut the land from under them 
and they washed away.

At Jacksonville Beach, a 
home was left standing but the

N*W  YORK. Sept. U — You 
oould aee the cards right away, 
n iere were 14 of them, taped 
to the door like Christmas dec­
orations, and everybody on the 
way to work stopped to see 
wbat they were about. Eadi 
oard was the same. "Urgent 
you call this office immedi­
ately,’’ the handwriting said. 
Utademeatb it. in print, waa the 
ruune, address and telephone 
BumbiBr of a loan company. It 
waa 8 o’clock In the morning. 
Withto an hour, the whole block 
knew that Leon Berger waa tai 
trouble with the finance com- 
pany.

"Ibey di^ more than that," 
Leon mys. "Another time, they 
called my sister up at midnight 
and told her I was going to be 
in a lot of trouble if I didn’t 
pay. She called my wife up 
r i^ t  away. My wife jumped 
out of bed and started scream­
ing  ̂that I was peeping another 
g iri How am I going tp keep 
another girl ? I can’t even keep 
mymlf. But my wife kept argu­
ing with me and I didn't get to 
sleep until 4r o'clock. I went to 
work half dead.' I’m not the 
office 30 minutes when the boas 
calls me in. He wanted to know . 
about this money the loan oom- 
pamy called him up about FV>r' 
$811. they were trying to wreck 
my life.”

Things like this happen every 
day, and,in every part of New 
York City, because finance 
companies, with no specific 
laws to slow them down, go af­
ter people In debt some time aa 
If they were chasing dogs off 
the sidewalk.

People borrow money from 
finance companies because they 
happen to need It. They are 
apppoaed to pay it back in 
monthly installments. The In- 
atallmenta are not cdieap. For a 
loan of $800, spread over two 
years, the payments arv $40.87.' 
At the end, the finance com­
pany gets back 8BM.48, or a 

' profit of. 81M.48 on tbe loan, 
•hakespeare wrote a. big thing 
about this kind of action.

Now some of the people who 
borrow run into trouble and. 
can’t make the payments. Most 
at the time they have to keep 
the matter secret because ve^  
taw men want wives to know 
they borrow money. The min­
ute they fall behind in pay­
ments, they are In the hands of 
the finance oompany agents. 
TTie agents are generally 
young, but they act like they 
want to school in Leningrad.

Out in Freeport, L. I., there 
la a gtfy named Stewart work­
ing tpr one of tbe loan com­
panies and everybody calls him 
*T1ia Haro.’’ He chases paopla 
M  If tbay had Ua‘ ovra maemf. 
I f  yon are a laU payor, ha goes 

I s a t  dnar and tails

Tliat’a OM of his better moves. 
His best one is to show up at 
the train statioi^n the morn­
ing and catcdi lj|taman in front
of a crowd of ^mimuters, then 
start yelling,."W iat’s the mat­
ter? Why don’t yw  pay what 
you ow e?’’

This isn't just one case. Nor ia 
the whole subject restricted to 
just a few people. New York ia 
a city of credit. When there ia 
credit, there are people in trou­
ble. And there ia always some 
sick degenerate sitting at a desk 
in an office who can’t wait to 
get ^personal pleasure out of 
somebody clse’s troubla There is 
no way ta i.^ p  them, abort of 
a sawed-off ^shotgun, which is 
warmly endorsed here, but rare­
ly heard of. The situation cplls 
for a strong law.

Yesterday, State Assembly­
man Michael Capanegro. Demo­
crat from Queens, began draf­
ting a bill that he ia going to in­
troduce at the next session of 
the Legislature. Capanegro’s bill 
calla for the eatablialuneht of a 
commission to control the order­
ly collection o f  debts while pro- 
tjwiting the dignity and privacy 
of small borrowers.

"I,w ant to stop the repeti­
tious. consistent and constant 
molesting, phone-calling, house- 
visiting, calling of employers 
and general intimidation and 
harassment of Individuals by 
loan companiea," ' Capanegro 
said. "Loan companiea have the 
legal reinedy of the courts if

people do not pay tboni bodi. I 
want them to uoe that remedy. 
Only a minute pereantage of 
non-payers are of the type 
known as ’dead bento.’ 
non-payers are. simply up 
against it in life. Their prob­
lems should be ruled oa by n 
Judge, not by aome vicious pow­
er-erased individual woridng ta 
a loan company office.’ ’

Dr. Ernest Cohn, of the State 
Banking Department, says our 
law does not cover harassment 
“We get complaints and we 
notify the companies and tell 
them to desist,” he says. "But 
there is no specific law govern­
ing this.”

There should be. This thing 
has gone far enough. The per­
sonal reputation of one famijy 
man is worth more than aH'tbe 
assets of all the finance coi^- 
panies in the city put together. 
Loan companies operate und^ 
a law. From now <m, they 
should be made to operate under 
a tighter law. And 'the law 
should be written for people, not 
for the convenience of money 
lenders.

"This is only the first step I’m 
taking.” Assemblyman Capane­
gro said yesterday. “Many of 
these companies are interstate. 
Tm going to interest my Con­
gressman in paasing a Federal 
law, too. ’The idea of. a  person 
fleeing in fear $nd taking abusa 
just because be ia, behind la 
money makes me throw up.”/

of Its running If you have seen 
Dr. Strangelove.”  The plot ta 

virtually toe same: tension at 
toe summit as American bomb­
ers mtatakenly carry nuclear 
bomba toward toe Sdrtet heart­
land.
' Bvan toa characters are 
strikingly similar: The earneet 
president, the Indignant Soviet 
premier, toe refugee scientist, 
toe psychotic Air Force officer. 
But while “ Strangelove” 
toe wildest jtind of farce, "Fail 
Safe”  ta dead serious.

Despite toe sometimes devas­
tating comparison, “ Fail Safe” 
manages to generate a sizable 
degree of excitement. The 
■takes are toe highest that any 
drama could {urovlde: survival 
of toe human race. It ta difficult 
to remain a neutral observer.

This time it ta a Russian 
jamming that destroys toe fall 
safe system and sends toe 
bombers on their terrible mta' 
slon. Then come toe agonising 
hours of watching radar 
screens, talking over toe hot 
line, meeting in toe war room 
The ending is only slightly less 
catastrophic . than that of 
"Strangblove.'" '

The Democratic reapportion­
ment package was pass^  in Arc 
Senate last Friday and then re­
passed last night in the Senate 
in the form of an amendment 
to a Republican House ■bill on 
a constitutional convention.

The ronstltutlonal convention 
bill had passed the House ear- 
Uer 157-124.

The House adjourned about 
11:20 p.m. after more than five 
hours of debate on the Repub­
lican majority’s reapportlon- 
ment plana.

It approved the package on a 
roll cidl vote 167-lil8 before ad­
journing. An amendment to set 
the special election as Jw . 12 
passed 169-110.

’The Senate adjourned sine die 
immediately after the House.

In the House, however, there 
was confusion and bitterness 
over adjournment.

Rep. Louis J. Padula of Nor­
walk, the GOP majority leader, 
moved that the House adjourn 
subject to the call of the 
speaker.

’The motion was challenged 
by the Democratic minority 
leader. Rep. William T. Shea of 
Meriden.

House Speaker J. ’Tyler Pat­
terson of Old Lyme finally end­
ed the debate and the. session 
with his gavel.

But there were doubts about 
precisely how the House had 
adjourned.

State and' National Demo­
cratic Chairman John M. Bailey 
asked Patterson later to clarify 
the matter. Patterson said the 
House was adjourned subject to 
the can o f the speaker.

Bailey said the Democrats 
would assume that was the 
case.

Later, the governor’s procla­
mation adjourned both Houses 
sine die, which in effect means 
they would have to be called in­
to' special session by the gov­
ernor before they could meet 
again this year.

’The Republican majority beat 
back the attempt by the Demo­
cratic minority-small town GOP 
coallUcm in its attempt to pre, 
vent passage of the GOP 
package.

’The Republican package, 
which- incorporated propomla 
made by Rep. Guido Lagrotta 
R-Warren, provided for the elec­
tion o f representatives at large 
from Senate districts.

’The plan,' as approved in its 
final form, would have given 
from seven to 16 representatives 
a district, depending on the 
number of towns in the districts.

The largest districts, on both 
a population and geographical 
basis, 'would have received the 
most representatives.

HARTFORD ( AP)— Union 

workers at SNETCO (Southern 
New England Telephone Co.)

with pay discrimination against 
women.

John W. Shaughnesay, presi­
dent of the CnJTW (Connecticut 
Union of Telephone Workers) 
made public today a letter to 
the UJ5. Secretary of Labor 
charging that the company 
changed a Job classification 
“ female facilities assigner” to 
"line assignment clerk” to cir­
cumvent the new law shortly 
before it went into effect.

He said the union asked the 
company to give both men and 
women the same job classifica­
tion and pay scade, but the 
company refused. 'The secretary 
of labor is empowered under 
the new law to investigate the 
complaint.

A company spokesman said 
today that both job classifica- 
UmM Involve determining how 
each individual’s service is to 
be routed through lines, swltch- 

teimlnals and other equip­
ment. It is “ think work” per­
formed in an branch offices.

Some installations require 
relatively simple routing of 
service, he said, while others 
require “ reshuffling” of how in­
dividual wires within a cable 
are used, and similar decisions. 

” I1ie (basic difference,”  he 
id, “ is that, the male facilities 

assigner is responsible for the 
moat complex assignment, in­
volving the cable work, whereas 
the female facilities assigner 
performed the complex
work,” he said.

’The female position, now 
called line assignment clerk, is 
paid a maximum of 889.50 
week, the oompnay said. ’There 
are 38 women In the position, 
and no men. ^

’The mate facilities assigner is 
paid a maximum of $132.50 
week, he said. There are 100 
men in the position, and no 
women.

He said the union had not 
challenged the differentiation 
prior to the change in names.

’Ihe cmnpany’s position, he 
said, is that the Jobs involve 
different duUss, and that there 
la no violation of the law.

W est Opening Arms 
To Red Key Scientist

GBNEVA (AP) —The de(ec-$> 
tion to the United States of 
nuclear scientist Heinz Barwich 
— long a holder of key positions 
in the Soviet Union and East 
Germany — caused elation 
today among Western officials. 
Soviet sources expressed shock.

The 63-year-old East German 
is considered a major prize for 
the West, which' lost two top 
nuclear experts — Klaus Fuchs 
and Bruno Pontecorvo — to 
communism.

Barwich’s defection was 
announced Friday by officials in 
Washington. He made his geta­
way last Wednesday, while In 
Oeneva for the 7l-natlon confer­
ence on the peaceful uses pf 
atomic energy.

The scientist slipped out of a 
Geneva hotel when the confer­
ence ended. He was accompa­

In 1067, he was permitted to 
return to East Germany. and 
opened the East German ;Cen- 
tral Institute of Nuclear' Re- 
seiirch at Rossendorf.

Western scientists, some of 
whom have been permitted to 
study the Dubna operation, say 
its research is devoted to peace­
ful w e s  of atomic energy.

At Rossendorf, one of Bar- 
wich's deputies was Fuchs, who 
alipped into East Germany in 
1059 after serving a prison 
sentence in Britain for passing 
nuclear secrete to the Russians.

The other major defector to 
communism, Italian-bom Pon 
tecorvo, is woiking in the Soviet 
Union. He went fo Russia in 
1950 while working at top secret 
installations" in Britain.

U.S. officials declined to say 
whether Barwich will go to 
work for the United States. -The 
official announcement merely 
said he had contacted American 
autboiities in Wwt Germany 
earlier this month and has 
asked for political asylum.
