This brought up the matter of 
music, and I asked her how she 
got authentic Indian music, for 
it is very complex, using a 
great many modes and employ­
ing quarter tones as well as 
complex and compound 
rhytiuns.

She had the mu­
sic recorded in India, for - it 
would be impossible to find mu­
sicians elsewhere capable of 
playing the compositions.

She has likewise recorded 
poems by Rabindranath Tagore 
over Indian music and uses 
them as the bases of devotional 
interpretations. I was glad she 
picked Tagore, for he's the only 
Indian poet with whom I am 
familiar, and I didn't feel too ut­
terly ignorant in discussing this 
phase of her artistry. Not that 
she makes anyone feel ingorant; 
she's very helpfql and explana­
tory, with her hands constantly 
moving in most expressive ges­
tures to emphasise her points.

In short, I found her highly In­
teresting, although I was in no 
position to judge her profession­
al and artistic capabilities Since 
she naturally did' not dance. 
However, I shall watch her on 
TV, and on the .19th of the 
month, which is a Saturday by 
the way, she'll be appearing at 
Willimantic State College in per­
son and I expect .I'll very likely 
be on hand to sec her dance in 
person.

Sam Capuano, the director o f 

the play “Qallows Humor”  at 
The Image Rlayhouse, is a ver­
satile man. He has worked in 
television, movies, and the the­
ater; his efforts this summer 
included a rip-anortlng version 
of “Wildcat" at the Oval in 
Farmington.

For this reason a theater­
goer should expect interesting 
things to come from Sam's ef­
forts at The Image Playhouse, 
an Intimate and very informal 
little theater at 84 Barker St., 
Hartford, above the Art Cine­
ma. -

“Oallowa Humor”  is the 
Image's first offering in a sea­
son of repertory that will run 
through November, the includ­
ing two eventngs of one - act 
playa It may be unfair to judge 
the troup's quality on the basis 
of its first performance Fri­
day; nevertheless, even the 
“ experlm enur nature of the 
Image's goals can't entirely 
Justify the performance.

Sam Capuano has been gull 
ty of relying on type easting 
to achieve the effects he de­
sires in this case, to show how 
“ dead” living human beings 
can be. He has put on the 
stage persons who can por­
tray their roles because they 
live then; and he has made it 
painfully obvious by,assigning 
an accomplished actor to de­
liver the prologue.

The play deals with moments 
in the lives of two individuals, 
ah excessively orderly prisoner 
who has beaten his wtfe in a 
fit Of passion, and an exces­
sively orderly hangman who 
wants to esciq>e his bureau 
cratic existence into a more 
passionate world.

Both roles are played in sue 
cesaive acts by one man, Ed­
gar Wllcock. 'The switch tends 
to heighten the statement the 
play attempts, since the two 
parts are the reverse of each 
other.

As Walter,, the prisoner await 
ing hanging. Wiloock is put 
upon at the inaisteace of the 
warden by a state - supplied 
prostitute, to cheer him in the 
last moments of his life. Her 
-success in drawing him from 
his protective orderliness bringi 
him life, as he stands virtually 
on the doorstep of death.

In contnUd,' Wilcock as IWl- 
lip the hangman wants to' es­
cape the dreary routine of his 
married life and the bureau 
cratic orderliness of his execu- 
tloner's job. He finds that the 
door to freedom is closed to 
him by his long acceptance of 
his existence, however, and .40 
he marches to the gallows, al­
ready a deisd man himself.

Wilcock plays both roles 
alike, with a certain amount of 
chann and, frequently, a deliv­
ery that tsikes optimum advan- 
ta ^  of playwright Jack Rich­
ardson'S fine sense of language.

Cast with Wilcock are Bill 
Gems, in both acts in the two- 
act play as a prison warden, 
and Lee Ann Gunderson of 
Manchester, first as a prosti­
tute and thM) as a housewife.

Mrs. Gunderson comes off 
substantially better than Gems, 
vriMse delivery was flat and 
embarrasingly uncertain. She at 
least shows substantial, if 
abrupt, cluuiges in mood.

All of them remain, however, 
little more - than peoiHe moving 
around on a stage; only Ray 
Shinn, in the persona of death, 
who wanders among the audi­
ence to deliver his prologue, 
really transcends bounds of his 
own personality to create real 
theater.

What happened, or didnt' hap­
pen, on stage at the Image Fri­
day night should not be consid­
ered final, however. It was but 
the first performance in the 
planned three-month run, dur­
ing which “ Gallows Humor" 
will be alternated with other 
productions — among them a 
one-acter by Hartford play­
wright Richard Harris.

During -  those three months 
there should be substantial op-, 
portunity for the acting troup 
to begin to develop together 
some of the dramatic projec­
tion they lacked Friday night.

Certainly any group with the 
goals Shat Sam' Capuano has 
set for the Image Playhouse-— 
intimate production, new and 
thoughtful plays, and a free­
dom that brings cast and audi­
ence together after the pro­
gram to disciuM the show--de- 
serves success.

DellaFera Wants Rees Open 
To Cut Down Disturbances

Francis DellaFera, a town dl-^Thursday evening(s, as well as
rector and Republican town 
chairman, has asked that town 
recreation facilities be opened 
immediately in an -effort to halt 
disturbances caused by town 
youngsters. The rec usually be­
gins its fall season Ih mid-Oc­
tober.

In a letter to Mayor Francis 
J. Mahoney, DellaFera says 
that “There is much efhphasls 
on a near-rioiing condition of 
the youth In certain areas of 
Manchester, and I am sure that 
your request for an antl-lolter- 
Ing ordinance is of considerable 
merit."

' (The near-rioting condition— 
to which DellaFera refers—oc-’ 
curred at a Center St. drive-in 
restaurant last month: it con­
tributed to Mayor Mahoney’s 
decision to seek additional 
means for preventing disturb­
ances before they begin.)

“ I suggest,” DellaFera says, 
“ that an immediate remedy for 
some of the problems wquld be 
to open the recreation centers 
now, rather than wait until 
Oct. 15 when they normally 
open.

“There are several weeks left 
before that data, and—should 
the present budget prove Inade­
quate—I am confident that an 
additional appropriation ccui 
be made.

“I suggest that the same 
steps could be taken with the 
teen center,” DellaFera contin­
ues. “Most certainly we would 
get some of the youths off the 
streets and Into proper environ­
ments.

“ I urge you to take immedi­
ate steps to opeq these facili­
ties now."

DellaFera said he also back-

Friday and Saturday. Thursday 
was cut from the teen center 
schedule this year because of a 
cut in the recreation depart­
ment budget according to town 
officials.

A copy of DeUaFera’s letter 
has also been sent to General 
Manager Richard Martin, and 
will be distributed to the board 
of directors.

If more money is required to 
open the rec facilities early, it 
would probably require an addi­
tional appropriation from the 
board of directors. The board 
has already scheduled a special 
meeting for Sept. 22, when an­
other appropriation may be con­
sidered.

DellaFera has also proposed 
to the State Highway Depart­
ment that a fence be construct­
ed between the Wilbur Cross 
Highway and the Manchester 
Ridge development off Baldwin 
Rd. DellaFera sees the lack of 
a barrier as a safety hazard to 
children from the development 
who play in the area between 
the subdivision smd the high­
way.

Manual campaign: Fulton (Bud­
dy) Lewis m .

Son of tha famed conserva­
tive radio commentator, Bud­
dy' Lewis is a well-known con-1 
servative figure in his own 
right. He has traveled the coun­
try from one and to another as 
the narrator of “ Operation Abo­
lition,”  a film depicting the San 
nnnciBco riots against the 
House Un - American Activities 
Committee. He was also nation­
al field director, for the right 
wing Young Americana for 
Freedom (TAF).

Actually, Lewis came on Mil­
ler's staff through the side door. 
When Miller complained that 
his campaign staff wa.sn’t near­
ly large enough, the Goldwater 
high command at long last 
agreed to give him another man. 
That man was Lewis, specifical­
ly chosen by Goldwater men.

Although officially listed as 
’ •Assistant Press Secretary," 
L«wis actually is writing 
speechel that go directly to Mil- 
tor without editing by other staff 
members.

As a result, moderate Miller 
atatters at* near the point of re­
bellion. 'I%ey specifically include 
Dave K r^ e n g , a middle-road 
Republipan who resigned as re- 
seardi director for the Minne­
sota Republican party to be­
come MiUer’s research director,

Tfoe moderates complain that 
Lewis eggs Miller on to exag­
gerate and pump up his charges. 
For Instsuice, the ultra-liberal 
Americans for Democratic Ac-i 
titm (ADA) Is lair game for Re- 
publican criticism. But Miller's 
speeches )iave distorted ADA 
positions. Moreover, Miller, has 
bean criticising U.S. trade pol­
icy even though he voted for the 
Trade Expansion Act in 1M2.

The accord was only partial, 
but it waa a major step forward 
In relations between the Roman 
Catholic Church and Hungary.

The appeal added:
"The work of these appellants 

in advising and giving instruc­
tions for the use of effective 
contraceptive agencies is in line 
with and indeed promotes na­
tional policy as evidenced by 
the extensive research pro­
grams of the Public Health 
Service to develop the most 
effective contraceptive agencies 
and the policy of making availa­
ble technical assistance, as a 
part of our fereigpn aid program, 
to the other nations seeking 
methods of population control. A 
federal program to abolish 
poverty has begun. But to fight 
poverty without birth control is 
to fight with one hand tied 
behind the back.

"The work of these appellants 
will contribute to the reduction 
of the increased rate of popula­
tion growth in the United States. 
Unless effectively controlled, 
within a half-century population 
in this country will rise from its 
present 190 million to a billion.”
