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Herdic Resigns as Rec Head, 
To Open Family Business

JamM H«rdic resisrfted 
today as head of the town’s 
recreation department ef­
fective Oct. 17. He submit­
ted U i one-sentence letter 
of resignation about a half
hounbefore he received a  letter 
naming him the outatanding rec­
reation ouperlntendent in Con- 
necUcqt.

The recreatton departmMit, 
and Herdlc hi particular, have 
been in the town spotlight 
since the 1062-08 town audit 
revealed "Irregularitaa”  in ad 
ministrative and accounting 
procedures there.

As a result of Herdic’s sq̂ - 
parent difficulties In correcting 
the criticized practices. Gen­
eral Manager Martin put him 
on three months probation as 
o f Sept. 1 o f this year. The 
probationary period would have 
nm  out on Dsc. 1.

Inmlcally, Herdic received a 
message at about 10 o’clock 
from Governor Dempsey; nam­
ing him the first r^ p ien t  o f 
the Connecticut Recreation So- 
(dety’s 4umual award to the 
outatanding state recreation su­
perintendent. He will be hon­
o r ^  O ct 1 at the StaUer-HU- 
ton Hotel in Hartford.

Martin said this morning that 
he has not thought about who 
will replace Hwdic. He will 
probably draw up a Job descrlp- 
tlan In preparation for testa for 
ths post, but hs has not nilsd 
out combining the park and rec- 
seatiott departments, he said.

dle Tpke., at Manchester Green.

Herdic became superinten­
dent of the recreation depart­
ment in January, 1954, from a 
similar post in Rutland, V t  

He replaced John E. Hed- 
lund, who resigned in Septem­
ber, 1953, after the t o w n  
boaixl of directors had refused 
him a salary Increase. Hed- 
lund had threatened to quit the 
year before, when General Man­
ager Martin ordered a reorgan­
ization of the park and recre­
ation departments.

Since arriving in Manches­
ter, Herdlc has been widely 
hailed for organizing one of 
the most thorough recreation 
programs in New E n g l a n d ,  
Among the activities he ini­
tiated were the Senior Citizens 
(Tlub and a recreation program 
for handicapped children from 
which the present Instructors 
o f the Handicapped (lO H ) 
evolved.

Herdic’s experience with 
recreation programs for the 
elderly were the basis of a  book 
on programming senior citiz­
en activities published l a s t  
year.

When Herdic took over the 
department he inherited the 
management practices his pre­
decessors had used before him.

As the years passed and new

Arson for Profit 
Also Takes Lives

B r BKHABD L. GBAVES toness competitors,” Battle add-'  __ ..1NEW TOBK (AP) — Arson 
for-profit ia a crooked business 
growing as fast as the flames It 
feeds. One reason: the “torch,” 

The torch is not a comic strip 
character. He is, in imdeiworld 
parlance, the professional fire- 
sattar, the criminal who' uaea 
flame for gain.

His main aim is to collect, or 
help s<»neone else collect, fire 
insurance on property. The 
target is a-big one. More than. 
$2.2 billion in fire Insurance 
premiums are written each 
year.

Organised crime is turning 
more and more to Incendiary 
activity, in the opinion of fire 
marahala and insurance investi­
gators.

"There la no Slacking off in 
the trend,” says insurance in­
vestigator Brendan P. Battle, 
manager of the Arson, Theft 
and Fraud Department of the 
NaUonal Board of Fire Under­
writers.

“Syndicate-controlled hood­
lums are believed to have been 
responsible for recent fire-set­
ting in at least 10 states in the 
East and Midwest,” Battle said 
to an interview.

He said there is “a definite 
coimection between growth of 
professional arson rings and the 
increase in insurance fraud 
fires.”

The number of cases investi­
gated by his agency during the 
year ended Ajnll 30 reached a 
record 904. They Involved 336.6 
milli(Hi in insurance.

The Inireau’s Invtetigatlons 
did not include major metropoli­
tan areas such as New York, 
Detroit, Chicago, Los Angeles 
and Philadelphia, which have 
their own fire investigating 
agencies.

But reports of fire officials in 
■ those areas Indicate their prob­
lem is even more acute.

Since January 1962 there have 
been some 76 bombings and set 
fires in Chicago Iwsiness firms.

New York City fire officials 
investigated 589 fires during 
1963 that they termed suspicious 
and another 485 known incendi­
ary cases including many for 
motives other than profit — 
revenge, mischief, pyromania.

But it is a clue to the effec­
tiveness of the professional 
torch that, of all the investiga- 
tons, there were only six con­
victions of persons for setting 
fires to collect Insurance.

Also, say the Investigators, 
the number of fires they know 
or suspect of being arson for 
profit is probably only a frac­
tion of the actual total.

The reason Is that the profes 
ilonal torch knows how to set a 
fire so that it looks accidental, 
and fire tends to destroy the 
evidence of its origin.

How big a bite of fire insur­
ance collection is taken by all 
arson for profit activity is' un 
known. x

But in the decade ending in 
January 1963, fires known to 
have been set caused more than 
3144 million if property losses, a 
little more than 3 per pent of 
total losses. A big chunk of the 
figure was arson fof profit — 
perhaps the greatest part.

”We have encountered with 
Increasing frequency interstate 
travel on the part of gangland 
torches who have been given 
contracts calling for the des­
truction of business premises by 
fire,” said Battle.

“Racketeers have learned 
that flre-settlng can be a very 
lucrative source of income 
through Insurance collections as 
well as a weapon to be used as 
toUmidation tor organizing pur- 
poeea or for eliminating bus!

One result has been that the 
U.S. Justice Department is 
taking a new look at organised 
arson at the request of the in­
surance firms. The Federal 
Bureau of Investigation has 
)>egun compilation of unifoirm 
statistics on arson.

But arson for profit and its 
Impact on the multiblllion-doUar 
Are insurance Industry is only 
part of the picture. There also is 
the human element. Fires set 
for profit take lives.

Among ;acent tragedies was a 
case in New York. A landlord 
hired a torch to bum a tene­
ment he owned in order to col­
lect insurEmce. Four persona 
living in the tenement died in 
the flames.

Only a quarrel between the 
paid arsonist and his girl friend 
broke the case open. She told 
authorities what she knew of the 
fire. Both the landlord and ar­
sonist were convicted of first- 
degree murder and sentenced to 
life imprisonment.

The lives lost were among 10 
deaths in New York CHty alone 
in 1963 from known arson or 
suspicious fires.

There are dozens of lives lost 
each year across the nation to 
flame for gain but, like the dol­
lar cost of the torch, the true 
casualty totals is unknown.

Oldest Pines
Oing to Life

BISHOP, Calif. AP) — High 
on the biirren upper slopes of 
the White Mountains of central 
California la a graveyard at 
twisted things that refuse to die.

They are bristlecone pines, 
some more than 4,000 years old 
and believed to be the oldest 
living things on earth.

They look their age.
Some have only one branch 

left with -a few needles. The 
older ones have lost all but a 
narrow strip of bark and thalr 
bare trunks have been polished 
by centuries of wind and dust 
and sun. -

They look like drift wood, but 
somehow they still live, with 
their gnarled roots sucking 
sustenance' from soil too poor 
and dry for all other forms of 
life.

More than 100 of these botani­
cal frenks have lived th resh  40 
centuries and experts believe 
they’re good tor another mll- 
lenium or two

In an attempt to find out Just 
how long the- bristlecone pine 
can live in its natural environ­
ment, the U.S. Forest Service 
has set aside 28,000 acres in the 
White Mountains 20 miles east 
of here between the 0,000- and 
11,000-foot levels, where the 
annual rainfall seldom e x c e ls  
12 inches.

Unlike the towering 3,600- 
year-old sequoia, the starved 
bristlecone seldom reaches 30 
feet in height.

It gets its name from Its cone, 
much like other pine cones 
except for a bristle that extends 
from each section of the waffled 
surface.

Why does it live so longTf
Dr. Robert Wright o f . the 

University of Redlands Biology 
Department, who has made a 
study of the bristlecone, credits 
a dry climate and little if any 
competition in its home above 
the Umberline for what nu­
trients can be scrounged from 
the mountsdn soU. - ^

Wet rot kills most trees at a 
comparaUvely young age. Even 
the giant redwoods, highly 
resistant to rot, eventually 
topple when they get ao big 
their roots can’t hold in soft, 
moist soil.

’Die scrubby brisUecone in its 
arid climate has no such prob­
lem.

Other bristlecones have been, 
fouiid in milder  ̂climates in 
mountain country eastward to 
Colorado, Wright says, but none 
b e ^  . to approach the age of 
tb m  in the White Mountahis.

Somehow, Just learning to live 
in a virtually impossible envir­
onment, these tortured forms 
have found the secret of endur­
ing longer  ̂than any other known 
kind of life on' earth. I

The hydrogen bomb. Dr. T dler told an 

audience out in Michigan Qie other 
night le oow  so dean a thing that a man 
eould walk into its very crater, some­
time after its sxplosicn o f course, with­
out harm.

The bomb. Dr. Teller was quoted as 
saying, now haa no radioactive fallout at 
all.

And he criticised the government at 
Washington for not telling more people 
this wonderful news about the bomb.

There must be something deficient 
about some o f the rest o f us, who some­
how fail to develop a passion for a hy  ̂
drogen bomb crater even after the bomb 
has been made clean.

Why is it we are not happy the way 
Dr. Teller is happy?

Why is it we still retain, no matter 
how clean it becomes, some instinctive 
apprehension over the use o f the hydro­
gen bomb by anybody?

Is it, perhaps, because we sense there 
Is some contagion about the bomb even 
more serious and even more fatal to 
mankind than any simple radioactivity? 
Is it because we somehow get things 
fatally mixed up. and construe the high­
est product o f man's genius, the bomb, 

- t o  be an ugly symbol of the fact that he 
has never yet grown smart enough to 
learn to live by something other than 
Jealousy, inhumanity, and hate?

The real contagion around the bomb 
has never been the physical factor of 
radioactivity. It is that sickness of the 
human spirit which can worship such a 
symbol o f total destruction.

That "clean crater”  seems the dirtiest 
ef aU.

Johnson, But Not His Party
Unhesitatingly, this newspaper sup- 

TOrts the candidacy of President Lyndon 
B. Johnson.

On the domestic front, civil rights is 
the overriding issue. It is pointless to 
hope that it can be kept out of the cam­
paign. It is dangerous to ignore the ex­
plosiveness of the issue. And it is un­
duly optimistic to see any lasting solu­
tions for years to come.

Here, then, is a point of the utmost 
relevancy to the Goldwater candidacy: 
Should he win. He would imquestionably 
do so with the support o f the extreme 
segregationist groups of the South and 
with the backing of those groups. North 
or South, that place the Negro Inside 
their circle o f hate. . . .

It seems to us that Lyndon B. John­
son deserves election on the record he 
has made in the months since an assi.̂ - 
sin's bullet tragically struck down John 
F. Kennedy. What a crisis, Mr. Johnson 
faced at that time! He has, we believe, 
dealt with it masterfully.

In the foreign field—and in this area 
we were admittedly uncertain of his lead­
ership— the President has demonstrated 
his ability to serve effectively as the na­
tion’s spokesman. All in all, his per- 
fotrnance as a chief executive thrust 
suddenly onto the world stage has in­
spired confidence both in Lyndon John­
son and in the U. S .. . .

Certainly we do not dislike the sena­
tor. We cannot accept the line of those 
who say he is a phony or a demagog. Un­
questionably, Senator Goldwater is total­
ly sincere. He is entitled to his views. 
In our Judgment he means what he saya 
And frankly, we think he haa. said ' too 
much.

We are bothered by that unbending 
inaistence that he is, in all cases, abso­
lutely right, that he has simple answers 
to all questions. We have seen nothing 
that indicates moderation on the part of 
Barry Goldwater—and we do not except 
that unity meeting in Pennsylvania. Such 
inflexibility, as we see it, do4s not be­
long in the White House. He has shown 
no comprehension o f the art of compro­
mise which is essential to the func­
tioning of governm ent

Tou may, o f course, admire convic­
tion when it is described as political guts. 
But you may alto see in the record of 
consistent opposition a demonstrated in­
ability to work with people to get things 
done— even with members o f the sena­
tor’s own party. How, we wonder, could 
Barry Ooldwater work with other world 
leaders ? Where would such a lone-wolf 
attitude take us?

Similar, that defense of—or apology 
for — extremism in the acceptance 
speech made us wonder precisely what 
road this nation might be forced to travel 
with Barry Goldwater as its leader.

' We need not debate whether the 
speech—and ^le defense o f extremism 
was o f course, the real essence of it all 
—was a political blooper We cannot buy 
a Presidential candidate who so consist­
ently uses language that he needs later 
to explain—or others need to'explaln for 
him. Clarity of mind, expression, and 
thought are essential for a President.

Thus, the choice is proposed, and toe 
Star h u  made its choice. In taking tola 
positloa,'w e beUeve thal we are to Itoe 
wlto the tradlUonal thinking o f ^  
newnaper, even though toe Star 
generally supported Republican candi­
dates for toe PresKtoDcy- .

20 Psychiatrists for 4,100

NEW YORK, Sept. 23 — 
There was nothing that you 
could see. The x-rays didn’t' 
show that Anthony Spencer 
had something wrong wito him. 
And there was no fever to 
chart and nothing to find 
wrong when doctors pried at 
hia body. There was Just An­
thony Spencer, with an IQ of 
<0, looking at the world out 
of blood-stained, opaque eyes 
and telling nobody about the 
buzzing which ran through his 
creeping brain. And, n e v e r  
telling anybody that toe only 
way he wanted sex was by rape 
and that he wanted sex all the 
time.

"When I grroiw up. I ’ll get 
over this,” Spencer kept telling 
himself. He is 17.

He "Was 15 when his mother 
took him to Bellevue. The doc­
tors there sent him to toe 
State School a f Wassalc, where 
Antony Spencer became one of 
4,100 patients who are imdcr 
the care of 20 psychiatrists. 
Wassaic is on old, faded {riace . 
outside of Milford, N. Y. He 
was released after two years. 
A fter that, he was told to make 
visits to the New York State 
Mental Hygiene Clinic on toe 
sixth floor of a building on 
Arthur Avenue In toe Bronx. 
The clinic, with Its partitions 
and frosted glass and people 
waiting in the municipal emell 
o f the lobby, told Spencer back 
in April th a t'h e  didn’t have 
to report anymore. So Spencer, 
with a mind like a scrambled 
egg, had dipped throi^fh the 
system and he was out on the 
streeU and riding the iubways.

Newness, and fast, fool-p«xrf 
facilities, are reserved only for 
things we can see and feel. 
We build hospiUls, plenty of 
them, big ones, with wide halls 
and fresh room s,. and go all 
ovyr-tbe worM to staff them. 
Bpt tl^ey are hoqiitals for 
things you can see and feel.

^  A fter them, we build turn­
pikes to handle traffic and 
equip toll booths with IBM 
cards so n o b o d y  can get 
through. Anthony Spencer was 
put in a hospital for things 
you can’t see and there were 
20 psychiatrists handling 4,100 
patients and then he made vis­
its to a clinic on toe sixth floor 
of a building In the Bronx.

Now, at toe end, we have 
newnees for him. Spencer la in 
a cage in toe pew tier of cells 
in ‘the Bronx County Jail. You 
wonder how many people there 
are like him. Dazed p e o p l e ,  
rambling through the streets 
when they ahould be put away.
We are murder on traffic vio­
lators in this city. Machines 
pick out the people who have 
been given tickets and have 
not appeared in court on them.
The vlc^ators are brought in 
and fined heavily. But you 
can see and record % traffic 
ticket and spend money to see 
that it ' is collected. There la 
almost no system to find toe 
man who sits in toe subway 
and wants to kill the woman 
across from him.

Town firemen will go on a reduced, 48 hour work 
week soon after the beginning o f the new year. The 
board o f directors voted unanimously last night to au­
thorize the changeover in hours, and to hire the new 
firemen neoeasary to make
poaaible.

'tlie work reduction plan will 
mat town fire diatrict taxpayera 
nothing additional during thia 
tiacal year. The coat o f hiring 
tlie^neceaaary 15 additional men 
will be reflected in the 196S-SS 
budget, however.

Town firemen, attending the 
board of directore meeting last 
night, expreeaed aatiefaction 
with the adopted plan. Harold 
t*ohI, president o f the'firetnen’a 
club, confirmed that the plan ig 
auhstantlally similar to one the 
firemen have been backing.

The 15 new firemen the town 
plans to hire will provide a 
force large enough to meet a 
Are underwriters’ minimum 
standard set up 13 years ago, as 
well as reducing the work week 
for the department employes.

It  was In 1951 that a com­
mittee o f the National Board 
o f Fire Underwriters recom­
mended the town Immediatrfy 
Increase the on-duty force to 
include two firemen in each fire 
company and six at lira head­
quarters at all times; the new 
men will probably enable the 
town to meet that minimum

General Manag;er Richard 
Martin’s plan for the reduction 
in the Are department working 
hours Is the outgrowth o f a di­
rectors meeting earlier this 
month.

A t the time, board m «nbers 
asked that Msufin meet with 
the firemen to prepare a scheme 
In time for 1 ^  night’s meet­
ing for reducing the work week. 
They asserted at the time that 
they had intended the reduction 
tot work week when they ap­
proved an allocaticm tar sevmi 
new men in- the 1964-55 fire de- 
partmmt budget; Martin said 
he understood the men were to 
taicreaae the aiae o f the on-duty 
force.

Although the board requested 
Martin prepare alternate plana 
to reduce firemen’s hours 
soon as possible,”  they accepted 
Martin’s proposal last night af‘ 
ter learning last week that the 
firemen were in accord with the 
General Manager’s suggestion

In reply to a question from 
Republican Harlan Taylor, Mar- 
tin said that the town fire de­
partment has a fire (mderwrlt- 
ars’ rating that is "still pretty 
reasonable,”  despite the fact 
that the force is not as large 
as the underwriters’ recom­
mend and other deficiencies.

Although . the town la "doing 
all righr’ in this respect, Mar­
tin said, "that doesn’t mean 
toat we ahouldn’t kisep on work­
ing at this program" of fire de­
partment improvements.

Martin told Democrat Atty. 
Richard Woodhouse that a 
schedule for implementing the 
48 hour work week has not been 
drawn yet, but will be prepared 
by F ire C9iief W. a iffo rd  Mar 
son In a form much like the

present one, but with shorter 
maximum hours.

(Town firemen now work ah 
average of 88 nours per week, 
but put in as many as 72 hours 
some weeks and well under 86 
hours other weeks. The new 
plan, Martin said he assumed, 
would be similar but with short­
er ’long* work weeks.)

Democrat Atty. David Barry^ 
commended "both the firemen 
and the General Manager (or 
arriving at a proposal that I  
think will work to the benefit

Will Open B u sin ess Here

counting practices were institut­
ed in other town agencies, the 
recreation department apparent­
ly did not keep pace.

Subsequently during the past 
two years the “rec's” account­
ing practices have been singled 
out in the annual town audits 
as needing Improvement.

When the 1962-63 aiidlt was be­
ing prepared, two town direc­
tors — Frank Stamler and Atty. 
Richard Woodhouse — took an 
lntere.st in what they had heard 
were “irregularities” in the de­
partment’s bookkeeping.

The finished audit cast enough 
doubts on the “rec's” books to 
cause the State Tax Commis­
sioner to withhold final approval 
of it until a detailed study of 
the reported discrepencies could 
be completed.

The job was assigned to audi­
tors Barry, Macri A Co. in De­
cember, 1963. The final report 
was submitted to the town in 
June, 1964.

The special audit showed de­
ficiencies in a number of rec­
reation practices. Specifically 
criticUed were cash handling 
activities, personnel hiring and 
pay procedures, and purchsising 
and procurement policy.

Herdic and General Manager 
Martin got together in an ef­
fort to put the department’s 
books back in shape, but Her- 
dic’s difficulties seemed to con­
tinue.

In July lifegfuards walked 
off the job a t the three town 
pools, claiming Herdic promised 
them payment of a fixed week­
ly wage instead of an hourly 
wage that varied with the 
weather and the hours the pools 
were open for swimming. Gen­
eral Manager Martin eventual­
ly granted the weekly wage — 
but had to change the town 
personnel rules so that they 
would not be violated.

Early last month Martin an- 
noimoed he was calling Herdic 
in for a  two-day confergnce to 
determine how well the audi­
tors’ recommendations were be­
ing followed.

The meetings were brief. 
Martin concluded then that 
Herdic was not in fact follow­
ing the recommendations, and 
professed a lack of confidence 
in his ability to carry on the 
business end of the recreation 
activities.

Announcing he was “per­
plexed” about how to handle 
the situation. Martin promised 
a decision ‘shortly.’ On Sept. 1 
he put Herdic oh three months 
probation.

Herdic came to Manchester 
with excellenet credentials. He 
had learned his profession at 
Panier Coilege of Physical 
Education. Hygiene and Rec­
reation, East Orange, N.J. 
From July, 1946, to September 
1950, he was assistant to the 
East Orange recreation super­
intendent. In 1950 he became 
head of the Rutland recreation 
departemenet, before coming to 
Manchester in 1954.

Bom in Wiiliamsport, Pa., 
in 1922, Herdic was raised in 
East Orange and attended 
S c h o o l s ,  there. From 1943 
through '1946 he served with 
the Marine Corps in the Pa­
cific theatre. After World War 
n  he joined the U.S. Army Re­
serves, commanding Hq. Go., 
2nd Battle Group, 169th In­
fantry — stationed in Manches­
ter — until 1963. He was' re­
cently promoted to major in 
his present capacity as special 
services lofficer of the 76th 
Training Division.

Herdic's difficulties with 
bookwork and his overriding 
concern for his staff recalls a 
profile that appeared in ’The 
Herald July 8, 1958.

“What about Jim ’s future?" 
The Herald asked.

“Boy, that’s a tough one,” 
Herdic was quoted as repTj’ing. 
“One thing’s for sure though; 
I  could never settle for one of 
those big city rec jobs where 
Td be stuck behind a desk. I 
Just can’t divorce myself from 
people. I  like them too rhuch."

LIMA, Psru (AP) — A 
possd network of highways 
penetrating the heart of South 
America is expected to open up 
UiouBands of ' equare miles of 
rich, unsetUed Jungl# land to 
modem ptonsers.

The roads, part of Uie South 
Amarlcan marginal jpngle 
highway aystem, are under 
conatruetlon or in the final 
planning atagee in Colombia, 
iCcuador, Peru and Bolivia.

They will connect the four 
Muntriea and croes the Andes to 
fertile, undeveloped lands on the 
eastern slopes,of the Continental 
Divide.

When the 10-year project ia 
eomideted, vehicles ean go in a  
m atter of hours to points that 
today requirs days of strenuous 
and dangerous travel.

Many South American capi- 
tala are modem and bustling, 
but because of a lack of roads 
Uw oouhtrlea’ Interiors usually 
are* backward and forgotten. 
Xnaccealble regions hold tre­
mendous wealth both above and 
below the surface.

One American angineer com- 
parae the road i»t>jMt with the 
extesiaton of ttie railroads in the 
V.8. West a  eentuzy ago.

Helping the countries finance 
Um loads are the U.S. govern- 
meot, the Bxport-Import Bank 
and tha Inter-American Devel­
opment Bank.

Here la a  rundown:
Oolomhia — A iH'eliminary 

study is under way for a 1,856- 
mile section of the jungle high­
way. More than 900 miles will 
pass through unsettled country, 
considered excellent for devel-

ent of Uveetock, lumber,
1, game and petroleum.

The Colombian government 
feels that thousands of .families 
can settle on the rich lands.

Ecuador — Reconnaissance 
studies of the HOO-mlle stretch of 
the Jungle h ^ w ay  are nearing 
com{rietion. Twelve aonee have 
been selected with a  total of 
four fnUlion acres in which 68,- 
000 famlUee could be settled.

The highway will connect with 
the interoceanlc' project be­
tween Ecuador and Brasil, a 
road that krould run from the 
port of San Lorenzo on the 
Pacific to Manaus, the Amasem 
River port in Brasil. *

Almost 900 inilee of new roads 
have been built in Ecuador in 
the last five years at a cost of 
$62.2 niUUon.

A new road between Quito, 
the Inland capital, and Guaya­
quil, the big banana river port 
on the Pacific, reduces travel 
time from 18 to seven hours.

Officials estiinate that each 
new mile of all-weather road 
built in Slcuador mean* 880 
acree of land that can be 
brought under production.

Peru — Construction is ex­
pected to start within a few 
months on the first payed high­
way across the Andes in the 
noi^em  part of the country.

The 220-mile road is expected 
to cost $47 million.

Only 20 per cent of Pern’s 22,- 
220 miles of higjtway are paved.

Officials predict the new 
roads will help Integrate six 
million Indians Into the national 
life.

Justice Earl Warren presented 
to President Johnson today toe 
report of his special commis­
sion on the assassination of 
President John F . Kennedy.

The commission members 
filed into the cabinet room at 
toe White House and Warren 
handed Johnson toe four-inch- 
volume.

The massive report is to be 
made public Sunday night.

Johnron appointed the spe­
cial commission a week after 
Kennedy’s slaying last Novem­
ber and told it to unearth the 
truth of the tragic event "as far 
as it can be discovered, and to 
report its findings and cmiclu- 
sions to him, to the American 
people and to the world.”

In addition to toe assassina­
tion itself, the commission was 
directed to study the "subse­
quent violent death of the man 
charged with the assassination" 
—Lee Harvey Oswald.

The presentation to Johnson 
was almost wordless, so far as 
newsmen' and photograiRiers 
could tell.
