Organized in the United States 
in 1M9, the unheralded associa­
tion now operatae nearly 30 
nonsectarian retreats, maeUng 
houses and student centers 
across the country. Its member­
ship, only a handful 18 yean 
ago. to >now estimated in the 
thousands by association offi­
cials.

"There's a lot of people who 
are striving to do things — to 
help others,”  Father James 
Pranell, Midwest counsellor of 
Opus Dei, said in an interview 
Thursday. "We Just give them a 
chance."

Opus Dei, or God's Work, was 
founded 86 years ago in Spain 
by Msgr. Jose Maria Escriva de 
Balaguer, who still directs the 
association from its Rome head­
quarters.

It is officially described by 
the Vatican as a secular insti­
tute attempting to “ spread the 
Ufe of evangelic perfection 
among all classes of civil sociS' 
ty, especially'among the intel­
lectuals.”

Opus Dei officials said they 
prefer to desreibe the group as 
an “ association of faithful.”  Lay 
members, most of them from 
nearby communities, wear civil­
ian clothes and rarely live In the 
retreats or residences.

Now with an eatimatod 80,(MO 
members in more than 60 coun­
tries, Opus Del began ito work 
in the United States with 
amall student boarding house at 
the University of CHiicago.

Typical of the current expan­
sion, Opus Del has Just complet­
ed the three-stmr Northview 
(^tural O nter on Chicago's 
Far North Side. For a nominal 
fee, high schobl students can

courses in sciance, act, 
htottny, mathematica, and Eng­
lish that ara deaigned to aupple- 
mant their present echoqi arork.

Besides Chicago, cultural 
centera now are active at Val­
paraiso, Ind., Madison, Wis., 
South Bend, Ind., Boston, Wash­
ington, kUlwaukes and St. 
Louis, saidiFather Pranell. The 
centers slab serve as residence 
for college etudenta, both for­
eign and local.

Less than threa per cent of 
the Opus Dei members are 
priests, he said. The others are 
primarily professional 'men, 
skilled craftsmen and educa­
tors.

Non-Catholics may be affiliat­
ed In the Opus Dei as coopera- 
tora and are eligible to partici­
pate In all of its actlvUtes. 
"They’re not second class mem­
bers,”  he said.

One not unusual priest in the 
Opus Dei movement to Father 
Michael Curtin, a Los Angeles 
native who was graduated from 
Harvard University in 1887 with 
a degree in engineering.

I Joined the Opus Dei pro­
gram at the Trimont House (the 
association house in Boston),”  
Father Curtin said. “ A lot of us 
had decided to live and profit by 
example and by faith — aiid not 
by soapbox preaching.”

After graduating, Curtin en­
rolled at the Pontifical Lateran 
Univeraity hi Rome, where he 
earned a doctorate in theology 
in 1961.

Besides Father Curtin, there 
are eight lay Instructors at the 
Northriew Center.

“ Sometimes people are con­
fused about Opus Del, because 
they expect to see things hap­
pening,”  said Father Curtin. 
“ But the whole basic concept is 
that a member wlti live his life 
as well as possible.”

"We don't wear labels,”  he 
said.

«  TV) try to aet up auch a guiding con- 
b|eept for ouraelvea need not mean that 
JWe turn ouraelvea into a community o f 
Angela, or that all our politiciana aud> 
denly aproiTt winga. We are all human 
beings, with our imperfections. And poli­
tics la an honorable profession, in which 
human beings engage, also with imper­
fections.

It la especially true that being a 
Democrat or being a Republican does 
not endow any hiunan being or any poli­
tician with any particular virtue. We 
have to take them all as they come. 
Sometimes there is a  good run o f Re- 
pubUcana Bometimas there is a  good 
nm  o f Democrats.

Many modem communities which 
>^want to guard themselves againat the 

unpredictable tides and shifting dls- 
tinctiona of the political parties have 
tried to do ao by setting themselvea up a 
system.

This was what Manchester tried to do 
for itself 17 years ago. Up to that time, 
it had always been governed by one pm 
Utisal party, which may have had ita 
own ups and downs of virtue, but which 
never had any healthy competition at 
the polls. Although they had never, up 
to that time, shared turns at rufming 
Hanehester’s government, both parties 
did cooperate in drawing up, sponsor­
ing, obtaining approval for the 
Town Oiarter o f 1947. Doing this, re- 
spcoaible Republicans and responsible 
DemocraU alike knew that they were 
signiBg away some part of the tradi­
tional old political privileges. Under the 
General Manager—Board o f Directors 
form of government, town employes 
weis to be hired by civil service exami­
nation procedures; contracts awarded 
on the basia o f low blda; the General 
Manager, as the town's diief executive 
and administrative officer, was to be 
held directly responsible to no political 
party; to the contrary, he was supposed­
ly to be left free to install business 
practices and observe business stand­
ards in the conduct of the town's de­
partments and services.

This was something o f the concept 
prepared and adopted 17 years ago.

If it had all worked perfectly accord­
ing to ideal and plan this would have 
been a wonderful world and a wonder­
ful Manchester and thia town election 
would have been a lot more peaoefuL

In reality, thia has been 17 ^eara in 
which human and political natures have 
been growing restive under the system 
Manchester set up for itself. Perform­
ance inside the system has been human, 
and the political system Just outside it 
has, over the years, felt lesa and leas ob­
ligation to defend i t  Seventeen yestfs is 

, t*’ a  short time, but long enough to mean 
that there are thousands of voters in 
Mancheater today who never paid taxes 
or watched town money and policy u n - . 
der any straig;ht political system o f gov­
ernment It is natural and perhaps in­
evitable fact that there is some yearn­
ing in Manchester today, as there is in 
Bsirtford, and particularly in the ranks 
o f the political party which conaidera 
Itself most likely to dominate that re­
turn to straight political government 
which is usually called, nowadays, the 
"strong mayor" form of government, 
for a junking o f the non-partiaani buai- 
nees-Uke ideals of the General Mana­
ger-Board of Directors kind of Charfeir.

Not even the Republican pariy, if we 
read ita public temper accursreely, feels 
quite as enthusiastic a good ciUsenahip 
obligation toward the Manager-Board 
form o f government as it did when it 
originally help^  satablish it here.

Falcons To Aid Airplanes
Since 1961, gulls, starlings, and migra­

tory birds have caused over 91,000,000 
damage In some 400 collieinus with air­
craft at Canadian airporU. The govern­
ment has tried several methods to roiist 
out the birds, without success. But the 
Canadian Department of Transport is 
now trying a new weapon: Another bird.

Taken from their nests this summer, 
six Arctic gyrfalcons arc undergoing aptf 
ciallaed training by a professional fal­
coner at Shearwater Naval Base, tnear 
Halifax, Nova Scotia. Peregrine falcons 
are also being trained. However, tha two- 
foot-long gyirfalcon, more powerful and 
allghUy biCTV than its cousin,, will be 
relied on for mept o f the guard duty.

HopetuUy, the falcons will be stationed, 
at all th# Quiadian airports within a year 
or ao. Bird experts believe about six fal- 
pons at each field will iMLenpugb to chase 
away even the most peaky offenders, the 
gulls, tvhb haven't even been frightened 
py sho^p^ blaata.

NEW YORK — To m a n y  
Democratic politicians here, 
the most portentous develop­
ment of Robert F. Kennedy’s 
Senate campaign is how quick­
ly he swallowed up the state 
party's machinery.

As soon as Kennedy was 
nominated to oppose Republi­
can Sen. Kenneth Keating, 
plans for a state Democratic 
committee headquarters In the 
Statler-Hilton Hotel were vir­
tually abandon -d. I n .s t e a d 
State Chairman William Mc- 
Keon was stationed at a desk 
in Kennedy’s own headquarters 
on 42nd Street just off Fifth 
Avenue.

Considering the rusty epndi- 
tion of the Nev/ York Dem­
ocratic machinery, Kennedy's 
swallow wasn't a very big 
swallow. Nevertheless Dem­
ocratic politicians here saw it 
as an omen of larger things to 
come if Kennedy beats Keating. 
There Keating is little doubt 
that victory would firmly en­
throne Kennedy as New York’s 
Mr. Democrat.

Obviously this would give 
Kennedy an enviable p o w e r  
base for any Presidential am­
bitions. Less obviously, it could 
well transform the New York 
Democrats into a true political 
party. They now are lltttb more 
than a loose confederatli>n of 
petty political barons—a  ̂vital 
a ^ t  in the remarkable suc­
cess of the Republicans over 
the past generation.

Non-Kennedy D e m o c r a t s  
here pooh-pooh a party take­
over by Kennedy as U.S. Sena­
tor. They claim Mayor Robert 
F. Wagner of New York City 
would checkmate Kennedy if 
Wagner’* plans to be elected 
Governor of New York In 1966 
Work .out.

But would he ? Wagner has 
failed to capitalize on his po.si- 
tion as the state's top Dem­
ocrat the last four, years. Be­
sides, the party's toughest and

moat effective leaders — prin­
cipally John English of subur­
ban Nassau County and Stan­
ley Steingut of Brooklyn—are 
Kennedy men. not Wagner men.

Moreover, Kennedy’s moving 
into the New York p o w e r  
vacuum Is more a matter of 
necessity than choice. If there 
were any New York Democrat­
ic organization worthy of the 
name, he coulfi not have moved 
into the state and won the 
Senate nomination. Indeed, he 
has been forced to build his 
own organization In most parts 
of the state.

The ironic part of all this Is 
that the New York City reform­
ers, who wailed loudest about 
the prospect of a Kennedy take­
over, now say privately they 
would welcome vigorous leader­
ship for a change after years 
of the easy-going Wagner at 
the helm.

The question remains how ef­
fective Bobby Kermedy can be 
in coping with maddening com­
plexities of the New York 
Democracy. Some polUclans 
here contend his late starting 
campaign has not been much 
more efficient than the average 
New York Democratic ~ cam- 

■paign. Others say Kennedy hlm- 
.self has neither the patience nor 
the experience to cope with the 
absurd intricacy o f the party 
structure here.

Here are some aspects of the
dilemma:

An announcement that the 
sliver content of coins would be 
reduced might cause more 
hoarding and collecting of the 
present silver coins. Since the 
Treasury stands ready to sell 
any amount of sliver at the 
monetary price of about $1.29 
per ounce, there might be a  run 
on Treasury stocks by sllvsr 
speculators.
'^The more drastic action of 
eliminating silver from coinage 
altogether apparently would 
leave A. plentiful supply of the 
metal since the, pilnt is the 
world’s b inest consumer, but it 
might drop the price to a point 
where silver producers would be 
discouraged.

Dimes, quarters and half- 
dollars made of base metal — 
nickel, copper or lead, or in­
stance — would not work in 
most vending machines, and a 
98-biUion-a-year industry might 
suffer a serious setback.

If no action is taken, the price 
of silver would Jump as soon as 
the Treasury supply Is exhaust­

ed. If It rises very far above 
91.29 It would be profitable to 
melt silver dollara; if the pried 
goes slgiuflcantly above |lA8, 
dimes, quartei# and half-dollars 
would go into tha pot.

We do now, as 
we did In May, unanimously ap­
prove all the changes, except 
for the mandatory review of the 
General Manager.

Why?
Passage of Question No. 1 

concerning vacancies on the 
Board of Education will bring 
our charter Into line with the 
State Statutes. We find that 
there is a great deal of misun­
derstanding over this item. The 
State has determined that va­
cancies filled by appointment 
must then be filled at the next 
election. Although it is possible 
'that 'minority representation 
may be adversely affected, 
there is really no choice In the 
matter. The State Statutes, in 
this instance, take precedence 
over the Manchestej; Charter, 
and only the legislature can 
correct the situation.

The sections which wilK ap­
pear on the voting machines as 
questions No. 2 and No. 5 con­
cerning the powers of the 
Board of Directors and the Gen- 
erad Manager have the unquali­
fied approval of the League. 
After much research and study, 
we find these to be in agree­
ment with the purposes and 
philosophy of council-manager 
government. This is, briefly, 
that all policy-making author­
ity should rest with the coun­
cil (Board of Directors) as the 
elected representatives of the 
people, and that it is-the mana­
ger’s function to administer and 
carry out theae policies. With 
these charter, changes, t h e  
Board of Directors ^11 make 
policy appointments, and the 
Msinager will make administra­
tive appointments. The delinea­
tion of theae powers Wi l l  
strengthen and define the areas 
Of TesponsibUity. In reality, 
only a few appointments will be 
affected by these changes. To 
the Board of Directors would 
go the appointments of the Re­
development Agency, the Park-

1. If Manchester is going to 
continue its present services to 
residents and expand these serv­
ices, it must broaden its tax  
base.

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Indian Plans Two-Year Stay! Editorial: Need for Strings

The SlouX Indians observe | 
ap .anpient and ceremonious rit­
ual which is performed on a I 
bravo’s sixteenth birthday, I 
wherciby he enters into man-1 
hood. At this time, if ms boy I 
has lived 16 summers, and is|
in good standing in the tribe, I 

uidian name of Ihe receives an
significance. One such ritual 
was performed last summer in 
honor of John Eagleshield, who 
was then given a title which 
means "He Who Stands Above 
All."

John Eagleshield is the flrAt 
Sioux Indian from the Stand­
ing Rock Reservation in North 
Dakota ever to leave the res­
ervation for schooling else­
where. John is being sponsored 
by the Men’s Club of Centto 
Congregational Church for the 
duration of his stay.

The Rev. Phillip Frazier, 
John’s grandfather, pondered 
the idea of sending an Indian 
teen-ager to finish his school­
ing in the East. On a visit 
B iot, the Rev. Mr. Frazier was 
delighted to find that Center 
Church was interested and be­
gan plans for the trip of his 
grandson. John, ■ presently a 
Junior, win stay for two years 
and will be graduated from 
MHS. Plans for a similar spon 
sorship for another Indian boy 
or girl will depend on the suc­
cess of John’s stay.

.John is a resident of Fort 
Tates, N.D., a town of ap­
proximately 6,000' Sioux. Ine 
legend behind his reservation 
Is extremely fascinating and 
exemplifies the legendaty past 
of the Indians. The legend 
states that In an early Souix 
encampment, a Dakota brave 
had m arri^ an Arizona squaw 
and by this marriage mey had 
one child. He, however, became 
discontent and wished to marry 
again. She, on the other hand, 
wouldn’t hear of it, and got 
raSry and pouted.

The encampment left the 
next day and they were forced 
to abandon her because of her 
stubborn refusal to leave. Sev­
eral hours later, - two braves 
were sent back to summon the 
squaw / When Uiey returned, 
they found that she and her 
papoose had turned to stone! 
This stone. was then declared 
*Waka” (holy) and traveled 
with the tribe until it came to 
rest at the Standing Rock 
Agency.

John described his home town 
not as a collection of familiea, 
but as one big family. "The old­
er people are the head of the 
ttm lly," stated John, "and the 
Tribal Chairman la the Chief." 
This collectivism among the 
people is dramatized by their 
ownership of the tribal cattle 
’The principal occupation is cat­
tle-raising and everyone on the 
reservation helps ia branding 
the cattle and in other phases 
of cattle ranching.
, Jonh has two brothers and 
three sisters and is the oldest 
son. His mother is a housewife 

' and performs domeatic duties 
Mmilar to those of any house'

 ̂ wife. Hla father is the Com­
munity Development Super­
visor, handling financed, and is 
the owner of a bowling alley.

Most of John's school friends 
don’t face the problem of brav 
ing the chaotic turmoil of a 
achool parking lot every day 
(although they do have cars 
and are allowed to drive at the 
age of 14), but rather halt their 
steeds at the hitching post.

Those students who live 
within 20 or 30 miles of the 
school are picked up by the 
school bus, sometimes as early 
as 6:80 a.m. in order to arrive 
on time at 8:45. Aside from 
their means of transportation, 
John describes his school life as 
“much the same as MHS.’’ Al­
though his school has only 260 
to 300 students, it offers the 
same courses and club activ­
ities as most schools. The 
{diysical education program is 
mbre intense and rigorous than 
most, offering the same ac­
tivities aa MHS plus girls’ 
tyack.

JMm has noticed a few dif­
ferences between his "adopted” 
home and his hometown, ‘"niere 
are more trees and hills and 
more people than I expected, 
especially in school.’’

John is enrolled aa a college 
preparatory J u n.i o r and is 
studying geometry, chemistyy, 
French I, and Engllidi HI. A f­
ter graduation,, John would like 
to attend coUegie in the East 
and return to the reservation 
and teach, perhaps music.” 

John is residing with his 
host family Mr. and MrB, Wil­
liam J. M 1 n n i c k and hla 
"brother” John, ’66, at 280 
Wetherell St.

One at Manchaater • 
High's giestast cultural 
assets no longer exists. The 
achool orchestra, at once a 
student activity and a 
classroom subject has been 
disbanded. For once, one 
cannot use ray of- the rea­
sons usually given when 4n 
activity la ve^rized* That 
is, it is not a lack of school 
spirit, a budget cut, or the 
want of an advisor that has 
forced Mr. Robert Vater, 
head of the Music Depart­
ment, to make thla deci­
sion. It la, in fact, the result 
of a foreseeable and pre­
ventable problem that has 
been growing in Manches­
ter for many years.

It is not a simple prob­
lem, but one which goes all 
the way back to the char­
acter of an orchestra. An 
orchestra is based upon its 
string section: It should 
have at least twice sa 
many stringed instruments 
as other instruments.

At its first cUtss meeting, 
the school "orchestra’’ had 
four violins, no cello, no 
bassea end no violas.

When asked about this 
deficiency, Mr. Vater re­
plied that the problem was 
much deeper than schedul­
ing or student apathy. 
Granted, s<»ne students 
could not schedule orches­
tra, and there were prob­
ably a few competent play- 
era who did not chooae to 
sign up. But moot impor- 
tu t , the heceasary number 
of string players simply 
does not axist to Manches­
ter High.

This is not a problem 
that can be solved now, by 
the high school music de­
partment In the three or 
four years that a student is 
to. this school, he cannot 
become proficient enough 
to handle the heavy de­
mands that are put upon 
an orchestral string play­
er. By the time a proepee- 
tive oreheetra monber 
raachea high achool, he 
must have mastered the 
fundamentals of his instru­
ment Therefore, the mat­
ter is very much out of the 
hands of our music depart­
ment.

The town music curriou- 
him committee, as well as 
Mr. Vater and Mr. Q. Al­
bert Pearson, former head 
of tha MHS music depart­
ment has mads repeated 
reoommaiidations in this 
area to the adminlstratioiL 
Foraeeto^' the probleto that 
has finally hit the achool, 
they suggested a greater 
emphasis on string aduca- 
tion at ths elementary lev­
el. tbay feel that the prea- 
enf staff o f tbs two sts- 
mentary school teachers 
should be augmented by 4 
person who wlU specialise 
in introducing atrings to 
the town’s children. The

present muaie policy "needs 
tbs direction and effort at 
s atring major,” who will 
concentrate to Just this 
area

Suppose that a young 
student does become inter­
ested to, say, the cello and 
takes advantage of the 
free •chool-zponaorvd in­
struction. When he reach­
es Junior high, what can he 
do with hia instrument? 
Neither school has an or­
chestra or string ensemble; 
aa a part of its curriculum; 
to abort, there is no group 
in which he can perform or 
study. Hii talents lie dorm­
ant for three years. When 
he reaches the opportunity 
to join the htyh school or­
chestra his interest may 
be gone. As of thla month, 
even if his intereat hasn’t 
disappeared, ths orchestra 
has. There ia no group 
available to the would-be 
string playSr unless he is 
ricilled enough to Join the 
Manchester Civic Orches­
tra.

A clarinet player, on the 
other hand,—or any other 
non - stringed musician — 
finds mu<m greater oppor­
tunities thro^hout school. 
Tlie Junior high schools 
and MHS all offer bands 
that attract large numbers 
of members. These muslcl- 
ana are relatively abund­
ant in the achool system, 
showing that an orchestra 
could axist but for the 
string problem.

Mr. A. Raymond Rogers, 
principal of MHS, noted 
that aueh temporary meas­
ures aa "smaller perform­
ing groups that will include 
strings’’ are being consider­
ed for toe future.

It is aot a very promsing 
situation. Hiis half'‘meaa- 
ure cannot, of course, re- 
ifiaee a real orchestra class 
even if K is put into effect. 
For toe want of strings; 
Sock and Buskin, which has 
twice Joined etforts with 
toe eohool orchestra to pro­
duce outstanding Broadway 
musicals, is now faced with 
a new problem. Tlie Spring 
Concert, a Icmg-standing 
tradition at MHS, wUi be- 
eome a choral festival.

Hie answer la not to 
sight: Hiere is no swarm of 
stying players in Msnehea- 
teris elementary schools 
waiting to get to high 
school rad reinstate the or­
chestra. A favorable situa­
tion oannet and will not dê  
velop by itself. It is up to 
the parents to encourags 
musloal indinatibns by tra- 
ing advantage of the free 
instructkui offered their 
children, and, ihore impor­
tant, It is up to town to of­
fer s oohoentrated program 
for ths development of 
atrteg j^yara.

WA8H1NQTON (A P ) -  Sen. 
RUtoard B. Ruaiell, looking 
buck on 10 montha of “moat 
arduous duty” oo tot Warren 
commfanlon, saya toe widow of 
Lee Harvey Oswald la ” a baf­
fling personality.”

Ruaaell, 96, a  Oecxflx Demo­
crat, told a  newoman thit aerv: 
Ing on toe commlaaion which 
investigated the aseasatnatlon of 
President John F. Kennedy was 
" a  sad and morbid experience” 
in the "moet strenuous” year of 
his me. '.

The commission's report w u  
made mblic. Sunday night. It 
found that Oswald acted alone 
in the shooting death of Kenne­
dy and toe wounding of Texas 
Oov. John B. Oxially last Nov. 
22 in Dallas.

Marina Oswald, the assassto's 
‘ attractive Soviet-bom wido^f 

testified on three occasions. 
Each time she had her own 
Russian interpreter. A  Russian 
linguist of the investigating 
grouiralao was on hand.

Russell said she appeareA shy 
and naive in her first appear­
ance, testifying she was con­
vinced her husband had killed 
the President. Hien, said Rus­
sell, she appeared to defend 
Oswald —  saying he had been 
kind to their chfidren and had 
helped her With toe dishes and 
other household chores.

In later testimony, Russell 
said, she appeared much more 
soiriiisticated and confident, 
saying that her husband had 
beaten her several times.

The Georgian, referring to 
himself as “an old trial laW' 
yer,” made a trip to Dallas with 
Sen. John Sherman Cooper, R- 
Ky., to question Mrs. Oswald in 
her home.

"This time,” said Russell, 
"she testified that she now be­
lieved Gov. Connally — not 
President Keimedy, was the 
Intended target."

(This point was brought out in 
the report made public last 
Sunday. She gave two reasons 
for this view —  Oswald’s unde­
sirable discharge from the Ma­
rines while Conally was secre­
tary of the Navy and her inabili­
ty to think of any motive for 
Oswald to kill Kennedy.

(The commission discounted 
fthe view that Cionally was the 

target /because Oswald knew 
that Conally waa never con­
cerned with the discharge, and 
Mrs. Oswald had earlier testi­
fied her husbauid “ spoke well of 
him” while the Oswalds were 
living in the Soviet ynion.

Russell said he reminded her 
of her earlier testimemy.

“ Oswald said then (while in 
the Soviet union) that if he were 
in Texas he would vote for Oon- 
ally. I asked her why she had 
changed her testimony.
, “ She replied that Oswald was 

'mad at the governor at the time 
Of the shooting,”

Russell said the young widow 
always used Russian in replying 
to questions, although she 
seemed to understand English 
and the questions.

She credited misunderstand­
ings or differences in her testi­
mony to the translations," he 
said.

The senator said the commis­
sion’s repwt wUl not end debate 
and speculation.

“ It will continue for a 
• hundred years or longer,” he 

added.

NonaKgned 
Nations Set 
To Rap U;S.

CAIRO (A P ) — The United 
States isn’t invited to the c<m- 
ference of nonaligned nations 
opening in Cairo Monday. But it 
proliably will play the role of 
whipping boy.

Conference sourcea said the 
United States — and probably 
Britain and Communist China 
also — are bound to be targets 
of some Asian and African na­
tions whose foreign ministers 
began preconference talks 
Thursday night.

The foreign ministers’ discus­
sion on the agenda indicated, 
the sources ^ d ,  that some 
participants are planning 
swipes at the great powers in an 
effort to gain support tor their 
own private quarrels —quar­
rels with each other, in some 
cases.

Unofficial conference ground 
rules say these private quarrels 
are not to be brought up. But 
diplomatic activity in the'hotels 
along the Nile ■ showed they will 
be, and that the big powers will 
be linked with them.

Thus tiny Camlxxlia is expect­
ed to “ illustrate” its opposiUon 
to colonialism by condenining 
what it calls U.S. Interference in 
Southeast A si^

Indonesia’s President Sukarno 
la expected to “ illustrate” 'nis 
oiqxMltlon to colonialism by 
coKdenmlng Britain’s part in 
the Indonesia-Malaysia quarrel.

India is expected to press for

a t censure.' d( coloniaUsm and 
racialism, msking .clear it feels 
Communist Oiina is guilty of 
both.

As the foreign ministers sat 
down in the auditorium of Cairo 
University, the usual emotional 
issues were being put forth for 
discussion — disarmament, 
imperialism “new and old,’.’ and 
racialism.

Even on these, differences 
separate the nonaligned jMtiona.

Those angry at the weatem  
powers attack “ imperialism’’ 
and those fearful of Conununist 
Chinese expansion lash put at 
“ imperialism new smd old."

The issue of racialism can be 
used against the United States 
or against Peking’s concept of 
Asian and African against the 
white. West.

These different interpreta­
tions of hot issues and the Asian 
and African natlona own quar­
rels indicate there is little 
chance of the conference giving 
birth to anything resembling a 
“third force" between East and 
West.

India Is known to favor a  
strong attempt to fashion some 
kind of machinery for economic 
cooperation among the nona­
ligned nations. The idea l.s to

reduce the dependence of many 
Asian and African nations on

economic aid from the East and 
West blocs.

LONDON (A P ) —  Britato’sti 
major parties are firmly bound 
to maintain close partner^p  
with the United States on world 
problems no matter which wins 
the election two weeks hence.

Prime Minister Sir Alec 
Douglu-Home of the Conserva­
tive party and Harold Wilson, 
toe Labor party chief, do not 
agree on all the elements need­
ed for- an effective understand­
ing with Americans, however. 
Overtones of a latter-day British 
nattnallsm are detectable. This 
nationalism la implied in the 
more Independent role each 
party would have Britain play 
in the worid.

One issue fundamental to 
Britiah-American relations and 
to the future of NATO finds Con­
servatives and Laborites in 
confUt.

This is in the military and 
strategic role they want for 
Britain in defense of the non- 
Communist world.

Douglas-Home wants to 
preserve Britain’s status as a 
nuclear power. Otherwise, he 
has said, “France and Red 
QUna will take over place in the 
international councils of the 
world.”

Wilson wants “toe new Brit 
aln” to shed whxt is called the 
independent British nuclear 
deterrent He says "it  la not 
independent, not British and not 
a deterrent.”

Instead, Labor would like 
British troops, with their tridi- 
Uons of global service and their 
intercontinental base fecllltles, 
to act as trouble-shooting police­
men for the West and for the 
United Nations.

A  comparison of rival Tory 
and Labor policy statements

and election aims indicates 
D<wgIaa-Home is ' closer than 
Wilson to the official position df 
the Johnson administration on 
arms control in middle EuFope, 
and military cooperation with 
Spain.

Party attitudes suggest Labor 
ia closer to current American 
thinking than Conservatlvea on 
Britain’s defense role, relations 
with the nonwhite nations and 
the United Nations’ future.

On some key issues Conserva­
tives and Laborites are united 
in opposing, or in reinforcing, 
established American poHcies.

The Britlah parties Join 
against the Americans in:

—Safeguarding Britain’s right 
to develop nonstrategio tmde 
with Cuba, Red China and Other 
Communist lands.

—Eixtending long term credit 
faculties to the So^et Union.

—Working tor Red China’s, 
admission inta the United N a ­
tions and, notably, into ’ East- 
West disarmament negotiations.

They are united in support of 
the Amerihans over:

—The resolve to defend Allied 
rights in West Berlin.

—The broad lines of AlUed 
policy toward an over-all .Ger­
man peace settlement.

—The Johnson plan tor frees- 
Ing nuclear delivery systems 
and for a  bonfire of aging bomb­
ers.

—The need to check the 
spread of nuclear weapons.

I No matter which party wins 
power Oct. IS, the British gov­
ernment of the day would want 
to preserve the tradition of 
sometimes tough, sometimes 
straight, yet always friendly, i 
talking with leaders of the Unit­
ed States and their represents-
