If your
daughter is overweighl she
should bring her weight down
to normal, preferably by cut.
ting out sugars and starches,
A carefully controlled dosage of
belladonna or cortisone may be
helpful. S8ome victims need psy-
chologic guidance to stabilize
their emotional lives.

Q—Are plles and hemor-
rhoids the same? Could they
caune bleeding after a nor-
mal (not constipated) move-
ment? What Is best treat-
ment for plles?

A — They are the same. A
hemorrhold is a varicose vein
in the lower intestinal tract or
anus. Sometimes if the wall is
thin they rupture and cause
blood even after a mnormal
movement.

But if they are persistent,
surgical removal is the most
satisfactory treatment.

Q— T have taken Singoserp
for over a year.

Whatever anyone thinks of Senator
Goldwater and his ideas, it's hard to
fanit the man on his .

That flies in the face of all of these
Ar‘;xmcnu that Government, through &
welter of welfare programs and sub-
sidies, can wipe out poverty and assure
success for evervone. It hardly squares
with the ideas of the Steelworkers eith-
er. since the union last week opened a
drive for “complete job security” for all
ita members.

Nonetheless it seems to us that fail-
ure, as Mr. Goldwater suggests, is not

"Remembering the experience
of election night, in November,
1960. we have aiready taken it
updn ourselves to begin worry-
ing. about how much Connecti-
cut will be telling us, or the na-
tion, when it produces its re-
turns on the night of this Nov.
3 [

Presumably. once again. Con-
necticut returns will be the
first to be substantial and com-
plete in the nation

But. in 1984, commentators
will. {f they are prudent. refrain
from taking the Connecticut re-
turns as too much of a forecast
for the nation,

There have been national
elections where the trerid has
been uniform. in various geo-
graphical locations and through
various classifications of vot.
ers

But elections in which there
are dark. fust under the surface
fssues, follow no such rule of
conformity. Such issues some-
times don't really move the vot-
er’s hand and instinct until the
very moment he finds himself
inside the voting booth. The
way such issues do move the
hand and instinct, at that last
secret moment, does vary from
Jocation to location and from
group to group not in
to g phy or status direct-
ly. but in response to what one
might call the sophistication of
the voters in the region and
group.

The way John F. Kennedy
carried Connecticut in 1860, he
should have the nation
He took t by 91,000
voles, & margin only one other
Democratic candidate for Pres-
ident, Roosevelt himself, had
éver surpassed. velt car-
ried the state by 103000 in
1983, the year he took, in the
nation,  everything except
Matne and Vermont.

election night, in 1960. He was
rolling up the tide in the Con-
necticut cities He seemed to
encounter little or no eruption
of the dark, hidden issue of the
campaign, when he got out into
the middle class suburbs.

But Connecticut. which pre-
dicted a Kennedy landslide in
the nation. was not an accurate
prognosticator. The cities held
the pattern well enough.
