MIAMI, Fla. (AP) - Tropical 
stonn Isbell, rapidly winding up 
to hurricane force, ai^roached 
western Cuba today on a course 
that threatened the Florida 
ooast.

Chief storm forecasters Cfor- 
don Dunn of the Miami Weather 
Bureau said the storm would 
cross Cuba’s western tip, 
emerge into the southeaatera 
OuU of Mexico a few hours after 
midnight, and reach hurricane 
Intensity early Wednesday.

Then, he said, It wUl curve 
more to the eastward on a track 
toward Florida.

Cuba’s Naticmal Observatory 
issued hurricane warnings for 
Cuba’s westernmost Pina del 
Rio Province and as far east­
ward as Havana.

American forecasters wers 
handicapped by FHdel Castro’s 
reluctance to allow U.S. planes 
tn his territory. Hurricane hun­
ters were staying 60 miles away 
from the Commimlst dictator­
ship and the storm was closer 
than that to the coast.

"The low pressure area off 
the southwest coast of Oiba has 
become a dlsturtMuiee of great 
force,’ ’ the Cuban obeervatory 
said.

Cuba, hit by hurricanes O yo 
and Hilda earlier this aeason, 
alreadr has suffered great crop 
and pro^rty damage. For the 
past throe days, heavy rains 
caused by Isbell may have 
caused farther devastation. The 
Havana paper Hoy said the 
tobacco crop already may have 
been damaged.
Cuban bro^casts monitored in 

Miami said Castro’s militia had 
been placed on alert along the 
south coast to deal with any 
storm emergency.

The Miami Weatoer Bureau 
advisory at 11 «.m . EST placed 
the storm center 40 miles south 
of Cuba’s western tip. The Cu­
ban Weather Bureau, two hours 
earlier, had reported It Just 27 
miles off the coast.

"Any storm in this position 
always is a threat to south Flo­
rida,’ ’ Dunn said.

"We can’t tell now, however, 
exactly in what direction It is 
moving’ ’ because of the lack of 
^ n e  reconnaissance.

Highest winds were estimated 
at 60 miles an hour around an 
eye which became better organ- 

•-Ited this morning. Gales extend­
ed out 70 miles in all direotions.

She resigned 
for health reasons, effective yes­
terday.

Many of his statements are 
inherently contradictory nonsense — 
e.g., to cut all government expenditures, 
while expanding defense (which already 
takes mors than half o f every tax 
doltor spent)— l̂ike advertising a car 
that ia bigger on the inside but smaller 
on the outside. Some of his statements, 
if they have any meaning at all, are 
rather frightening in the subconscious 
thoughts which seCm to lie behind them, 
particularly those concerning his strange 
lo w  affair with German prowess: "With 
an dtM respect to American military 
leaders, Germany would have won both 
world wars if aha had not been badly 
led." "I think it was the Germans who 
originated the modem concept of peace 
through strength." This last remark 
proinpted Hamilton Fish Armstrong, 
editor Foreign Affairs, to ask The 
New York Times to clarify whether it 
was Hitler’s or the KalMr’s "peace 
through strength” that Goldwater had 
in mind. However, it is always possible 
that he really had nothing in mind, as 
when he told reporters who briefly 
boiuded his cruising "Sundance.”  "I ’ve 
thought for some time that talks with 
the Red Chinese might be' profitable.” 
Ha later radioed ashore that what be 
really meant was that the U.S. should 
be ready to threaten the Chinese, telling 
them that “ if they didn't stop, then you 
would blow up a bridge or show some 
other sort of force.” He finally cleared 
everything up by adding, "I ’m not really 
recmnmcndiiv this, but it m i^ t  not 
ba an impossible Idea.”

Goldwatep is a grotesque burlesque 
of the conservative he pretends to be.

Gold- 
water was oapable of a tongue-in-cheek 
erasure of his infamous “ extremism”  
slogan, a statement that was not 
written in haste but with extreme care, 
and gone over time and again by Gold- 
water before he uttered i t  These words 
can, and should, forever symbolise tha 
total fraudulence of his claim to be a 
true conservative: “ Hbctremism in the 
defense of liberty is. no vice, and . . . 
moderation in the pursuit of justice, is 
no virtue.” That statement deserves to 
be the "Rum, Romanism and Rebellion” 
at this election, and Barry Goldwater 
deserves to be defeated for it alone, no 
matter how much he tries to clown it 
away. He knew what he meant by it, 
and ao does every John Birch fanatie 
and Ku Klux vigilante.

For the good of the Republican Party, 
which his candidacy disgraces, we hope 
that Goldwater is crushingly defeated. 
It was clear, from poll after poll, that 
tha rank and file of Republican voters 
overwhelmingly preferred other leaders 
to Goldwater. It was equally clear that 
the fanatical Goldwater bias of a ma­
jority o f convention delegates revealed 
the c^ tu re  of the Republican Party by 
a new breed of so-calM  "leaders” whose 
selection had been steamrollered by 
extremist, well-heeled types.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. —  The 
paradoxical nature of Lyndon 
B. Johnson's popularity was 
clearly displayed in Nashville 
last week, midway through his 
f i r s t  protracted campaign 
swing.

An estimated 200,(K)0 per­
sons lined the streets. Some 80,- 
OOC noisy partisans heard Presi­
dent Johnson’s standard cam­
paign polemics in front of the 
War Memorial Building. The 
crowds were young, and com­
mitted.

Moreover, in this Southern 
state carried by the Republi­
cans in the last three Presiden­
tial elections, Mr. Johnson’s 
own polls gave him a 62 per 
cent to '38 per cent bulge. Lo­
cal Democratic leaders feel he 
will carry Tennessee (though 
by a much smaller margin). F i­
nally, there ought to be special 
rapport between Mr. Johnson 
and the Tennessee party lead­
ers who backed him for tha 
Presidential nomination fat 
1960.

But ia there?
As the President lunched 

with party fund donors at the 
Hermitage Hotel in Nash­
ville, one Tennessee Democrat­
ic chieftain told us: "Believe 
me, there’s no real love for 
Lyndon here. We backed him, 
but we don’t love him. These 
crowds? I can’t rightly explain 
them.”

The paradox seemed even 
deeper a day earlier in Cleve­
land. Waiting for the late-arriv­
ing President at Lakefront Air­
port, an Ohio Democratic lead­
er was something less than the 
voice of enthusiasm. “ I feel sure 
Johnson will carry the state 
—maybe carry it big,” he pre­
dicted. "But that’s because 
Goldwater is so weak. Against

Johnson was to ba foukd that 
nlghit at a |100-a-plata "Salute 
to Johnson”  dinner in Cleve­
land’s Convrotion Center. Orig­
inally aiming at 3,000 payinjg 
guests, toe dinner arrangers 
grew prt^essively more pan­
icky aa toe Johnson visit ap­
proached. After a final last- 
minute burst of ticket selling, 
they were more than satisfied 
with 2,000 paying guests.

Yes, as tha President drove 
from Lakefront Airport into 
toe city, an impraasiva crowd 
of Clevelanders braved a chill­
ing rain for a gUmpae e< Mr. 
Johnson.

The massive thronga which 
greeted toe President all over 
the Midwest and upper South 
last week might ba explained 
away aa toe normal curioaity- 
seekera attending any Praai- 
dential visit.

But this is not explanation 
enough. The signs and ehtoual- 
asms of toe crows are genuine 
(as witness toe unprecedented 
profusion of hand-painted signs 
welcoming Mr. Johnson). And 
genuihe also is toe paradox. It 
is difficult to reconcile the 
crowds with what both toe 
politicians and toe polls call 
skin-deep support for toe Pres­
ident.

Mr. Johnson himself finds no 
paradox. Politicians who doubt 
the depth of his popularity do 
not dare talk to him aa they do 
to reporters. All he sees is the 
idolatrous crowds. "He’s abso­
lutely intoxicated by It all,”  as­
serts one member o f the Presi­
dential traveling party.

Indeed, toe President, irked 
by published reports attribut­

ing his lead in toe polls to Sen. 
Goldwater’s unpopularity, uses 
tha crowds to prove his own 
popularity. Mora than otica last 
wMk, he led a reporter by the 
hand to see close up his well- 
wishers crowding against an 
alrm rt fence.

Ttie result is unbounded self- 
confidence. He no longer relies 
upon prepared texts. Speech '̂ 
writers Bill Moyers and Rich­
ard Goodwin don’t even travel 
with him. Instead, he rambles 
on extemporaneously in speech­
es as if he were giving toe 
famed LBJ “treatment”  to a 
small group In l̂ ls office—run­
ning on for over an hour at 
the Cleveland dinner.

Because he sees no distrust 
of himself among anti-Goldwa- 
ter voters, Mr. Johnson un­
doubtedly will interpret an 
easy victory on Nov. S as a 
massive vote at ccmfldence. And 
he will be satisfied with noth­
ing leas than massive victory.

As his plana flew last week 
ftem East Chicago, Ihd,, to In- 
dlanai^lis. Gov. M a t t h e w  
Welsh of Indiana sought to be 
the bearer of g;lad tidings. 
Welsh predicted the President 
would some 55 per cent of 
toe vote in Bidiana, which last 
went Democratic in 1986.

“God, that’s close,”  replied 
Mr. Johnson, without any in­
tent of humor.

The suggestion has now eome 
from toe racing study commit­
tee that a good many people in 
Connecticut who are against 
toe idea o f having it la|^ for 
us to bet on toe horses would 
nevertheless favor a more di­
rect form of public gambling, 
like toe new state lottery in 
New Hampshire.

.To recommend such a thing 
would not be the business o f toe 
racing study commission. But 
toe proposition for a state lot­
tery haa had its standing ad­
vocates in the General Assem­
bly for several sessions now, 
and they even, at one point in 
toe last session, seemed to have 
a possible majority o f the 
House within their grasp if  they 
considered it particularly poli­
tic to press for a showdown at 
that point in their long-range 
crusade. In matters o f gam­
bling there ia always a  point, 
as toe adoption o f toe'state lot­
tery in New Hampshire) seemed 
to indicate, when toe Puritani­
cal .legislators of toe small 
towns decide they might as well 
let toe city slickers go ahead 
and fleece each other, and 
whatever out o f state money 
can be enticed into toe trap, as 
much as they can.

The state lottery, then, might 
be the alternative.

Or it might, come to think of 
it, be something in toe nature 
o f a parlay or double.

N fw  Hampshire, fortunately, 
had a horse race already legal­
ized to base its new lottery on.

But how would poor Con­
necticut trigger its state lot­
tery if it went for one ? Might 
it not be a convenient and effi­
cient thing to bring in a little 
horse race too?

If the Inevitable state refer­
endum is ever put in shape 
which  ̂ gives discriminating 
gamblers a real choice, we shall 
vote for horse racing and not 
for the lottery. Everybody 
knows that only a small and 
limited number of people can 
win in the lottery. But every­
body, every day, can beat the 
horses.

amd national offices are bidding 
for re-election this year, and a 
great many more have jumped 
into the political fray for the 
first time.

A few of the newcomers could 
make political history in their 
respective states if they win.

In general, the. lady candi­
dates tend to volde the belief 
that they can do just as good a 
Job and maybe even better — 
than the menfolk.

Some unusual situations have 
developed as the distaff division 
doffed aprons to battle for bal­
lots.

In several major races it’s a 
"woman vs. woman showdown.

A 74-year-old woman is seek­
ing a ninth term in the Massa­
chusetts State Senate.

Men have plumb given up 
trying for toe office of secretary 
of state in New Mexico.

An Iowa woman has a chance 
to become the first Negro to 
seive in her state’s legislature.

In California, a Negro woman 
Is contesting for the state As­
sembly seat now held by a Ne­
gro man.

A Kentucky woman is seeking 
to be the first of her sex to rep­
resent the Democratic party of 
her state in Congress.

In Hawaii, toe first woman of 
Japanese ancestry to be li­
censed to practice law there is 
making a strong bid for the U.S.

VHouse of Representatives.
^ I n  several states there isn’t a 
single woman running for state­
wide or congn'essional office.

Among those seeking re-eleC' 
tlon are several, veteran con­
gresswomen.

One of the most prominent is 
Rep. Frances P. Bolton, Ohio 
Republican who has le'rved 
since 1989. She was toe first 
woman elected to Cong;ress In 
Ohio.

Otoers Include Reps. Kathar­
ine St. George, New York Re­
publican first elected in 1946; 
Edna F. Kelly, New York Dem­
ocrat who has served since 
1949; Leonor K. Sullivan, Mis­
souri Democrat who became the 
state’s first congresswoman in 
1982, and Florence P. Dwyer, 
New Jersey Republican first 
elected in 1966.

Still others are Washington 
state’s two women representa­
tives, Catherine May, a Repub­
lican • first elected in 19E3, and 
Julia Hansen, a Democrat who 
has served since 1960.

A woman candidate for the 
U.S. Senate this year is Genev­
ieve Blatt, 60-year-old Pennsyl­
vania state secretary of internal 
affairs and the first woman ever 
to hold state office in Pennsyl­
vania. She was elected to the 
State office in 1954 and has been 
re-elected twice.

Miss Blatt, a Democrat, is 
running ag;alnst Republican Sen. 
Hugh Scott. The race is expect­
ed to be close.

Another senatorial candidate 
Is Mrs. Elly Peterson, a Repub­
lican and tha first woman nomi­
nated by a major party for the 
post in Mlchlg;an. Her opponent 
is Democratic Sen. Philip Hart.

In Kentucky, toe only "woman 
running for a major office is 
Mrs. Frances Mills, 48-year-old 
Democratic . nominee for Con­
gress in the 5th district.

If elected she would be the 
first woman ever to represent 
toe Democratic party as a Ken­
tucky congresswopian. She sdso 
would be toe second woman in 
Kentucky history to represent 
the state in Congress.

In Hawaii, State Sen. Patsy 
Mink, 86, toe first woman of 
Japanese ancestry to be li­
censed to practice law there and 
the first to serve in toe state 
le^slature, is a Democratic 
candidate tor congress.

Already assured of a seat in 
Congress is a 65-year-old Geor­
gia grandmother, Mrs. Janet 
Merritt of Americus, a Demo­
crat. She has no Republican 
opponent.

The first Negro to serve in the 
Iowa legislature may be a wom­
an, Mrs. Willie Stevenson Glan- 
ton, a Des Moines attorney and 
wife of Municipal Judge Luther 
Olanton. She was the first wmn- 
an prosecutor In Des Moines 
municipal courts.

Mrs. Glanton, seeking a seat 
in the Iowa House of Repre­
sentatives, has made plain dur­
ing her campaign that she 
wasn’t running merely for too 
sake of proirfiig that a Negro 
could be elected.

In the race for toe state as­
sembly in California’s 58rd Dis­
trict, the Incumbent, Mervyn M. 
Dymally, a Negro and a ^ m o -  
crat, is being opposed by Mrs. 
Donna M. Hunt, a Negro and a 
Republican. The area is a Negro 
district in Los Angeles.

The office of secretary of 
state in New Mexico has been a 
woman’s world since 1922 and 
it’s going to stay that way at 
least for two more years.

It pro­
vides three meetings in four 
weeks for Grades 3-6 and twice 
a week lesslons for Grades 7-12.

’ITils program la taught by 16 
teachers to 10,000 school chil­
dren throughout the whole sys­
tem. The department admitted 
that, under the present system, 
teacheM in the elementary 
schools were at once teachers, 
demonstratoM, and consultants.

Because they are able to see 
the elementary children so sel­
dom they must provide the 
classroom teacher with the tools 
to teach in their absence.

Jack Early explained the 
structure of the physical educa­
tion program and its objectives. 
The program is composed of 
three parts in a pyramid type 
organization.

Early said the broad base of 
the total educational effort waa 
the physical education program 
in the elementary grades. 
“There,”  he said, “we achieve 
fltness with games and a varie­
ty of activities that teach at' 
tltudes as well as muscular en 
durance, coordination and agili­
ty.'

Skills, he said, were gradu­
ally built from low orgSnlza- 
tion activities in elementary 
schools to more complicated 
skill learning in junior high 
and high school. Team tasks 
are added to the junior high 
programs when the children 
are ready for the more cooper 
at'ive activities, he said.

Reyes could not later 
communicate to him Informa- 
tlbn disclosed during the jury’s 
probe.

Atty, Pigeon also explained 
that a court-appointed interpre­
ter Caslmlr Sutula, o f Windsor, 
was sworn to secrecy, and could 
not discuss events which trans­
pired during the jury session.

When his fiMt motion was 
denied, Atty. Pigeon presented 
a second request. He asked 
that a stenographer be present 
during the jury's deliberations, 
to make transcript o f the pro­
ceedings. He cited the same 
reasons given in his flMt mo­
tion. I

The second motion also was 
denied.

strikebound. Only 46 of 180 at- 
the-plant settlements required 
to supplement the previously 
negotiated national contract had 
been reached. That left 85 to go.

Ford, which also had agreed 
on a naticnial contract and had 
settled^ on ^most at-the-plant 
supplements with the UAW, got 
a strike call from an unexpected 
source, the Pattern Makern 
League of North American 
(AFL43IO).

Both company and pattern­
maker sources agreed that a 
prolonged strike by this tiny 
union —with a membership of 
less than 70|p within Ford’s 160,- 
000 hourly rated employes — 
could take Ford out of 1966 mod­
el producition.

Wages, seniorily and job secu­
rity, above levels of the Ford- 
UAW contract, were at issue.

There appeared little chance 
the Sept. 25th GM walkout 
would be ended befoM next 
week. All told, the GM strike 
has idled almost 800,000 of the 
company’s 860,000 UAW-repre- 
sented hourly employes.

In taking down all GM assem­
bly lines, the UAW orilered its 
members to keep working in 
plants that sell parts to Chrysler 
and Ford, GM’s t op competi­
tors.

Stalemate continued on the 
American MotoM front. The 
company said the union was 
asking the same settlement it 
reached with the big thme plus 
profit sharing.

The UAW denied this. It said 
it was willing to give up the 
equivalent it agreed to forego in 
1961 to win profit sharing.

The company said tl^ union 
should agree to pass up the so- 
called annual improvement 
factor in new contracts to pro­
vide a cushion for any profiUess 
year or yearn.

pounds. Each will carry a tele­
vision cameM to take 20 pic­
tures and scientific instruments. 
All information is to be gath­
ered in 30- minute periods when 
the vehicles fly close to Mara.

Both the United States and 
Russia would be seeking clues 
to the possibility of life on the 
Md planet. With larger space­
craft, Russia would be' tetter 
able to collect, such data.

Mariner 8 is scheduled for 
launching from Cape Kennedy 
Nov. 4. Mariner 4 could be 
launched as early as Nov. 6. 
Each would require about 250 
days to reach the vicinity of 
Mars, 66 million miles away.

Russia has not had a deep 
space launching success since 
L^nlk 3 photographed the back 
side of the moon in 1969. The 
Soviets admitted losing radio 
contact with their Mars 1 probe 
in 1962, but said nothing about 
other failures. Two other Mars 
shots reportedly fizzled.

American tracking radoM, 
primarily in Turkey, have 
recorded a numtei' of failures 
that intelligence sources report­
ed were teund for the moon, 
MaM and Venus.

Players Share Loot 
In Four Games Only

, By EARL YOST
NEW YORK— Îf you heard it once, you’ve heard it a 

hundred times that the World Series will go more than 
four games, the minimum number for & -winning team. 
The reason: Additional money in the pay envelopes of 
the competing players

What a majority of the base­
ball fana don’t know is the fact 
that the players share only in 
the receipts from the first four 
games.

Thus, neither the St. Louis 
Cardinals nor the New York 
Yankees will get richer if the 
1964 World Series goes the full 
aeven games, or for that mat- 
tar, anything over four games.

Here’s the system utilized to 
determine the breadtdown of the 
series receipts.

Fifteen per cent of all games 
goea to fte  commissioner’s of­
fice.

Sixty per cent of the balance 
from the first four games goes 
to the players’ pool and is dis­
tributed as follows:

Two per cent to the teams 
finishing fifth in each the 
American and National League 
■with each team receiving one 
per cent.

Seventy per cent of the bal­
ance of that pool to the contest­
ing teams—60 per cent to the 
winners and 40 per cent to the 
Josers.

The remalnig 80 per cent of 
fte-players’ pool is divided as 
follows: 50 per cent to the two

second place dubs, 331/3 per 
cent to the third place clubs 
and 16 2/3 per cent to the 
fourth place finishers.

After the 16 per cent to the 
commissioner and the 60 per 
cent of the first four games, 
which constitutes the players’ 
pool, the balance of the gate re­
ceipts shall be dl-vlded among 
the two contesting clubs and 
the two major league offices.

Lwgest payoff per member of 
a winning series team stands at 
812,794, fte  amount each mem­
ber of the Los Angeles Dodgers 
carted hbme after 1963 games. 
A record high was also set the 
same year for a losing team, 
each Yankee netting 87,974.32, 
which isn’t bed for a week’s 
work.

In the city, considered by 
most observers to be the trouble 
toot for the proposal, the vote 
was 1,101 for, 780 against con- 
aolidation. In Vernon’s rural 
area, the district, consolidation 
was approved by just 56 votes— 
1,201 for, 1,146 against the mer­
ger.

A total of 4,227 voted or 44 
per cent of thoise eligible. There 
are about 9,600 registered voters 
in town.

As was expected, voting was 
fairly slow during the day at 
both polling places, town hall for 
city resldenis and the Vernon 
Elementary Schoed for district 
voters. Although deemed "light" 
by moderators and the town’s 
two registrars of voters, voting 
In both stations during the day 
was steady.

About 3 p.m., aa many resl- 
denU began returning from 
work, activity in the polling 
places picked up, aiid as the 7 
p.m. deadline neared, the mun- 
ber of electors at both sites In- 
areased.

All of the towns with popu­
lations over 60,000 listed high­
er tax levies for the year, the 
report said. Hartford reported 
the largest Increase among the 
state's "Big Three" cities—5.27 
percent. Bridgeport's property 
tax went up 4.18 per cent and 
New H.-\ven's 0.21.

In towns with 20,000 to 50,- 
000 populations, Enfield had 
the highest Increase, 21.11 per 
cent. ,

Branford, with an Increase of 
26.58 per cent, led the towns in 
the 10,000-20,000 population

In the 6,000-10,000 popula­
tion category. South Windsor 
reported the highest Increase, 
24.25 per cent. Clinton led the 
towns in the 2,000-6,000 group, 
with an increase of 28.52 per 
cent.

EDITOR’S NOTE — What-^clnct activity in moat states ls<fethan feet. Now thousands of
ever opinion polls may indicate. 
It’s the number of voters 
brought to the polling booths by 
each party on election day that 
tells the crucial story. Bringing 
out the voters is the job of pre­
cinct workers. How energetic 
and enthusiaatio are they in this 
campaign, when reported voter 
apathy may put an extra premi­
um on their efforts? Here are 
the results of an AP cross-coim- 
try survey^ first of two articles.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Re­

publicans are working at the 
grassroot level in the South as 
never before, an Associated 
Press survey shows.

But the seme survey shows 
mixed effort by GOP workers 
elsewhere — warm support for 
the national ticket in •oni« 
placea, cool in others.

Democrats havp been slow in 
reacting to the Republican chal- 
lange In the South. Elsewhere 
they are concentrating on regis­
tering friendly voters and. in 
some areas, trying to 'battle 
overconfidence.

These views stemmed from 
IntervlewB with party leadere 
and precinct wm-kers in more 
than 40 states.

Leaders in both parties say 
precinct irctlvlty, the efforts of 
grassroots party workers, is 
what spells victory or defeat in 
an election. They add this is 
especially true if the reports of 
voter apathy are translated into 
a toht turnout on election day.

The tactics of precinct work 
are mubh the same regardless 
of party w  state, identify tl>e 
voter. Gettoim registered. Work 
on the undecldeds. And, come 
election day, get your man’s 
supporters to the polls.

To find oig how these efforts 
e r f going, jAssoclated Press 
newsmen talked with scores of 
state, countw and precinct lead­
ers of both ^ rties  in more than 
40 states.

The ci^ensus:
—In tne South, particularly In 

the big cities. Republicans are 
orgamied as never before down 
to the grassroots level. Demo- 
cratp, long accustomed to clos­
ing Wrap after their spring pri­
maries, are slow in reacting.

—Elsewhere across the coun­
try, Republican activity is 
closely tied to feelings about 
Goldwater. Party leaders in 
some areas report a dedicated 
seal. 'In other areas leaders 
frankly admit they have lost 
party workers and are down- 
playlhg the nominee.

—Democimts for tha most 
part, are concentrating on reg 
IstMtng/ votem . and taking ad­
vantage ot -their edge In ragla- 
tratio^.

King's award, rumored for 
montlu, will amoimt to 273,000 
Swedish kroner - $63,123 — this 
year. The cosh prize and the 
Nobel gold medal and diploma 
will be handed to King at cere­
monies in Oslo Dec. 10.

King was born in Atlanta,
Ga.’, in 1929 and went to the 
Crozer Ifieological Seminary,
Chester, Pa. He took his doc­
tor’s degree in theology at Bos­
ton University and served later 
as a Baptist minister.
