«  the City of RockvUle, Town 
o f  Vernon and the Vernon Fire 
District 

In the city, considered by 
most observers to be the trouble 
toot for the proposal, the vote 
was 1,101 for, 780 against con- 
aolidation. In Vernon’s rural 
area, the district, consolidation 
was approved by just 56 votes— 
1,201 for, 1,146 against the mer­
ger.

A total of 4,227 voted or 44 
per cent of thoise eligible. There 
are about 9,600 registered voters 
in town.

As was expected, voting was 
fairly slow during the day at 
both polling places, town hall for 
city resldenis and the Vernon 
Elementary Schoed for district 
voters. Although deemed "light" 
by moderators and the town’s 
two registrars of voters, voting 
In both stations during the day 
was steady.

About 3 p.m., aa many resl- 
denU began returning from 
work, activity in the polling 
places picked up, aiid as the 7 
p.m. deadline neared, the mun- 
ber of electors at both sites In- 
areased.

On several occarions during 
the late afternoon and evening, 
voters waited in line lor their 
turn at the machines. These 
Unas at times were particularly 
heavy in the district.

All of the towns with popu­
lations over 60,000 listed high­
er tax levies for the year, the 
report said. Hartford reported 
the largest Increase among the 
state's "Big Three" cities—5.27 
percent. Bridgeport's property 
tax went up 4.18 per cent and 
New H.-\ven's 0.21.

In towns with 20,000 to 50,- 
000 populations, Enfield had 
the highest Increase, 21.11 per 
cent. ,

Branford, with an Increase of 
26.58 per cent, led the towns in 
the 10,000-20,000 population

In the 6,000-10,000 popula­
tion category. South Windsor 
reported the highest Increase, 
24.25 per cent. Clinton led the 
towns in the 2,000-6,000 group, 
with an increase of 28.52 per 
cent.

In towns with populations of 
less than 2,000, Killlngworth's 
increase of 22.45 per cent was 
the highest.

Now thousands of
ever opinion polls may indicate. 
It’s the number of voters 
brought to the polling booths by 
each party on election day that 
tells the crucial story. Bringing 
out the voters is the job of pre­
cinct workers. How energetic 
and enthusiaatio are they in this 
campaign, when reported voter 
apathy may put an extra premi­
um on their efforts? Here are 
the results of an AP cross-coim- 
try survey^ first of two articles.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Re­

publicans are working at the 
grassroot level in the South as 
never before, an Associated 
Press survey shows.

But the seme survey shows 
mixed effort by GOP workers 
elsewhere — warm support for 
the national ticket in •oni« 
placea, cool in others.

Democrats havp been slow in 
reacting to the Republican chal- 
lange In the South. Elsewhere 
they are concentrating on regis­
tering friendly voters and. in 
some areas, trying to 'battle 
overconfidence.

These views stemmed from 
IntervlewB with party leadere 
and precinct wm-kers in more 
than 40 states. They are 
aummed up best, perhape, ,by 
the Arisona precinct worker 
who mused.

Leaders in both parties say 
precinct irctlvlty, the efforts of 
grassroots party workers, is 
what spells victory or defeat in 
an election. They add this is 
especially true if the reports of 
voter apathy are translated into 
a toht turnout on election day.

The tactics of precinct work 
are mubh the same regardless 
of party w  state, identify tl>e 
voter. Gettoim registered. Work 
on the undecldeds. And, come 
election day, get your man’s 
supporters to the polls.

To find oig how these efforts 
e r f going, jAssoclated Press 
newsmen talked with scores of 
state, countw and precinct lead­
ers of both ^ rties  in more than 
40 states.

The ci^ensus:
—In tne South, particularly In 

the big cities. Republicans are 
orgamied as never before down 
to the grassroots level. Demo- 
cratp, long accustomed to clos­
ing Wrap after their spring pri­
maries, are slow in reacting.

—Elsewhere across the coun­
try, Republican activity is 
closely tied to feelings about 
Goldwater. Party leaders in 
some areas report a dedicated 
seal. 'In other areas leaders 
frankly admit they have lost 
party workers and are down- 
playlhg the nominee.

In Georgia, which never has 
gone Repu'oiican, the GOP ac 
tlvity has spurred Democrats to 
form committees in all 169 
counties — many for the first 
time.

But Ed Kelly, managing edi 
tor of the Thomasvllle Times- 
Enterprise, says of the GOP 
drive; "It's a militant cam­
paign. The Democrats have 
nothing that will touch It.’ "

MIAMI, Fla. (AP) — Hurri­
cane Isbell smashed homes and 
buildings in Cuba, drove thou­
sands of Cuban families from 
their homes, and slashed 
savagely on toward Florida to­
day with tornadoes possibly 
striking out ahead.

King's award, rumored for 
montlu, will amoimt to 273,000 
Swedish kroner - $63,123 — this 
year. The cosh prize and the 
Nobel gold medal and diploma 
will be handed to King at cere­
monies in Oslo Dec. 10.

King was born in Atlanta,
Ga.’, in 1929 and went to the 
Crozer Ifieological Seminary,
Chester, Pa. He took his doc­
tor’s degree in theology at Bos­
ton University and served later 
as a Baptist minister.

Mid-Campaign
With the cam paign'’dSOttt h a lf over, 

toe post-convention fears of what aa 
all-out right-wing campaign baaed on 
aimpUstlc ideas could do to the country 
have not been home out. If the poUa are 
anywhere near correct .the eMctorate 
has been a great deal more sophisticated 
In dealing with the CtoldvVater phe- 
nomeiHMi than moat analysts had told' 
ua to expect Senator Goldwater has 
done hla part. A fter five weeks, he has 
succeeded in developing only one major 
Issue: Ooldwatoriam, and the; imcertaln- 
ties about It have taken hold in the 
most unlikely comars o f the nation. 
The country does instinctively want In 
a President the balance, poise, restraint 

-and grasp of  fa cts that Ooldwster so 
conspicuously lacks,

Goldwater has made every poaelble 
tactical mistake. The sweetness now 
being poured in vain over Republican 
moderates like Keating and Romney 
might have been jproductlve if it had 
occurred to the Senator around con­
vention time. The presence of William 
Miller on the ticket has neutralized the 
moral crusade against President John­
son. (The Reporter notes that Mr. Miller 
has been aaying*Twt loud and in public 
the things that Richard Nixon used to 
bo alleged to' have said to a rally of 
four people somewhere under a buto-In 
the wilds ot Montana.)

Goldwater remains addicted to need­
less hipshots that alienate whole blbcs 
of voters at a time; the attack on social 
security that he has been trying to live 
down; the Marines-to-Guantanamo oom- < 
ment; the charge that President Ken­
nedy timed the Cuban missile crisis for 
political purposes; the incredible sug­
gestion that public welfare programs 
encourage crime.

For a man hailed ao often aa one 
who would not change his views to 
court election, Goldwater has been ex­
traordinarily flexible. NATO, which he 
belittled, haa become his fixed star: the 
Eiaenhower foreign policy of which ho 
waa so contemptuous has become his- 
model; since the campaign began, Gold- 
water has also switched his stand oa 
tha draft, tax-cuts, farm subsides, ex­
tremists, TV debates, support for the 
United Nations, selling TVA, recognising 
the Soviet Union and negotiating with 
Red China.

Through all this, President Johnsem 
continues to let hts opponent have .as 
much rope as he wants, and the more 
the Senator speaks, the better the Presi­
dent looks. The President’s decision not 
to debate with or even reply to Senator 
Goldwater waa obvious enough, but 
aeema to be paying off spectacularly; 
It is helping to' make Goldwater seem 
even more brash and irrelevant than ha 
really manages to be.

The problem for Johnson Is to keep 
his camp from believing how bright 
the picture really is. The swing-over of 
Republican newspapers and Republican 
voters in suburbs and farm  areas haa 
been emphatic. The polls suggest thet 
Goldwater is further down than any 
candidate has been et this stage ainoe 
modatB polling began In 1M6. OoM- 
weter has atUl not found an iaaue that 
tha peopla are buying; only a m ajor fOcs 
aign dueator la likely to give him a 
ehanoa to make up much ground Quick­
ly, and even than the tendency might be 
to rally around the incumbent Instead. 
A t toia point, pnepeeta are good that

NEW YORK, Oct. 14 — The 
feeling of success ran through 
the big room. It spilled over the 
people standing on the |8,000 
Persian hig and it spread out 
and ran up to the light green 
easy chair where Oliver Quayle, 
Uyndon Johnson's poll-taker, sat 
in a white raincoat. His figures 
have the President far ahead. 
So he talked about living in 
Westchester. It ran, this feeling, 
off the rug and over to the 
portable ' bar where Max Kam- 
pelman, who has been with Hu­
bert Humphrey for 20 years, 
^ s  saying that everything 
seemed fine. The feeling was 
everyplace and Muriel iHum- 
phrey walked through it in her 
stockinged feet. A corsage, 
crushed Jrom pushing through 
crowds, was in her left hand. 
Somebody behind the bar 
handed her a drink. She waa 
tired and flushed with excite­
ment from the crowds up in 
Westchester where, it had 
seemed everybody was going to 
vote for byndon Johnson and 
her husband.

All of it stopped at Skldie 
Weisl. He sat on a couch against 
the windows, smoking a tipped 
cigar and listening. Now and

then he would grunt at the con­
versation around him. Weisl la 
the Democratic Nationar'Oom- 
mitteeman from New York. He 
is a lawyer, maybe aa big a 
lawyer as you’ll meet, and he 
has advised Lyndon Johnson on 
personal matters for years. Ed­
die Weisl also has been at the 
ra,ce track, where great opinions 
go broke causally, and he has 
been in politics for years and 
he has seen Bill Thompeon win 
an election in (^ icago and 
Thomas E. Dewey lose one and 
he traveled with Alfred E. 
Smith, who drew crowds which 
lied when they cheered. Eddie 
Weisl lived these things.

Hubert Humphrey, beaming, 
and with a fresh shirt on for a 

arty, came out from a bed­
room. Weisl went into a small, 
sitting room with him. Jerry 
Finkelstein, who is deep in busi­
ness and politics in New York, 
came with them and closed the 
door. And now Eddie Weisl, who 
had been sitting quietly In this 
suite in the Americana Hotel 
began to talk. And he did not 
talk the way the politicians and 
the poll-takers have been doing 
throughout this campaign.

"Y ou're overconfident, about

this election and I don’t like it 
at all,”  he said. "Forget these 
polls. They say Johnson will get 
66 per cent of the vote. I think 
you're goin|; to find It’s a lot 
leu  than that. I 'll take 66 per 
cent right now. I don't think 
Goldwater can 'win, but I think 
there’a m chance he can win 
and I want everybody to recog­
nize that chance and start doing 
somethln{( about it."

"Oh, I don’t think it'a that 
close,!’ Humphrey said.

"You don’t”  Weisl said. 
"H iat’s because of the polls.

• People are ashamed to say that 
they are for Goldwater. But 
there’s a silent votpi. A big silent 
vote. That’s all I ’ve been hear­
ing about. It isn’t In polls. So 
forget the polls. I told that to 
President Johnson last week. 
And I ’m going to tell it to him 
again when I see him Wednes­
day night.”

'Then Eddie Weisl started to 
talk about this silent vote. He 
talked about Civil Service work­
ers in New York, and a check 
of movie bouses from Westches­
ter to Niagara, and of union re­
ports on assembly lines and he

Sower to buy all land for new 
ousing and thus control the 

present fantsatically Inflated 
price o f land suitabla fo r laiga 
scale housing developments. 
The housing would be built by 
private builders for leass 
sale to occupants, hut the land 
would be owned by the govern­
ment in perpetuity.

In education, Mr. WUscsi’b 
plana for retooling Britain are 
as radical as hla housing plans. 
Prime Minister Wilson would 
bs tos first iwoduct of the Brit­
ish grammar achools (as op­
posed to toe elite "publje” 
schools) to  reach the top. He 
intends to democratize the 
playing fields of Eton and drag 
Ehitlah educatkm Into tos mid- 
twentleto century.

Theee and other L a b o r  
sohemea have no single catch­
word alcgan, like toe ory for 
‘ ‘nationalization”  that drama­
tized Labor’s victory in 1M6. 
But taken together, they are a 
bundle of socialist goodies that 
will bs anathema to most 
American politicians. The inevi­
table reaction in America would 
be a certain hostility and this 
hostility would not help the al­
liance.

But of more serious conse­
quence to the United States is 
Mr. WUson’s  apparent fcrejfp  
policy, ztai shrouded ih esih- 
paign amoke. He has been to 
X oK ow  nine times aind regardp 
himself as uniquely qualified to 
deal with the Russians. He has 
also, et course, been in W ssh- 
ington froquently—but not al­
ways with untarnished residts.

Hia talk about "renegotiat- 
ing” the U.8.-British deal on 
Polaris sutmarlnes may be no 
more than talk, but hla antago­
nism for that American dream, 
an allied nuclear-armed fleet, 
'would certainly forecloae B rit­
ish participation for at least r 
year.

There is much talk hers o.' 
President Johnson’s making an 
early visit to Europe, with a 
poeaible atop in London, to gain 
consent for the nuclear fleet. If 
he toinka hia reno'wned powars 
o f persuasion could bowl enrer 
Mr. Wilson, ho may be hndly 
disappointed.

In British Guiana, the Ken­
nedy administration waa baraly 
able to get the present Oonserv- . 
ative government to postpone 
the planned British withdrawal 
a year ago. The Labor party'is 
far committed to quidc inde­
pendence for form er Britiah ter- 
ritoriee. Thus, even if British 
'withdrawal meant risking a 
Cuba-style reginio for Britiah 
Guiana on the continent of 
South America itself, a Wilson 
government would be in posi­
tion to demand a hl|d> price for 
further postponement.

Thla sune drive to shed toe 
remnants o f empire, according 
to some expM |s here, might al­
so extend to^ka Middle Blast, 
further endangming the W est's 
delicate position in that strate­
gic area o f oil and bases.

In Bhirope, Mr. W ilson's well- 
known su ^ clon a  o f tos Osm- 
mon Market, o f Ehiropean tai- 
Umacles o f any kind, are in di­
rect conflict with Washington.

These are aome o f the winds 
blowing over the horizons o f a 
Labor victory. Prime Minister 
Wilson would be hia own man, 
pragmatic and resourceful, al­
lowing nothing to block his 
main objective: To modernize 
tola ancient land.

For Britain, be might well be 
the ri|dit man at tba ri|^t time. 
For toe U.8., a Wllaan govera- 
mant would mean nsfw, perhaps 
severe, complications.

Mailing fees for each issue 
amount to $40, and annual bulk 
perm it $80, and printing $60. 
Mrs. Romeyn n oM  that a new 
printer had been obtained and 
the cost o f printing the issue 
increased. Thirty-five hundred 
copies o f Notes and Quotes are 
mailed to town residents

The board approved a new 
policy change last nlsdit. An 
appointment board o f career 
to tu ^ rs will evaluate other 
teachere who have filed ap- 
pllcatlons to become career 
teachers between Nov. 1 and 
April 1.

The appointment board la 
' made up o f five career teach­

ers  These teachers by ballot 
dhoose five o f their membera 
to  serve on toe appointment 
board. There are eighteen car­
eer teachers In South Wind­
sor.

Teachers make vit appllca- 
tiona If they wlZh to go on the 
career schedule. The principals 
o f the schools know between 
Oct. 1 and Nov. 1 which teach­
ers wish to apply.

Bowrd member Waiter Wad­
dell, silent on the subject at 
last night’s meeting, has sug­
gested off and on since last Nov­
ember that a thorough study be 
made of the need for additional 
school facilities, bringing In any­
thing or anyone that might help, 
before presentation to the town.
'Matthews, liaison to the PBC, 

said that the commission agreed 
on the" need for a new elemen 
tary facility In the future but did 
not agree on the target date.

Billy Mills, a Marine from  
Coffeyville, Kan., won the 
10,000-meter run Wednes­
day in one of the greatest 
upsets in Olympic history
while American swimmers and 
divers continued to dominate 
their sport and pushed the 
leading Yankee- medal harvest 
to 19.

Mills, a 26-year-old crew-cut 
Marine lieutehant, was timed 
In an Olympic record 28:24.4 af­
ter pulling away from world 
record-holder Ron Clarke- and 
one of the finest 10,000-meter 
fields ever assembled.

His victory was the first ever 
at that distance for the United 
States, the fir.st over 3,000 me­
ters since 1908 and one of the 
biggest .shocks ever. It helped 
build the U.S. medal count to 
seven gold, seven silver and 
five bronze. Russia has eight, 
two gold, three silver and three 
bronze.

New Rumors 
Of Changes 
In Moscow

Coverup Charged 
In Jenkins Case

MOSCOW (AP) — Strong 
tumors, BUi^ported by a number 
o f signs, swept Moscow tonight 
that a change at the top of the 
Soviet government might be 
immment.

Premier Khrushchev, 70, has 
BOt been mentioned publicly for 
two days. He was missing today 
from a luncheon attended by 
every other top leader of the 
Soviet Communist party.

Most prominent among those 
ether leaders recently has been 
Leonid Brezhnev, whom Khru­
shchev removed from the fig­
urehead job of Soviet president 
last July to take a  more impor­
tant Job In the party. Khru­
shchev is first secratahr of the 
party as well as premier.

The man running the govern­
ment recently during Khru­
shchev’s long absence, has been 
Alexei Kosj^ln, a  first deputy 
premier.

The government paper Drves-' 
tla, which usually publishes in 
the evening, delayed its appear- 

' ance until Friday morning. It 
will coincide with publication of 
the Cjommunlst party paper 
Pnivda.

Such simultaneous publication 
is the traditional way of making 
announcements of supreme 
Importance here.

A collection of black lim­
ousines was noted today outside 
foe headquarters of the party’s 
Central Committee, indicating 
major meietlng.

M a s te r  Plan 
For Education 
Being Prepared
HARTFORD (AP) —  A 

master plan for higher edu­
cation in Connecticut now 
being drawn up by a team 
of educators from Washing­
ton was described today as 
"the biggest study in the 
shortest time in which the 
U.S. Office of Education 
has eVer been involved.”

This description waa given 
by Dr. Minard W. Stout of the 
division of higher education in 
the U.S. Department of HealUi, 
Bdueation and Welfare.

Dr. Stout is the field direc­
tor of the year-long study 
which is being preparad for 
the General Aseefobly under 
the auspices o f thq S t a t e  
Commission on Higher Bduca- 
tion. The raport is due to be 
made publlo before the end of 
the year.

Dr. Stout spoke today to 
some 175 state educators and 
school Bimerintendents attend­
ing the 17th annual State Con­
ference on Education at Cen­
tral Connecticut State College 
in New Britain.

He refused to gtre any In­
dication aa to what he and his 
staff will recommend to the 
commtonion, pointing out that 
his associates aren’t interested 
In "getting involved In the 
crossplay of Connecticut polit­
ics.’’

But he hinted broadly that 
the study could be controversi­
al and might upset a number oC 
sacred cows in the state.

Cholesterol Work CUed

Nobel Medicine Prize 
To American, German
-  S'TOCKHOLM, Sweden (A P )—The 1964 Nobd Prize 
for medicine was awarded jointly todfiy to American 
Konrad Bloch and German Feodor Lyhen.

The two were awarded the<?>
$53,123 prize for their discov­
eries concerning the mechanism 
and regulation o f cholesterol and 
fatty arid metabolism.

Bloch is German-born, and be­
came a naturalized American In 
1944.

Bloch, 52, was born at Nelsae,
Germany, and studied at the 
Munich Technical University.
He married in 1941 and has two 
children. The family lives at 
Cambridge, Mass., where Bloch 
is associated with Harvard.

Feodor Lynea, 58, was bom in 
Munich and is professor and 
director of -the Biochemical 
Institution of the Max Planck 
Institute for Cell Cfoemletry. He 
married in 1987 and has five 
children.

In its citation, the awarding 
O rilen  of Professors of the 
Royal Caroline Institute noted' 
that cholesterol during recent 
years has become 6 word of 
common usage In relation to the 
connection of arteriosclerosis to 
dietary and blood cholesterol.

(Circulatory diseases are the 
foremost cause of death In 
many areas of the world. The 
great majority of these cases 
have a gravely diriurbed meta­
bolism. The prerequisite for 
correcting faulty function is to 
know the intimate details of foe 
mechanisms involved.

The therapy against these 
circulatory diseases and related 
disturbances in steroid hormone 
metabolism will, in the future, 
rest upon the firm fountetion 
laid by today’s Nobel pruirar 
ners, foe awarding body said.

Bloch, who has studied under 
1930 Nobel prizewinner Hans 
Fischer, was credited with 
"brilliant investigations’ ’ which 
have shown how cholesterol is 
built up from acetic acid.

Cholesterol, a fatty substance 
occurring in some foods find 
also developed by the body it­
self, long has been suspectsid as 
a cause of arterioecleroato — 
artery hardanlag or narrowing'
—and of coronary heart attahka. 
especially if present in large 
quantity.
