Tho 
rough outside guess hss to bo that, in 
what has taken piace in the field so far, 
India has scored something of a mili­
tary victory over Piktahui and taken 
over military domination of additional 
territory to which India has no eon* 
coded legal or nMral claim.

And India holding a mIHtary advan­
tage Is likely to be aa uncompromising 
a party to deal with os any other na­
tion In a similar situation. So far, per­
haps, the main result of the war be­
tween India and Pakistan has been to 
make the real Issues between them 
more difficult of solution than thsy 
ever were before. There is no Indioa- 
tlon that the United Nations, even if its 
cease fire Is now beginning to take bet­
ter hold, is going to find Jndia any more 
compliant with any world Idea of what 
would be a fair and just way to settls 
the Issue of Kashmir than India was 
before, when not even Nehru was rea­
sonable or gentle about Kashmir.

The fundamental tragedy of the divi­
sion of colonial India continues, and it 
is so fundamental it may not now be 
cured within our lifetimes. The mini­
mum and maximum hopes permitted 
realism may be the sa'me: that at least 
the shedding of blood may be halted.

O ff-Quota Fun

The other afternoon, when one of our 
cool. Invigorating October winds was 
blowing, we had a few moments whan 
we were sure one of the stsmdard 
pieces of folklore of our time was being 
refuted right before our eyes.

We had accom­
plished our own set number of lines for 
our own afternoon, and ware therefore 
required to take our departure from the 
scene and join the lelaure end of our 
great society day. When we did ĝ lve 
the layers of brick one final quick 
glance, however, we had the disconcert­
ing impression that the October tonic 
we thought we had noticed had some­
how worn off, and that each workman 
was tapping into place on' his section of 
wall the precise final brick in the same 
final row which made each bricklayer 
mathematically even at that point.

T h e  Pow N ' O f PowerleesneM

The Pope has no more divisions now 
thim when Stalin used the power equa­
tion .to ridicule the Vatican. But the 
most powerful voice In the world Mon­
day was that of Paul VI. It waa 
powerful preclaely because the Pontiff 
could tell the UN in utter honesty that 
he had no “ambition to compete with 
you, nothing to ask for, no question to 
raiss.”

This was a voice from outside the 
petty circles of nationhood. It was a 
fitting echo of John XXm 's milestone 
“Pacem In Terris," which declared: 
" It  is our earnest wish that the United 
Nations organization may become 
ever more equal' to the magnitude aiul 
nobility of Its taaks, and that the day 
may come when every human being 
will find therein an effective safeguard 
for the rights which derive directly 
from his dignity as a persop, and which 
are therefore universal, inviolable and 
jp alienable rights.”

Paul, in a sort of Stsvsnsonlan senss, 
had come to talk sense to the diplo­
mats and the premiers and the presi­
dents. No othsr voice could remind 
them so vividly that they are mere 
guardians of the welfare of Individuals, 
that the world's people' probably do 
look more to the United Nations than 
to any single sovereign government for 
“concord and peace.”

Paul stood above the nations even as 
ht spoke for all the earth’s people 
down below the levql of political le^ - 
ership. It is their hope, their conviction, 
he said, that the UN “represents the 
obligatory path of modem civilization.”

This clearing away of the cobwebs, 
this reduction of the qpncqi»t of Inter­
national ooopsntion to the-'Single pur­
pose of meeting ordinary people's needs 
and desires has a Utopian sound, an 
air of coming far ahead Cf its time. But 
why? The Pope was saying that the 
UN Is a hopeful “state In the develop­
ment of mankind,” and that all that L  
necessary Is to keep going.
' No secular leader could use the word 
“must” in this context with any effect 
on the United Nations. But if Paul VI 
bad failed ,t o  . 40, so, hit address would 
not have been ^  hlstorio document 
it was.

WASHINGTON — One tect 
stands out in the Bjmantine plot 
and counterplot that have 
rocked..

This moans that, if the army 
keeps control; as now expected, 
tite West has come thr^gh a 
period of maximum danger with 
minimum damage. For if the 
world’ŝ  fifth largest nation were 
sucked into the Chinese' Comm­
unist orbit, Southeast Asia would 
become a nut in a hutcraker 
formed by Red China and Indo­
nesia.

The dmmatic and Confused 
.vents in Djakarta began with 
an incident that haa received 
little ptibUcIty. President Sukar­
no, the idi^ized, mercurial 
father Of the Indonesian Rev- 
olution,. faltered in the middle 
of a speech last week. Unabl. 
to proceed, the "Btmg’’ was

helped off the stage and dis­
appeared for several minutes. 
When he came back, he looked 
like a slch man propped up by 
a dose of drugs.

This public signal'Of Sukarno's 
failing health (he has lost the 
use of one kidney and is not 
given long to live) probably 
triggered the attempted coup.

Purely by chance, advance 
j,elementa of the best fighting 

unit in Indonesia—the Bandung- 
based Sllawangi Division—were 
in Djakarta for the annuel Oqt. 
.’*• .Vrmed Forces Day Celebra­
tion.

When the plotters struck, led 
by a Oommtmist • Infiltrated air 
force palace guard, these ad­
vance units of the Silawangi 
Division almost certainly made 
the difference between the plot's 
success and failure. Even so, 
six of the army’s top generals, 
including tpe clef of staff, Gen. 
Yani, were ĝ unned down.

For years the army generals 
have been expecting an attempt­
ed coup by the Communist party. 
With the slightest encourage­
ment from Sukarno, the gener'̂ ’ 
ala long ago would have moved 
against the Communists, as they 
did in 1048 when the first at­

tempted Communist takeover 
was snuffed out. C'We knocked 
them out before, we'll check 
them again,’’ a top general told 
us In Indonesia last spring.)

Ruth Ventura, vice 
chairmsm, and Albert W. Hager, 
secretary.

Hager said he had thought 
he might resign because of his 
health, but thaL since he was 
re-elected secretary, he would 
stay on. Member James Brqn- 
nan was also nominated for sec­
retary, but said he Is consider­
ing'resigning after the nenewol 
project gets underway, to de­
vote more time to his duties as 
a member of the board of edu­
cation.

Baum’s appointment to the 
agency expires this month; the 
members expressed the hope 
that he would be reappointed.

In other business last night, 
the agency:

1. Decided to meet with the 
Jones Destruction Co., which Is 
clearing the redevelopment area, 
to see If the demolition of some 
stores can be delayed until af­
ter (Christmas without affecting 
the cost of the project. Although 
toe buildings were scheduled (or 
demoltlon beginning Nov. 1, the 
agency-agreed there la probably 
enough time remaining to allow 
merchants to continue in their 
present location until toe holiday 
shopping period Is over. The 
demolition project will take 
about 30 days; toe deadline in 
F ib .

The euggeeted relo(»tkm of 
Market S t to the west at Its 
presently planned route would 
make a building lot of shout 
70,000 square feet available — 
the amount of land that will 
probably be needed for a one- 
Btory oourthouee, parking for 
about 160 oars and some plant­
ing around the property.

Baum suggested tiM agency 
oonoMer moving the street, en­
larging redevelopment parcel 3 
from about 60,000 to about 70,- 
000 square feet to make it “aa 
feasible as possible" for a de­
veloper to come up with a com­
petitive proposal for the court­
house. Baum said he thought 
Ihe agency shouM accept Ita 
oonoultant’s decision that the 
oourthouse would “definitely be 
the best thing for the project” 

The agency took no formal 
oteps however, antlctpating that

Johnson gave as a salute to 
Congress and delayed the Presi­

Against It were 49 Democrats 
and 89 Republicans.

At times raucous and angrily 
partisan, the long session 
stemmed from a reported John­
son request tp House leaders 
that they finish up the bill so he 
could make a speech about it at 
the party.

The members had been told 
the House would quit early 
Thursday and vote on the bill 
today, and the late switph In 
plans made some Republicans 
angry.
