April Rainfall
Only .85 Inch

Although town rainfall in April
totaled only .85 inches, against
the monthly average of 3.77
inches, the walar slorage in the
town's four reservoirs rose ap-
proximately 5.2 million gallons,
according Lo a report issued by
Lawrence Wittkofske, waler
department superintendent.

Abram W. Sangrey, president
of the Manchester Ministers
Association, and is not to be
construed as.an official expres-
sion by town churches nor by
the association, though signed
by & majority of its members,

A copy of the resolution has
been sent to.Mra. Katherine
Bourn, chairman of the Man-
chester Board of Hducation. It
reads as followa:

“We do express our support
of the proposal of the State
Department of Education to
transport on a ocontrolled ex-
perimental basis & group of
non-white. students from the
Hartford schools to surrounding
suburban communities.

“Aware that various prob-
lems and questions are attend-
ant upon & project of this na-
ture, we wish to encourage the
Manchester Board of Educa-
tion and the people of our com-
munity to explors the educa-
tional values of the proposed
experiment.

One of the questions the opponents of
the experimental busing of 75 North
End of Hartford Negro children into
Manchester achools like most to ask—
and the question tha proponents of the
project seem to lke least to answer,
goes this way:

“What do you mean experimental?
Isn't it foreordained that the experi-
ment will be judged a success? And if
it 18, won't the proposition then be to
continue it and expand it?"

When the opponents submit this ques-
tion, they act as If they thought they
had the proponents in a corner. And
the proponents also act as if they felt
themselves to be in a corner. They have,
after all, been told, by the authors of
the plan, that it is Indeed purely ex-
perimental, and thet {s all, just experi-
mental.

In our opinion, the question is not
only fair, but sensible, and it deserves
& sensible answer.

But when American trooph operating on
the Vietnamese side of the border find
themselves being fired upon from the
Cambodikn side of the border, ‘thay
dont quite belleve Cambodia's pretense,
and, acting under general authorization

from their own high command, they fire

back.

What Cambodia doés in this néw cly~
cumatance has not yet been revealed.
Perhaps it pretends neither violation of
its borders occurred. Or perhapa it
blames us only, thus revealing its own
anti-American blas.

But the main truth involved is sim-
ple, and old. War, like fire, keeps reach
ing out for new fuel. It has its own in-
evitable escalations which do not neces-
sarily weit for the formal decision of
leaders.

Manchester is aware of the
Hartford problem and is cap-
able of taking some limited ef-
fective action. Hartford be-
cause of Its large Negro popu-
lation is unable to solve the de
facto segregation problem by
iteelf, If Manchester and the
other surrounding towns don't
help Hartford, no one else will.
Therefore, it is Manchester's
responsibility.

On.-every controversial issue
there are those who prefer the
status quo. However, the prob-
lem of de facto segregation
won't solve itself. Choosing to
ignore it will only create the
need for some non-voluntary
type program of which Man-
chester will have no control.

¥or these reasons, I strongly
endorse the proposed busing
program as a logical first step
toward the solution of a dAiffi-
cult problem.

Hartford School Official Lists
Hopes, Doubts, About Busing

Dr. Ellis Tookar, assistant zu-
permtandd of Hartford
schools, hast night expresséd his
views on the proposed school
pusing plan to South. Windsor
residents atlending a school
poard informational meeting.

The problems encountered In
Harntford are not peouliar to that
city, and may be observed in
many major clifes, Dr. Tooker
said. The problem of racial im-
palsnce can not be solved by
busing . & limited number of stu-
dents to a. suburban area, for
put. Himited exposure to a differ-
ent oulture, he said, but can
only be soilved by providing an
equal opportunity for fair hous-
fog snd employment to all,

Reviowing the history of the
plan, Dr. Tooker noted that
Hartfoxrd's  problems revolve
around & shift in the city's popu-
Jation .- : The. earlier population
was different from today's, he
sadd, because of the exodus of
many white people from the city
to the suburbs, and the shift of
non-whites. from one section of
the country to another,

Observing thet the population
had outgrown the Hartford
Bcliool system, Dr. Tooker said
the building program under way
in the city would alleviate the
space problem probably by 1974,

However, discrimination in
jobs and housing basis and the
resultant jack of motivation can
not be solved simply by pro-
viding more space and facilities,
be eaid.

The busing plan under consid-
eration, as outlined by the state
Department of Education, is not
too different from the plan pro-
posed by the Chamber of Com-
merce of Hartford, and is far
Jess radical than the one pre-
sented in the Harvard plan, Dr.
Tooker commented.

Terming the program ‘‘exper-
tmental,” Dr. Tooker said:

““The possibility of busing stu-
dents to suburban communities
to achieve s racial balance, un-
der very strict controls, ta pro-
vide answers that all of s would
kke to obbtain, has questions. I
bave questions of my own."

It is not intent of the plan
to provide ‘‘reverse busing";
only childrén whose parents
agree to the plan would be ¢con-
sidered for trensportation to
guburban communities, he eaid.

He noted that some question
has been raised whether, chil-
dren in kindergarten through
grade five are old enough to
provide valld test result an-
swers, He. said that, speaking
es a regiatered psychologist,
chiddren at this level are not

fact, he sald, if something
done about the probiem,

ould be done early, 50 the

maximum effeot would be
achievell early in a child's life.

Of poasible adversé effects of
the program, Dr. Tooker said he
knows no. answer. The main
consideration is that if a child
from Hartford is put into a aitu~
ation ‘whare he feels he is not

wanted, ‘it will effect the out--

come, :

One damaging result of the
busing discussion has not been
good for ‘Hartford schéols, Dr.

The “impreasion- gleaned by
many 3s that: the Hartford
sohodl system is not so good as
it i1s. But students from the sys-
tem are achieving and have
maintained a solid record in col-
leges, Dr. TooKer sald, and
Hartford teachers can be rank-
ed against any teachers in the

for llunlord education, because
that is not necessary. e

ford will go a long way toward

alleviating the problems in the
city, provided it is fully imple-
mentad."

Commenting on the “appar-
ent confusion” on the intent of
the busing program, Dr. Tooker
sald the emphasis seems to be
that suburban towns are being
asked to help Hartford—and so
are missing the whole point of
the project as a ‘“two-way
street.” ’

Something would be gained by
the children in suburban towns
if a racial intergration pro-
gram were adopted, he said.

Writien questiona from the au.
dience were accepted by Harry
Anderson and Robert Eversole
for screening before being
asked of Mrs. JJane Romeyn,
chairman of the schoo! board,
other board members, Superin-
tendent of schools Charles
‘Warner or Dr. Tooker.

In answer to a question about
the effect of the plan on a par-
ticipaling child from Hartford
should it fail, Dr. Tooker con-
ceded that there are risks. How-
ever, he continued, the program
would be on a voluntary basis,
involving only children whose
parents desire them to partici-
pate, If a child were well re-
ceived by the school adminis-
tration, faculty and student
body, he would have “no great
qualms on what would' happen.”

Dr. Tooker noted that the feel-
ings of the studemt body are
largely dependent on”community
feeling. .

Questioned on future plans,
after -the initial two-year trial,
Dr. Tooker said, “no one can
say." He'noted that his interpre-
tation is that there is no intent
to "‘trap’” any one into a long-
term experiment. >

Dr. Tooker said he would not
speak for or against regional
government, but observed it Is
his personal opinion that there
will be a time when the area
will have a regional government
but not soon, He noted that this
busing plan can not be conciev-
ed as a regional government
plan, and that there is nothing
in the plan to indicate regional
government control.

Warner was asked to reiter-
ate his statement that there are
vicant seats in Kindergarten
through Grade 5.

He answered that throughout
tHe system there are 25 to 50
scattered seats available, but
that he was not talking about
transferring an entire class-
room to town schools in & unit.

Warner noted that the school
board policy is that there be
ong teacher to 27 students, with
25 students per leacher for the
first grade, 27 per teacher for
the middle grades of the ele-
mentary classes, and 29 per
teacher for upper elementary
classes.

The busing plan. would not
introduce Hartford students into
rooms where the maximum was
already reached, he said.

The answer to a question of
whether or not white children
from underpriviieged areas
would be involved in the pro-
gram, Dr. Tookar said the plan
could to white families as
wel as non-whites.

Dr. Tooker said the original
proposal referred to non-white
children, but that (t is his feel-
ing that underpriviteged chil-
dren should not be differentiat-
ed between on the basis of ool-
or, and that therefore the pro-
gram should inciude white ohil-
dren

Commenting on the possibility
that Negro parents might not
want their children bused to sur-
rounding commumnities, Dr.
Tooker aaid that, if it were pos-
sible for the chiliren to be kept
in their own area and obtain the
advantsges necessary educa-
tionally, a great many parents
would probably want their chil-
drem to'stay in Hartford.

In reply to a question about
the length of time spent in
transit and the different clos-
ing times of towm schools, Dr.
Tooker commented that the
logigtics involved in the plan
are not insurmountable. Par-
enfs in Hartford will have to
weigh these {tems befora de-
ciding whether their child should
participate in the plan.

Participation in extra-curricu-
Jar activities would be difficult.

Questioned on the posasibilty
of a town referendum to indi-
cate the feelings of the com-
munity on the plan, Mrs. Ro-
meyn said the board has had
indications of ocommunity in-
terest in the form of letters to
board membars and fo the
superintendent, in support of a
referendum. . .

She maid, in regard to placing
the question on the forthcoming
referendum on the sewer bond

Directors Furn Down Petitions
Asking Opinion Vote on Busing

The board of directors
last night, by a 6 to 3 vote
along straight party lines,
turned down a request for
& townwide "“‘opinion” ref-
erendum on the busing
question.

Its vote took place before
a standing-room crowd of
over 100, which packed the
Municipal Building Hearing
Room and overflowed into
the hallway. ¥

Although the question of
a referendum was not on
the board’'s agenda, the
turnout was in response to
two advertisements in yes-
terday's Herald, one signed
by “Taxpayers and Voters
of Manchester,” the other
by “Citizens of Manchester
(Electors and Taxpayers)
anxious for a return to
Government of the Peaple,
By the People, and For the
People.”

The board's action followed

the preseritation of a 2,382-sig-

nature petition, asking for the
referendum, and a motion for
it, made by Republican Direc-
tor John Garsade and geconded
by Republican Harold A. Turk-
ington.

The motion, which called for
& May 11 public hearing on an
appropriation of funds for
calling an opinion referendum
on the busing proposal, drew
the affirmative votes of Gar-
side, Turkington and fellow
Republican Robert Stavnitsky,
but was defeated by the "no"
votes of Democrats Francis
Mahoney, David Barry, Robert
Stone, Frank Stamler, Olof
Anderson and Raymond Ellls,

Seeks Legal Opinion

Immediately following the
wote, the board voted to turn
the petitions and the question
of the legality of an appropria-
tion and a referendum to Town
Counsel Irving Aronson, for an
early opinfon.

Ample ap-
plause followed all pleas for a
referendum, and noticeable si-
lence followed the pleas of the
handful who were against it

Turkington, who led the fight

busing.

Conversely, the handful who
spoke against the referendum,
indicated that they were in fa-
vor of busing.

Lupien, who spoke more than
once, charged that the authors
of the busing plan “are hedg-
ing on its future, following the
two-year experiment.'
