“ And four of Qi6se — chronic 
brcmchitto;'' ■pldmon8^y,,,„^lJlbol- 
i8m or thrombdsOs (b lo ^  clots 
in the lung arteries); bronchioli­
tis (obstruction of the very 
small air tubes) and Asthma — 
are treatable and reversible.

" I t ’s true that the emphysema 
component, which Involves ac­
tual destruction or loss of lung 
tissue, is so far nonreverslble, 
and . not specifically treatable. 
But you can do thing:s for the 
emphysema part, as weU — h 
teaching patients to bpefCthe 
evenly and slowly, so ^ ' t o  get 
the most benefit frbm their 
lungs. /
• “ And so —/ tod  we’re very 
excited'^hqut this — we have 
found t^at' the group o f condi­
tions a whole is not a hope- 
l e ^  one. And this is important, 
hecause many doctors are still 
labeling all cases of chronic air­
ways obstruction as emphysema 
and hopeless.”

Findings like this are 
emerging from another labora­
tory project — called the Em­
physema Repstry.

Started in 1966, it involves 
attempting to collect living sub­
jects Buffering from chronic; air­
ways obstruction,, keep tabs on 
them throughout life and, when-, 
ever possible, examine their

kings g:rossly and microscopi­
cally after death — Including 
giving breathing tests to the 
bodyless lung.s.

’The registry now Includes 
records on 392 subjects — peo­
ple in all walks of life from a 
coal miner to a chef — of whom 
about 126 have died.

Among other Ifndlngs:
1. There is an almost direct 

relationship between heavy cig­
arette smoking and emphy- 
s.e m a-chronic bronchitis, 
Webb-Warlng scientists say.

2. A  major factor Impairin 
air flow out of the lungs in the^o 
conditions has .been identified as 
the collapslbility o f the inter­
mediate and large air tubes.

3. The size of the fully Inflated 
lung — both during life and aft-

oxygen, in er death — is the best available 
concentra- method, short of examining the 

lung tissue sections, to ascertain 
the degree of involvement with 
emphysema. And this may help 
doctors in diagnosing the condi­
tion.

4. New Information about 
‘pink puffers’ ’ and “ blue bloa­

ters’ ’ — a rough categorization 
of emphysema-bronchitis suffer­
ers according to their outward 
appearance. ^

“ Pink puffers”  tend to be 
slender people who are very 
short of breath bUt have no 
heart failure. They maintain 
relatively normal levels of oxy­
gen and carbon dioxide in their 
Wood — thus giving them the 
pinkish appearance of apparent 
health.

“ Blue bloaters”  tend to be 
overweight people, with a 
chronic blueness of kjie and 
ears, indicating low oxygen. 
.They also have high percen^ 
ages of carbon dioxide in Ujelr 
blood. They don’t s u ^ r  so 
much from shortness p^oreath, 
but they do have a'^nistory of 
serious heeirt iny^ilvement.

Post-mortepi'studlcs at Webb- 
Waring m y^ th  types — as well 
as on Intermediate types — Indi­
e s ^  me “ blue bloaters”  are 

[Imh more likely to derive 
most of their trouble from 
changes in their air tubes, as 
distinguished from destruction 
of lung tissue that characterizes 
emphysema. And this, too, may 
help family doctors in  diagnosis.

... rTta other is that, the action he now 
proposes is not going to run any risk 
of actually touching anybody or any in­
terest during the short period left be­
fore the November elections.

The touch of action the President 
doee propoee ie one which, by asking- 
Congress to suspend the existing tax 
incentivos designed to encourage busi- 
neaa to invest in new buildings and new 
equipment, vfould eventually do some­
thing to slow down such investment, and 
relieve some of the inflationary pjvs- 
Burc now threatening the 'whole eoon- 
o*ny-

But such a policy, even if Congress 
goes aW g with the President’s recom­
mendation, would not take effect until 
moiiUia from now, and would leave the 
preeenti big ballobn phSse of our pros- 
pertty undisturb^. This ia not to say 
that ^ s  federal, govemhient should, for 
real action, step in and forbid buriness- 
m <to-carry out expansion and. equip­
ment omitracta for which they hifLve al­
ready obligated thSmselves. It is ..to- nbte 
that -sdiht thh President does propose 
la not going to do very much to .alter 
the sKisting inflationary dangejm.

Those who manage some degree .of 
optimism over yesterday’s movement in 
the White House do so on the premise 
that ipart our trouble Is psychological, 
and that everybody will feel a Httle 
mors -confident, and the economy Itself 
feel a iHtle more that tha
President has at least begiin to recog­
nise that the. problem of inflation re­
quires more-leadri’sbip than it has hith- 
arto'taecived.'

WASHINGTON — As part of 
the fear campaign against the 
tq>en housing provision of the 
Civil Rights .bill, the radical 
right has put an outrageous— 
and totally fictitious—statement 
in the mouth of Attorney Gen­
eral Nicholas De B. - Kateen- 
bach.

Por a full month., now, mem­
bers of Congress, newspaper ^ -  
itors and Katzenbaoh himself 
have been receying indignant 
letters aiwut the attorney gen­
eral. The source of the indigna­
tion is the following statement, 
alleged to have been made by 
Katzenbach to a congressional 
committee but suppressed by 
the liberal press:

"The policy of this adminis­
tration is to favor a compelled 
amalg^tmation of all races, col­
ors, and creeds in residential 
areas; individual preferences, 
the right of private property, 
and personal freedom must be 
sacrificed to this overriding pol-. 
icy."

Any statement like that by 
the attorney general would in­
deed be reason enough for op­
posing President Johnson’s open 
housing provision (passed by 
the House and now confronting 
a Senate filibuster). In fact,- 
however, it is. a fabrication that 
provides a case study not only 
of how extremists on both sides 
can distort debate on an im­
portant issue, but also in the 
technique of the big lie. ^

The story starts on June 8 
when Katzenbach, testifying be­
fore a Senate Judiciary subcom- 

~ mittce, aa^rted that the open 
housing provision was unjustly 
labeled a "forced housing” pro­
posal when it really was direct- 

i ^  against "forced housing" re­
quiring Negroes to stay in ghet- 
toes.

Sylvester Petro, a New York 
University law professor sbd 
tii^oritician of the .respectable 

"rigin,' challenged Katzehbaoh’s 
theory befbre the same subcom­
mittee three days later.

"When one removes the tor­
tured indirectness from the at­
torney general’s Isuiguage,” said 
Petro, "what remains is this as­
sertion; ‘The policy of this ad- 

1 ministration is to .favor a com-

p e l l e d  amalgamation, etc., 
e tc.. .< ” Word for word, this is 

■the statement now attributed di­
rectly to Katzenbach.

■What Petro claimed to see in 
the mind of the attorney gen­
eral now has been put In his 
mouth by direct quotation.

Actually, Petro’s testimony 
probably would have gone un­
noticed had not it been placed 
in the Congressional Record of 
June 21 by Sen. Sam J. Ervin 
Jr. of North Carolina, a foe of 

' the open housing provision. It 
was noticed there by Phoebe' 
Courtney who, with her hus­
band Kent Courtney,, publishes 
the far right Independent 
American of New Orleans.

In an updated. pamphlet ap­
parently mailed by  the Court­
neys early in July the quota­
tion pops up. CorrecUy, It is 
preceded by, this . .q l s p s a f - . v” 
Professor t^tro sSiid tHat, in 
essence what Uip'attorney gen­
eral meant was: -Etc.’’ '

But within a few days, 
Phoebe Courtney seemed to 
forget the source o f  the quota­
tion, In a July 21 letter appeal­
ing for funds to save’ the debt- 
ridden Independent American, 
she asked:

"How many Americans know 
that the attorney general o f the 
United States of America mafls 
the following statement before 
a congressional -committee in 
urging ■ pttstage of the/^orced 
housing’ Section erf IHM’s  ci-vfl 
rights b ill?” There followed 
the Petro statement— this time' 
not attributed to  Petro.

"Does tha.V’ shock you?”  she 
continued./‘It does me. Tbis is 
the klnd t>f news that the 1 ^ -  
wing-c6ntrolled press carefully 
hides from the American peo­
ple. I  found it only after labori­
ously researching the Congres­
sional Record."

Willis K. Stone, national 
chainrnan"of the liberty amend­
ment committee (which adyor 
cates abolishing the federal in­
come tax), quickly picked up 
Mrs. Courtney’s lead. In a fund- 
raising letter of Aug. 2, Stone 
seized part of the Petro quote 
and put it in Katzenbach’s 
mouth. The lettjer began:

SAIGON, South Viet Nam 
(AP) i— The air war against the 
north (kept up with full fury to­
day' U s South Viet » Nqm 
prepared for a naticwial election. 
The Viet Cong laimChed a wave 
of pre-election terror in Salgcm.

In ground fighting, several 
clashes were reported in widely 
separated areas ,on the eve of 
voting to select a 117-man as­
sembly which is to give South 
Viet Nam new constitution.

A U.S. spokesman said intelli­
gence men uncovered a Viet 
Congl plan to attack an Ameri­
can military billet and a. Saigon 
radio station just prior to the 
election. He said security 
guards were increasecl at both 
installations.

American Jets tangled in an 
exchange of fire with three 
Clommunist Mi^s Friday only 30 
miles south of the border of 
Communist China. The encoun­
ter which pilots said ranged 
dow n'^  tree-top level, broke off 
without damage to either side.

In his first interview after hia 
appointment as tradflc safety 
administrator was announced 
Friday, toe 40-year-old phy»l’  
.cian-administrator said toe new 
Auto and Highway Safety Acts 
“ clearly mark a turning point in 
toe problem they are addressed 
to.

"But at the same time,’* fa# 
continued, " it ’s essential' for 
everyone to realize that a  prob» 
lem of tMa complexity end du< 
ration wiU not respond woe- 
night." I

"M ost of the acttvitlefl man­
dated by toe legislation wlU not 
begin to have an effect before 
toe end of 1067,’ ’ he said, adding 
that in toe meantime the high­
way death and Injury toll will 
continue to rise.

The first federal safety stand­
ards, to be issued by Jan. SL 
1967, wiU. apply to 1968 model 
cars, buses and truoks.
