MOODUS (AP) — Gov. John 
Dempsey says he intends asking 
the National Governors Oorfer- 
cnce to throw more of its meet­
ings open to the press.

The governor made the state­
ment Thursday night at the start 
of the three-day meeting of the 
New England Associated Press 
News Executives Association.

It was Dempsey who succeed­
ed in getting the New England 
Governors Conference to open 
Its sessions to newsmen.

In his talk, he said he hopes 
to enlist the aid of his fellow 
New England governors when he 
tells the national conference in 
December that too many of its 
executive sessions are held be­
hind closed doors.

Cooperation among the six 
New England states also was 
mentioned by the Connecticut 
governor.

He noted a $50,000 grant to the 
University of Connecticut from 
the National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration for study­
ing the feasibility of setting up 
a New England Regional NASA 
Dissemination Ceijter.

Establishment of such a cen­
ter — the grant provides that 
It be establi.shed at UConn — 
could lead to a program for help­
ing industry “throughout all of 
New England to make use of 
the dramatic technological ad­
vances being developed as a re­
sult of the nation’s si>ace re­
search,’’ Dempsey said.

He also mentioned a  NASA 
prediction that in 20 years 60

per cent of today’s grade school 
children will be vroricing bi Jobs
that do not now exist.

-"If we are in a few yeara go­
ing to be buying things that we 
know nothing about today,” 
Dempsey said, “it follows that 
our newspapers are going to 
have to venture into new fields. 
It will be up to you to give the 
people their first information 
about these developments, and 
the record indicates thdt you 
will do it well.”

Panel discussions on photo 
journalism and newspaper re­
cruiting and employment pro­
grams are on today’s agenda. 
Dr. Homer D. Babbidge Jr., 
president of the University of 
Connecticut, will address to­
night’s dinner meeting.

NEW TOBK — Down Md all 
but counted out six months ago. 
Gov. Nelson Rykefeller is now 
riding about even in his race 
for a third term against the 
Dem yratic nominee, Frank 
O’Connor, New Tork City y y -  
cll president.

The phenomenal R yk e fe lle r , 
ym eback  is apparent in the po­
litical mood here M d confirmed 
by a syret, still-incomplete poll 
taken by the state Republican 
organization and discussed at 
length in R ykcfeller’e inner cir­
cle.

It shows Rykefeller neck M d 
neck with O’Connor. FrMklln 
D. Roosevelt, Jr., the Liberal 
Party cMdldate, runs third with 
a fat 15 per cent of the vote, 
followed far back by Dr. Paul 
Adams, the upstate professor 
running on the Conservative 
ticket The question mark is M  
unusually large undecided ■vote 
of d y e  to 20 per cent.

It would be a bad mistake, 
however, to attribute the sur­
prising R ykefeller strength in 
this M d other unpublished polls 
to a personal rejuvenation of 
Nelson Rykefeller himself.

Rather, the sudden change in 
R ykefeller’s third-term bid is 
the result o f two interrelated 
factors: The failure of O’Connw 
to get his campaign o ff the 
ground; M d the extra-ordinary 
efficiency, lavish financing M d 
m etiylous planning that have 
g y e  into the Rykefeller cam­
paign.

“Nelson wanted to run as m  
underdog,”  a Rykefeller advis­
er told us. "Now he can't. His 
campaign has gone too well for 
that.”

The R ykefeller battle plain 
^,took shape late last year, with 
■' one major object: To saturate 

the airwaves, the press and the 
highways with an unending bar­
rage of soft-sell Rykefeller 
propagMda dramatizing alleged 
gains fo f the state of New 
T oi^  during the past eight 
yean.

The television portion of this 
saturation campaign began in 
July, earlier than any similar 
TV campaign in the slate’s his­
tory. During one hour and half 
spM  one night this week, a 
single TV network carried y  
less UiM four one-minute spots 
singling out specific Rykefeller 
programs, s y h  as roads and 
health, M d singing their prais­
es. These advertisements center­
ed on the R ykefeller program, 
not Jtykfeller the man. \

This saturation campaign dif­
fers from standard political 
practice onl^ in the degree of 
its intensity and ita early start.

. What really gives the campalga 
Its special flavor are imsovatlonc

never tried before.
With money overflowing from 

the Chase Manhattan Bank, the 
Rockefeller camp has lO^com- 
pletely-ejiuipped tnobile units 
that rove New Tork City day 
and night. R ykefeller Malysts 
figure that by election day 
these mobile units— ym plete 
with loud speakers, banners, 
campaign stickers and other 
campaign paraphenalia— ŵill do 
the equivalent work of 7,500 
political storesfronts (the big- 
city campaign technique de­
veloped by Mayor John V. Lind­
say last year).

The elaborate communica­
tions system developed by cam­
paign director William Pfeiffer 
is something out of James Bond. 
Sitting in his elegant comer- 
suite office in the New Tork 
Hilton, Pfeiffer need only flick 
a switch on a console by his 
desk and immediately connect 
to any of his division managers 
in headquarters or to his field 
directors in M y of the six out- 
state regional headquarters.

Another sign of this efficiency: 
Today, five weeks before the 
election, a separate Rockefeller 
statement for almost every day 
remaining is ready for release 
to the press.

The punctillious campaign

planning by the vast array of 
Rockefeller aides leaves nothing 
to chMce. Thus, when O’C onyr 
was badly heckled in Harlem 
early this week, the newspapers 
reported it at face value. In 
fact, the main heckler was a 
Negro plMted by Rykefeller 
operatives.

The result of all this is to 
give the appearMce of m  ir­
resistible, unstoppable R yk^- 
feller tide. The very least that 
this Goliath campaign yuId 
havs done was to halt the dis­
astrous dyline in R ykefeller 
popularity of the past two years. 
Now, however, it bids fair to 
make his third-term hid a 
genuine contest, aided by R yse - 
velt’s theft of D em yratic votes 
from O’Connor. Rockefeller ex- 
I>erts believe Roosevelt will get 
at least -700,000 votes, most of 
them at O’Connor expense.

In short, what New Tork may 
see this fall is the triumph of 
technique over substance. That 
is, a brilliant campaign bids 
fair to overym e .,the faded 

* image of a battle-marred, two- 
term governor whom most of 
his party’s top leaderhip really 
WMted to dump>̂  and prayed 
would >not run again.

In a largely attended town 
mwting, the installation of 
parking metera was approved 
over opposition of the Board of 
Selytmen.

More daric-skinncd people, 80 
pier cent, rate religion very im­
portant than do whites, 86 per 
cent. More wom«ti, 80 per cent,, 
also do so than men, 03 per 
cent.

In the poll, a cross-section of 
American adults was asked: 

"How Important would you 
say religion is In your own life 
__very Important, fairly impor­
tant, or not very important?” 

The flndlngB indicated the per­
centage of the general popula­
tion considering religion "very 
important,”  70 per cent, was 
dowii 6 per cent from what it 
was in 1962.

However, the number consid­
ering religion "fa irly impor­
tant,”  was up slightly from 20

per cent 14 years ago, to. 22 jpef 
cent now.

The percentage saying reU- 
gton wes •‘not very Important”  
was ■OR 2 per cent — to 7 per 
cent.

Among Roman Catholics, 78 
per cent rated religion very Im­
portant, as did 74 per emit of 
Protestants, and 80 per cent of 
Jews. These figures were down 
from what they were to 1962, 
When they were 88 per cent for 
Roman Catholics,' 78 per cent' 
for Protestants and 47 per cent 
for Jews.

Among Individual Protestant 
bodies, the percentages raUng 
religion veiy  important were: 
Baptists, 84 per cent; Method­
ists, 86; Episcopalians, 81; Lu­
therans, 86; Presbyterians, 71; 
United Church of Caurist (Con- 
gregationallsts), 62.

Among people not classifying 
themselves as members of any 
religtous body, 80 per cent said 
that religion was Important, 
while M pm cent said it was 
not.

State Roads

Highway accidents claimed 

five lives in Connecticut Thurs­
day, Just one less than the toll 
for the entire Labor Day week­
end.

In addition, a young Connecti­
cut couple was killed in Rhode 
island.

A head-on collision on Old 
Town Road in Bridgeport Thurs­
day night claimed the lives of 
both drivers; Eugene Lacobelle, 
18, and Harry Stoeppel Jr., 42, 
both of Trumbull.

In Windsor, a truck driven by 
Donald Peabody, 49, of North­
ampton, Mass., went out of con­
trol Thursday night On Interstate 
Route 9l and flipped over. Pea­
body was killed and his wife, 
Elisabeth, 35, who was with him, 
was critically injured.

In Preston, Albert H. Te- 
treault, 47, was killed Thursday 
night when his car vee>ed oif 
Route 184, hit a tree, and over­
turned on top of him.* ’The acci­
dent occurred about a mile from 
Tetreault’s home in Preston.

Earlier in the day, a two-car 
collision on Watertown Avenre 
in Waterbury claimed the life 
of 20-year-old Gregory Colucci 
of Mlddlebury. The other driv­
er, Rajrmond Nowacki, 49, of 
Waterbury, was reported in fair 
condition.

Police Said the Shermans’ car 
was struck broadside at an in­
tersection on Route 44 by a car 
driven by William Pike. (-f 
DayvlUe, Conn.

19 CreHTOen Rescued 
After Ships Gollide

ST. CLAIR, Mich. (AP) — 
Nineteen crewmen were res­
cued from a burning West Ger­
man freighter Thursday night 
after it collided with a Pana­
manian ship in the St. Clair Riv­
er. <  .

The Coast Guard plucked the 
men from the 893-foOt Emastein 
as flames spread over one fifth 
o f the vessel and it listed sharp­
ly to port.

■NObody was injured in the 
collision or fire, Michigan state 
police said.

The Emsstein, out of Bremen, 
West Germany, collided nearly 
head-on with the 576-foot Olym­
pic Pearl, owned by Falmouth 
Marine of Panama.

The ships smashed into each 
other at 9:10 p.m. EST, ripping 
a 100-foot gash along the port 
side of the Emsstein, just off­
shore from St. Clair in south­
eastern Michigan.

The Emsstein, owneij by Ro­
land Lines, was upbound with a 
load of general cargo and the 
Olympic Pearl was downbound 
with a grain load when the Ships 
hit about midway on the 35-mlle 
long river linking Lakes Huron 
and St. Clair.

’The Emsstein’s port bow was 
ripped “ all the way back. It was 
cut wide open,’ ’ said Jack V. 
Trombly of the state police.

Coast. Guard f ir e b c ^  fought 
the flames, controlling the fire 
hours later by confining it to a 
porUide hold at the starboard 
bow.

The Olympic Pearl, registered 
out of Monrovia, Liberia, suf­
fered a gash more than 25 feet 
along her port bow, but the 
damage was high above Jhe 
water line. The Coast Guard 
permitted the ship to proceed 
downriver, en route to Mon­
treal.

Authorities Indicated the 
Emsstein would have been in 
danger of capsizing had it not 
run aground about 20 yards off 
the Canadian Shore.

The 19 Emsstein crewmen 
were taken from the 40-foot 
Coast Guard boat that rescued 
them by Canadian police, who 
took them to Sarnia, Ont.

The Coast Guard said the rip 
along the Emsstein’s side was 
so huge that repair crew would 
have to patch the vessel before 
it could be towed way. The 
ship is 2,699 gross tons and has 
a 50-foot beam.

Council W ill Get Report 
On'Statute for Farm Land
The town council will receive 

a. report on public act 480 o f the 
state itatutes at the second 
meeting o f the council in No­
vember.

A  committee of oouncilmen 
waa ^pointed last month to 
Interview applicants^ for the 
poslUon of town, assessor. This 
committee wlU render a report 
on the act.

'The item was placed on the 
agenda at the request of coun­
cilman Daniel P. Cavanaugh 
following a apeclal meeting of 
the council which authorized 
payment o f some 36,382 to 
John Schweif Sons, Inc. as a 
refund for overpayment of 
taxes.

Bchweir recovered from the 
town following litigation which 
resulted in a Judgment against 
the town for this amount under 
a ruling o f the court o f com­
mon pleas of Hartford. Under 

‘“the decision of t#J court, pub­
lic act 490 was used to de­
clare Schweir's land as farm 
land, although it lies in an In- 
dustrial zone o f the town.

Under the statute, such land 
may be taxed on a farm land 
catagory. ’Tte town assessor 
and board o f tax review as- 
seeaed this parcel as industrial 
land and the assessment was 
greater than if it had been as­
sessed imder the public act rul­
ing. *

Cavanaugh termed the act 
"the most inequitable piece of 
legislation I  have ever seen.” 
He cited the case of a young 
family living In the town who 
owns property assessed at 80 
per cent o f the market value 
and struggles to pay the taxes 
on this property. On the other 
hand, property under the dec­
laration o f public act 490, 
whether held for speculation or 
not would be assessed at a low­
er tax rate with resultant sav­
ings on the tax bill.

Cavanaugh commented that 
ha was not convinced that all 
legal remedies had been ex­
hausted in contesting the act 
and its ramifications.

Challenging Act
Noting that some taxpayers 

may want to challenge the act 
in courts, since the town Is pro­
hibited from doing so, Cava­
naugh said the council should 
recommend to the assessor that 
no change be made in future 
years on the assessment of such 
land so that the town might be 
able to challenge the statute if 
such a challenge is found to ex­
ist.

Mayor James Throws said the 
legislation was aimed at two 
primary obectives — the pres­
ervation of open space and the 
prevention of forcing of family 
farm unit into an industrial use 
situation.

The mayor commented that 
any dilution to the assessor 
should include an attempt to de­
fine “farm land or unit.” He 
noted that in this manner, the 
town could conceivably contest 
the statute on a different aspect 
than was previously used. He 
also commented that the last 
session o f the legislature felt 
that this was the last time such 
a statute could be passed.

Councilman Egan, calling for 
positive action to force out the 
question before the public prior 
to the next term of the leglsla- 
tore, commented on the ambi­
guity of the Mw.

Citing a hypothetical circum­
stance whereby a citizen could 
farm apportion of an ordinary 
house lot and thereby request a 
tax break on this portion of his 
huid, Egan said the law favois 
land speculators with a built-in 
protection on the tax angle.

Continuing, Egan said the 
law as applied protects a land 
speculator on the tax payments 
imtil Such land can he sold at 
a high profit tor industrial use. 
He called tor action by the town 
or taxpayers prior to the next 
term of the state legislature.

Cavanaugh commented that 
no lack of ethical or moral be  ̂
havior could be drawn from the 
council’s action in Kfunding the 
overpayment to Schweir while 
ptotesting refunds on similar 
action. He noted that the federal 
government held a policy of not 
agreeing with court decisions 
evsn though abiding by them

in separate cases, involving the 
same litigation grounds.

Bond Issue Sale
In discussion of the proced­

ures for the sale of bond Issues, 
Egan commented that this is a 
professional matter that re­
quires continuity df the town’s 
financial policy as well as town 
council policy.

He expressed opposition to 
a town treasurer, who is an 
elected., official,' controlling the 
sale pf bond Issues for town 
financing. Noting that acting in 
an advisory capacity in con­
junction with bond counsel and 
banking officials, the treasurer 
has the power to negotiate the 
sale of town bonds, Egan said 
the treasurer must obtain coun­
cil approval for temporary bor­
rowing in anticipation of a bond 
issue.

Egan commented that the sale 
of bond issues represents the 
largest single financial action of 
the town and should not be giv­
en to an elected official.

Commenting on the amount 
of bonds still not placed tor 
town projects, Cavanaugh noted 
that bonds should be placed 
within 90 days after a contract 
has been awarded. However, he 
continued, a period o f 30 days 
Is sometimes necessary for an 
issue to be placed on the mar­
ket due to necessary prospec­
tus and brochures being drawn 
up.

John Madden, 11 Beldon Rd., 
called for the authority of plac­
ing bonds tor sale to be given 
to the town manager. He com­
mented that the town manager 
is a full-time paid administra­
tor of the town and has the 
authority to sign other financial 
papers for the town, 
opinion that there was not too

Cavanaugh said It was his 
much difference between the 
town treasurer or the town 
manager having the authority 
to place a bond issue. "In the 
final analysis, the bankers or 
advisors will make the de­
cision anyway,” he commented.

A motion to table the item 
waa made by councilman How­
ard Fitts. He said the commit­
tee appointed by the council 
would thereby have an oppor­
tunity to meet with the bond 
Counsel and draw up a finalized 
revision to the procedures and 
present this to the council at a 
later date.

Fitts commented that the re­
marks made by the council 
should be incorporated or con­
sidered in this revised pro­
cedure.

The town manager was asked 
to consider in the^reidsion an 
escape clause on a 90-day sell 
ruling. Egan noted that un­
less such a clause was insert­
ed, extreme hardship might re­
sult from a force sale predict­
ed on this amendment.

The case has received, 
widespread news coverage be­
cause of a series of bizarre find­
ings during an investigation and 
the legal battle between the 
states of Florida and New Jer*. 
sey after Coppolino was indicted 
by both states.

Judge Simmill eaid his deci­
sion to clamp down on nows 
coverage of the case was in­
fluenced by the Sam Sheppard 
case in (^ o ,  in ndiicb a court’s 
decision was re'vorsed on the 
grounds that the case was over­
ly publicized.

Coppolino was sent here from 
Sarasota, after Florida author- 
itleli decided that New Jersey 
had a stronger case against 
him.

The defendant entered a man­
datory plea of Innocent Wednes­
day to the charge of murdering 
Farber.

Wednesday in collecting only 
one hit off Moe Drabowsky in 
6 -3 innings of relief pitching, 
they looked worse when the re­
turns were all in on Thursday’s 
game.

The Dodgers collected only 
four hits as Jim Palmer became 
the youngest pitcher in Series 
history to post a shutout—and 
they collected a record-tying six 
errors.

Willie Davis was the No. 1 
culprit, committing errors in 
such rapid .succession during 
the fifth inning that he not only 
surpassed the one-inning indi­
vidual record with three but 
also tied the team record for an 
inning.

Tax Revision 
For Teachers 
Wins Support

M rs. S em ite M aber of Man­
chester, president of the Con­
necticut Bducation Association 
(O B A ), has expressed qualified 
support ’ of a revised ruling 
which allows Connecticut teach­
ers to get Income tax credit for 
educational expenses Incurred 
in tsklng graduate courses.

The revision, made recently 
by the U .S. Treasury Depart­
ment, also affects teachers In 
several other states.

"This action culminates in­
tensive efforts by the C B A and 
the National Education A ssocia­
tion (N B A ),” Mrs. Maher said.

She said, however, that the 
OBA Intends to analyze the rul­
ing carefully to insure that 
teachers do not suffer disad­
vantages due to a substitution 
of less beneficial regulations 
than those afforded teachers un­
der a House Bill supported by 
the C EA and N B A .

M rs. Maher said the OBA will 
continue to press for federal leg­
islation to make these deduc­
tions a part of the income tax 
laws.

The legislation is incorporat­
ed in the so-called King B ill 
and companion bills.

T%ese bills, M rs. Maher said,

would provide a  more TeallsUc 
deduction for educational ex­
penses required to m eet the 
higher standaM s wMch Connec­
ticut demands at Its teachers.

Before the Treasury Depart­
ment revision, teachers In some 
states couldn’t deduct expenses 
incurred in taking graduate 
courses because ' the courses 
were required under certifica­
tion regulationa.

"T h e recent action of the 
Treasury' Departm ent proves 
the effectiveness of cooperative 
action by local, state, and na­
tional associations when It is 
necessary to correct inequities 
In federal rulings,” M rs. Maher 
said.

Gonzalez, 32, and Jorge Gar- 
. cia were picked up by a British 

freighter east of Miami Friday 
after they had clung to a small 
•raft for four days. Garcia died a 
short-time later in a hospital at 
Homestead Air Force Base.

Gonzalez, skipper of the 26- 
foot L ^  Esperanza, said, the 
craft ■ 'with the refugees, in­
cluding eight children and two

women, crammed aboard — 
.sank Monday in the Florida 
.Straits about 35 miles west^of 
Key West.

Coast Guard aircraft combed 
the seas but were unable to spot 
any other survivors or bodies. 
The search continued today with 
airt*'Vaft and eight ships.

Gonzalez, who had made sev­
en previous trips carrying refu­
gees from Cuba, was weak and 
thirsty from his four-day ordeal 
but otherwise in good condition. 
He told his grim story after a 
Coast Guard helicopter took him 
from the freighter Nicholas Bo- 
water to Miami. ^

He said La Esperanza de­
barked Monday from Plnar Del 
Rio, in western Cuba.

"The seas kept getting 
worse," he said, "Soon the 
waves were terrible.”
