LOS ANGELES, Calif.—At a 
black-tie dinner party the other 
evening one of California’s most 
eminent citizens whispered a 
suggestion to Ronald Reagan, 
the actor-tumed-poli'tlcian who 
leads Gov. Edmimd G. (Pat) 
Brown in. the race for governor.

■ Two days later, he was pleas­
antly surprised to discover in 
the newspapers that Reagan had 
grabbed the suggestion and 
made it the heart of one of his 
speeches.

This little incident points up 
the most intriguing question in 
high Republican circles here to­
day: If Reagan wins, as now- 
expected, from whom will he 
accept ad-vice on handling one 
of the most complex and difficuK 
governing jobs in the,wo rid?’ 

"We can all talk to Ronnie,” 
an upper-bracket Republican 
moderate told us, "but we don’t 
know whether he really listens, 
or what he really thinks. None 
of us has ever had a- pillow talk 
-with him.”

During the kmg primary cam­
paign, and now throughout the 
oaihpaign against Brown, Rea­
gan’s only intimate advisers 
-have been the political manage- 
ment team of Spencer-Roberts 
and Associates. Reagan has not 
done what John Kennedy did 
early in his national political 
career—build a stable ‘Of inti­
mate advisers highly qualified 
in politics and issues, ready to 
take over powerful posts in the 
government.

Thus, quiet and conflicting 
pressures are bepnning to build 
among ithe broadly-based politi­
cal supporters of Reagan to in­
fluence his choice of advisers— . 
and particularly the key, post of 
state finance director— îf and 
when he is sworh in as gover­
nor.

could serve as a nucleus for a 
cl-vil defense organization.

First Selectman Carmelo Zan- 
ghi said another resident had 
also expressed Interest in' the 
posltiim and agreed to arrange" 
an interview -with him shortly.
He added that perhaps the two 
candidates could serve as di­
rector and, assistant director, 
and work together to .je t up a , . 
“good', active oig^teatlon.” 

Zang^, who is temporary 
acting CD director, told of a 
supply of Olvil Defense equip; 
meqt stored in the town htUi  ̂
since 1954, for the use of the” 
town hi an emergency., includ­
ing, stretchers, blankets and 
medicine. The town health di­
rector takes a periodic inVen- — 
-tory of the materials, Zanghl 
said.

Hussey pointed out that he is

Both Hussey and Zanghi 

agreed that the towii could ob­
tain much more equipment , 
through surplus oi; matching 
fund purchases.

Selectmem Stuart Danforth 
questioned - whether the old 
dump ordinance* was repealed 
when ^ e  new one was put into 
effect' last month. He question­
ed toe wording of toe- new or­
dinance which stated the hours 
would be amended, rather than 
reptaled;

Zanghl assured him the new 
ordinance canceled out the pre­
vious one and that the legal 
dump hours were Tyesday, 
Thursday, Saturday and Sun­
day from 6 a.m. to 7 p.m.

He warned residents of the 
town that the regulations were 
established for their , benefit. 
“If toe people* don’t wimt to 
comply it will cost them mdre 
money in taxes to guard the 
area.” -

He te now covering the dump, 
as required by the state foi- land 
fill operations and te digging 
out fill to make toe operation- 
workable.

Referi'ing to Vernon’s dump 
problems, Zanghi stated, “Vfo'ro 
lucky we have our 20 adres.”

Itoe request of a resident to 
continue a practice of setting 
water traps for /“muskrats in 
Crandall’s Pond was referred 
for further investigation -with, 
toe board of recreation and 
town qounsel.

Altoough he has been trap­
ping at toe pond for 18 years 
when it was owned b y . Miss 
Lily Crandall, he now needs 
town approval since toe pur­
chase of toe property by the 
town last week.

William H. Curtis, su 
periiitendent of schools, 
has issued a statement re- 

irming the school ad­
ministration’s position on 
the need for a new Globe 
Hollow elementary school.

In addition he discusses some 
of the reasoning that led him 
and toe board of education to 
propose the school, and answers 
several questions regarding toe 
proposal which are most fre­
quently being asked by towns-, 
p^ple.

Curtis’ statement follows:
“ Late In 1981 the b<»rd of 

education requested toe super­
intendent to make a thorough 
study otf future enroUments and 
the heed for additional. faclU' 
ties. ’This study was completed 

'in 1992 and the board spent con­
siderable., time reviewing it. At 
that time.'lheL, board and the 
administration exinressed con­
cern over the pupil-teacher, ratio 
which was averaging over 1 to- 
29 at the elementary school 
level.

“ Other concerns were ex­
pressed relative to holding 
classes in spaces not designed 
for classrooih Usage, the t i^ s -  
portatlon of large numbers of 
youngsters out o f  an individual 
school district on a yea f-^ yeer 
basis, and the lack of certain 
ui>-to-date facilities in several 

' schools such as those included

in toe more reCeftUy construct 
ed elementary buildings.

Ratio Reduced
“ The hoard established a pol­

icy of working toward an avei> 
age pupil-teacher ratio of 1 to 
25 at toe- elementary school lev­
el. This is the trend all across 
the nation, and is being achiev­
ed by more and more school 
systems each year;-

“ It was recogidzed that ad­
ditional staff members and- fa­
culties would be needed in or­
der to carry out -this policy. 
The board and toe administra­
tion recommended toat new 
classrooms and certain -nther 
common elements be added to 
toeTHighland Park, Keeney and 
Robertson Schools. The town 
authorities supported these rec­
ommendations, as did toe elec- 
toime, and these new facilities 
have become a realiw.

“ During toe three years cov­
ering toe planning and construc­
tion of these new units, it has 
been possible to reduce the av­
erage pupil-teacher ratio a,t the 
elem enta l .school level to the 
point where it Is-now just slight­
ly below 1 to 25. ’This -achieve­
ment was accomplished oiily-AS 
a resuK of support by toe com­
munity’ in making these new 
facilities available and addition­
al staff members as well.

Cost Increased
"In answer to Certain, ques­

tions which have been directed 
to board members and the ad -' 
ministration recently, we woiUd 
lUce to offer toe following: .

1. The cost of toe proposed 
school is higher due to an ex­
tensive rise in buUdlng costs 
during the past two years. Also, 
toe design of toe school calls 
for "common elements” such os , 
toe auditorium - gymnasium, 
library-instructional materials 
center, atonlnletraUve-healto 
suite, cafoterla-kitchen, stoftige 
sp>aces along with site develop­
ment, aU to be designed and 
constructed in line with toe ul­
timate size of the building. To 
attempt to expand such units 
at a time when further class­
rooms will be need^  would be 
an inefficient and more costly 
procedure. ,

2. The completion of thta 
school will make passible cer­
tain changes .in toe district 
lines of toe Highland Park 
Nathan Hale Schools, thus 
venting overloads in ,«toeoe 
schools two ye£irs hence.

Veteran Engineer Dies 
InErie^s Worst Wreck

DOVER, N.J. (AP) — Archl- 
bald M. Speer, a 67-year-old 
train engineer nearing retiro- 
 ̂ment, waâ  killed in his cab 
>TuOTday by a 200-toh runaway 

’ switch-engine unit.
"He must have gme through 

the tortures of hell when he saw 
tte t train ooming.a remarked a 
spectator as workmen began 
clearing tte mangled wreckage 
of Speer’s four-car 'passenger 
train and the double switch en­
gine.

The others aboard the com­
muter train — two crewmen 
and six passengers — were in­
jured, none seriously. Author­
ities began examining tte  shat­
tered eng;ine unit today to deter­
mine why it broke loose, rolled 
seven miles downhill and thun­
dered into Speer’s oncoming 
train.

Erle-Lacka-wanna Rgilroad 
officials and,, police gave this 
account of the accident:

The,, two engines, coupled, to­
gether,' had been parked by a 
landing at the Port Morris ter­
minal. Their engineer and con­
ductor were hot aboard when 
the unit began rolling.

Gaining momentum, the en­
gines raced along the track at 
speeds estimated at between 60

to 86 miles an hour. They roOed 
through Dover before streete 
crossing guard gates could be 
lowered and at least one auto­
mobile was nearly hit.

At the Salem Avenue over­
pass, they slammed into the 
westbound passenger train 
which was nearing the end of its 
run at the Dover stafion.

The first passengej car was 
crumped like metal folL The 
second was a jumble of ’ wicker 
seats and shattered glass. Both 
were derailed. Part of the engi­
neer’s cab, from the passenger 
train was thrown atop the rear 
switch engine.

Impact sheared off the first 
switch engine’s cab so the front 
haH resembled a flat car. 
Wheels and an axle were tom 
from the engine.

Speer, of Clifton, HJ'., a  46- 
year veteran of the line, apfiar- 
ently was killed instantly.

Tracks were cleared and re­
paired for diesel traffic anti offi-. 
cials hoped to have electric- 
p eered  trains running again 
by the morning rush hour.

The crash waa described (ta 
the worst in more than 80 yean 
on tte Erie. Dover la about SO 
rail miles west of New York 
caty.

"X' number of producers and 
directors' and other manage­
ment personnel are not carrying 
Out their obligations to insure 
■the safety of persons workinjg 
before the camera in action 
shots. Failure to use an ade- ' 
quate number of doubles and 
stunt men and necessary equip­
ment is responsible for far too 
many accidents involving mo­
tion picture players.”

President OharMon.̂  Heston 
detailed the Guild’s concern in 
an interview. He is an actor  ̂
well' acquainted with the perfhi “  
of action scenes, having sur­
vived everything from broad­
sword battles — "B1 Cld” — to 
chariot races — “Ben-Hur”. ,

Heston"'clted Fleming’s dea^C^- 
u  an example of how actors 
can be placed in Jeopardy by 
Inadequate protection, ^emihg; '• 
onetime star of "Rawhide” on .. 
television, drowned^ in a boat 
upset in a Peruvian river while 
on locati<m of "High Jungle.”
The film Was to be a twodiour 
feature made by MOM for the 
ABC network.

“Our preliminary investiga­
tion indicates the accident took 
place during the fflming of a 
scene,” said Heston. "Apparent­
ly there was no rigging to pre­
vent the boat from capsizing. 
There „were no floatation de­
vices in tile boat for the actors, 
who had heavy boots on. Ihero  
was no other boat in the river 
for a  pickup,.no ropes or poles 
on the ^ r e . ”

Fleming was swept into the 
raging river when his canoe 
overturned Sept. 28; his body 

■ was recovered three days later • 
15 miles downstream. Another 
Hollywood actor, Nico Minar-. 
dos, survived the ..accident. <

"Most Hollywood producers 
take considerable pains to in­
sure the safety of actors and 
other members of the compa­
ny,” Heston said. “But there 
arq some marginal operators 
who work so close to the budget '.  

 ̂that 'they can’t afford stunt men 
and action directors like ITaki- ! 
ma Canutt, who knows how to 
shoot actio'n safely.

"Many times an actor, partic­
ularly in a television show, will 
come in for a one-day part that» 
calls for J action. Too often he 
lacks the time to prepare for a 
difficult stunt. Or he has to 
work with Inexperienced stunt 
men because the producer can’t . 
afford good ones.

"In the films I’ve had expert- • 
cnce with, I  had the most metic­
ulous preparation for, “ action'. ' 
scenes. Yak Canmit gave me 
two months-of chariot training 
before we started the "‘Ben-Hur’ 
race. Actors n e ^  that 'kind'of 
preparation. We can’t remove- 
all the hazards from action 
filming. But'the Guild wants to 
make sure entraglr ptwautions' 
are being taken.”
