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A bill calling'for the location 
of the Tolland County courtr 
house in the Rockville redevel­
opment area has been submit­
ted to the General Assembly by 
State Rep. Gerald Allen of 
Vernon.

The bill, a substitute for 
one passed in the 1965 Gen­
eral Assembly, would increase 
the appropriation for the proj­
ect to $125,000 compared to the 
previous $100,000.

It proposes the courthouse be 
built by a private developer 
and leased to the state. The 
new bill also pinpoints the lo­
cation of the proposed court­
house as being in the Rockville 
Redevelopment area.

Redevelopment and Chdmber 
of Commerce officials hope 
that designating a definite lo­
cation will eliminate a large 
part of the indecision on the 
project on the part of state of­
ficials.

The local redevelopment 
commission has been waiting 
for the decision on the court- 
housc for at^rbximately 14 
months.

The plans for the 17-acre 
tract are designed around the 
location of the courthouse in 
the area. If plans to locate \he 
courthouse in the redevelop­
ment site fall through, the 
commission will have to scrap 
its existmg plans, and draw up 
a new plan for the entire area. 

Terms of Bill
Terms of Allen's new bill in­

clude calling for Ihe approval of 
the lease by the chief Justice, 
and a <dause under which the 
public works commlasianer is 
given the option to pijixdiase the 
propwty after 15 years rental at 
a price to be agreed upon by the 
comraiasioner and stipulated in 
the lease agreonenL

The latter proposal should al­
leviate problems arising bom  a 
conflict o f ideas on the part of 
state officials on whether to 
lease or Ixiild the courthouse 
themselves.

The state bad originally indi­
cated it was willing to lease the 
facilities from a developer who 
would be responsible for the con­
struction o f the building. Local 
officials and the redevelopment 
commission worked on this 
theory, until Informed by state 
officials about two months ago 
that the state was considering 
building the facility itself. This 
In effect would cancel out the 
previously announced plans to 
lease such a facility.

Allen indicated the bill will 
also be presented to the senate, 
presumably by 35th District 
Senator Andrew ^ p k o .

Hearing Slated
The bill will be given a hear­

ing by the development com­
mittee o f the General Assem­
bly before it can be presented 
to the House for action.

"We want to get it through 
as soon as possible,'” Allen em­
phasized.

Chamber o f Commerce offi­
cials met with state finance 
commissioner George Conkling

about two weeks ago, when the 
project was in danger of fail­
ing through. They were in­
formed the state could not 
lease facilities for a new court­
house for more than $50,000 a 
year, as the last session of the 
General ALSsembly appropriated 
only $100,000 for the project. 
Officials hope that. AOen’s new 
bill will provide additional 
funds for leasing the facilities.

The lowest proposal for leas­
ing the facilities is reportedly 
$76,000 to $80,000 annually. 
The proposal for the court­
house in the redevelopment 
area was reportedly in the 
$90,000 to $95,000 category, 
far above the state’s limits.

The state public works and 
finance departments indicated 
new legrislation would be neces­
sary if more money was to be 
paid for the leasing of the fa­
cilities, adding they are bound 
by the existing bill.

A 16 knot varying wind was 
blowing at the time the ship 
forward and sailors said the ship 
"sheared, ” meaning it went 
sideways while headed forward 
and sheared onto the sandy bot­
tom.

It was to have been the third 
winter cruise tor the vessel, 
which has a minimum fare of 
$216 each for double occupancy 
and a maximum of $476.

Among the passengers were 
80 members of a trade group on 
a vacation crtdse.

When the vessel is treed, it 
will return to port tor inspection 
tor possible damage.

The Atlantic is operated by 
the American Export Is- 
brandtsen Lines, with headquar­
ters in New York. John Fenton, 
the company's second engineer, 
had checked over the vessel and 
was at Miami International Air­
port awaiting return to New 
York when the ^tlantic went 
aground.

He returned to port to inapiect 
the ship, which a company 
spokesman said had not been 
damaged.

What could a Presidential candidate, 
wanting to run in 1968, do on the Viet­
nam issue at this stage ?

Would anybody advise such a hopeful 
character as Governor Romney to go to 
extremes of candor, and admit that he 
doesn’t quite know for sure Just where 
he stands, and intends to let a few of 
hla own basic principles shape his poli­
cies in relation to the situation itself 
as It keeips evolving?

Or would most of us, if we were 
raanag^ing him, counsel that he must 
necessarily, for a time, do just what he 
is doing, and play a wary game so 
that he has complete freedom of final 
direction ?

It  if interesting, even if not particu­
larly helpful, to recall that one Dwight 
Eisenhower once campaigned on a  
prmnise to "go to Korea” which sounded 
as if he were going to lead the next 
charge up to the Yalu personally, but 
which proved, in the actual event, the 
mission in which he decided to taike 
the peace without victory truce in 
Korea President ’Truman had not dared 
take, for fear of being thought soft on 
the Communists.

Without Vision, A Railroad. . . .
Mournfully late in the day— so late 

It no longer seems to have much rela­
tion to reality— there comes, out of the 
mouths of bold entrepreneurs from th^ 
Mid-West, the assertion that the New  
Haven Railroad, if ever put into the 
hands of management with a little 
vision and a little positive desire actu­
ally to run a railroad, could prove to 
be a moneymaker.

Chances are we will never know 
whether such a wild hopeful assertion 
has some portion of truth in it. Pros­
pects are the railroad will obtain new 
private management, through inclusion 
in the proposed merger of the N. Y. 
Central Into Pennsylvania, with per­
petual public subsidy, based on the de­
plorable experience of the past decade.

There is a wistful argument why 
this experience should not be taken 
seriously. It Is that, before and during 
its, bankruptcy, the New  Haven has 
been in the hands of management 
which never managed to take hold of 
the front end of the problem, and give 
the railroad its chance of life and 
health by gambling on what an im­
provement in Its service might do for 
it. Instead, both private and bank­
ruptcy management has specialized in 
trying to cut losses in a way which cut 
Service and quality of service, and 
tended to repel old customers instead 
of attracting new ones.

’The bitter possibility involved In this 
situation is that the good taxpayers of 
Connecticut and other states have been 
conned Into accepting a perpetual fi­
nancial responsibility for the railroad, 
when, conceivably, the railroad, under 
capable and aggressive direction, might 
once again have become a tax asset to 
the state rather than a liability.

There is a sad possibility that the 
best interests of the public and the best 
interests of the Raifroad Itself, and the 
best interests of all its creditors have 
all been sacrificed to the singular and 
often Insolent lack of vision which has 
been occupjring the cab during these sad 
downgrade years.

Was There A Bow?
It took a combination of low sim and 

high cloud, and, for the ultimate effect, 
a very quiet mid-afternoon air, to pro­
duce the particular picturesquenees of 
that snow flurry in the sun the other 
Eiftemoon.

’The flakes were separated at such 
intervals, and danced so quietly down 
they looked something like the snow­
storm on a Christmas card in the days 
when Christmas cards had snow. But the 
unusualness of the display, what made 
it 80 much unlike the usual flurry or 
squall, was the fact that, to the side of 
the squall area, the January sun was 
wide open, taking it all in, touching each 
twisting flake with a glint of its own 
hdgh polish.

One would not bother to look on such 
an occasion, except into one’s own Im­
agination, for the snowbow that might 
have been arched across the northern 
sky. It would be, one thinks, a little like 
a great arch of vard-tinted crystal 
candy, never as vivid and sharp and 
clearly banded as the summer rainbow, 
fainter than a jet’s vapor trail, but full 
of shifting shimmer and sparkle. Per­
haps we should have looked.

Peace, It’s Not Always Wonderful
Britain’s biggest tobacco company, in 

moving to end a cigaret price war, ar­
gues that peace will benefit the pub­
lic. Smokers, however, many think 
otherwise.

True, retailers had cut prices by only 
a few cents, and Britons were still pay­
ing about 70 cents a pack. But in these 
days of’ inflation, in Britain as in the 
U.S., even small savings are welcome.

To eliminate price i reductions, the 
Imperial Tobacco Co. plans to out off 
supples to any store that sells smokes 
at less than the factory-dictated price. 
I f  necessary, warns a spokesman. Im­
perial won’t hesitate to hauU competl- 
tibn-minded retailers into coutt.
' He goes on to say, apparently with 
a  straight face, that the price-fixing 
move will benefit the publjc by pre- 
veoting "disruption of distribution” ; 
that’s how consumers will be the real 
winners as the price w ar ends.

In a way, you have to admire the 
man’s way with words. Rationalizing 
like that, he probably could even prove 
that his count^ came out ahead In that

Connecticut Yankee
By A.H.O.

First indications are that the 
various interests which will re­
quire the services of lobbyists 
during the first session of the 
new General Assembly will 
make no particular adjustment 
to the obvious fact that this la 
a session in which the Demo­
cratic party is in comi>lete con­
trol of both houses of the leg­
islature.

I f  they felt it safe to evolve 
a one-session theory, all those 
commercial and professional in­
terests who have something to 
fear or something to gedn from  
the law-making process could, 
we suppose, concentrate on 
wooing just the party which 
happens to control the session.

Why, when ail the decisions 
In this session can be made by 
one party, bother with the 
trouble and expense of two- 
party lobbsdng? Why even ap­
proach the Republican party, 
with inferential pledge to fu­
ture campaign contributions, or 
with immediate hiring of some 
party-desigrnated lobbyist?

Such questions must have in­
evitably suggested themselves, 
as those interests who expect to 
have things at stake in this 
session considered their lobby­
ist policy for 1967.

So far the indication is that 
most of these interests have de- 
pided to lobby both sides of the 
political street as usual. ’There 
will, apparently, be as many 
Republican lobbyists employed 
as ever.

One assumes this is not just 
for old time’s sake, but for 
eminently practical reasons.

For one thing, there Is a na­
tional election coming up only 
two years from now, and the 
last time the Republicans ran 
anybody for President, which 
was back in 1956, they swept 
to a control of both houses of

the Connecticut legislature 
much more one-«lded than that 
the Democrats enjoy today.

Only tomorrow, then, those 
interests which need to lobby 
might find themselves required 
to do business with some of the 
very same Rexnibllcans who are 
in a position of such legisla­
tive weakness today.

But there are also immediate 
practical reasons for continuing 
to play both sides of the politi­
cal fence, even though one side 
may seem to be in a jieriod of 
power eclipse.

Most of the controvetBial Is- 
Buea which concern commercial 
or professional privilege or ad­
vantage have developed a  mod­
em habit of cutting across 
party lines. '

It has become more and more 
difficult for party bosses to lay 
down to their legislators any 
firm control on such issues 
Very often individual legisla­
tors have personal experiences 
and afffillations and prejudices 
which cannot be broken by 
party command or by persua­
sion. ’This means, then, that a 
commercial Interest w h i c h  
wants some special favor from 
the leg^lslature cannot always 
depend upon the allegiance of 
one party to produce it. ’The 
pursuit, to play its best chances 
of success, has to cross party 
lines from the start, and seek 
the votes of legislators as in­
dividuals. And, although the 
Republicans are fewer in num­
ber in the 1967 session, the in­
dividual Republican legislator 
can be as Important to any 
special privilege measure as 
any Democrat.

Therefore, it seems, the num­
ber of lobbyists for this ses­
sion will be as great as ever. 
They will be the ones who look 
like legislators but who never 
sit down.

Tales of Connecticut

Pure Water Sermon
By Wesley Gryk Jr,

Although the weather was 
brutal because of a strong 
northerly wind, the pews of 
Hartford’s North Church were 
solidly filled on Sunday eve­
ning. Jan. 31, 1847. The mem­
bers of the congregation could 
always be expected to turn out 
in great numbers when Horace 
Bushnell, one of the most In­
fluential New England religious 
leaders, was scheduled to preach.

On this particular evening, 
the mlndster’s sermon topic was 
“Prosperity Our Duty.” 'Though 
this title might seem equally 
appropriate for a present day 
lecture, the actual subject of 
the talk is one which a person 
is not likely to hear much about 
in today’s churches.

When the crowd in the North 
Church had settled down, the 
Reverend Bushnell stepped up to 
the pulpit and opened a massive 
Bible lying there. He began to 
read: "This same Hezekiah also 
stopped the upper watercourse 
of Gihon, and brought it 
straight down to the west side 
of the city of David. And Heze­
kiah prospered in all his works.”

The congregation members, 
most of whom had been expect­
ing some sort of inspirational 
talk, were perplexed. 'The quoted 
text seemed - to be more con­
cerned with engineering than 
prayer. The minister’s aim 
soon became apparent, how­
ever. He put aside the Bible and 
began to address his listeners 
directly.

His topic was the Connecticut 
River! In this sermon, Horace

Bushnell exhorted his fellow 
Hartfordites to awaken to the 
need for better sanitary facili­
ties. He strongly endorsed a 
project whereby the Connecti­
cut River would provide drink­
ing water for Hartford, and he 
also urged that sewers and 
reservoirs be established.

The influence of this single 
sermon brought about a g:reat 
change in the city. With the 
support of government leaders, 
work on sewers was begun In 
1849, and, within a few years, 
a pumping mechanism was set 
up on the banks of the Con­
necticut. Also, a reservoir was 
built at the comer of Asylum 
and Garden Sts (on Lord’s 
HUl).

Horace Bushnell, who was the 
motivating force behind most 
of th's project, was duly recog­
nized for his work by various 
honors. In the year of his death, 
1876, the city fathers of Hart­
ford decreed ". . . that the pub­
lic park now commonly called 
'The Park’ be and hereby is 
Bushnell, Park.” In 1930, the 
Horace Bushnell Memorial Hall 
was erected as a cultural center 
for Uie city.

Yet, despite these great hon­
ors, perhaps the most unique re­
membrance is that one connect­
ed with the minister’s influence 
on the sanitation project: When 
completed, the waterworks of 
Hartford were named “Gihon,” a 
fitting reminder of a certain 
Biblical text and its quoter —■ 
and the great wonders which 
were accomplished because of it.

Arms Spending Up

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The 
Tteasury Depactment says mili­
tary'spending in the first six 
months of fiscal 1967 totaled $31,- 
98a,000,(XX) weil above the $25,- 
284,000,006, of the corresponding 
period of the previous fiscal 
year.

A spokesman said the differ­
ence represents increased costs 
of the Vietnam war.

’Ihe department said military 
expenditures during December 
totaled $5,696,000,000. MlUtary 
spending had reached a  peak 
for the current fiscal year in 
Soptemiber at $6,726,000,000 and 
declined during October and 
Novemiber.

President Johnson has esti­
mated toted military expendi­
tures of ^  biilion to $68 billion 
tor the fiscal year ending next 
June SO. This includes about $20 
billion for Vietnam.

The department also said the 
govemment had a $14,878,000,- 
000 deficit during the first six 
months of fiscal 1967. The defi­
cit for the some period of fiscal 
1966 was $9,864,000,000. Johnson 
has estimated the over-ell defi­
cit for the current fiscal year at 
$9.7 bdiUdon.

•Wondets of the Universi
Determining the Weight 
Of Astronauts  ̂in Space

Deteimdning the weight of an 
object or man orbiting the 
earth will shortly evolve as one 
of the most Important measure­
ments to be made in space. The 
precise weight of food, ■water, 
propellants and other supplies 
must be known to permit prop­
er housekeeping and accurate 
physiologdcal monitoring of the 
astronauts. We are still uncer­
tain of the effects on man of a 
long apace trip. Despite this im­
portance, until recently, there 
was ho way of determining 
weight or, more properly, what 
the physicist calls- “mess,” in 
space.

This problem arises because 
weight is simply the attraction 
of the earth’s  gravity for a giv­
en object. As long os the otiject 
is on the earth’s surface we 
can put it on a scale or balance 
and measure the force exerted 
upon it by gravity. This Is 
weight. However, In space the 
gravitational pull of the earth 
has been offset by the centrl- 
gugat force of the orbiting sys­
tem.

Once in orbit, weight has lost 
its meaning. 11 the Object were 
placed on a  scale, there would 
be no reading. ’There no longer 
exists an earth attraction. The 
common scale, then, cannot be 
used in space. Yet, a method 
must be found for determining 
this property of matter.

The problem has been tackled 
by researchers, but their sys­
tems do-not meet the accuracy 
requirements for useful physio­
logic studies. Because accuracy 
was unsatisfactory, the A ir  
Force Aerospace Medical Divi­
sion attempted a solution. Dr. 
William E. Thorton, Jr., using 
the principal of inertia, has de­
veloped a set of scales that con 
provide mass readings in space 
withlaccuracies on the order of 
0.1 per cent.

To understand the operation 
of this system, it is essential 
that we realize that every ob­
ject has Inertia. Inertia is sim­
ply the resistance of a body to 
motion or to stopping once it 
is set in motion. It is seen when 
someone is thrown against the 
windshield of a  car when the 
car comes to a  sudden stop, 
or when a cat skitters trying to 
change'direction on a hard floor. 
Some readers might recognize 
this as one of Newton’s laws 
of motion. Force equals mass 
times acceleration. To use this 
law for the determination of 
mass, we exert a known force 
on an unknown mass. W e then 
measure the resulting accelera­
tion. Once we have determined 
the acceleration, and knowing 
the force, it is not difficult to 
compute the mass. ’Tliis is the 
principle upon which the mass 
measuring device operates.

Dr. ’Thorton developed what

he calls a linear spring-masa 
pendulum. In this he buUt a '  
tray or scale pan, which la 
fastened to the aides of a  box 
with springs whose character* 
istics are precisely known, ^ e  
object to be weighed is placed 
in the box and tihe box subject­
ed to a  known force. The box 
then Is displaced, and because 
of the presence of the springs 
it oscillates, or moves back­
ward and forward a bit. The 
rate of osoHlatlon then becomes 
a measure of the masa of the 
object. The heavier the mass, 
the slower the oscillation rate. 
This means that If the rate can 
he precisely timed, it Is pos- 
slble to compute the mass. 
However, It’s not as easy as It 
may appear.

The springs must he very 
stable and accurately made. 
The movement of the box must 
he,, precisely determined. The 
device uses an exact zero- 
crossing detector to determine 
when the mass is at the equili­
brium point. 11118 point is deter- 
m'med within a few millionths of 
an inch. Timing is obtained with 
ail accuracy of ane-mllllonth of 
a  second. With this system, the 
accuracy is within 0.01 per cent.

Just as you would not weigh 
a  diamond on a scale In a doc­
tor’s office, so tbis scale cannot 
weigh everything from a Sheet 
of paper to an astronaut with 
the same setting of the scale. 
The range of the scale will vary 
so that it can weigh a fraction 
of an ounce and with a slight 
change can weigh an astronaut

The problem of liquids in 
space is a critical one. TTils de­
vice can determine the mass of 
a liquid, if the liquid is placed 
in a plastic bag which has lit­
tle entrapped air. Densities can 
also be obtained by using this 
mass and the known 'volume of 
the liquid.

But weighting the astro­
nauts will be a hard job be­
cause the machine is so sensi­
tive. The man will get on a  
platform, which in turn is tied 
to that box. The very act of 
breathing and the “Sloshing” 
of the man’s insides adversely 
affect the readings. But If the 
astronaut holds his breath for 
about 15 seconds, his mass can 
be determined. In the caise of a 
180-pound astronaut, his masa 
can be determined to within 8 
ounces.

It may well be that the 
physiological responses of the 
astronauts will be the limiting 
factors in e x t e n d e d  trips 
through space. If this monitor­
ing is to be .(n^n^lngful, doc­
tors must know the mass of 
food and liquid Intake and the 
mass of waste products. With 
this new system, it appears 
that this critical goal—the de­
termination of mass— can be 
achieved. Another hurdle has 
been overcome in our thrust in­
to space.

NEW YORK (AP) — The New 
Haven Railroad has lost $119 
million on its passenger service 
since 1957, says the road’s con­
troller, Arthur J. Beauton.

Beauton took the stand Friday 
on the fifth day of an Interstate 
Commerce Commission hearing 
on an application by the New 
Haven’s federal bankruptcy 
trustees for permission to sell 
most of Us assets and all of its 
operations for about $140 million 
to the merging Pennsylvania 
and New York Central Rail­
roads.

Beauton presented balance 
sheets showing that. In the 
decade ending in 1965, revenues 
from rail opera'tions declined 26 
per cent while operating ex- 
pienses were reduced only 14 per 
cent.

"Since 1957,”  he said, "the 
freight service lias failed to gen­
erate income sufficient to sub­
sidize the passenger service."

He said the freight Income for 
the past 10 years has amounted 
to ohiy $19 million. BeaiilOr  ̂C li­
mated that complete figures for 
the last calend'ar year iVould 
show the New Haven net deficit 
to be $11.5 million.

Elarller, Donald MacDonald, 
an independent real estate ap-.

praiser, testified that inclusion 
of the New Haven in the Penn 
Central merger would mean the 
New England road could share 
in a piark avenue real estate 
boom from which it has been 
excluded for the past 16 years.

MacDonald said railroad 
property in the Grand Central 
Terminal area was worth $227 
million.

A running dispute between the
Central and the New Haven lias 
resulted in denial to the latter of 
a share in profits from the 
Grand Central area property 
exceeding opierating expenses. 
The operating expenses are 
shared by the carriers propor­
tionately to the car entrances of 
the respective railroads.

Salaries  ̂Foothall Tqpics 
For Education Board Today

Continuance of salary negotia­
tions with the MEA and a pro­
posal to start a program of jun­
ior high football will be the 
main topics on the school 
board’s agenda at a special 
meeting tonight at 8 in the 
board room at Rennet Junior 
High School.

Davis Wiggin, physical educa­
tion head for the town schools, 
will make a presentation in sup­
port of the football proposal, 
and will be backed up by a

group of citizens Interested in 
seeing the sport instituted at 
the junior high level.

A sum of about $76,000 was 
included in last year’s prelim­
inary budget preparation by 
Superintendent William ' Curtis 
but was deleted before the 
budget reached its final form.

The salary talks are expected 
t o . occupy the major share 
of tonight’s session. They have 
been held over from last week, 
with the board and teacher ne-

goUators stUI apart on the form 
a raise yvouM take, as well as 
on ihe dollar amount. '

Last week in a long session 
tint lasted until, well after mid­
night, discussidh centered 
around the possibility of work­
ing out a two-year pay sched­
ule built on an Increase for the

The board, which proposed 
sevcml different salary t^ ed - 
ules, said it would make its of­
fers "binding” if the teachers 
would accept a $520,000 hike 
over two years. Its offers for 
next year ranged between $268,- 
000 and $296,000.

Both the school board and

The MEA, saying at the last 
sejMton it was not opposed to a 
two-year agreement in principle, 
rejected the dollar cunount as in­
adequate.

Spokesmen for the org^aniza- 
tlon held out for a $340,000 raise 
for the coming year,, citing as 
a factor in their demands ex­
pected increases in state aid to 
local schools.

They are pressing for a mini­
mum starting salary of $5,800, 
which they say is needed to keep 
Manchester competitive with 
other area towns.

The pay for a beginning teach­
er with a bachelor’s degree this

Show No Progress

The board of education is cur­

rently holding meetings with the 
salary committee of the Educa­
tion Association of Coventry 
(EAC), with the fourth meeting 
scheduled for Th^^ ŝday night 
in the high school tHbrary.

Until the third meeting on 
Jan. 12, both sides had felt that 
the area of salary negotiatihns 
was, perhaps, hard ground to 
cover, and so statements had 
not been made available to the 
press.

Reporters who cover these 
meetings, for their part, were 
hesitant to report the negotia­
tions in what could be a one­
sided fashion. The salaries of 
teachers are. after all, a size­
able portion of the board of ed­
ucation’s annual budget, which 
in Itself Is more than three- 
quarters of the total money 
spent in the town each year.

However, on Jan. 12 both the 
board and the EAC agreed to 
release all information to date 
since "an enlightened public 
can only improve the climate 
of negotiations” . The material 
released at' that time was con­
siderable. Including the EAC's 
first proposal to the board, the 
board’s "Initial counter-pro­
posal”  and. finally, the EAC's 
response to this.

Current Salary Plan 
Perhaps the best base from 

which to start is the current 
salary schedule in the Coventry 
schools. It consists of 12 steps, 
"0” through ” 11” for each of 
five categories. These are 
bachelor’s degree, bachelor’s 
plus 30 hours of study, master’s 
degree, master’s plus 30 hours 
of study and sixth year certifi­
cate.

“ Hours of study”  refers to 
credit hours earned, thus a 
bachelor’s degree plus 30 hours 
is not the same as a,- iQpster’s 
degree. The . difference' here 
may be only thesis require­
ment, however.

On the basis of this schedule, 
a beginning teacher with a 
bachelor’s degree now earns 
$5,300 at step ” 0 ” . With no 
further educational training, he 
continues along the steps each 
year until he is earning $8,400 
at step "11” .

A master’s degree currently 
entitles a teacher to a salary 
of $6,700 minimum and $8,900 
maxdmum. With a sixth year 
certificate $6,200 is the starting 

' salary with $9,400 at the top of 
the steps.

The EAC has proposed a 
schedule which woitld start the 
teacher with a bachelor’s de­
gree, at step "0” , at $5,6(X), or 
$400 more than the current 
schedule. This would move 
along the steps each year ad­
ding 4.6 per cent, so that $9,- 
086 would be top salary for a 
bachelor’s degree. The high­
est possible salary for ■ any 
teacher on this proposed sched­
ule is $10,709.

$500 Difference 
In addition to these salary 

raises, the EAC’s salary sched­
ule is in three categories,, or 
columns, rather than the cur­
rent five. It combines bachelor’s 
plus 30 hours with a master’s 
degree. It coontoines a master’s 
degree with 30 hours and the 
sixth year certificate.

The differential between these 
three columns is a straight $500 
at any given point on the steps.

The board of education, in 
what it refers to as its “ initial 
counter-proposal", has proposed 
yet another schedule which 
would give a beginning teacher 
with bachelor's degree $5,486. 
The top possible salary by any 
teacher would be $9,729.

The board’s proposal is the 
current salary schedule, iq fact, 
with each salary raised 3,5 per 
cent. It also retains the original 
five categories.

At the third negotiating ses­
sion, the EJAC ’’rejected entire­
ly” the board’s counter-proposal 
saying the board ignored com­
pletely "any consideration of the 
philosophy behind” the re­
quests. The EAC felt that It 
had taken into consideration the 
town’s ability to pay the in­
creased salaries for teachers, 
an increase of $61,182 over the 
current coat.

‘A  Future In Town’
Tlie EJAC is aware of the 

board’s concent .regarding the 
high rate of teacher turnover 
in town. Its proposal Is ” a way 
of'giving a teacher a future in 
the town.” The teachdrs, though, 
said they did not have any fig­
ures to show how many teachr 
ers leave the system when the 
question was raised by board 
member Paul Bordman.

The board, for its part, feels 
that one reason for the high 
turnover rate is the close i>rox- 
imity to the University of Con­
necticut. 'Wives of graduate
___________ _________________ i -

students, for instance, contract 
to teach, then leave when the 
husband has completed his 
studies. Letters of resignation 
to the board indicate that preg­
nancy also is a large factor in 
the turnover problem.

Another point of discussion 
has been the three- column 
schedule versus the present 
five-column schedule. The EAC 
would like to equate a bach­
elor’s plus 30 hours of study 
with the master’s degree. They 
feel that, the current schedule 
“ punishes” the teacher who 
has completed 30 hours of study 
toward an adveinced degree. 
Some board members feel that, 
on the other hand, equating the 
two “ cheapens” the master’s 
degree.

A final point is the board’s 
belief that It cannot accept the 
teachers’ proposals because 
they are beyond the ability of 
the town to pay. Coventry, they 
say, can not compete in this 
area with the wealthier towns 
in the state but can and does 
compete with towns of compar- 
ql>le size and wealth.

Policies cover, generally, 
areas like duty-free lunch per­
iods, military service, insurance 
coverage and payment for extra 
activities such as coaching. At 
the three meetings so far, many 
of these have been tabled until 
further thought can be given 
to them on both sides.

With three meetings held 
since Dec. 15, virtually no pro- 
gp-am has been reported. One 
board member, has pointed out 
that Rhode Island allows 30 
days for salary negotiations.

With negotiations going on all 
over the state, requested salar­
ies in other towns might be a 
handy reference point. In Boz- 
raih it is $5,7(X); Bridgeport, $5,-

field, $5,600; West Hartford, 
$5,750; Windsor, $6,600, and 
Woodstock, $5,400. These fig­
ures are all for a beginning 
teacher with a bachelor’s de­
gree. '

The Board of Diractora W|U 
conduct an infohnai meeting 
tonight to be briefed by Town 
Manager Robert Weiss on a 
proposed ordinance w h i c h  
would establish a town policy 
for aiding industrial develop­
ers.

It will be preceded by a 
specaal meeting to consider one 
itehi—to reaffirm a July 12 
board action concerning a $24,- 
976 washout appropriation to 
the Board of Education.

The sum, to be reimburaed in 
full by periodic payments frojh 
the state, is for a vocational 
education program.

The new action is necessary 
to satisfy the town’s auditors.

Weiss has proposed that the 
town and developers, on a SO­
SO basis, .share the cost for 
constructing roads in indus­
trial areas. Under his plan, ■ the 
developer would get back his 
60 per -eent at the end of 10 
years provided the increased 
tax revenue from that Indus­
trial area would warrant the 
rebate.

He has said that his proposal 
might be used also for the In­
stallation of water and sewer 
facilities.

Weiss, who had great suc­
cess in attracting Industry to 
Windsor, when he was town 
manager there, says that he 
can do as well in Manchester, 
if given the tools.

Those tools, he says, are roads 
and utilities in industrial sites, 

-m u s  Ute updating of zoning 
" regulations.

Without them, Weiss insists, 
industry will be lured to com­
peting towns— t̂owns which, 
even now, are offering incen­
tives.

He cites South Windsor as one 
of Manchester’s principal com­
petitors. South Windsor, last 
week, adopted a policy for pro­
viding roads for Industry and 
had previously approved a 
multi-mllllon-dollar bond is­
sue for sanitary sewers.

Weiss says Uiat industry will 
not oome to Manchester over­
night, that it will take several 
years to lay the groundwork 
aiul to circulate the image that 
Manchester welcomes Industry.

Without industrial develop­
ment, Weiss says, Manchester 
will be hard pressed to provide 
expanded, and even existing, 
town services. He says that the 
homeowner cannot carry a 
greater tax load than he ta 
carrying now.

Only Industrial development, 
he Insists, will broaden Man­
chester’s tax base and prtyvide 
the funds for the town’s growth.

AT NO COST
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Inflation A Remedy For Inflation?
One will find the President’s special 

message to Congress on “ Older Ameri­
cans” full of compassionate sentiment 
for the naUon’s elderly, and properly 
BO.

* But one will not find, anywhere in 
the message, any recognition of the 
economic facts which have made such 
compassion so timely. And that is not 
quite proper. For real solicitude for 
the ^derly segfment of our population 
would Vequire an effort to provide them 
with a brand of security which is solid 
and soimd, and not just another kind 
of entry into the inflationary rat-race 
in which all Americans of all ages and 
classes now seem condemned to partici­
pate.

The same President who showed such 
generous and spectacular compassion 
in. the message yesterday — his pro­
posals do indeed add up to the greatest 
statistical advance for social security 
payments since the establishment of the 
system — has had previous smd even 
more valuable running opportunities to 
show his real solicitude. He has had 
his chance to make policy decisions 
which might have protected the con­
tent and the value of the dollars the 
nation’s aged were already receiving, 
or had already saved.

Btstead, like most political officehold­
ers, President Johnson has, in the 
clutch, considered inflation his friend, 
and a peril much more pleasant to live 
with than the peril of a pause or de­
cline in the economic cycle. He, along 
with less responsible elements in the 
^business and speculative communities, 
has chosen to consider perpetual bonan- 
ga a system to live by.

It is a consequence of that choice 
that the squeeze of actual privation has 
come upon tho^e of the elderly who 
have no way to multiply their own 
fixed incomes, or protect the content of 
their own particular dollars.

And it is in attempted cure of this 
evil that the President now proposes to 
Congress that we attach the social 
security system to the same inflationary 
spiral that is governing all the other 
transactions in the nation’s living to­
day.

. But bringing the social security sys- 
' tern into the inflationary cycle does 

not make the inflation itself any sound­
er, or more stationary, and it can, at 
best, give the social security system 
Itself only a temporary hoist up along­
side the general balloon. To the con­
trary, the President’s cure increases the 
peril to the whole national economy, 
and to the social security system it­
self, because it itself is one more g ^ t  
artificial speeding up of whole liiila- 
tionary process.

When the President now proposes in­
creases as high as 59 per cent in some 
social security payments, to be fi­
nanced by Increases of as much as 20 
per cent in present social security tax­
es, he Is not even catching up with the 
Inflation he is chasing. The nightmare 
ahead is that increases of many jiun- 
dreds of per cent in both payments and 
taxes would not catch up, and that the 
system would be trying to collect so 
much and pay so much, statistically, 
that it would all become a bookkeep­
ing o f  Impoverishment and less and less 
real security for anybody.

To try to help the elderly by fight­
ing Inflation would, on the other hand, 
help not only the elderly, but the whole 
SMnomy and that economic part of 
the American dream which should be 
Jfbared by everybody.

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Not long ago, in the controversy down 
at hDddletown, Connecticut also fSced 
the issue of whether or not patients in 
a mental institution should be used in 
order to conduct ' experiments certain 
drug manufacturers were willing to pay 
to have conducted. There was some 
rather automatic defense, here, too, of 
whatever had been done, but it is also 
to be noted that, later on, a special 
committee named to investigate the 
prEKtice has come up with recommen­
dations for at least much stricter con­
trol of any such experimentation in the 
future.

We doubt that the mental health 
commissioners, or institutional officials 
who tend to defend such practices need 
to be reminded why some people get so 
excited about the possibility that such 
experimentations ari being conducted 
with people, in mental institutions,' who 
may not even have the capacity to g;ive 
intelligent consent.

But perhaps there are others, less 
close to the situation, who do not quite 
understand.

Any report of such practice can 
spread shudders among people who re­
member the extensive and totally un­
inhibited laboratories of Nazidom.

Whose Holiday?
One American military spokesman 

over in Saigon put the whole devilish 
quandary of the war In Vietnam into a 
perhaps unintentional single phrase the 
other day.

He was describing the mass fire in­
cendiary bombing our B-52 bombers 
were doing of a 28-square mile patch of 
forest in that War Zone D, the redoubt­
able Vietcong redoubt just outside the 
suburbs of Saigon itself, which Ameri­
can military force has been trying to 
make useless to the guerrillas.

As ten waves of bombers dropped 
their incendiaries on the forest below, 
and the resultant smoke arose, this 
American military spokesmsm put the 
spectacle into words.

“It looked,” he said, “just like the 
Fourth of July.”  .

’That phrase raises the question. Per­
haps that was how it looked to an 

, American, and perhaps, to an American 
seeing it, the spectacle did seem s tre­
mendous and heroic blow struck in 
behalf of the freedom of the land on 
which it took place.

But how, the ugly question persists, 
did this spectacle seem to the people of 
Vietnam? Did this spectacle symbolize 
freedom to any of them? Or will it be 
their idea of a Fourth o f July when, no 
matter what else has happened, these 
bombers come no more?

One Superfluous Yellow Arrow
’The town public works department 

has so much to administer, in this 
growing city of lingering charm, that

Elsewhere in Manchester, come snow 
and ice, there may indeed be some need 
for directional aid for town crews 
seeking to keep the storm drains open. 
The plows scrape the canter of the, 
street; the yellow arrow tells the town 
where the drain lies that should be 
opened. The possibility of flooded gut­
ters and streets can be avoided.

But, at North Main and North, no 
such modem town effibiency is needed. 
There, in a touch of village charm and 
village efficiency combined, the best 
voluntary helper the town has ever 
had, the North End’s own most distin­
guished citizenress, Nellie Fay, has 
long assumed personal responsibility 
for the proper clearing of that drain 
and of the gutter leading toward it.

Those who have been privileged to 
watch Nellie Fay’s personal stewardship 
of the corner on which she lives have 
long been of the opinion that she de­
serves title and recognition from the 
town she serves. She should be, at least, 
an assistant director of public works.

But there is, if her friends and ad­
mirers must tell the whole truth, some­
thing about her performance which is 
more impressive than her obvious em­
ployment of engineering skill. It is the 
sight of her indomitable figure, as im­
pervious to the vicissitudes of the 
weather as ever during her career at 
the Post Office and her honoring of its 
famous motto, cheerfully intent upon its 
volunteer task. At times when the rest 
of us perhaps feel lethargic facing even 
our own routine obligations, the sight 
of the Assistant Public Works Director 
performing far beyond the call of obli­
gation or duty is an inspiration and a 
challenge, and gives all of us who really 
want to live in our world a good, warm 
feeling. There are a few individuals 
left, after all. Not every comer has a 
Nellie Pay. But North Main and North 
still does.

WASHINGTON — President 
Johnson’s new mood of stark 
realism about the job still to 
be done in the Vietnam war has 
ended years of erratic propa­
ganda from Washington design­
ed to build false hopes.

As a change of tone and at­
mosphere, nothing could be 
more important for Mr. John­
son’s own political battles of 
1968 than his decision last 
month to promise the American 
people nothing but a long road 
of anguish in Vietnam.

Even more sigpiificant, the 
change in mood was the Presi­
dent’s own. It was not thrust on 
him by worried advisers.

It was Mr. Johonson’s idea to 
quote from Sir Denis Brogan’s 
study of Grant's strategy in 
bring the South to surrender 
and use it to illustrate the som­
ber prospect facing the U. S. in 
Vietnam. The quotation in the 
State of the Union message Jan. 
10 described Gen. Grant’s deci­
sion at the time of the Battle of 
the Wilderness to accumulate 
“slowly but inexorably every 
kind of material resource” to 
compel the South eventually to 
surrender.

In previous speeches about 
Vietnam, Mr. Johnson has al­
ways sought to temper the

gloomy news with rosy statis­
tics and forecasts overplaying 
U. S. prospects.

For example, when he order­
ed the resumption of bombing in 
January, 1966, he coupled it 
with' a sudden decision to go to 
Honolulu and meet Premier Ky. 
The ostensible point of that 
meeting was to dramatize the 
post-war reconstruction of Viet­
nam. The real purpose was to 
minimize the bombing decision.

Likewise, top administration 
officials have wasted tons of 
newsprint with flowing accounts 
of progress, of spying “ light at 
the end of the tunnel” and with 
talk about the beginning of the 
end.

That euphoria has stopped at 
least for the time being. In the 
President’s latest assessment of 
tije war there was no such mis­
leading, talk. To the contrary, 
Mr. Johnson emphasized the 
harsh truths about the enemy’s 
determination, about short-falls 
in the pacification program and 
about the utter futility of pre­
dicting an end of the war.

Several factors He at the root 
of the President’s s u d d e n  
change of pace. Privately he is 
now convinced that begging the 
enemy for peace, and sending 
his ambassadors on a peace

spree around the world as he did 
in Decemb^, 1965, can do more 
harm than good. It indicates to 
Hanoi that the U. S. is desperate 
lii its desire to end the war, and 
consequently encourages the en­
emy to hope that the war will 
soon become intolerable to 
Washington.

Moreover, last fall during the 
election campaign, Mr. Johnson 
•—wearing his politician's hat— 
wanted the voters to see a hope­
ful side of the conflict. His trip 
to Manila in late October was 
specifically designed for that 
end.

Now all tliat has changed. To­
day Mr. Johnson often talks to 
top aides about the fact there is 
not and cannot be any quick, 
easy solution. In addition, there 
is a political factor. He Is begin­
ning to refer to himself as an 
underdog in domestic politics, 
and underdog psychology thrives 
on playing up the harsher real­
ities.

Moreover, his inclination to 
find something of Abraham Lin­
coln in himself is, in his private 
opinion, closer to the mark to­
day than two years ago, when 
he was riding the crest of a rec­
ord presidential victory.

Dr. Lowe told the board 100 
acres is a minimum, accord­
ing to the guidelines the site 
committee is using.

The Board of Education last 
night heard a proposal by the 
physical education department 
to Introduce a program of in- 
terscholastlc freshman football 
at the junior high level.

Following a presentation by 
Davis Wiggin, physical educa­
tion director and MHS varsity 
football coach, the board took 
the request under advisement 
for further consideration during 
formulation of next year’s budg­
et.

No opposition to the plan was 
voiced during the session, and 
It received support from Super­
intendent of Schools William 
Curtis, who said he -would rec­
ommend 'incluslcn of a $10,0(X) 
item in the budget to pay the 
cost of equipment, coaches’ and 
officials’ salaries, and trans­
portation as outlined in an es­
timate submitted by Wiggin.

Several other speakers back­
ing Wiggin on the proposed pro­
gram were heard by the board, 
including three local physicians, 
and representatives of the Man­
chester Midget and Pony Foot­
ball Association and the Cham­
ber of Commerce.

Wiggin, in outlining the pro­
posal. told the board that start­
ing football at the 9th grade 
level would fill a void existing 
at illing and Bennet  ̂ the two 
junior high schools, which now 
offer only soccer as a fall sport.

He said about 170 candidates 
tried out for soccer this fall 
but only 60 were accepted, 
leaving llO boys with no activi­
ty in which to participate.

Adding football to the pro­
gram would give more boys op­
portunity to play a varsity sport 
and at the same time sustain a 
certain amount of physical fit­
ness, Wiggin maintained.

He said footbaU would indi­
rectly benefit the physical ed­
ucation program because skills 
and techniques taught in phys 
ed classes would become more 
meaningful as. boys ga>ined the 
opportunity to put them into 
use.

"There is also a safety factor 
involved in instituting football 
on the freshman level," he 
said. "Boys learning the funda­
mentals of football would be 
competing against boys of their 
same age and experience. . . 
and this would also mean that 
by the time a boy reached his 
sophomore year and was pit­
ted against older boys, his 
chances of being hurt would not 
be nearly as great as the boy 
with no experience.”

Wiggdn said there should be 
a corresponding benefit from 
the program at the senior high 
level, evident in larger tumoiits 
for the varsity, better squads, 
and consequently more specta­
tor interest and larger gate re­
ceipts.

He closed by noting that Man­
chester and West Hartford are 
the only two towns in their 
league (the (X3L) which do not 
now have an interschokustic 
freshman program. But he said 
West Hartford starts teaching 
fundamentals in the elementary 
schools and maintain this teach­
ing through high school.

Manchester {rttyslciails speak­
ing In support'of the program 
included Dr. Herbert Snyder, 
team physician; Dr. Edmond 
Zagllo, an orthopedics special­
ist; and Dr. Frank Hortoh,' a 
pediatrician.

Dr. Snyder maintained fresh­
man training would better pre­
pare boys for senior high com­
petition.

Dr. Zagllo said he was con­
vinced "our boys do lose out 
when pitted against those with 
superior training’’ and he said 
their period of inactivity be­
tween the Pony League years 
and senior high football "pre­
disposes some of them to fear 
and Injury.’’

Dr. Horton said he felt all 
junior high boys should be re­
quired to take some form of 
interscholastic sports activity.

Absentee Ballot 
Revisions Asked 
By Mrs. Grasso
HARTFORD (AP)— Secretary 

of State Ella T. Grasso said to­
day that absentee ballot and 
other voter forms are in need 
of revision.

She called for a comprehen­
sive review of such forms, not­
ing that she has requested that 
a General Assembly subcommit­
tee be established for this pur­
pose.

In the 1966 slate election, Mrs. 
Grasso said, 34,780 votes were 
cast by absentee ballot. She said 
an additional 939 ballots were 
rejected, many because they 
were not properly filled out.

She said that in the 1964 Pres­
idential election, some 64,987 ab­
sentee ballots were cast in the 
state and that additional 1,329 
were rejected.

“The need for revision of our 
forms is evident,’’ Mrs. Grasso 
said in a statement. “Where- 
ever possible we must simplify 
the procedures, the details and 
the forma so that people who 
use the absentee method of vot­
ing will enjoy the same ease of 
balloting as those citizens who 
can appear personally at the 
polls on election day."

One of the toughest things 

about cold weather llsfajng is 
finding something that appeals 
to the winter-dulled taste buds
of fish.

On the surface, the task 
Seems hopeless, but actually, 
we’re literally surrouhded with 
an abundance of delectable mor­
sels that have fish appeal.

Legislature Gets 
Jail Reforms Bill

HARTFORD (AP) —  
The Dempsey administra­
tion’s Department of Cor­
rections bill— regarded as 
a first step in a recently 
proposed reform of ''the 
state’s jails— was filed in 
the legislature today.

Sponsors of the measure are 
Senate majority leader Edward 
L. Marcus, D-New Haven, and 
Sen. Boce M. Barlow Jr., D- 
Hartford, Senate chairman of 
the legislature’s 
Ooanmittee.

Based largely on recommen­
dations made in a recent report 
to Gov. John Dempsey by the 
American Foundation Institute 
of Correct ions, the bill would 
eliminate boards of ddreotors 
now controlling the state prison, 
reformatory and prison and 
farm for women.

’The governor would continue 
to appoint directly the board 
of parole, but a new commis­
sioner of correction would ap­
point the state prison warden, 
the head of the women's farm 
and prisem, the superintendent

of the reformatory and the state 
jail administrator.

County sheriffs could either 
remain in their elated  offices 
or become full-time administra­
tors of the county jails now un­
der their supervision.

A sheriff who decided to be­
come an administrator could by­
pass civU service examinations 
but would be required to under­
go a six-month “ working test’ ’ 
probaUonary period.

Sheriffs now operate the jails 
in their counties under yearly 

Corrections contracts wWh the state and 
serve legal papers within their 
counties.

’Though the bill would remove 
automatic control of county jails 
from sheriffs, it would skirt the 
poiliticaUy-sensitive issue of 
Whether the office of sheriff 
should be abolished entirely.

State Atiditor C. Perrie Phil- 
lips indioated ’Tuesday that de­
cisions about consolidating and 
improving state jails will have 
to awcUt the establishment of a 
Department of Corrections.

The state jails have been ex­
coriated by study groups for 
more than three decades. Only

one of the jails was built during 
tills century. " _ ,  —

’The proposed legislation would 
dismiss the req^rement that 
each of Connecticut’s six coim- 
tles have its own jail, thus clear­
ing the way ?or consolidation of 
jails.

A seven-member Council of 
Correction, including at least 
one woman and one psychiatrist 
would be appointed by the gov­
ernor to replace the separate 
boards of directors now in 
charge of the prisons and the 
reformatory.

A commissioner of correction, 
appointed by the governor, 
would himself appoint two depu-
