Man Is Charged
In Fishing Boat

STONINGTON (AP) — One
man was killed when an explo-
sion ripped apart a fishing drag-
ger in Stonington Harbor Tues-
day night, police said loday.

The vicdm was identified by
police as John Madeira, 20, of
Stonington. The gasoline explo-
slon which caused his death sent
the 55-foot dragger ‘'Carl J." to
the boltom of the Harhor.

In connection with the explo-
sion, police sald they have ‘ar-
rested 28-year-old Jerry Cannon
of Stonington on a charge of
arson,

At first police said no one had
been hurt In the blast, which
occurred near the center of his-
toric Stonington Village., But aft-
er further Investigation, five
Navy divers from the U.8. Sub-
marine Base at Groton were
called to the scene, and they
recovered Madelra's body early
today.

“The discovery was made last
October,” said Dr. Gari Ledy-
ard, an assistant professor of
Korean st Columbia, *From the
Korean press reports I read and
the Korean scholars I talked to
in and out of New York,, I have
no doubts about it.

He said that Eyongju was the
capital of Korea during the Billa
dynasty which unified the penin-
sula in 668 and ruled it untii 935,

thorough examination," the pro-
fessor added. ‘They are lkely
10 be very proud and boastful
and I think jusily so."

“ The Washington Post quoted
an unidentified NSA official to-
day as saying, “Every year the
CIA picked oul & man or two
that it could trust and told them
about the undercover funding"
of NSA. The source satd some of
these young men later joined
the CIA, often acling as liaison
agents to the student group.
*Rep. Edith Green, D-Ore,,
who has helped spearhead fed-
eral aid for education, called for
a sweeping review of all govern-
ment aid to educational organi-
zations.

“What fs the CIA that it fil

should be the arbiter of all that
is right and just?" she asked.
“Perhaps we need a law requir-
ing the registration of govermn-
ment agencies trying to in-
fluence education, just as we
have laws requiring lobbyists to
register.”

“What conditions were laid
down for the subsidy?" they
asked, ‘‘Have officials of the
NSA been granted special treat-
ment, including draft defer-
ments? Are there any other stu-
dent organizations with similar
relations with the CIA?"

There were no answers to the
questions from the White House,
the CIA or the NSA. The Nation-
al Supervisory Board of the stu-
dent organization was sum-
moned hastily to Washington to
decide what to do.

In an earlier stutement NSA
President FBugene Groves ex.
pressed fear the subrosa rela-
tionship may have ended the
usefulness of the organization.

Only & few top officers of the
organization ever knew about
the arrangement, NSA spokes-
men said, and the reaction at
the organization's headquarters
Tuesday was one of dismay and
embarrassment,

1040,

‘Widows and widowers quali-
fying as ‘‘surviving spouse”

'If you can qualify, you will be
allowed to use tax table B or
sthedule No. 2, which is what
married couples filing jointly
use, and thus get the lowest tax
rate.

'To qualify you must have
been entitled to file 2 joint re-
turn with your husband or wife
in the year of death; you have
not remarried; you have a child
of stepchild who qualifies as

your dependent; and you fur-
nish over halfl the cost of run-
ning your home which is the
principal residence of your child
or stepchild.

It vou meet those conditions,
and your spouse died in 1964 or
1065, you can use the joint re-
turn rates reporting whatever
income you had, take a $800 ex-
emption for yourself, along with
$600 for each of your depend-
ents, but not for your deceased
spouse, and use lable B or
schedule No. 2 in making your
return,

This arrangement works two
years forward.

For instance, suppose your
wife died In 1984, Assume you
filed & joint return that year,
taking the proper exemptions,
including your wife's, and get-
ting the tax benefit that goes
with a joint return.

In 1085 you could have filed a
return — not joint and not
claiming a $600 exemption for
the husband or wife who died
the year before — and still been
able to use table B or schedule
No. 2.

You could do the same in 1068
ff your wife or husband dled in
1065 or 1964.

COP Bill Would Give Town
Inereased State School Aid

Tolland would raceive an ad-
ditional $69,550 in regular state
grants during the 1988-70 school
year, if a Republican Party
bill is passed, according to fig-
ures released by State Rep.
Robert D, King of Tolland.
“The bill would intrease per-
pupil grants in two steps, while
maintaining a 520 per-pupil
grant for each pupil incresse in
average dally attendance over
the same period 10 years BRO.

‘Tolland has an average dally
pupil attendance of 1,650, com-
pared to 488 a decade ago. Ac-
cording to King’s statistics, the
town receives $246,740 under
the present state grant, but
would receive' $272,240 under
the proposed grant for a gain
of §25,600.

The 1967-68 school year pro-
Jection show attendance will in-
crease to 1,860, compared to
540 ten years ago. The propos-
ed GOP formula would produce
slate aid totaling $304,800, an
increase of $28,700.

A big jump In the amount
gained would occur in the 1868«
60 school year, when the aver-
age attendance is estimated at
2,085 compared to 588 {en years
ago, The present formula would
bring Tolland $305,640 in
grants, Under the proposed
formula it would gain $60,975.

The present grant is com-

.piled by using a formula which
provides $175 per pupil for the
firat 300 pupils. It decreases to
$150 per pupil for the second
800, and to $120 for all pupils
over 600.

An additional $20 is paid for
éach pupil increase in average
daily membership compared to
the same period 10 years be-
fore.

AASA Parley
Hears Curtis

William Curtis, Manchester's
superintendent of schools and
president-elect of the American
Assoclation of S8School Admin-
istrators, yesterday presented a
five-year plan listing the gen-
eral concerns of the 18,000-mem-
ber organization.

Curtis, who will assume AASA
leadership next month, spoke at
a general session of the group's
annual convention, being held
Feb. 11-15 in Atlantic City, N. J.
The event has attracted more
than 30,000 educators to the sea-
side resort,

Curtis declared that key is-
sues facing education in the
next five years would be tech-
nology in the classroom, the
growing need for financial sup-
port of education, clarification
of the respective roles of teach-
er and administrator, and the
problems of urbanization and
metropolitan planning,

Curtis indicated he feels that
technology can do some jobs
in the classroom as well as
teachers, and said, ''We should
accept the fact that technology
is here to stay and help to di-
reot it so that it comes out in
the best interest of children.”

Rising costs and growing en-
rollments create the need for
a new look at the financial sup-
port of education, according to
Curtis, New concepts for the
metropolitan areas of the coun-
try may hold the answer 1o
education problems in urban
centers, he sald.

Commenting on the changing
role of teachers and adminis-
trators, Curtis discussed the re-
lationships between the AASA
and the National Education As-
sociation. AASA is one of 33
departments within the NEA,
but it an autonomous unit.

He acknowledged there is a
demand on the part of “some of
our members for separation
now." However, he emphasized
his opinion that “to act hur-
riedly in the dissolution of this

Dutch Ballot Today

AMSTERDAM, Netherlands

The campaign was the livell-
est of the postwar period, with
unemployment, the housing
shortage, inflation and taxes the
main issuey,

With the diversity of political
groups and a proportional rep-
resentation system, no party is
expected to galn a majority and
a coalition government must be
formed to rule the next four
years.

Sukarno Won’t Quit

JAKARTA (AP) — President
Sukarno conferred with his ‘chief
political supporters today after
rejecting swhat military leaders
termed their final demand that
he resign from the presidency
he has held since he declared
Indonesia’'s  Independence in
1045,
A top deputy of Gen. Suharto,
head of the military regime now
governing Indonesia, had said
“there will be no more mis-
slons, no more talks" with Su-
karno. But other military
sources sald it was possible
further atlempts may be meade
to avold a showdown since Su-
karno's popularity with the
masses Is still a factor to reckon
with,

Ignored Kosygin

These sources sald the Soviet

The fallure of President Ho
Chi Minh's regime to respond
positively and swiftly to Kosy-
gin's prompting led to the re-
sumption of American air raids
on North Vietnam Monday, and
thus to the failure of intensive
Soviet-British peacemaking ef-
forts during Koaygin'a visit to
Britain last week, the sources
said.

Slow-Fall N-Bomb

PARIS (AP) — France will
have a slow-falling nuclear
bomb later this year which can
be used for low-level attacks
without endangering the plane,
officials told newsmen Tuesday
during a tour of the under-
ground control center for
France's growing nuclear force,

“The dropping of nuclear
bombs from the supersonic Mir-
age 4 plane will be possible
thanks to braking parachutes
they will be equipped with"
said Col. Roger Rhemter, com-
mander of the underground in-
stallation 16 miles northwest of
Paris.

He sald they would be availa-
ble to the air force's 50 or more
Mirage 4s "beginning in the sec-
ond half of this year."”

Smiling Jose Gonzales
Veteran of Much Action

DAU TIENG, South Vietnam
(AP) —Jose Gonzales is sofi-
spoken, with twinkling eyes and
& ready grin. He looks as fresh
and green as a brand-new licu-
tenant should.

But at 25, Gonzales has fought
on three continents. He has been
a secret agent and a revolu-
tionary. He has survived tor-
ture, faced a firing squad and
escaped from prison.

In Vietnam, he stalks the Viet
Cong with a cold profes-
siopalism and personal intensity
that even some of his soldier
comrades find unsettling. When
his company first went into ac-
tion It was an even money bet
that Gonzales would be the first
to kill a Viet Cong. He was.

The only son of a well-to-do
land owner in Cuba, Gonzales
left school to join Fidel Castro’s
guerrillas, When the Batista
dictatorship fell, Gonzales was
among the revolutionaries who
paraded through Havana
streets,

Within a year a disillusioned
Gonzales and five comrades fled
Cuba in a small boat. When the
engine failed, they drifted for
gix days before the U.S. Coast
Guard towed them to Miami,

Within 10 days Gonzales had
volunteered for the American-
backed invasion force then
being formed in Guatemala.

“I went back to Ouba on the
last day of February, 1881, as
leader of an Infiltration team,’
Gonzales says- “Our mission
was {o prepare the way for the
invasion—sabotage bridges and
things lke that." .

But in the Bay of Pigs inva-
sion there was no contact with
the infiltration teams. Gonzales
was 30 miles away and helpless
to do anything when his com-
rades landed.

For the next 10 months Gon-
gales “went underground” be-
fore being captured by Caslro's
police.

“The next month was the
worst of my whole life,"” Gon-
zales recalls. He was beaten,
questioned for hours and
dragged before a firing squad.

“I heard the shots and knew
that I was dead," he zaid.

The firing sguad was using
blanks. The shaken youth was
taken back for more question-

ing.v
ith seven cell mates, Gon-
rales finally escaped. Five of
his companions were shot down,
Gonzales and another man go!
away,

This time, Gonzales escaped
Cuba by being smuggled to a
Central American country he
won't name.

“I made three more trips into
Cuba for short periods in the
next several months,'” he sald.
He only smiles when asked if he
was working for the U.8, Cen-
tral Intelligence Agency. ,

Gonzales says he was then
asked if he would go to the Con-
go. Gonzales says he was
fighting “"Communist rebels” in
an eight-month job, and lets It
go at that.

He decided to take advantage
of an Army program that allows
veterans of the Bay of Pigs
force to apply for direct com-
missions as officers. In October
he resumed his fighting, leading
a platoon of the U.S, 3rd Bri-
gade, &¢th Infnatry Division,

Leonardo da Vincl discovered in
Spain may result in several in-
ventions being attributed to the
Italian master for the first time.

Dr. Ladislap Reti of the El-
mer Belt Library of Vinclana of
the University of California at
Los Angles told a news confer-
ence Monday:

Until now we had only 5,000
pages of Da Vinci in the world,
These manuscripts contain 700
pages, so this adds about one-
sixth to what we have of the
master.'"

The discovery was announced
at the news conference by Dr.
Jules ‘Plceus, professor of ro-
mance languages at the Univer-
sity ol Massachusetts, who said
he found the works in the Na-
tional Library of Madrid, Spain.

.Retl, an expert on Da Vinel's
scientific works, sald the man-
uscripta were produced between
1491 and 1505, and contaln notes
and 200 drawings.

““We feel that these manus.
cripts will result in several new
inventions being attributed to
Da Vinei,” Reti said. “For ex-
ample, the chain drive like that
on bicycles. We first know of
this in the 18th century, but
careful drawings of the chain
drive appear on these pages.

“And there are drawings of
a corn mill with an automatic
sifter machine which we first
know of from the 16th century.
There are many other examples
of early automation.”

Piccus said he was making a
“systematic search for Spanish
medieval poetry' when he came
upon the works.

“You might say T was lucky
because I was not looking for
these manuscripts specifically,”
he said. “But 1 felt sure they
were among about 30,000 an-
cient manuscripts In the library.
Scholars have been looking for
them for about 75 years."

Piccus asked Reti to authentl-

“In my opinlon," Retl said,
“‘these are the finest and most
complete D Vinel drawings of
this type. in existence. While
many other known drawings of

‘‘Some people think this was a
sort of code,” he sald, “but I
don't think so because the writ-
ing is easily readable in a mir-
ror."

Piccus sald the manuscripts
were lost during recataloguing
at the library sometime before
1800 *‘when nobody cared about
Da Vinei.'" The first intensive
search for them was made In
1898, he sald, but it was unsuc-
cessful and the library assumed
they had been lost or stolen.

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Anything Sacred To The CIA?

Unfortunately, we In this, the world's
feading, Trichest, most powerful, and
most expansionist nation. do not pos-
gess the privilege of calculating that
the rest of the world will presume us
fnnocent in matters where there is the
slightest posaibility of a ‘touch of gullt,

That means that, although we could

y investigate from now until
eternity and find that nothing really
very evil, or very devious, or In any
way destructive of the freedom of
thought and action on the part of Amer-
tean students ever happened because of
the CIA financing of activities of the
National Student Association, we will
never live the disclosure down, or never
be considered guiltless.

It was something of & wrong thing
to do, no matter how discreetly K was
handled through third-party charitable
foundations acting as fronts for the
CIA, no matter how innocent the actlvi-
ties the CIA money financed.

It was a wrong thing to do because
it was wrong in morality and in ethic
to have & nation's biggest police and
eloak and dagger operation mixing in
gffairs on the academic world.

And the ugly question it has to raise,
both at home and abroad, is this: If the
CIA did not shrink from mixing into
the affairs of the National Student As-
goclation, and if, as previously dis-
closed, ft alto mixed into research level
American scholastic projects abroad,
what would there be, If anything, which
would be sacred to the CIA?

We belleve there are in the record
denials that the CIA has ever dared,
or has ever bezen permitted, to try to
use the Peace Corpa as an implement
or a convenience in the course of its
merry task of running the world. Let
us hope not. For the Peace Corps Is the
one true gift this American generation
has been able to make to the world: it
fa the one officlal American program
which is actually a positive ambassador
for us sverywhere it goes: let us hope
it has been respected here at home an
much as it has been respected abroad.

Should War Be Judged By Cost?

Washington's Jlatest flap over the
queation of “credibility" concerns the
disclosure that the Pemtagon had, until
this week, been allowing the public
statistic for loss of planes in Vietnam
to stand at 877 when in reality we have
Jost 1,800 planes there.

This discovery offends some critics
of the administration, just as some
members of Congress profess them-
gelves to be greatly disturbed by the
wide discrepancy between the adminis-
tration's advance budgetary estimates
of the dollar cost of the war and ita
pctual cost.

The administration has its fairly
plausible excuses in both categorles, It
hasn't wanted either ‘'our actual foes in
Vietnam or our potential enemles any-
where else to be able to guess just how
much of a drain on our air power re-
perve the war in Vietnam has proved
to be. And, In an open-ended war such
as that in Vietnam, it is almost impos-
gible to try to predict, in advance, what
it is going to cost in dollars to fight &
year of it

What keeps these excuses from of-
fering total protection to the adminis-
tration ia the susplolon that it has had
one other reason for veiling the real
cost of the war in such things as planes
snd dollars, The administration has,
perhaps, had the idea that the greater
the cost of the war in Vietnam, the
greater the potential domestic question-
fng of it would be,

We do not suppose any of us can
make ourselves totally free of the idea
that the expense of the war, In rels-

prove, But there ought to be a higher
ch & higher standard,
stand or fall on its

question of expesnse of any kind could,
of itself, make it a bad war.

The question of whether any war of
any kind or of any cost can be a good
i human affalrs we leave to another
day.

First The Word, Then The Service

Often the simple, unadorned instinc-
tive imagination of man has labeled
things with what has turmned out to be,
generations and generations later,
something approaching scientific ac-
curacy.

Originally, there was nothing bdut
such instinct, proceeding on the baais of
a very rudimentary understanding of
what “electricity” might be which was
responsible for our widespread use of
such expressions as: “The feeling be-
tween them was electric.” “The Llen-
sion in the room was electric.”” “It was
an electrifying experience.” “It was
electric to the touch.”

Thosa are things we began saying to
one another long before we had even be-
gun to penetrate the real mysteries » A
potentialities of electricity and the elec-
tronic proocesses.

But the other day, on the basis of the
unbelievably sophisticated advances sci-
ence has now achieved, there came the
polentific counterpart to all these ear-
lier instinctive imaginings of ours,

Yes, said the sclentists, there is such
a thing as the electric touch. There is,
in fact, a thing called piezoelectricity
which 18 inherent in the flesh and bone,
In “most, if not all, tissues in the plant
and anima! kingdom,” and which func-
tions to tell our brain when we are
touching something, which tells us when
we hear something, which even gov-
erns our rate and direction of growth.

“We know,” said one of the scientists
defining this new presence in our tis-
sues,  “that the messages traveling
along nerve pathways are electric in
nature, but It was not known precisely
how these electric messages originated.
Piezoelectricity may be the answer in
many cases.”

The Greeks, using just their instinc-
tive intellect, invented the word atom
and used It In a way which holds up
even after twentieth century science
has got inside it. They looked up at the
flaming energy of the sun, and made
up the word elektron and we, centuries
later, are finding out all the involved
and astounding scientific things the
word can mean without, perhaps, ever
sbandoning the first thing the Greeks
imagined about it.

This, we wish it understood, is a geri-
ous, philesophical, designed to enlighten
editorial, and may the first reader who
spoils it by trying to convert plezoelec-
trical into & pun about a Sunday night
supper ba himself turned into mozzarel-

Ia.

Pound-Foolish

The Bristol Redevelopment Agency
has some persuasive arguments for en-
closing the Pequabuck River in a con-
duit under the downtown ares.

We atill believe, however, that the
agency Is being penny-wise and pound-
foolish.

In terms of cost alone, the $2 million
estimate for piping the river is formid-
able, It's also $600,000 more than the
price tag on an open river channel.

William W. O'Nelll, executive direc-
tor of the agency, says $300,000 of this
amount can be picked up from the sale
of extra land made available by piping
the river. And he talks of Grand List
return.

But let's look at the whole picture.

More . than $14 milllon hss already
been committed to the redevelopment
in Bristol.

What do we have to show for It?

Basically, a new shopping area that
in its early stages, at least, Is undistin-
guishable from a score of other shop-
ping center within a 100-mile radius of
Britol.

It has no Constitution Plaza—on even
a small scale—no key feature that
makes it different or memorable,

A riverbank development such as
Boulevard Associates proposed between
Main Street and Church Street or sim-
flar plan even less commercial might
have provided that spark of originality
which ls so0 sorely needed.

The original concept of urban renew-
al involved more than pulling down old
commercial buildings to replace them
with modern ones. It hoped to provide
U.B, cities with a new source of busi-
ness and pride and beauty.

Also not to be overlooked is that the
area in question here was not included
in the original Bristol redevelopment
program. It was to have been part of
a new Roule 72 expressway.

When highway plans were changed,
the riverbank property became avail-
able as a sort of bonus to the city.

On this basis, it could have been used
more wisely.

Located at the end of the Boulevard
and at the beginning of the redevelop~
ment area, it could have provided a
striking intreduction to the oity's new
commercial center and would have been
good business,

Redevelopment commissioners and
private citizens alike can be pardoned
for demanding prompt restoration to
the Grand Ldst of some of the thousands
of dollars worth of property that dis-
appeared before the wrecking cranes,

But to settle for second beat out of
desperation is to only compound past
mistakes and open the way to future
problems,

Aside from the fiscal and aesthetic
reasons for, leaving the river open,
there is a &rtﬂn sentimental obliga~-
tion in the entire matter that iz also
being - ignored.

Romney in-
siders now {feel the desperatle
need of a nationally prestigious
figure, outranking both Hall and
McIntosh, as campaign man-
ager.

Their deepest hope: That Bill
Scranton would consent to take
the job once he finishes a long-
delayed post-gubernatorial va-
cation.

In this climate, steps are now
being taken that should have
been completed months ago. For
instance, Romney has just now

hired an expert to coordinale
his badly muddled foreign policy
positions; Jonathan Moore, a
youthful Massachusetls Repub-
lican who most recently was
on the staff of Assistant Sec.
of State Willilam Bundy.

Thanks in great measure 1o
his organizational gap, Romney
is under heavy pressure to
make a superlative showing on
his weeklong Western tour be-
ginning Friday (Feb, 17). But
that tour, a series of discon-
nected trips to thinly populated
western states arranged helter
skelter by the governor him-
saelf, is itself a sign of the Rom-
ney disorganization.

Dempsey Raps Confusion

On Higher Education Moves

HARTFORD (AP)—Connect-to these boards and commis-

cut's system of bourds and
commisgions overseeing higher
education, a creation of the 1965
General Assembly, was rapped
today by Gov. John Dempsey.

He asked the legislature in
his budget message to ‘‘under-
take a thoroughgoing review of
the 1865 legislation and its im-
plementation to date.”

The governor said he will re-
quest *“an early meeting” with
the legislature's Committee on
Hducation “to get this needed

slons by the 1865 legislation
could not have intended to en-
courage the development of ri-
valry and competition, nor to
confuse rather than enlighten
the General Assembly and the
publie,” he said.

Dempsey said the review
must bring coordination to the
effarts of the higher education
groups with firm legislative
guidelines,

The . new . educational ‘hier
archy has been attempting to
map a  comprehensive system
of state-supported higher edu-
cation. But it has. on occasion,
issued seemingly contradictory
plans .and recommendations.

Groobert. Says Towns Delay
Education for Special Group

Atty. Paul Groobert of Man-
chester says Lhat he I8 concern-
ed “over the fool-dragging go-
ing on in Connecticul towns over
implementing an act of the 1065
State Legislature."

Public Act 208, passed In Feb-
ruary 1965, makes it mandatory
for all state towns to establish,
as of September of this year,
instruction or services for per-
ceptually handicapped school
children.

Those children, Groobert ex-
plains, can see but can't com-
prehend., Their problem, he
sald, is= not emotional, but, If
not aided, can lead to that re.
sult.

Groobert was a slate repre-
sentative in 1665 and was Instru.
mental in guiding the bill to
passage. He is now clerk of the
House of Representatives. The
bill was sponsored by parents
of the perceptually handicap-
ped.

Until 1964-65, Groobert says,
there were no services for those
children. Now there are a few,
he sayvs—nolably in  Glaston-
bury, West Hartford, Stamford
and Norwalk,

Groobert says that his concern
stems from the way the law was
written. It can provide, for ef-
fective services, or it might per-
mit school boards lo back off
and provide minimum services,

Using Manchester as an ex-

ample, Groobert says that the
local 1987-88 school budget
provides for an additional so-
clological worker plus a psy-
chological examiner.

That isn't enough, he claims,
The perceptually handicapped,
he explains cannot perform
well in a usual class setting—
they must have separate class-
es.

He states that r recent sur-
vey of Manchester's grade
school children, initiated by so-
cial workers and conducted by
teachers, showed that one out
of every seven tested has vis-
ual problems.

Further testing, he says,
showed that the vast majority
of those visually handicapped
have above average or superior
intelligence. Because of their
handicap, however, they can't
perform satisfactorily and be-
come  affected emotionally.
They become the high school
dropouts, he claims.

Groobert is certain that most
of the perceptually handicap-
ped can be straightened out in
twa years, and then can go
back to regular classes,

He is urging all Connecticut
school boards to take a hard
look at Public Act 206, and to
fulfill its mandatory require-
menls, so that the perceptually
handicapped may be given the
chance they deserve,

Dempsey Would Hike
Aid for Education

Education—and particularly state aid to towns for
public schools—represents the largest smgle allocation
of increased General Fund appropriations in Gov. John
Dempsey's record $1 billion, 29.9 milion budget pro-
posal presented today to the Legislature.

Of the total, $438.1 million, or
42 per cent of the General Fund
monies would be allocated for
educational purposes

Dempsey recommended that
general state aid grants 1o
towns for puplls be increased to
1967-69 from
the §152.1 million in the current
biennium,

Dempsey sald $31.3 million of
the increase would go for a re-
vised formula for the basic per
pupil grant -$180 per pupil for
the first 300, and $150 per pupil
for nll those in excess of 300,

The current formula is $175
pér pupil for the first 300, $150
for the second 300, and $§120
for all additional pupils.

The revised formula, applied
to Manchester, would mean an
incrense In general state aid to
the town next year of arbout
$239.000, based on the current
enrollment of 9,800 pupils and
estimates for total aid the
town will receive this year,

The Board of Education ls
estimaling it will get $1,240.-
000, bul exact amounts will not
be known until after the close
of the fiscal vear June 30.

Under Dempsey's recom-
mended formula, Manchester's
general state aid next year
would amount to $1,479,000.

The school enrollments have
remained relatively static for
the past several years, running
slightly under 10,000,

Eduecators throughout the
state have been anticipating
that Dempsey would recom-
mend a substantin] increase in
state aid.

Superintendent of Schools
William Curtis had predicted
the increase would amount to
about §$250,000 & year more in
aid to Manchester,

The rulings on the motions
were learned thia morning In
Hartford Superior Court where
jury selection began in the
murder trial of Turcotte, 29,
charged with shooting his 27-
yvear-old wife, Marie, Sept. 22,
1968 in her parent’s home at 11
Orchard St. A grand jury in-
dictment charges him with
firat degree murder.

A motion by Atty. Plepler
to sequester state's and defense
witnesses who are members of
Turcotte's immediate family or
close relatives was granted by
Judge Radin.

The mo-
tion prohibits witnesses from
returning to the courtroom af-
ter they testify.

In making the motion, Atty.
Plepler said, “It's not fair for
the deceased's family to be in
court and be viewed by the
jurors."” They might evoke the
sympathy of the jurors, he
said.

In handing down the ruling,
Judge Radin sald: “This is a
capital case. and I want the ac-
cused to get a fair trial”

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Space Bug Satellite Search
Fans Out-Around Australia

SUNNYVALRE, Calif. (AP)
Alr Force planes hunted today
for the space bug satellite be-
lieved to have dropped to earth
in the area of Ausiralia after
two months in orbit.

The extensive ‘hunt started
Tuesday night and ranged over
thousands of milea along Blosa-
tellite 1's orbital path. One leg
ranged eastward over the South
Pacific, Another crossed the
Australian continent. A third
reached wastward over the In-
dian Ocean,

The 280-pound capsule, carry-
ing insects, bacteria, and seeds,
also contained a radiation
source gealed in a tungsten steel
sphere and a potentially explo-
sive bottle of compressed air,

The National Aeronautics and
Space Administration reported
the capsule was expected to
drop to earth by parachute on
its 1,000th orbit.

NASA tracking stations failed
to pick up the satellite on this
orbit. The conclusion was that it
probably dropped to earth in the
area of Australia, a NASA Ames
Research Center spokesman
said,

Biosatellite 1 was launched

— from Cape Kennedy, Fla., Dec.

14 on a planned three.day mis-
sion. The purpose was to study
space flight and radistion ef-
fects on organisms with short
life spans. Scientists hoped to
gain clues applying to equiva-
lent yeéars in human existence.

The insect and bacteria speci-
mens, however, were trapped in
orbit when the satellite’s retro-
rocket falled to fire for the
planned recovery in the Paclfic
near Honoluhu

The satellite dropped gradual-
ly lower and lower in its orbit
until it slowed to re-entry speed
Tuesday night.

The battery aboard the satel-
lite was believed to have enough
power after two months to ac-
tivate the parachute and flash
radio beacon and light signals to
assist in recovery.

As long &8s the radiation
source remains in its steel
sphere, danger Is negligible,
NASA spokesman said. They
said it will not shatter and can
be opened only with extreme
difficuity,

The compressed air bottle
could explode if struck a sharp
blow, they sald,

gation without interruption, held
Darwin incommunicado for" the
weekend.

He sald Darwin's attorneys
made about 28 télephone/ calls
and geveral personal visits In
an attempt to reach Darwin or
State Police Maj. Samuel Rome,

who was heading the Invastiga-
tion. He said the attempts failed
and noted that Maj. Rome tes.
tifled he had not received any
of the telephone messages.

Atty. Shea whose presente‘ion
was frequently Interrupted with
questions by the five justices,
conceded that neither the
landmark Escobedo decision by
the U, 8. Supreme Court nor
the subsequent Miranda deci-
sion applied to the Darwin case.
Both decisions extended the
right to gounsel, the Miranda
decision extending it to the mo-
ment a suspect is taken into
custody.

Neither  decision, though,
is retroactive. Theé Escobedo de-
cision was made in 1864 and
the Miranda in 1068, They are
only applicable in trials . thal
started after the decisions.

But Atty. Shea argued that
the right to counsel had been
an important element in de-
ciding the admissibility of con-
fession even before the two de-
cisions. The 'decisions, he said,
underscored that importance.

He noted that Darwin testi-
fied that he attempted to make
a call to his lawyer when he
was arrested on a coroner's
warrant the morning of Deec. §,
1963, Maj. Rome, though, re-
strained him.

This point was disputed by
Atty. Gnutti during his presen-
tation.

Atty, Gnuttl, who was the
prosecutor at the Darwin trial,
sald Darwin had tried to break
away from Maj. Rome saying
he wanted to make a telephone
call, but not specifying to whom.

Under questioning from the
bench, Atty, Gnutti said he was
unable to explain why none of
the 25 telephone messages had
reached Maj, Rome. He argued,
though, that Darwin was aware
of his rights to silence and to
counsel. He pointed out that the
day before his arrest Darwin
had appeared at a coroner's in-
quest where he was advised of

his rights.

In -addition, he said, Dq
was advised of his rights
he was presented with a bench
warrant on Dec, 8. Shortly af-
ter, Darwin gave police a writ-
ten statement, the attorney said.

Atty, Gnutti added that Dar-
win abruptly ended a re-enact-
ment of the murder that morn-
ing, proving, he said, that Dar-
win was not being coerced.

He pointed out that Darwin
himself had testified that he
went through the re-enactment
and gave the confession volun-
tarily.

In his rebuttal, Atty. Bhea
argued that voluntariness to a
court and to Darwin was not the
same thing. Darwin, he said,
gave the statement in a des-
perate attempt to get out of po-
lice hands. He said Darwin had
no hope that the bench warrant
necessarily meant he would be
allowed to see his atlorneys
and family.

The attorneys wsplit sharply
during their main arguments on
the treatment of Darwin during
the December weekend.

They agreed that Darwin was

in Appeal

generally well treated physical-
ly, but Atty, 8hea argued that
Darwin wad questioned by ‘‘re-
lay teams” of state police for
long periods. In addition, he
sald, an apparent attempt was
made by Rome (o use a hyp-
notic device on Darwin,

The result, Atty. Shea said,
was a physical breakdown on
Dec. 7 duridg which. Darwin
gave a written statement to po-
lice. That statement was not
allowed to be admitted into evi-
dence during the trial.

Afty. Shea argued that the
statement and re-enactment
made the following day also
should not have been admiited
because of the “taint" of the
previous day's illegal confes-
sion. The ‘‘taint,’”” he said, ex-
tended to what he termed the
"preconditioning’ Darwin un-
derwent through ‘He detector
tests, ‘‘truth serum'' injections
and other contacts with the
state police that together led lo
a, "breaking of the will."

Chief Justice John Hamilton
King asked Atty. Shea if, he
was suggesting that police ought
to abandon investigation [or
fear of affecting a suspecl's
mind,

Atty. Shea said he did not,
but that in judging the volun-
tariness of a confession these

circumstances should be taken::

into account.

In replying to this point, Atty.

Gnutti observed that Darwin
had testified that he possessed
a ‘‘strong German mind."

“His will wasn't overbome,"
Atty. Gnuttd said,

He characterized Darwin as
a man of “strong personality”
whose mind was active during
the weekend. He said there was
evidence to suggest that Darwin
enjoyed some of his encounters
with the police that weekend.

Justice King said the record
of the trial did not show this

Atty. Gnutti also argued that
whatever took place on the day
the illegal confession was made
did not affect the validity of the
re-enactment and confegsion
made the following day.

Justice King suggested that
though the law might be used
unconstitutionally that did- not
mean that this was done in the
Darwin ease,

Atty. Shea contended that it
was and argued that the law
should be declared unconstitu-
tional even though it was used
unconstitutionally in only some
instances.

In his reply Atty. Gnutti ob-
served that there were safe-
guards that prevented the law
from being abused.

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — How to
simulate blindness is the latest
challenge of Audrey Hepburn,
an unusually conscientious ac-
treas.

Whether playing a nun (“The
Nun's Story,” 1059) or a Cock-
ney (“My Falr Lady," 1984),
Miss Hepburn makes a practice
of preparing for her role with
thoroughness, In *“‘Wait Until
Dark,” her first Hollywood film
since My Fair Lady,’" she |s
playing a recently blinded wife
who is menaced by three hood-
lums in search of a cache of
heroin.

"Portraying blindness is a lot
more difficult than it seems,”
she commented before undergo-
ing a series of camera tests.
“Naturally, the audience knows
that Audrey Hepburn is not
blind. So how am I going to con-
vince them that X am blind In
the story?

“We have been testing contact
lenges, thinking that they might
give a suggestion of blindness,
But I am pretty much agalnst
that, especially because of Lthe
discomfort of getting used to
them.

“Some have suggested that I
stare at a fixed point off-cam-
era, but I don't like that idea,
either. I think it would distract
both me and the audience. Be-
sides, one of the things I learned
in my research was that the
blind are taught to direct their
eyes to those they are lalking
to."

Miss Hepburn, whose husbhand
Mel Ferrer is producing “Wait
Unti] Dark," visited a clinic for
the blind in Lausanne, near
their Swisa home. Then she
spent two days at the Light
House Institute for the Blind in

For ins
stance, I thought that the kitche
en was much, much bigger than
it really wuas. But there are
compensating factors, too. I
found that my hearing did geem
more acute, and I was extra-
sensitive to the tone of people's
voices, The volce iz everything
in contact with other human
beings, and those who teach the
blind are enormously kind and
gentle." .

North Viet Regulars

Flee Before Koreans

SAIGON, South Vietnam
(AP) —U.8. jet pilots raced
through a clear sky today for

attacks on North Vietnam,
screened through much of the
winter by monscon clouds.

A Tass dispatch in Moscow
sutd squadrons flew over Hanoi
and bombed and strafed ‘‘eco-
nomic targets and populated
areas in the provinces neighbor-
ing on Hanal."

The U.8 Command, which or-
dinarily conducts briefings on
air operations the day after they
tuke place, declined to comment
on the Soviet news agency's re-
port. Tass, in a dispatch from
Hanol, said the Americans sped
over Hanol at noon and *"heavy
antiamireraft gung and bursts of
rocket fire shook the sky."

Aground, South Korean
marines reported victory in the
biggest battle in recent months
in Vietnam. They sald they
killed 243 North Vietnamese
regularg in a three-hour fight
through rice paddies aboul 340
miles northeast of Saigon.

In the Mekong Delta south of
Salgon, Vietnamese authorities
reported a combined army-ran-
ger unit killed 56 Viet Cong in a
pitched battle Tuesday. But in
the Long Tau River — the main
shipping channel into Saigon —
14 American sallors were
wounded and one was missing
when guerrillas sank one 80-foot
U.S. minesweeper, badly dam-
aged two others and fired on &
fourth,

A Korean spokesman said two
companies of Korean marines
— about 400 men — took moder-
ate casuanlties in the big battle
this morning against an esti-
mated 1,200 North Vietnamese
aftackers. The Koreans were
pursuing the North Vietnamese
tonight, he reported.

One company of Koreans was
moving into a mountainous
Communist stronghold 11 miles
north of Quang Ngai City when
the North Vietnamese attacked
them with mortars.

The Communists penetrated
the Koreans' perimeter at one
point, the spokesman sald, but

the marines counterattacked
and drove the enemy out in
hand-to-hand fighting. Fighting
was at such close quarters the
marines couldn't call in air or
artillery support until the North
Vietnamese broke and fled.

Additional Korean marines
were moved into the area, and
the enemy death toll mounted
as the marines swept through
the valley north of the Tra Khuc
River.

The enemy unit was identi-

fied by the Korean spokesman sai

as the 1st Battalion of the 21st
North Vietnamese regiment.

The Korean success was an
unexpected greeting for South
Korean Premier Chung Il Kwon,
who arrived in Saigon today for
a four-day visit with his coun-
try's troops and leaders of the
South Vietnamese government.

The first Viet Cong attack on
the U.S. minesweepers in the
Saigon channel came at 7 am.,
when guerrillas opened fire on
two of the 80-foot boats about 15
miles southeast of the capital.

As one of the bhoats began to
gink, the other sweeper pushed
it aground to keep the channel
clear, Six crewmen were in-
jured and one was reported
missing. Air strikes were called
in.
Three hours later, another
U.8. minesweeper hit a mine
seven miles farther down river
and sank. Eight crewmen were
injured,

During the afternoon, guerril-
la gunners opened fire on a
fourth minesweeper and contin-
ued shooting untH it was out of
range. A tanker moving down
river was forced to turn back.

American infantry units were
busy with more than a dozen
operatlons in various parts of
South Vietnam, but they report-
ed only light, scattered contact.

A U.8. spokesman said Amer-
fcan war planes flew 67 mis-
sions over North Vietnam Tues-
day, nearly all of them in the
southern panhandle. Air Force
pllots reported a large second-
ary explosion after hitting a fer-
ry complex five miles south of
Dong Hol,

Death Rate Explained

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pen-
fagon officers say the high
proportion of Negro combat
deaths in Vietnam is related to
the high proportion of Negroes
serving in fighting units.

A new Defense Department
study showed Tuesday that
while the proportion of Negro
enlisted men among all US.
troops in Vietnam dropped lo 11
per cent last year, negroes
accounted for nearly 18 per cent
of the combat deaths,

Tht high concentration of Ne-
groes in combat units — up to 25
per cent in some airborne bri-
gades — is not due to discrim-
ination of any kind, Pentagon
officers said.

The number of Negroes in
such units is high, these sources
said, because Negroes: — re-
enlist at much higher rates than
whites,

— Volunteer more readily for
elile combat units such as Spe-
cial Forces and airborne divi-
sions that offer more prestige
and more pay.

— Enter the service with
more educational deficiencies,
sharply limiting the number and
type of armed service jobs
available to them.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Gallup Poll said Richard Nixon
is the favored choice of Republi-
can voters for the GOP presi-
dential nomination in 1068,

The Harris Survey, also pub-
lished Tuesday, said: *At
time when Gov.

President Richard Nixon seems
to be sinking in popularity."

Asked to comment on the
wide difference in the findings
of the two polls, Michigan's
Romney said: T would not
want to gel in the middle be-
cause the resuits are poles
apart."

The Gallup Poll, published in
the Washington Post, sald that
among Republicans, 62 per cent
favored Nixon to 40 per cent for
Romney and 8 per cent undecid-
ed.
